The quality and sheer inventiveness of their work has always set Doctor Who apart from other TV shows, and that is what we are celebrating in the pages of this book.

BRIAN: Somebody’s got to water the plants.

THE POWER OF THREE
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LIFE WITHOUT THE DOCTOR

‘You were my life. You know what the most difficult thing was? Coping with what happens next, or with what doesn’t happen next. You took me to the furthest reaches of the galaxy, you showed me supernovas, intergalactic battles, and then you just dropped me back on Earth. How could anything compare to that? . . . We get a taste of that splendour and then we have to go back.’

SARAH, SCHOOL REUNION
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‘It’s life. Just life. That thing that goes on when you’re not there.’

AMY, ASYLUM OF THE DALEKS

AMY: After everything we’ve been through, Doctor. Everything. You can’t just drop me off at my house and say goodbye like we’ve shared a cab.

THE DOCTOR: And what’s the alternative? Me standing over your grave?

‘Don’t trust him. There’s a sliver of ice in his heart.’

EMMA, HIDE

CLARA: I trust the Doctor.

CAPTAIN: You think he knows what he’s doing?

CLARA: I’m not sure I’d go that far.

NIGHTMARE IN SILVER

‘Oh yes. I’m only his assistant. He’s the one you should be talking to. Or rather, listening to, if you have the stamina.’

ROMANA, THE PIRATE PLANET

HARRIET: Excuse me, people are dead! This is not the time for making jokes.

ROSE: Sorry. You get used to this stuff when you’re friends with him.

HARRIET: Well, that’s a strange friendship.

WORLD WAR THREE

COMMODORE TRAVERS: If I seem to lack gratitude, young woman . . . it is because on the previous occasion that the Doctor’s path crossed mine I found myself involved in a web of mayhem and intrigue.

THE DOCTOR: Ah, saved your ship though, Commodore.

COMMODORE TRAVERS: Yes, you did, though whether it would have been at risk without your intervention is another matter.

THE TRIAL OF A TIME LORD: TERROR OF THE VERVOIDS

‘Don’t listen to me. I never do.’

THE DOCTOR, THE KEEPER OF TRAKEN

VIVIEN: I’m sure the Doctor’s perfectly capable of looking after himself.

ROMANA: I’m not sure I’d entirely agree with that remark.

THE STONES OF BLOOD

‘The Doctor. The man who keeps running, never looking back because he dare not, out of shame. This is my final victory, Doctor. I have shown you yourself.’

DAVROS, JOURNEY’S END

‘You know what’s going on . . . You always know. You just can’t be bothered to tell anyone. It’s like it’s some kind of a game, and only you know the rules.’

ACE, THE CURSE OF FENRIC

‘How like a man to have fun while there’s disaster all around him.’

AGATHA CHRISTIE, THE UNICORN AND THE WASP

‘It’s funny, you know, but before I met you, I was even willing to be impressed . . . ROMANA: Is that why you always win?

ROMANA: Because you always make mistakes.

THE DOCTOR: Mistakes? Me? Well, perhaps once a century or so.

DESTINY OF THE DALEKS

JOSIAH: You’re so smug and self-satisfied, Doctor.

THE DOCTOR: I try.

GHOST LIGHT
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THE DARK SIDE OF THE DOCTOR

‘I’m so old now. I used to have so much mercy. You get one warning. That was it.’

THE DOCTOR, SCHOOL REUNION

‘The Doctor is a legend woven throughout history. When disaster comes, he’s there. He brings the storm in his wake and he has one constant companion . . . Death.’

CLIVE, ROSE

‘You look deep enough on the internet or in the history books, and there’s his name, followed by a list of the dead.’

MICKEY, ALIENS OF LONDON

‘Every time the Doctor gets pally with someone, I have this overwhelming urge to notify their next of kin.’

RORY, THE GOD COMPLEX

‘Answer me this. Just one question, that’s all. If the Doctor had never visited us, if he’d never chosen this place on a whim, would anybody here have died?’

JOAN, THE FAMILY OF BLOOD

‘No, you’ve noticed something. You’ve got your noticing face on. I have nightmares about that face.’

CRAIG, CLOSING TIME

‘The man who abhors violence, never carrying a gun. But this is the truth, Doctor. You take ordinary people, and you fashion them into weapons. Behold your Children of Time. Transformed into murderers. I made the Daleks, Doctor. You made this.’

DAVROS, JOURNEY’S END

‘Good men don’t need rules. Today is not the day to find out why I have so many.’

THE DOCTOR, A GOOD MAN GOES TO WAR

‘Do you know what they call me in the ancient legends of the Dalek Homeworld? The Oncoming Storm. You might’ve removed all your emotions but I reckon right down deep in your DNA, there’s one little spark left, and that’s fear. Doesn’t it just burn when you face me?’

ROMANA: I don’t like ‘Romana’.

THE DOCTOR: It’s either ‘Romana’ or ‘Fred’.

ROMANA: All right, call me ‘Fred’.

THE DOCTOR: Good. Come on, Romana.

THE RIBOS OPERATION

‘Your mind is beginning to work. It’s entirely due to my influence, of course. You mustn’t take any credit.’

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PEACE AND UNDERSTANDING

‘As we learn about each other, so we learn about ourselves.’

THE DOCTOR, THE EDGE OF DESTRUCTION

‘Mankind doesn’t need warfare and bloodshed to prove itself. Everyday life can provide honour and valour, and let’s hope that from now on this, this country can find its heroes in smaller places.’

JOHN SMITH, HUMAN NATURE

THE DOCTOR: I could rule the universe with this, Chancellor.

‘It is never easy to die.’

STAEL, IMAGE OF THE FENDAHL

‘All things pass away.’

CHO-JE, PLANET OF THE SPIDERS

‘Death is always more frightening when it strikes invisibly.’

THE MASTER, TERROR OF THE AUTONS

‘Since when did an undertaker keep office hours? The dead don’t die on schedule.’

CHARLES DICKENS, THE UNQUIET DEAD

‘The Church of the Papal Mainframe apologises for your death. The relevant afterlives have been notified.’

COLONEL ALBERO, THE TIME OF THE DOCTOR

RORY: What’s wrong with you? What’s she done to you?

THE DOCTOR: Poisoned me. But I’m fine. Well, no, I’m dying, but I’ve got a plan.

AMY: What plan?

THE DOCTOR: Not dying.

LET’S KILL HITLER

‘With one basic difference, the living are very much like the dead. Who was it said the living are just the dead on holiday?’

THE DOCTOR, DESTINY OF THE DALEKS

‘If Ben was killed by that damn blasted machine, there’ll be anger in his soul. And men that die like that don’t never rest easy.’

It’s the Creator’s greatest mystery that we’re allowed no such consolation. The dead stay silent, and we must wait.’

QUEEN VICTORIA, TOOTH AND CLAW

DICKENS: This is precisely the sort of cheap mummery I strive to unmask. Séances? Nothing but luminous tambourines and a squeeze box concealed between the knees. This girl knows nothing.

THE DOCTOR: Now, don’t antagonise her. I love a happy medium.

THE UNQUIET DEAD

‘When it comes to death, quantity is so much more satisfying than quality.’

FENRIC, THE CURSE OF FENRIC

‘You’ve been trying to kill me for centuries, and here I am, dying of old age. If you want something done, do it yourself.’

THE DOCTOR, THE TIME OF THE DOCTOR
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WAR

‘The universe is at war, Doctor. Name one planet whose history is not littered with atrocities and ambition for empire. It is a universal way of life.’

DAVROS, RESURRECTION OF THE DALEKS

‘You don’t beg for peace, Princess. You win it.’

MARSHAL, THE ARMAGEDDON FACTOR

CONSTANTINE: Before this war began, I was a father and a grandfather. Now I am neither. But I’m still a doctor.

THE DOCTOR: Yeah. I know the feeling.

THE EMPTY CHILD

‘A warrior doesn’t talk, he acts.’

STAAL, THE POISON SKY

‘Sir, please do not noogie me during combat prep.’

STRAX, THE SNOWMEN

‘It is the right of every creature across the universe to survive, multiply and perpetuate its species. How else does the predator exist? We are all predators, Doctor. We kill, we devour, to live. Survival is all, you agree?’

THE NUCLEUS, THE INVISIBLE ENEMY

TEGANA: In battle all men face death.

THE DOCTOR: And few expect to meet it, hmmm?

MARCO POLO

‘A child is not a weapon!’

THE DOCTOR, A GOOD MAN GOES TO WAR

‘It used to be the Tiberion Spiral Galaxy. A million star systems, a hundred million worlds, a billion trillion people. It’s not there any more. No more Tiberion Galaxy. No more Cybermen. It was effective . . . I feel like a monster sometimes . . . Because instead of mourning a billion trillion dead people, I just feel sorry for the poor blighter who had to press the button and blow it all up.’

‘What better way to destroy your enemies than to let them destroy themselves.’

IXTA, THE AZTECS

THE DOCTOR: They keep coming back, don’t you see? Every time I negotiate, I try to understand. Well, not today. No. Today, I honour the victims first. His, the Master’s, the Daleks’, all the people who died because of my mercy!

AMY: You see, this is what happens when you travel alone for too long.

IZLYR: We reject violence, except in self-defence.

JO: What about Ssorg’s gun? This is supposed to be a peaceful mission.

IZLYR: Unfortunately, in order to preserve peace, it is necessary to survive.

THE CURSE OF PELADON
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THE MILITARY

THE DOCTOR: Well quite frankly, Brigadier, I fail to see the value of a lot of idiot soldiers clumping about the place.

THE BRIGADIER: Oh, you’ve been thankful enough sometimes, Doctor.

THE GREEN DEATH

‘I sometimes think that military intelligence is a contradiction in terms.’

THE DOCTOR, TERROR OF THE AUTONS

THE DOCTOR: Hello. Who are you?

RESTAC: Restac, Military commander.

THE DOCTOR: Oh dear, really? There’s always a military, isn’t there?

COLD BLOOD

THE DOCTOR: Never cared much for the word impregnable. Sounds a bit too much like unsinkable.

HARRY: What’s wrong with unsinkable?

THE DOCTOR: Nothing, as the iceberg said to the Titanic. . . Glug, glug, glug . . .

ROBOT
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‘That’s typical of the military mind, isn’t it? Present them with a new problem, and they start shooting at it.’

THE DOCTOR, DOCTOR WHO AND THE SILURIANS

‘Among all the varied wonders of the universe there’s nothing so firmly clamped shut as the military mind.’

THE DOCTOR, BATTLEFIELD

‘The military mind at its most scintillating. Faced with a problem they blast it off the face of the Earth.’

THE DOCTOR, TERROR OF THE AUTONS

‘Chap with the wings there. Five rounds rapid.’

THE BRIGADIER, THE DAEMONS
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THE TIME WAR

‘The Time War. The whole universe convulsed. The Time War raged. Invisible to smaller species but devastating to higher forms.’

THE GELTH, THE UNQUIET DEAD

‘Perhaps it’s time. This is only the furthest edge of the Time War. But at its heart millions die every second. Lost in bloodlust and insanity. With Time itself resurrecting them to find new ways of dying, over and over again. A travesty of life.’

THE PARTISAN, THE END OF TIME

‘I’ve had many faces, many lives. I don’t admit to all of them. There’s one life I’ve tried very hard to forget. He was the Doctor who fought in the Time War, and that was the day he did it. The day I did it. The day he killed them all. The last day of the Time War. The war to end all wars between my people and the Daleks. And in that battle there was a man with more blood on his hands than any other, a man who would commit a crime that would silence the universe. And that man was me.’

THE DOCTOR, THE DAY OF THE DOCTOR
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‘For a long time I thought I was just a survivor, but I’m not. I’m the winner. That’s who I am. The Time Lord Victorious.’

THE DOCTOR, THE WATERS OF MARS

‘Everything she did was so human. She brought you back to life but she couldn’t control it. She brought you back for ever. That’s something, I suppose. The final act of the Time War was life.’

THE DOCTOR, UTOPIA
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DANGER

‘Hello, I’m the Doctor! I believe you want to kill me.’

THE DOCTOR, SILVER NEMESIS

ROSE: Mauve?

THE DOCTOR: The universally recognised colour for danger.

ROSE: What happened to red?

THE DOCTOR: That’s just humans. By everyone else’s standards, red’s camp. Oh, the misunderstandings. All those red alerts, all that dancing.’

THE EMPTY CHILD

‘The situation, Lavel, is normal. It doesn’t get much worse than that.’

THE BRIGADIER, BATTLEFIELD

‘Arms. Legs. Neck. Head. Nose. I’m fine. Everyone else?’

THE DOCTOR, MIDNIGHT

THE DOCTOR: So much fuss over a little water.

PERI: No, but pink water . . .

THE DOCTOR: Are you frightened it might clash with what you’re wearing?

PERI: No, I’m more concerned I might clash with what lives in it.

THE TRIAL OF A TIME LORD: MINDWARP

‘Every time, it’s rule one. Don’t wander off. I tell them, I do. Rule one. There could be anything on this ship.’

THE DOCTOR, THE GIRL IN THE FIREPLACE

‘A risk shared is a risk doubled.’

THE DOCTOR, FRONTIOS

TURLOUGH: We’re running out of places to run.

TEGAN: It’s the story of our lives.

THE AWAKENING

THE DOCTOR: We’re up a gum tree without a paddle.

K-9: Define gum tree.

THE DOCTOR: Well, it’s a tree that gives gum.

K-9: Explain use of paddle in gum tree.

THE DOCTOR: You wouldn’t understand, K-9.

K-9: Affirmative.

THE HORNS OF NIMON

‘We’ve found something. It looks like metal. Like some sort of seal. I’ve got a nasty feeling the word might be trapdoor. Not a good word, trapdoor. Never met a trapdoor I liked.’

THE DOCTOR, THE IMPOSSIBLE PLANET

‘Don’t wander off. Now, I’m not just saying don’t wander off, I mean it. Otherwise you’ll wander off and the next thing you know, somebody’s going to have to start rescuing somebody.’

THE DOCTOR, NIGHTMARE IN SILVER

‘Something’s wrong . . . we haven’t been attacked yet.’

THE DOCTOR, BATTLEFIELD

‘Jamie, we’re already in the lion’s den. What we’ve got to concentrate on is keeping our heads out of his mouth.’

THE DOCTOR, FURY FROM THE DEEP
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VIOLENCE

SEAN: You are so on the team. Next week we’ve got the Crown and Anchor. We’re going to annihilate them.

THE DOCTOR: Annihilate? No. No violence, do you understand me? Not while I’m around. Not today, not ever. I’m the Doctor, the Oncoming Storm . . . and you basically meant beat them in a football match, didn’t you?

SEAN: Yeah.

THE DOCTOR: Lovely. What sort of time?

THE LODGER

‘Sad really, isn’t it? People spend all their time making nice things, and other people come along and break them.’

THE DOCTOR, THE ENEMY OF THE WORLD

BROCK: His scarf killed Stimson!

THE DOCTOR: Arrest the scarf, then.

THE LEISURE HIVE

‘Frightening, isn’t it, to find there are others better versed in death than human beings.’

THE DOCTOR, REMEMBRANCE OF THE DALEKS

‘Why can’t people be nice to one another, just for a change? I mean, I’m an alien and you don’t want to drag me into a swamp, do you? You do!’

THE DOCTOR, FULL CIRCLE

‘There should have been another way.’

THE DOCTOR, WARRIORS OF THE DEEP

THE DOCTOR: When you find something brand new in the world, something you’ve never seen before, what’s the next thing you look for?

STRAX: A grenade.

THE SNOWMEN
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ROMANA: You should go into partnership with a glazier. You’d have a truly symbiotic working relationship.

DUGGAN: What?

ROMANA: I’m just pointing out that you break a lot of glass.

DUGGAN: You can’t make an omelette without breaking eggs.

ROMANA: If you wanted an omelette, I’d expect to find a pile of broken crockery, a cooker in flames and an unconscious chef.

CITY OF DEATH

THE DOCTOR, THE ROMANS

‘If you’re bleeding, look for a man with scars.’

LEELA, THE ROBOTS OF DEATH

‘I strongly advise the issuing of scissor grenades, limbo vapour and triple blast brain splitters . . . Remember, we are going to the north.’

STRAX, THE CRIMSON HORROR

LITEFOOT: I think this entire enterprise is extremely rash and ill-considered.

THE DOCTOR: My dear Litefoot, I’ve got a lantern and a pair of waders, and possibly the most fearsome piece of hand artillery in all England. What could possibly go wrong?

LITEFOOT: Well, that for a start. It hasn’t been fired for fifty years. If you try to use it, it’ll probably explode in your face.

THE DOCTOR: Explode? Unthinkable. It was made in Birmingham.

THE TALONS OF WENG-CHIANG

‘If there’s one thing I can’t stand, it’s being tortured by someone with cold hands.’

THE DOCTOR, CITY OF DEATH

‘Whereas yours is a simple case of sociopathy, Dibber, my malaise is much more complex. “A deep-rooted maladjustment”, my psychiatrist said. “Brought on by an infantile inability to come to terms with the more pertinent, concrete aspects of life” . . . Mind you, I had just attempted to kill him.’

THE DOCTOR, THE DALEK INVASION OF EARTH

‘There are only two sides today, Barbara. Those who rule by fear and treachery, and those who fight for reason and justice. Anyone who betrays these principles is worse than the devil in hell!’

JULES RENAN, THE REIGN OF TERROR

THE DOCTOR: I’ll say one thing for you, Davros. Your conversation is totally predictable. You’re like a deranged child, all this talk of killing, revenge and destruction.

DAVROS: It is the only path to ultimate power.

RESURRECTION OF THE DALEKS

‘Krynoid on the outside, a madman lurking inside, not a happy situation.’

THE DOCTOR, THE SEEDS OF DOOM

‘One man’s law is another man’s crime.’

THE DOCTOR, THE EDGE OF DESTRUCTION

‘Bad laws were made to be broken.’

THE DOCTOR, THE MACRA TERROR

ROMANA: The Black Guardian’s a real threat.

THE DOCTOR: Some galactic hobo with ideas above his station, the cosmos is full of them.

THE LEISURE HIVE

‘This is all too easy. A great pity. These facile victories only leave me hungry for more conquest.’

THE MASTER, CASTROVALVA

‘What is the one thing evil cannot face? Not ever? . . . Itself.’

THE DOCTOR, KINDA

‘Intruders from other planets always say they wish to talk, but all they mean to do is destroy.’

SECOND SENSORITE, THE SENSORITES

‘Doctor, I offer you power. Power to corrupt, to destroy. Think of the exhilaration of that power. Serve me and live.’

THE CELESTIAL TOYMAKER, THE CELESTIAL TOYMAKER

THE NUCLEUS: The age of man is over, Doctor. The age of the virus has begun.

THE DOCTOR: I’ve heard it all before. You megalomaniacs are all the same.

‘Makes you wonder what could be so bad it doesn’t actually mind us thinking it’s a vampire.’

THE DOCTOR, VAMPIRES OF VENICE

THE DOCTOR: Any intelligent life form?

TARON: Oh, yes. The Spiridons. They’re invisible.

THE DOCTOR: I’d very much like to see one of them.

PLANET OF THE DALEKS

IAN: Maybe we could talk to them, make them understand?

THE DOCTOR: Apart from rubbing our back legs together like some sort of grasshopper, I doubt if we could get on speaking terms with them.

THE WEB PLANET

‘Well, I never thought I’d fire in anger at a dratted caterpillar . . .’

THE BRIGADIER, THE GREEN DEATH

COMMANDER: I don’t understand. Why was it necessary for him to make himself look human?

THE DOCTOR: Well, if you’d seen a Usurian you’d know what I mean. They look like sea kale with eyes. I mean, would you take orders from a lump of seaweed?

THE DOCTOR, PLANET OF THE DALEKS

‘But if I kill, wipe out a whole intelligent life form, then I become like them. I’d be no better than the Daleks.’

THE DOCTOR, GENESIS OF THE DALEKS

‘The Daleks will triumph. We cannot fail. The Daleks’ true destiny is to rule the universe.’

SUPREME DALEK, RESURRECTION OF THE DALEKS

THE DOCTOR: The Daleks have failed! Why don’t you finish the job and make the Daleks extinct. Rid the universe of your filth. Why don’t you just die?

DALEK: You would make a good Dalek.

DALEK

‘Sealed inside your casing. Not feeling anything, ever, from birth to death, locked inside a cold metal cage. Completely alone. That explains your voice. No wonder you scream.’

THE DOCTOR, DOOMSDAY

‘You stupid tin boxes.’

THE MASTER, FRONTIER IN SPACE

DALEK JAST: Daleks are supreme. Humans are weak.

DALEK SEC: But there are millions of humans and only four of us. If we are supreme, why are we not victorious? The Cult of Skaro was created by the Emperor for this very purpose. To imagine new ways of survival.

DALEK THAY: But we must remain pure.

DALEK SEC: No, Dalek Thay. Our purity has brought us to extinction.

DALEKS IN MANHATTAN

THE DOCTOR: Dalek hunting is a terminal pastime.

ACE: So what are we doing?

THE DOCTOR: Dalek hunting.

REMEMBRANCE OF THE DALEKS

‘We are entombed, but we live on. This is only the beginning. We will prepare. We will grow stronger. When the time is right, we will emerge and take our rightful place as the supreme power of the universe!’

DALEK, GENESIS OF THE DALEKS

‘The trouble with Daleks is, they take so long to say anything. Probably die of boredom before they shoot me.’

THE DOCTOR, THE TIME OF THE DOCTOR

SUPREME DALEK: You are the Doctor. You must be exterminated.

THE DOCTOR: Don’t mess with me, sweetheart.

VICTORY OF THE DALEKS

DALEK SEC: My Daleks, just understand this. If you choose death and destruction, then death and destruction will choose you.

BENOIT: Have you no mercy?

CYBERMAN: It is unnecessary.

THE MOONBASE

CYBERLEADER: Daleks, be warned. You have declared war upon the Cybermen.

DALEK SEC: This is not war. This is pest control.

DOOMSDAY

‘We think of the humans. We think of their difference and their pain. They suffer in the skin. They must be upgraded.’

CYBERMAN, THE AGE OF STEEL

CYBERMAN: You know our ways. You must be destroyed.

THE DOCTOR: Yes, well, I was afraid you’d get back to that.

THE WHEEL IN SPACE

‘You’ve no home planet, no influence, nothing. You’re just a pathetic bunch of tin soldiers skulking about the galaxy in an ancient spaceship.’

THE DOCTOR, REVENGE OF THE CYBERMEN

‘Oh, Lumic, you’re a clever man. I’d call you a genius, except I’m in the room. But everything you’ve invented, you did to fight your sickness. And that’s brilliant. That is so human. THE DOCTOR: Correct. And the Doctor always gives you a choice. Deactivate yourself, or I deactivate you.

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SONTARANS

‘That’s a Sontaran spaceship, to be precise, and tremendously powerful for its size, just like its owner.’

THE DOCTOR, THE TIME WARRIOR

SARAH: You killed him!

STYRE: That is my function. I am a warrior.

THE SONTARAN EXPERIMENT

‘Sontarans never do anything without a military reason.’

THE DOCTOR, THE SONTARAN EXPERIMENT

STOR: I am Commander Stor, of the Sontaran Special Space Service.

THE DOCTOR: The SSSS. Isn’t that carrying alliteration a little far?

THE INVASION OF TIME

‘You have a primary and secondary reproductive cycle. It is an inefficient system, you should change it.’

LINX, THE TIME WARRIOR

THE DOCTOR: Sontaran. Clone warrior race. Factory produced, whole legions at a time. Two genders is a bit further than he can count.

STRAX: Sir, do not discuss my reproductive cycle in front of enemy girls. It’s embarrassing.

THE SNOWMEN
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THE MASTER

THE DOCTOR, SURVIVAL

‘Doctor, you’re my intellectual equal. Almost. I have so few worthy opponents. When they’ve gone, I always miss them.’

THE MASTER, TERROR OF THE AUTONS

‘He’s on his last life, fighting to survive. And the science has shown us over and over, in the fight for survival there are no rules.’

THE DOCTOR, DOCTOR WHO (TV MOVIE)

‘Envy is the beginning of all true greatness.’

THE MASTER, LOGOPOLIS

‘Life is wasted on the living!’

THE MASTER, DOCTOR WHO (TV MOVIE)

THE MASTER: I am the Master!

PERI: So what? I’m Perpugilliam Brown and I can shout just as loud as you can.

PLANET OF FIRE

‘I’m indestructible. The whole universe knows that.’

THE MASTER, THE MARK OF THE RANI

‘I had estates. Do you remember my father’s land back home? Pastures of red grass stretching far across the slopes of Mount Perdition. We used to run across those fields all day. Calling up at the sky. Look at us now.’

THE MASTER, THE END OF TIME

THE MASTER: Who else is there strong enough to give these humans the leadership they need?

THE DOCTOR: I seem to remember somebody else speaking like that. What was the bounder’s name? Hitler. Yes, that’s right, Adolf Hitler. Or was it Genghis Khan?

THE DAEMONS

ANNE: Yes, the gutter press has a very large following.

THE WEB OF FEAR

‘You’ve been down here so long that you’re beginning to think like worms.’

‘Stubborn old mule’

THE DOCTOR, HORROR OF FANG ROCK

THE DOCTOR, THE DALEK INVASION OF EARTH

‘Don’t listen to him. It’s just the ravings of a demented space tramp.’

THE MASTER, THE DEADLY ASSASSIN

THE DOCTOR: I don’t like your tone, sir.

THE DOCTOR: Well, just the interesting ones.

‘You dreamt of another sky. New sun, new air, new life. A whole universe teeming with life. Why stand still when there’s all that life out there.’

THE DOCTOR, VOYAGE OF THE DAMNED

‘All the elements in your body were forged many, many millions of years ago, in the heart of a faraway star that exploded and died. That explosion scattered those elements across the desolations of deep space. After so, so many millions of years, these elements came together to form new stars and new planets. And on and on it went. The elements came together and burst apart, forming shoes and ships and sealing wax, and cabbages and kings. Until, eventually, they came together to make you. You are unique in the universe.’

THE DOCTOR, THE RINGS OF AKHATEN

‘Life in some form will always go on.’

THE DOCTOR, THE MUTANTS

VINCENT: Hold my hand, Doctor. Try to see what I see. We are so lucky we are still alive to see this beautiful world. Look at the sky. It’s not dark and black and without character. The black is in fact deep blue. And over there, lighter blue. And blowing through the blueness and the blackness, the wind swirling through the air and then, shining, burning, bursting through, the stars. Can you see how they roar their light? Everywhere we look, the complex magic of nature blazes before our eyes.

THE DOCTOR: I’ve seen many things, my friend. But you’re right. Nothing quite as wonderful as the things you see.

VINCENT AND THE DOCTOR

‘That’s two impossible things we’ve seen so far tonight. Don’t you love it when that happens?

THE DOCTOR, THE LAZARUS EXPERIMENT

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‘Homo sapiens. What an inventive, invincible species. It’s only a few million years since they crawled up out of the mud and learned to walk. Puny, defenceless bipeds. They survived flood, famine and plague. They survived cosmic wars and holocausts, and now here they are amongst the stars, waiting to begin a new life, ready to outsit eternity. They’re indomitable. Indomitable!’

THE DOCTOR, THE ARK IN SPACE

‘I love humans. Always seeing patterns in things that aren’t there.’

THE DOCTOR, DOCTOR WHO (TV MOVIE)

‘This day is ending. Humankind is weak. You shelter from the dark. And yet, you have built all this . . . My planet is gone, destroyed in a great war, yet versions of this city stand throughout history. The human race always continues.’

DALEK CAAN, DALEKS IN MANHATTAN

‘It may be irrational of me, but human beings are quite my favourite species.’

THE DOCTOR, THE ARK IN SPACE

‘. . . the great breakout . . . When your forefathers went leapfrogging across the solar system on their way to the stars. Asteroid belt’s probably teeming with them now. New frontiersmen, pioneers waiting to spread across the galaxy like a tidal wave. Or a disease.’

THE DOCTOR, THE INVISIBLE ENEMY

‘But what I wanted to say is, you know, when you’re a kid, they tell you it’s all, grow up, get a job, get married, get a house, have a kid, and that’s it. But the truth is, the world is so much stranger than that. It’s so much darker, and so much madder. And so much better.’

ELTON, LOVE & MONSTERS

‘The human race makes sense out of chaos. Marking it out with weddings and Christmas and calendars. This whole process is beautiful, but only if it’s being observed.’

THE DOCTOR, THE RUNAWAY BRIDE

THE DOCTOR: You know, I’ll never understand the people of Earth. I have spent the day using, abusing, even trying to kill you. If you’d have behaved as I have, I should have been pleased at your demise.

PERI: It’s called compassion, Doctor. It’s the difference that remains between us.

THE TWIN DILEMMA

‘Observe humanity. For all their faults they have such courage.’

DALEK SEC, EVOLUTION OF THE DALEKS

THE ADMINISTRATOR, THE SENSORITES

MOTHER OF MINE: He didn’t just make himself human. He made himself an idiot.

SON OF MINE: Same thing, isn’t it?

THE FAMILY OF BLOOD

‘Your ancestors have a talent for self-destruction that borders on genius.’

THE DOCTOR, IMAGE OF THE FENDAHL

‘Your species has the most amazing capacity for self-deception, matched only by its ingenuity when trying to destroy itself.’

THE DOCTOR, REMEMBRANCE OF THE DALEKS

‘I gave them the wrong warning. I should’ve told them to run as fast as they can, run and hide because the monsters are coming. The human race.’

THE DOCTOR, THE CHRISTMAS INVASION

DALEK SEC: I feel . . . everything we wanted from mankind. Which is ambition, hatred, aggression. And war. Such a genius for war.

THE DOCTOR: No. That’s not what humanity means.

DALEK SEC: I think it does. At heart this species is so very Dalek.

EVOLUTION OF THE DALEKS

DUGGAN: You’re mad. You’re insane. You’re inhuman!

SCARLIONI: Quite so. When I compare my race to yours, human, I take the word inhuman as a great compliment.

CITY OF DEATH

AMBROSE: You could’ve let those things shoot me. You saved me.

THE DOCTOR: An eye for an eye. It’s never the way. Now you show your son how wrong you were, how there’s another way. You make him the best of humanity, in the way you couldn’t be.

COLD BLOOD

SARAH: Don’t you think that people have a right to choose what kind of life they want?

RUTH: People on Earth were allowed to choose. And see what kind of a world they made. Moral degradation, permissiveness, usury, cheating, lying, cruelty.

SARAH: There’s also a lot of love and kindness and honesty. You’ve got a warped view of things.

INVASION OF THE DINOSAURS
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EARTH

‘I have a place in mind that’s on the way, well, more or less, give or take a parsec or two. It’s my home from home. It’s called Earth.’

THE DOCTOR, LOGOPOLIS

ATRAXI: You are not of this world.

THE DOCTOR: No, but I’ve put a lot of work into it.

THE ELEVENTH HOUR

THE DOCTOR: And where are the Census Bureau going to send you next?

TREVOR: Earth. Have you been there?

THE DOCTOR: Once or twice.

TREVOR: Miserable sort of place.

THE DOCTOR: You’re making me feel nostalgic.

THE HAPPINESS PATROL

ROMANA: Earth?!

THE DOCTOR: Well, I thought you’d be pleased!

ROMANA: I might have guessed. Your favourite planet.

THE DOCTOR: How do you know that?

ROMANA: Oh, everybody knows that.

THE STONES OF BLOOD

LIGHT: Earth. Why mention that wretched planet to me . . . I once spent centuries faithfully cataloguing all the species there, every organism from the smallest bacteria to the largest ichthyosaur. But no sooner had I finished than it all started changing. New species, new sub-species, evolution running amok. I had to start amending my entries. Oh, the task is endless.

THE DOCTOR: That’s life.

GHOST LIGHT

SARAH: At least we’re on Earth. I mean, just taste that air. I love that fresh smell just after a rain shower.

THE DOCTOR: Yes, it does have that peculiar Earthy smell.

THE ANDROID INVASION
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THE HUMAN CONDITION

THE DOCTOR: I’d have to settle down. Get a house or something. A proper house with . . . with doors and things. Carpets. Me, living in a house. Now that, that is terrifying.

ROSE: You’d have to get a mortgage.

THE DOCTOR: No.

ROSE: Oh, yes.

THE DOCTOR: I’m dying. That’s it. I’m dying. It is all over.

THE IMPOSSIBLE PLANET

‘I want to sit in a pub and drink a pint of beer again. I want to walk in a park and watch a cricket match. Above all, I want to belong somewhere, do something, instead of this aimless drifting around in space.’

IAN, THE CHASE

‘If you’re going to sit there wallowing in self-pity, I’ll bite your nose.’

THE DOCTOR, THE BRAIN OF MORBIUS

‘Everyone’s scared when they’re little. I used to be terrified of getting lost. Used to have nightmares about it. And then I got lost. Blackpool beach, bank holiday Monday, about ten billion people. I felt like I’d fallen from another planet and landed in this strange girl’s body, but it wasn’t me at all. I was meant to be somewhere else. Each night I’d walk home and I’d look up at the stars through the gaps in the clouds, and I tried to imagine where I really came from. I dreamed that one day everything would come right. I’d be carried off back home, back to my real mum and dad. Then it actually happened and I ended up here. Ended up working as a waitress again, only this time I couldn’t dream about going nowhere else. There wasn’t nowhere else to go.’

ACE, DRAGONFIRE

‘Oh, come on. Don’t be upset. Yes, you failed. You failed, but congratulations – failure’s one of the basic freedoms.’

THE DOCTOR, THE ROBOTS OF DEATH

‘I was born on that planet. And so was my mum and so was my dad. And that makes me officially the last human being in this room. Cause you’re not human. You’ve had it all nipped and tucked and flattened till there’s nothing left. Anything human got chucked in the bin. You’re just skin, Cassandra. Lipstick and skin.’

ROSE, THE END OF THE WORLD
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GALLIFREY AND THE TIME LORDS

‘The sky’s a burnt orange, with the Citadel enclosed in a mighty glass dome, shining under the twin suns. Beyond that, the mountains go on for ever. Slopes of deep red grass, capped with snow.’

THE DOCTOR, GRIDLOCK

‘A man is the sum of his memories, you know. A Time Lord even more so.’

THE DOCTOR, THE FIVE DOCTORS

THE DOCTOR: You can’t fight Time Lords, Romana.

ROMANA: You did once.

THE DOCTOR: Hmm. And lost.

FULL CIRCLE

‘Oh, you should have seen it, that old planet. The second sun would rise in the south, and the mountains would shine. The leaves on the trees were silver and, when they caught the light every morning, it looked like a forest on fire. When the autumn came, the breeze would blow through the branches like a song.’

THE DOCTOR, GRIDLOCK

‘They used to call it the Shining World of the Seven Systems. And on the Continent of Wild Endeavour, in the Mountains of Solace and Solitude, there stood the Citadel of the Time Lords, the oldest and most mighty race in the universe, looking down on the galaxies below. Sworn never to interfere, only to watch. Children of Gallifrey, taken from their families at the age of eight to enter the Academy. Some say that’s when it all began. When he was a child. That’s when the Master saw eternity. As a novice, he was taken for initiation. He stood in front of the Untempered Schism. ‘Because that’s how I see the universe. Every waking second I can see what is, what was, what could be, what must not. That’s the burden of the Time Lords, Donna. And I’m the only one left.’

THE DOCTOR, THE FIRES OF POMPEII

‘In all my travellings throughout the universe, I have battled against evil, against power-mad conspirators. I should have stayed here. The oldest civilisation – decadent, degenerate and rotten to the core. Power-mad conspirators? Daleks, Sontarans . . . Cybermen! They’re still in the nursery compared to us. Ten million years of absolute power, that’s what it takes to be really corrupt!’

THE DOCTOR, THE TRIAL OF A TIME LORD: THE ULTIMATE FOE
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‘Smart bunch, Time Lords. No dress sense, dreadful hats, but smart.’

THE DOCTOR, JOURNEY TO THE CENTRE OF THE TARDIS

RECEPTION NURSE: Patient’s name?

LEELA: Er, just the Doctor.

RECEPTION NURSE: Place of origin?

LEELA: Gallifrey.

RECEPTION NURSE: Ireland?

LEELA: Oh, I expect so.

THE INVISIBLE ENEMY

JOAN: Ever the artist. Where did you learn to draw?

JOHN SMITH: Gallifrey.

JOAN: Is that in Ireland?

JOHN SMITH: Yes, it must be, yes.

JOAN: But you’re not Irish?

HUMAN NATURE

INTERN: Tell me, where did you qualify, if I may ask?

THE DOCTOR: A place called Gallifrey.

INTERN: Gallifrey? No, I’ve not heard of it. Perhaps it’s in Ireland.

THE DOCTOR: Probably.

THE HAND OF FEAR

THE DOCTOR: Oh, you shouldn’t be worried. Time Lords have 90 lives.

ROMANA: How many have you got through, then?

THE DOCTOR: About a hundred and thirty.

THE CREATURE FROM THE PIT
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REGENERATION

‘That’s the trouble with regeneration. You never quite know what you’re going to get.’

THE DOCTOR, CASTROVALVA

ROSE: Can you change back?

THE DOCTOR: Do you want me to?

ROSE: Yeah.

THE DOCTOR: Oh.

ROSE: Can you?

THE DOCTOR: No.

BORN AGAIN

‘Time Lords have this little trick, it’s sort of a way of cheating death. Except it means I’m going to change, and I’m not going to see you again. Not like this. Not with this daft old face.’

THE DOCTOR, THE PARTING OF THE WAYS

‘The old man must die and the new man will discover to his inexpressible joy that he has never existed.’

CHO-JE, PLANET OF THE SPIDERS

‘New mouth. New rules. It’s like eating after cleaning your teeth. Everything tastes wrong.’

THE DOCTOR, THE ELEVENTH HOUR

‘I can still die. If I’m killed before regeneration then I’m dead. Even then. Even if I change, it feels like dying. Everything I am dies. Some new man goes sauntering away. And I’m dead.’

THE DOCTOR, THE END OF TIME
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OTHER WORLDS

‘If you could touch the alien sand and hear the cries of strange birds and watch them wheel in another sky, would that satisfy you?’

THE DOCTOR, AN UNEARTHLY CHILD

ROSE: If you are an alien, how comes you sound like you’re from the North?

THE DOCTOR: Lots of planets have a north.

ROSE

‘I have heard Davros say there is no intelligent life on other planets, so either he is wrong or you are lying.’

NYDER, GENESIS OF THE DALEKS

ANN: Then where are you from?

NYSSA: Traken.

ANN: Where’s that?

SIR ROBERT: Near Esher, isn’t it?

BLACK ORCHID

CHARLES: Now then, I’d better attend to that young man. What was his name again?

THE DOCTOR: Adric.

CHARLES: Scandinavian?

THE DOCTOR: Er, not quite. He’s Alzarian.

CHARLES: I never could remember all those funny Baltic bits.

BLACK ORCHID

THE DOCTOR: ‘If the thraskin puts his fingers in his ears, it is polite to shout.’ That’s an old Venusian proverb.

JO: What’s a thraskin?

THE DOCTOR: Thraskin? Oh, it’s an archaic word, seldom used since the twenty-fifth dynasty. The modern equivalent is plinge.

JO: What does plinge mean?

THE DOCTOR: Oh, for heaven’s sake, Jo, I’ve just told you. It means thraskin.

JO: Oh, of course.

THE TIME MONSTER

THE DOCTOR: Florana. Probably one of the most beautiful planets in the universe.

SARAH: Well, count me out.

THE DOCTOR: It’s always carpeted with perfumed flowers.

SARAH: I’m not listening.

THE DOCTOR: And its seas are as warm milk and the sands as soft as swan’s down.

SARAH: No, Doctor.

THE DOCTOR: The streams flow with water that are clearer than the clearest crystal.

SARAH: No.

INVASION OF THE DINOSAURS

YRCANOS: On my planet of Krontep, a warrior queen fights alongside her king.

PERI: We’re not on your planet.

YRCANOS: It doesn’t matter. The rule still applies.

THE TRIAL OF A TIME LORD: MINDWARP

RORY: Got any more honeymoon ideas?

THE DOCTOR: Well, there’s a moon that’s made of actual honey. Well, not actual honey, and it’s not actually a moon, and technically it’s alive, and a bit carnivorous, but there are some lovely views.

A CHRISTMAS CAROL

‘Have you ever looked up at the sky at night and seen those little lights? . . . They are not ice crystals . . . I believe they are suns, just like our own sun. And perhaps each sun has other worlds of its own, just as Ribos is a world.’

BINRO, THE RIBOS OPERATION

‘There are worlds out there where the sky is burning, where the sea’s asleep, and the rivers dream. People made of smoke, and cities made of song. Somewhere there’s danger, somewhere there’s injustice, and somewhere else the tea’s getting cold. Come on, Ace, we’ve got work to do!’

THE DOCTOR, SURVIVAL

‘No, Amy, it’s definitely not the fifth moon of Cindie Colesta. I think I can see a Ryman’s.’

THE DOCTOR, THE LODGER
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AND WHEN YOU’RE HAVING A BAD DAY . . .

‘Over a thousand years of saving the universe, Strax, you know the one thing I learned? The universe doesn’t care.’

THE DOCTOR, THE SNOWMEN
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‘Allons-y!’

THE DOCTOR
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THE TARDIS
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‘Let me get this straight. A thing that looks like a police box, standing in a junkyard . . . it can move anywhere in time and space?’

IAN, AN UNEARTHLY CHILD

‘Sorry, but you’re about to make a very big mistake. Don’t steal that one, steal this one. The navigation system’s knackered, but you’ll have much more fun.’

CLARA, THE NAME OF THE DOCTOR

IDRIS: Do you ever wonder why I chose you all those years ago?

THE DOCTOR: I chose you. You were unlocked.

IDRIS: Of course I was. I wanted to see the universe, so I stole a Time Lord and I ran away. And you were the only one mad enough.

THE DOCTOR’S WIFE

IAN: Ship?

THE DOCTOR: Yes, yes, ship. This doesn’t roll along on wheels, you know.

AN UNEARTHLY CHILD

‘It’s my home. At least, it has been for a considerable number of years.’

THE DOCTOR, THE TOMB OF THE CYBERMEN

‘But I need my ship. It’s all I’ve got. Literally the only thing.’

THE DOCTOR, THE IMPOSSIBLE PLANET

IDRIS: You stole me. And I stole you.

THE DOCTOR: I borrowed you.

IDRIS: Borrowing implies the intention to return the thing that was taken. What makes you think I would ever give you back?

THE DOCTOR’S WIFE

THE DOCTOR: We’re outside time. Of course, it always seems to take a long time but that depends upon the mood, I suppose.

JO: What, your mood?

THE DOCTOR: No, no, no, hers. No, the TARDIS’s.

JO: You talk as if she was alive.

THE DOCTOR: It depends what you mean by alive, doesn’t it?

THE TIME MONSTER

‘The Type 40 capsule wasn’t on the main syllabus, you see . . . Veteran and vintage vehicles was an optional extra.’

ROMANA, THE PIRATE PLANET

‘When the TARDIS is on manual, you can’t be certain of anything . . . It’s harder to fly than you think. I mean, you don’t just flick a switch.’

THE DOCTOR, CASTROVALVA

GREG: Well, I thought it’d be a bit more impressive than that.

THE DOCTOR: What did you expect? Some kind of space rocket with Batman at the controls?

INFERNO

RIVER: It’s not supposed to make that noise. You leave the brakes on.

THE DOCTOR: Yeah, well, it’s a brilliant noise. I love that noise.

THE TIME OF ANGELS

‘Now then, you lot. Sarah, hold that down. Mickey, you hold that. Because you know why this TARDIS is always rattling about the place? Rose? That, there. It’s designed to have six pilots, and I have to do it single-handed. Martha, keep that level. But not any more. Jack, there you go. Steady that. Now we can fly this thing. No, Jackie. No, no. Not you. Don’t touch anything. Just stand back. Like it’s meant to be flown. We’ve got the Torchwood Rift looped around the TARDIS by Mr Smith, and we’re going to fly planet Earth back home. Right then. Off we go.’

THE DOCTOR, JOURNEY’S END

THE DOCTOR: The parametric engines are jammed. Orthogonal vector’s gone. I’m almost out of ideas.

AVERY: Almost?

THE DOCTOR: Well, we could try stroking her and singing her a song.

AVERY: Will that help?

THE DOCTOR: Hard to say. Never has before.

THE CURSE OF THE BLACK SPOT

‘This machine is a load of obsolete rubbish.’

STOR, THE INVASION OF TIME

STAPLEY: Is that how you travel, Doctor?

THE DOCTOR: Not exactly the first-class end of the market, but a serviceable vehicle, Captain.

TIME-FLIGHT

ANNE: It flies? Through time and space?

VICTORIA: Not exactly flies. Well, it’s difficult to explain.

ANNE: Not half as difficult as it is to believe.

THE WEB OF FEAR

TODD: You don’t actually go into space in that?

THE DOCTOR: Oh no. That would be completely impossible, wouldn’t it?

TODD: Unlikely, anyway.

THE DOCTOR: If not ridiculous.

KINDA

THE DOCTOR: What nobody understands is, the advantage of my antiquated TARDIS is that it’s fully equipped and completely reliable.

LEELA: Completely?

THE DOCTOR: Yes, well, almost completely.

THE INVASION OF TIME

BARBARA: Doctor, the trembling’s stopped.

THE DOCTOR: Oh, my dear, I’m so glad you’re feeling better.

BARBARA: No, not me, the ship.

THE RESCUE

TURLOUGH: Time will tell.

THE DOCTOR: Yes, indeed. Aboard the TARDIS it always does.

WARRIORS OF THE DEEP

‘When a TARDIS is dying, sometimes the dimension dams start breaking down. They used to call it a size leak. All the bigger on the inside starts leaking to the outside. It grows. When I say that’s the TARDIS, I don’t mean it looks like the TARDIS, I mean it actually is the TARDIS. My TARDIS from the future. What else would they bury me in?’

THE DOCTOR, THE NAME OF THE DOCTOR

THE DOCTOR: You didn’t always take me where I wanted to go.

IDRIS: No, but I always took you where you needed to go.

THE DOCTOR’S WIFE
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IT’S A POLICE BOX . . .

IAN: It’s a police box! What on earth’s it doing here? These things are usually on the street. Look, feel it. Feel it. Do you feel it?

BARBARA: It’s a faint vibration.

IAN: It’s alive!

AN UNEARTHLY CHILD

JO: What on earth is he doing inside a horsebox?

THE DOCTOR: It isn’t exactly a horsebox. It just happens to look like one.

JO: You mean there isn’t a horse inside.

THE DOCTOR: No more than there’s a policeman inside my police box.

TERROR OF THE AUTONS

LANE: It’s a ship.

PACKARD: What, for midgets?

LANE: Or a coffin for a very large man.

WARRIORS’ GATE

THE DOCTOR: I always read the instructions.

IDRIS: There’s a sign on my front door. You have been walking past it for seven hundred years. What does it say?

THE DOCTOR: That’s not instructions.

IDRIS: There’s an instruction at the bottom. What does it say?

THE DOCTOR: Pull to open.

IDRIS: Yes. And what do you do?

THE DOCTOR: I push.

IDRIS: Every single time. Seven hundred years. Police box doors open out that way.

THE DOCTOR’S WIFE

ANDREWS: Are you responsible for this box, sir?

THE DOCTOR: Well, I try to be.

TIME-FLIGHT
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BIGGER ON THE INSIDE

‘I like the bit when someone says it’s bigger on the inside. I always look forward to that.’

THE DOCTOR, VAMPIRES OF VENICE

‘So we’re in a box that’s bigger on the inside, and it travels through time and space . . . How long have Scotland Yard had this?’

CANTON, THE IMPOSSIBLE ASTRONAUT

THE BRIGADIER: So this is what you’ve been doing with UNIT funds and equipment all this time. How’s it done? Some sort of optical illusion?

THE DOCTOR: Oh, no, no, no. They come like this. Really.

THE THREE DOCTORS

AMY: I started to think that maybe you were just like a madman with a box.

THE DOCTOR: Amy Pond, there’s something you’d better understand about me, because it’s important, and one day your life may depend on it. I am definitely a madman with a box.

THE ELEVENTH HOUR

MARTHA: It’s wood. It’s like a box with that room just rammed in. It’s bigger on the inside.

THE DOCTOR: Is it? I hadn’t noticed.

SMITH AND JONES

THE DOCTOR: What matters is, we can communicate. We have got big problems now. They have taken the blue box, haven’t they? The angels have the phone box.

LARRY: ‘The angels have the phone box.’ That’s my favourite, I’ve got it on a T-shirt.

BLINK

‘Let me stop you there. Bigger on the inside. Don’t mind, do you, if we just skip to the end of that moment? Oh, and sorry I lied, by the way, when I said yours was bigger. Kitchen that way. Choice of bathrooms there, there, there.’

THE DOCTOR, THE CURSE OF THE BLACK SPOT

THE DOCTOR: It’s called the TARDIS. It can travel anywhere in time and space. And it’s mine.

CLARA: But it’s . . . Well, look at it, it’s . . .

THE DOCTOR: Go on, say it. Most people do.

CLARA: It’s smaller on the outside.

THE DOCTOR: OK, that is a first.

THE SNOWMEN
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WELCOME ABOARD

THE DOCTOR: My dear, why don’t you come with us, hmm?

VICKI: In that old box?

THE DOCTOR: We can travel anywhere and everywhere in that old box as you call it. Regardless of space and time.

VICKI: Then it is a time machine?

THE DOCTOR: And if you like adventure, my dear, I can promise you an abundance of it.

THE RESCUE

HARRY: Oh, come along now, Doctor. We’re both reasonable men. Now, we both know that police boxes don’t go careering around all over the place.

THE DOCTOR: Do we?

HARRY: Of course we do. The whole idea’s absurd.

THE DOCTOR: Is it? You wouldn’t like to step inside a moment? Just to demonstrate that it is all an illusion?

ROBOT

LEELA: Take me with you.

THE DOCTOR: Why?

LEELA: What? Well. You like me, don’t you?

THE DOCTOR: Well, yes, I suppose I do like you. But then, I like lots of people but I can’t go carting them around the universe with me. Goodbye.

THE FACE OF EVIL

THE DOCTOR: Ace, where do you think you’re going?

ACE: Perivale.

THE DOCTOR: Ah yes, but by which route? The direct route with Glitz, or the scenic route? Well? Do you fancy a quick trip round the twelve galaxies and then back to Perivale in time for tea?

DRAGONFIRE
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TIME TRAVEL

‘So, all of time and space, everything that ever happened or ever will. Where do you want to start?’

THE DOCTOR, THE ELEVENTH HOUR

‘Time is not the boss of me.’

THE DOCTOR, THE TIME OF ANGELS

‘The thing is, Adam, time travel’s like visiting Paris. You can’t just read the guide book, you’ve got to throw yourself in. Eat the food, use the wrong verbs, get charged double and end up kissing complete strangers. Or is that just me?’

THE DOCTOR, THE LONG GAME

‘Gosh, that takes me back. Or forward. That’s the trouble with time travel: you can never remember.’

THE DOCTOR, THE ANDROIDS OF TARA

‘I do flit about a bit, you know . . . I don’t seem to be able to help myself. There I am, just walking along minding my own business and pop! I’m on a different planet or even a different time. But enough of my problems.’

THE DOCTOR, CITY OF DEATH
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JACK: I used to be a Time Agent. It’s called a Vortex manipulator. He’s not the only one who can time travel.

THE DOCTOR: Oh, excuse me. That is not time travel. It’s like, I’ve got a sports car and you’ve got a space hopper.

UTOPIA

‘Vortex manipulator. Cheap and nasty time travel. Very bad for you. I’m trying to give it up.’

THE DOCTOR, THE BIG BANG

‘Christmas. 1860. Happens once, just once and it’s gone, it’s finished, it’ll never happen again. Except for you. You can go back and see days that are dead and gone a hundred thousand sunsets ago. No wonder you never stay still.’

ROSE, THE UNQUIET DEAD

‘Lots of impossible things happen when you pass through time.’

THE DOCTOR, THE WAR GAMES

‘You know, the thing about a time machine, though, you can run away all you like and still be home in time for tea, so what do you say? Anywhere. All of time and space, right outside those doors.’

THE DOCTOR, THE BELLS OF SAINT JOHN

THE DOCTOR: I also said this ship was generating enough power to punch a hole in the universe. I think we just found the hole. Must be a spatio-temporal hyperlink.

MICKEY: What’s that?

THE DOCTOR: No idea. Just made it up. Didn’t want to say magic door.

THE GIRL IN THE FIREPLACE

‘It’s always a big day tomorrow. We’ve got a time machine. I skip the little ones.’

THE DOCTOR, THE BEAST BELOW

‘I mean, one minute you’re in 1974 looking for ghosts, but all you have to do is open your eyes and talk to whoever’s standing there. To you, I haven’t been born yet, and to you I’ve been dead one hundred billion years. Is my body out there somewhere, in the ground?’

CLARA, HIDE

‘Time travel is damage. It’s like a tear in the fabric of reality. That is the scar tissue of my journey through the universe. My path through time and space from Gallifrey to Trenzalore.’

THE DOCTOR, THE NAME OF THE DOCTOR

‘First things first? . . . But not necessarily in that order.’

THE DOCTOR, MEGLOS
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TRAVEL BROADENS THE MIND

‘Isn’t it a better thing to travel hopefully than arrive?’

SUSAN, THE SENSORITES

‘That’s why I keep travelling. To be proved wrong.’

THE DOCTOR, THE SATAN PIT

‘My dear girl, if I stopped to question the wisdom of my actions, I’d never have left Gallifrey.’

THE DOCTOR, THE TRIAL OF A TIME LORD: MINDWARP

CRAIG: I’m not much of a traveller.

THE DOCTOR: I can tell from your sofa.

CRAIG: My sofa?

THE DOCTOR: You’re starting to look like it.

THE LODGER

ROMANA: Shall we take the lift or fly?

THE DOCTOR: Let’s not be ostentatious.

ROMANA: All right. Let’s fly, then.

THE DOCTOR: That would look silly. We’ll take the lift.

CITY OF DEATH

‘It’s like I had that one day with you, and I was going to change. I was going to do so much. Then I woke up the next morning, same old life. It’s like you were never there. And I tried. I did try. I went to Egypt. I was going to go barefoot and everything. And then it’s all bus trips and guidebooks and don’t drink the water, and two weeks later you’re back home. It’s nothing like being with you.’

DONNA, PARTNERS IN CRIME

ASTRID: So you travel alone?

THE DOCTOR: All the time. Just for fun. Well. That’s the plan. Never quite works.

VOYAGE OF THE DAMNED

‘You can’t walk into the middle of a Western town and say you’ve come from outer space! Good gracious me. You would be arrested on a vagrancy charge!’

THE DOCTOR, THE GUNFIGHTERS

DONNA: I packed ages ago, just in case. Because I thought, hot weather, cold weather, no weather. He goes anywhere. I’ve gotta be prepared.

THE DOCTOR: You’ve got a hatbox.

DONNA: Planet of the Hats, I’m ready. I don’t need injections, do I? You know, like when you go to Cambodia.

PARTNERS IN CRIME

‘A straight line may be the shortest distance between two points, but it is by no means the most interesting.’

THE DOCTOR, THE TIME WARRIOR

‘One day we’ll know all the mysteries of the skies, and we’ll stop our wandering.’

SUSAN, MARCO POLO

SUSAN: I never felt there was any time or place that I belonged to. I’ve never had any real identity.

DAVID: One day you will. There will come a time when you’re forced to stop travelling, and you’ll arrive somewhere.

THE DALEK INVASION OF EARTH
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GETTING LOST

THE DOCTOR: We’ve come out of the time vortex at the wrong point, that’s all. A few years too late.

SARAH: How many?

THE DOCTOR: Thirty thousand.

PLANET OF EVIL

THE DOCTOR: You’re never without a sense of direction while there’s an air flow. Air flows from A to B. Usually you want to be at B. Or at A.

TEGAN: I don’t want to be at A or B, thank you very much.

FRONTIOS

‘Oh, well, you weren’t too far out, were you? Only about two hundred million miles.

BEN, THE MOONBASE

‘Well, of course I can control it. Nine times out of ten. Well, seven times out of ten. Five times. Look. Never mind, let’s see where we are.’

THE DOCTOR ON THE TARDIS, THE ROBOTS OF DEATH

THE DOCTOR: OK, so. Not London 1893. Yorkshire 1893. Near enough.

CLARA: You’re making a habit of this, getting us lost.

THE DOCTOR: Sorry. It’s much better than it used to be. Ooh, I once spent a hell of a long time trying to get a gobby Australian to Heathrow Airport.

THE CRIMSON HORROR

NYSSA: Where are we?

ADRIC: Earth again.

TEGAN: I did say I wanted to stay with the crew for a while. You can stop trying to get me back to Heathrow.

THE DOCTOR: I have.

TEGAN: You certainly know how to fly this crate, don’t you?

BLACK ORCHID

JEFFERSON: You’re telling me you don’t know where you are?

THE DOCTOR: No idea. More fun that way.

THE IMPOSSIBLE PLANET

THE COLLECTOR: How did you get to Pluto?

LEELA: By accident, as usual.

THE SUN MAKERS

‘Even I would find it hard to lose myself in a corridor.’

THE DOCTOR, THE TRIAL OF A TIME LORD: THE MYSTERIOUS PLANET

SARAH: We’re lost.

THE DOCTOR: Mislaid, possibly.

SARAH: Oh, why don’t we just go back to the TARDIS?

THE DOCTOR: For two good reasons. One, that I don’t want to leave Peladon without having a word with my good friend, the King.

SARAH: Name dropper.

THE DOCTOR: And second.

SARAH: What?

THE DOCTOR: We are lost.

THE MONSTER OF PELADON

‘Well, it’s called a randomiser and it’s fitted to the guidance system and operates under a very complex scientific principle called pot luck.’

THE DOCTOR, THE ARMAGEDDON FACTOR

‘I always did have a terrible sense of direction. Still as long we keep going down.’

THE DOCTOR, CASTROVALVA
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SPACECRAFT

‘It’s a spaceship. Brilliant! I got a spaceship on my first go.’

MICKEY, THE GIRL IN THE FIREPLACE

‘Rocket. Blimey, a real proper rocket. Now that’s what I call a spaceship. You’ve got a box, he’s got a Ferrari. Come on, let’s go see where he’s going.’

DONNA, PLANET OF THE OOD
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‘Brilliant humans. Humans who travel all the way across space, flying in a tiny little rocket. Right into the orbit of a black hole, just for the sake of discovery. That’s amazing! Do you hear me? Amazing, all of you.’

ROSE, THE IMPOSSIBLE PLANET

‘The wonderful world of space travel. The prettier it looks, the more likely it is to kill you.’

RILEY, 42

‘There’s a lot of things you need to get across this universe. Warp drive, wormhole refractors. You know the thing you need most of all? You need a hand to hold.’

THE DOCTOR, FEAR HER
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ADVENTURE

‘Rest is for the weary, sleep is for the dead!’

THE DOCTOR, ATTACK OF THE CYBERMEN

‘Yes, it all started out as a mild curiosity in a junkyard, and now it’s turned out to be . . . quite a great spirit of adventure, don’t you think?’

THE DOCTOR, THE SENSORITES

THE DOCTOR: Ah, you want me to volunteer. Isn’t that it?

THE WHITE GUARDIAN: Precisely.

THE DOCTOR: And if I don’t?

THE WHITE GUARDIAN: Nothing.

THE DOCTOR: Nothing? You mean nothing will happen to me?

THE WHITE GUARDIAN: Nothing at all . . . ever.

THE RIBOS OPERATION

TEGAN: Anything could be out there.

THE DOCTOR: Yes, and going out is the only way to learn what it is.

ENLIGHTENMENT

‘I was imparting a little information. When you ask a question, you should listen to the answer, my girl, otherwise, you will gain absolutely no benefit from being in my company. It is the province of knowledge to speak, and the privilege of wisdom to listen.’

‘Number one rule of the intergalactic explorer, Doctor. If you hear somebody talking about good vibes and letting it all hang out, run a mile.’

CAPTAIN COOK, THE GREATEST SHOW IN THE GALAXY

‘And you go with him, that wonderful Doctor. You go and see the stars, and then bring a bit of them back for your old Gramps.’

WILF, THE POISON SKY

BEN: Oh, of all the bloomin’ fixes to be in.

POLLY: I don’t know. I find it pretty exciting.

BEN: Oh, you would.

THE SMUGGLERS

THE DOCTOR: Where’s your spirit of adventure?

IAN: It died a slow and painful death when those bats came out of the rafters!

THE CHASE

‘Because the thing is, Doctor, I believe it all now. You opened my eyes. All those amazing things out there, I believe them all. Well, apart from that replica of the Titanic flying over Buckingham Palace on Christmas Day. I mean, that’s got to be a hoax.’

DONNA, PARTNERS IN CRIME

‘The adventures come without us looking for them.’

BARBARA, THE ROMANS
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ESCAPE

‘There’s always a way out. If only we can find it.’

THE DOCTOR, THE ARMAGEDDON FACTOR

THE DOCTOR: Right, shouldn’t be too far down. Just put your arms over your head, and slide.

PERI: What happens if I get stuck?

THE DOCTOR: I shouldn’t advise that. I’ll be right behind you.

THE TWO DOCTORS

‘The moral is, if you’re going to get stuck at the end of the universe, get stuck with an ex-Time Agent and his Vortex manipulator.’

CAPTAIN JACK HARKNESS, THE SOUND OF DRUMS

TEGAN: We’ve got to find the way out.

THE DOCTOR: Well, sometimes it’s easier to look for the way in and then work backwards.

FRONTIOS

RORY: Ah, so this is the kind of escape plan where you survive about four seconds longer.

THE DOCTOR: What’s wrong with four seconds? You can do loads in four seconds.

ASYLUM OF THE DALEKS

TEGAN: This is ridiculous, running about like rabbits in a hole. If you ask me—

THE DOCTOR: No one is, Tegan, so shush.

FRONTIOS

‘Brigadier, I think our past is catching up on us. Or maybe it’s our future. Come on, run!’

THE DOCTOR, THE FIVE DOCTORS

STRAX: And how will she locate the Doctor?

VASTRA: To find him, she needs only ignore all keep-out signs, go through every locked door, and run towards any form of danger that presents itself.

STRAX: Business as usual, then.

THE CRIMSON HORROR

‘There’s only one thing we can do . . . Run!’

THE DOCTOR, THE SPACE PIRATES

THE DOCTOR: We can’t keep doing this.

RIVER: Any ideas?

THE DOCTOR: Yeah, the usual. Run!

THE ANGELS TAKE MANHATTAN

TEGAN: You mean you’re deliberately choosing to go on the run from your own people in a rackety old TARDIS?

THE DOCTOR: Why not? After all, that’s how it all started.

THE FIVE DOCTORS
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AND IF ALL ELSE FAILS . . .

JAMIE: Have you thought up some clever plan, Doctor?

THE DOCTOR: Yes, Jamie, I believe I have.

JAMIE: What are you going to do?

THE DOCTOR: Bung a rock at it.

THE ABOMINABLE SNOWMEN
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‘If you have a tool, it’s stupid not to use it.’

THE DOCTOR, INFERNO
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THE SONIC SCREWDRIVER
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‘It’s a sonic screwdriver. Never fails. There we are. Neat isn’t it? All done by sound waves.’

THE DOCTOR, FURY FROM THE DEEP

JACK: Who looks at a screwdriver and thinks, ooh, this could be a little more sonic?

THE DOCTOR: What, you’ve never been bored? . . . Never had a long night? Never had a lot of cabinets to put up?

THE DOCTOR DANCES

‘Harmless is just the word. That’s why I like it. Doesn’t kill, doesn’t wound, doesn’t maim. But I’ll tell you what it does do. It is very good at opening doors.’

THE DOCTOR, DOOMSDAY

DONNA: Sonic it! Use the thingy!

THE DOCTOR: I can’t. It’s wood!

DONNA: What, it doesn’t do wood?!

SILENCE IN THE LIBRARY

MARTHA: What’s that thing?

THE DOCTOR: Sonic screwdriver.

MARTHA: Well, if you’re not going to answer me properly.

THE DOCTOR: No, really, it is. It’s a screwdriver, and it’s sonic. Look.

MARTHA: What else have you got, a laser spanner?

THE DOCTOR: I did, but it was stolen by Emily Pankhurst, cheeky woman.

SMITH AND JONES

AMY: That is breaking and entering.

THE DOCTOR: What did I break? Sonicing and entering. Totally different.

THE HUNGRY EARTH

‘Why are you pointing your screwdrivers like that? They’re scientific instruments, not water pistols.’

THE WAR DOCTOR, THE DAY OF THE DOCTOR

JACK: OK. This can function as a sonic blaster, a sonic cannon, and as a triple-enfolded sonic disrupter. Doc, what you got?

THE DOCTOR, THE VISITATION

‘I loved my sonic screwdriver.’

THE DOCTOR, SMITH AND JONES
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K-9 – A TIME LORD’S (SECOND) BEST FRIEND

THE DOCTOR: Would you like a ball bearing?

K-9: Please do not mock, master.

THE INVASION OF TIME
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RIGG: What’s that?

THE DOCTOR: Oh, K-9? Well, a computer of sorts.

RIGG: It looks more like a dog. Does he bark?

THE DOCTOR: No. But he has been known to bite.

NIGHTMARE OF EDEN

PROFESSOR MARIUS: That tin thing is my best friend and constant companion. He’s a computer. You see, on Earth, I always used to have a dog. But up here, the weight penalty, well, it’s just not possible. So I had K-9 made up. He’s very useful. He’s my own personal data bank. He knows everything that I do, don’t you, K-9?

K-9: Affirmative, and more, master.

K-9: Master, your concern is noted. Please do not embarrass me.

THE DOCTOR: Good dog.

THE SUN MAKERS

K-9: Predict only sixty per cent chance of success, master.

THE DOCTOR: Tell me, K-9, how is it you always look on the black side of things? Here am I, trying a little lateral thinking, and what do you do? You trample all over it with logic.

NIGHTMARE OF EDEN

THE DOCTOR: We all make mistakes sometimes, don’t we, K-9?

K-9: Negative.

THE ARMAGEDDON FACTOR

‘K-9, sulking is also an emotional thing. If you cannot wish, you cannot sulk.’

LEELA, THE INVASION OF TIME

THE DOCTOR: They can read thoughts. Even encephalographic patterns. That’s why I’ve plugged K-9 into the Matrix instead of me. He’s got no brains, you see. Sorry about that, K-9.

ANDRED: Can you trust a machine?

THE DOCTOR: This one I can. He’s my second best friend.

THE INVASION OF TIME

K-9: The accuracy of this unit has deteriorated below zero utility.

ADRIC: You mean you’re worse than useless.

K-9: Affirmative.

WARRIORS’ GATE

THE DOCTOR: Ion drive, or I’m a budgie’s cousin.

K-9: Affirmative ion drive. Family grouping negative.

UNDERWORLD

K-9: You have triggered the primary alert function.

THE DOCTOR: Blast!

K-9: Affirmative.

THE ARMAGEDDON FACTOR

‘Batteries my exhausted nearly are . . .’

K-9, THE PIRATE PLANET

‘Intentions unknown. Hypothesis unfriendly, as K-9 would say.’

THE DOCTOR, KINDA
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COMPUTERS

‘The trouble with computers, of course, is that they’re very sophisticated idiots. They do exactly what you tell them at amazing speed, even if you order them to kill you. So if you do happen to change your mind, it’s very difficult to stop them obeying the original order, but . . . not impossible.’

THE DOCTOR, ROBOT

‘Now, the best thing about a machine that makes sense, you can very easily make it turn out nonsense.’

THE DOCTOR, THE TOMB OF THE CYBERMEN

MISS GARRETT: Here we are completely computerised.

THE DOCTOR: Well, never mind.

THE ICE WARRIORS

CLENT: You’ve worked with computers, I presume?

THE DOCTOR: Ah, only when I have to.

THE ICE WARRIORS

LEELA: What is it?

THE DOCTOR: Number two control room has been closed for redecoration. I don’t like the colour.

LEELA: White isn’t a colour.

THE DOCTOR: That’s the trouble with computers. Always think in black and white. No aquamarines, no blues, no imagination.

THE INVISIBLE ENEMY

‘You’re still nothing but a gigantic adding machine like every other computer.’

THE DOCTOR, THE GREEN DEATH

ROMANA: Well, at least on Gallifrey we can capture a good likeness. Computers can draw.

THE DOCTOR: What? Computer pictures? You sit in Paris and talk of computer pictures?

CITY OF DEATH

HADE: To err is computer.

THE DOCTOR: To forgive is fine?

THE SUN MAKERS

JO: A mind probe?

THE DOCTOR: Oh, you don’t want to worry about those things, Jo. As long as you tell them the truth, they can’t do you any harm . . . Well, they’re only sort of computers with a few extra knobs on. And you know how stupid computers can be, don’t you?

FRONTIER IN SPACE

LEELA: You did say he was the most powerful computer ever built.

THE DOCTOR Yes, and very charming he is too when he wants to be. Marvellous host. I remember once at one of his dinner parties . . .

LEELA: Doctor, he just tried to kill you!

THE FACE OF EVIL

‘Even simple one-dimensional chess exposes the limitations of the machine mind.’

THE DOCTOR, THE SUN MAKERS

‘Everything in life has its purpose, Drathro. Every creature plays its part. But the purpose of life is too big to be knowable. A million computers couldn’t solve that one.’

THE DOCTOR, THE TRIAL OF A TIME LORD: THE MYSTERIOUS PLANET
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I, ROBOT
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‘Mankind is not worthy to survive. Once it is destroyed, I shall build more machines like myself. Machines do not lie.’

ROBOT K-1, ROBOT

ZADEK: You can’t trust androids, you know.

THE DOCTOR: That’s funny, you know. That’s what some androids say about people.

THE ANDROIDS OF TARA

SARAH: Oh, it’s got a brain, hasn’t it? It walks and talks like us. How can you be sure it doesn’t have feelings too? Are you all right?

ROBOT K-1: My functioning is unimpaired.

SARAH: But you were distressed. I saw that.

ROBOT K-1: Conflict with my prime directive causes imbalance in my neural circuits.

SARAH: I’m sorry. It wasn’t my idea.

ROBOT K-1: The imbalance has been corrected. It is not logical that you should feel sorrow.

MISS WINTERS: Really, Miss Smith, this is absurd. I think you must be the sort of girl that gives motorcars pet names.

ROBOT

DRATHRO: I know of values. Is your point that organics are of more value than robots?

THE DOCTOR: Yes. If you want to look at it that way.

DRATHRO: Then why should I be in command of organics if they are of greater value?

THE DOCTOR: But without organics there wouldn’t be any robots. There’d be no one to create them.

DRATHRO: Accepted. This shows that robots are more advanced, therefore of more value.

THE TRIAL OF A TIME LORD: THE MYSTERIOUS PLANET

‘Robots don’t have feelings. It’s the people they serve we must hope are friendly.’

THE DOCTOR, THE ROBOTS OF DEATH

‘You two! We’re at the end of the universe, all right? Right at the edge of knowledge itself and you’re busy blogging!’

THE DOCTOR, UTOPIA

THE DOCTOR: This whole world is swimming in wifi. We’re living in a wifi soup. Suppose something got inside it. Suppose there was something living in the wifi, harvesting human minds. Extracting them. Imagine that. Human souls trapped like flies in the worldwide web. Stuck forever, crying out for help.

CLARA: Isn’t that basically Twitter?

THE BELLS OF SAINT JOHN

‘I bring you to a paradise planet, two billion light years from Earth, and you want to update Twitter.’

THE DOCTOR, THE GIRL WHO WAITED
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TRANSPORTS OF DELIGHT

‘This planet is going to be destroyed and I’m stuck in a traffic jam.’

THE DOCTOR, DOCTOR WHO (TV MOVIE)

‘We don’t walk away. But when we’re holding on to something precious, we run. We run and run, fast as we can and we don’t stop running until we are out from under the shadow.’

THE DOCTOR, THE RINGS OF AKHATEN

ROMANA: For every action, there is an equal and opposite reaction.

THE DOCTOR: That’s right.

ROMANA: So Newton invented punting.

THE DOCTOR: Oh, yes. There was no limit to Isaac’s genius.

SHADA

ADRIC: So what is a railway station?

THE DOCTOR: Well, a place where one embarks and disembarks from compartments on wheels, drawn along these rails by a steam engine. Rarely on time.

NYSSA: What a very silly activity.

THE DOCTOR: You think so? As a boy I always wanted to drive one.

BLACK ORCHID

‘Horse, you have failed in your mission. We are lost, with no sign of Sweetville. Do you have any final words before your summary execution? The usual story. Fourth one this week, and I’m not even hungry.’

STRAX, THE CRIMSON HORROR

THE DOCTOR, STATE OF DECAY
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‘Like many scientists, I’m afraid the Rani simply sees us as walking heaps of chemicals. There’s no place for the soul in her scheme of things.’

THE DOCTOR, THE MARK OF THE RANI

‘I had all I can take of that cant in our university days. Am I expected to abandon my research because of the side effects on inferior species? Are you prepared to abandon walking in case you squash an insect underfoot?’

THE RANI, TIME AND THE RANI

JANO: I am sorry you take this attitude, Doctor. It is most unscientific. You are standing in the way of human progress.

THE SAVAGES

ZAROFF: So you’re just a little man after all, Doctor, like all the rest. You disappoint me.

THE DOCTOR: You disappoint me, Professor. I didn’t think a man of science needed the backing of thugs.

THE UNDERWATER MENACE

PROFESSOR RUMFORD: I warn you, Doctor, he doesn’t like scientists.

THE DOCTOR: Well, very few people do, in my experience.

THE STONES OF BLOOD

‘There is a difference between serious scientific investigation and meddling.’

THE DOCTOR, KINDA

KNIGHT: What’s a girl like you doing in a job like this?

ANNE: Well, when I was a little girl I thought I’d like to be a scientist, so I became a scientist.

KNIGHT: Just like that?

ANNE: Just like that.

THE WEB OF FEAR

MISS WINTERS: I suppose it all seems very elementary to a scientist of your standing, Doctor.

THE DOCTOR: Yes, it does rather, but never mind. You’ve got to start somewhere.

ROBOT

TODD: Which way?

THE DOCTOR: Has anyone ever told you, you ask a lot of questions?

TODD: It’s my training. I’m a scientist.

KINDA

‘You and I are scientists, Professor. We buy our privilege to experiment at the cost of total responsibility.’

THE DOCTOR, PLANET OF EVIL

‘Eureka’s Greek for this bath is too hot.’

THE DOCTOR, THE TALONS OF WENG-CHIANG

KERENSKY: You are stretching me to the limit, Count.

SCARLIONI: Only thus is true progress ever made. You, as a scientist, should be the first to appreciate that.

CITY OF DEATH

KETTLEWELL: For years I have been trying to persuade people to stop spoiling this planet, Doctor. Now, with the help of my friends, I can make them.

THE DOCTOR: Aren’t you forgetting that in science, as in morality, the end never justifies the means?

ROBOT
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SCIENCE VERSUS MAGIC

‘I too used to believe in magic, but the Doctor has taught me about science. It is better to believe in science.’

LEELA, HORROR OF FANG ROCK

‘The greatest raiding cruiser ever built. And I built it, Mr Fibuli, I built it with technology so far advanced you would not be able to distinguish it from magic.’

THE CAPTAIN, THE PIRATE PLANET

THE DOCTOR: What is Clarke’s law?

ACE: Any advanced form of technology is indistinguishable from magic.

THE DOCTOR: Well, the reverse is true.

ACE: Any advanced form of magic is indistinguishable from technology.

BATTLEFIELD

‘It’s not my fault if a bunch of backward savages have turned a Magnum Mark VII light converter into a totem pole!’

SABALOM GLITZ, THE TRIAL OF A TIME LORD: THE MYSTERIOUS PLANET

JO: But it really is the dawning of the age of Aquarius . . . you know, the supernatural and all that magic bit.

THE DOCTOR: You know, really, Jo, I’m obviously wasting my time trying to turn you into a scientist.

THE DOCTOR, THE SMUGGLERS

THE DOCTOR: Iron. It’s an old magical defence.

JO: But you don’t believe in magic.

THE DOCTOR: I don’t, but he did. Luckily.

THE DAEMONS

MARTHA: But is it real, though? I mean, witches, black magic and all that, it’s real?

THE DOCTOR: Course it isn’t!

MARTHA: Well, how am I supposed to know? I’ve only just started believing in time travel. Give me a break.

THE SHAKESPEARE CODE

THE DOCTOR: I named her. The power of a name. That’s old magic.

MARTHA: But there’s no such thing as magic.

THE DOCTOR: Well, it’s just a different sort of science. You lot, you chose mathematics. Given the right string of numbers, the right equation, you can split the atom. Carrionites use words instead.

SHAKESPEARE: Use them for what?

THE DOCTOR: The end of the world.

THE DOCTOR, THE RIBOS OPERATION

‘Oh! Oh, look. Oh, lovely. The ACR 99821. Oh, bliss. Nice action on the toggle switches. You know, I do love a toggle switch. Actually, I like the word toggle. Nice noun. Excellent verb. Oi, don’t mess with the settings.’

THE DOCTOR, HIDE

YATES: Doctor, suppose this gadget of yours doesn’t work?

THE DOCTOR: Then I shall simply turn round and come back, feeling rather foolish.

THE DOCTOR: Can I get a map of London on this thing? . . .

CORNISH: That machine will give you surface maps of every surveyed planet, but a map of London? No.

THE DOCTOR: Useless gadgets.

THE AMBASSADORS OF DEATH

THE DOCTOR: You’ve got the mind of an accountant, Lethbridge-Stewart.

THE DOCTOR, DAY OF THE DALEKS

THE DOCTOR: Good. Well, now he’s gone, any chance of a cup of tea?

TANE: What?!

THE DOCTOR: Or coffee. My friend and I have had a very trying experience. Haven’t we had a trying experience, Harry?

HARRY: Very trying, Doctor.

TANE: Step into the security scan.

THE DOCTOR: What, no tea?

GENESIS OF THE DALEKS

CHANDLER: What be tea?

THE DOCTOR: Oh, a noxious infusion of oriental leaves containing a high percentage of toxic acid.

CHANDLER: Sounds an evil brew, don’t it?

THE DOCTOR: True. Personally, I rather like it.

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BEING CHILDISH

‘What’s wrong with being childish? I like being childish.’

‘Do you have to talk like children? What is it that makes you so ashamed of being a grown-up?’

THE WAR DOCTOR, THE DAY OF THE DOCTOR
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CHRISTMAS

‘A Happy Christmas to all of you at home.’

THE DOCTOR, THE DALEKS’ MASTER PLAN

‘What sort of man doesn’t carry a trowel? Put it on your Christmas list.’

BRIAN, DINOSAURS ON A SPACESHIP

‘Christmas Eve on a rooftop. Saw a chimney, my whole brain just went, what the hell.’

THE DOCTOR, A CHRISTMAS CAROL

LINDA: How’s the turkey doing?

CLARA: Great. Yeah, yeah, it’s doing great. Well, dead and decapitated, but that’s Christmas when you’re a turkey.

THE TIME OF THE DOCTOR

IDA: Well, we’ve come this far. There’s no turning back.

THE DOCTOR: Oh, did you have to? No turning back? That’s almost as bad as nothing can possibly go wrong, or this is going to be the best Christmas Walford’s ever had.

THE IMPOSSIBLE PLANET

THE DOCTOR: Father Christmas, Santa Claus or, as I’ve always known him, Jeff.

BOY: There’s no such person as Father Christmas.

THE DOCTOR: Oh, yeah? Me and Father Christmas, Frank Sinatra’s hunting lodge, 1952. See him at the back with the blonde? Albert Einstein. The three of us together. Brr. Watch out. OK? Keep the faith. Stay off the naughty list.

A CHRISTMAS CAROL

‘It was a present, and it wasn’t supposed to be opened till Christmas Day. Honestly, who opens their Christmas presents early? OK. Shut up. Everyone.’

THE DOCTOR, THE DOCTOR, THE WIDOW AND THE WARDROBE

AMY: We’re about to have Christmas dinner. Joining us?

THE DOCTOR: If it’s no trouble.

THE DOCTOR: You shouldn’t. It’s very you.

SARDICK: It’s what? What do you mean?

THE DOCTOR: Halfway out of the dark.

A CHRISTMAS CAROL
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‘Santa’s a robot!’

DONNA, THE RUNAWAY BRIDE

‘I am Mr Copper, the ship’s historian, and I shall be taking you to Old London Town in the country of Yookay. Ruled over by Good King Wenceslas. Now human beings worshipped the great god Santa, a creature with fearsome claws, and his wife Mary. And every Christmas Eve, the people of Yookay go to war with the country of Turkey. They then eat the Turkey people for Christmas dinner. Like savages.’

MR COPPER, VOYAGE OF THE DAMNED

MR COPPER: Rather ironic, but this is very much in the spirit of Christmas. It’s a festival of violence. They say that human beings only survive depending on whether they’ve been good or bad. It’s barbaric!

THE DOCTOR: Actually, that’s not true. Christmas is a time of peace and thanksgiving and – What am I going on about? My Christmasses are always like this.

VOYAGE OF THE DAMNED
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‘This is what I travel for, Rose. To see history happening right in front of us.’

THE DOCTOR, ALIENS OF LONDON
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FIXED POINTS IN TIME

‘But you can’t rewrite history! Not one line!’

THE DOCTOR, THE AZTECS

‘The events will happen, just as they are written. I’m afraid so and we can’t stem the tide. But at least we can stop being carried away with the flood!’

THE DOCTOR, THE REIGN OF TERROR

‘Crossing into established events is strictly forbidden. Except for cheap tricks.’

THE DOCTOR, SMITH AND JONES

THE DOCTOR: Are you quite mad? You know as well as I do the golden rule about space and time travelling. Never, never interfere with the course of history.

MONK: And who says so? Doctor, it’s more fun my way. I can make things happen ahead of their time.

THE TIME MEDDLER

‘Rose, there’s a man alive in the world who wasn’t alive before. An ordinary man. That’s the most important thing in creation. The whole world’s different because he’s alive.’

THE DOCTOR, FATHER’S DAY

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STEPPING INTO THE PAST

‘You may know where you are, my dears, but not when. Oh, I can foresee oodles of trouble.’

THE DOCTOR, THE SMUGGLERS

THE DOCTOR: Three o’clock, June the 11th, 1925.

TEGAN: I haven’t been born yet.

THE DOCTOR: It’s interesting, isn’t it? And no jet lag.

BLACK ORCHID

‘Time isn’t a straight line. It’s all bumpy-wumpy. There’s loads of boring stuff like Sundays and Tuesdays and Thursday afternoons. But now and then there are Saturdays. Big temporal tipping points when anything’s possible. The TARDIS can’t resist them, like a moth to a flame. She loves a party, so I give her 1969 and NASA, because that’s space in the Sixties, and Canton Everett Delaware III, and this is where she’s pointing.’

THE DOCTOR, THE IMPOSSIBLE ASTRONAUT

ROSE: It’s so weird. The day my father died. I thought it’d be all sort of grim and stormy. It’s just an ordinary day.

THE DOCTOR: The past is another country. 1987’s just the Isle of Wight.

FATHER’S DAY

‘The point of archaeology is to carefully recover the past, not disintegrate it.’

THE DOCTOR, BATTLEFIELD

MARTHA: I’m not going to get carted off as a slave, am I?

THE DOCTOR: Why would they do that?

MARTHA: Not exactly white, in case you haven’t noticed.

THE DOCTOR: I’m not even human. Just walk about like you own the place. Works for me.

THE SHAKESPEARE CODE
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BILLY: Where am I?

THE DOCTOR: 1969. Not bad, as it goes. You’ve got the moon landing to look forward to.

MARTHA: Oh, the moon landing’s brilliant. We went four times.

BLINK

‘Roll back time, I see. Can Whitaker really do that? . . . Do you realise what’ll happen if they succeed? . . . There never was a golden age, Mike. It’s all an illusion.’

THE DOCTOR, INVASION OF THE DINOSAURS

‘Don’t mess with Egyptian queens.’

THE DOCTOR, DINOSAURS ON A SPACESHIP

‘Definitely Jurassic. There’s a nip in the air, though. We can’t be far off the Pleistocene era . . . It’s times like this I wish I still had my scarf. Better watch out for the odd brontosaurus.’

THE DOCTOR, TIME-FLIGHT

LYNDA: A hundred years ago? What, you were here a hundred years ago?

THE DOCTOR: Yep!

LYNDA: You’re looking good on it.

THE DOCTOR: I moisturise.

BAD WOLF

THE DOCTOR: I’m a time traveller. Or I was. I’m stuck in 1969.

MARTHA: We’re stuck. All of space and time, he promised me. Now I’ve got a job in a shop. I’ve got to support him!

BLINK

SCARLIONI: Doctor, how very nice to see you again. It seems like only 474 years since we last met.

THE DOCTOR: Indeed, indeed, yes. I so much prefer the weather in the early part of the sixteenth century, don’t you?

CITY OF DEATH

YOUNG REINETTE: Monsieur, what are you doing in my fireplace?

THE DOCTOR: Oh, it’s just a routine fire check. Can you tell me what year it is?

YOUNG REINETTE: Of course I can. Seventeen hundred and twenty-seven.

THE DOCTOR: Right, lovely. One of my favourites. August is rubbish though. Stay indoors. OK, that’s all for now. Thanks for your help. Hope you enjoy the rest of the fire. Night, night.

THE GIRL IN THE FIREPLACE

THE DOCTOR: Oh, smell that air. Grass and lemonade. And a little bit of mint. A hint of mint. Must be the 1920s.

DONNA: You can tell what year it is just by smelling?

THE DOCTOR: Oh, yeah.

DONNA: Or maybe that big vintage car coming up the drive gave it away.

THE UNICORN AND THE WASP

‘Oh, the Lake District’s lovely. Let’s definitely go there. We can eat scones. They do great scones in 1927.’

THE DOCTOR, THE RINGS OF AKHATEN

‘1979. Hell of a year. China invades Vietnam. The Muppet Movie. Love that film. Margaret Thatcher. Urgh. Skylab falls to Earth, with a little help from me. Nearly took off my thumb.’

THE DOCTOR, TOOTH AND CLAW

THE DOCTOR: A chemical reaction in a primeval swamp can create life on a planet. Why couldn’t the universe be created by a similar chance factor, hmm?

KARI: But exploding fuel in space? It’s almost too simple.

THE DOCTOR: It only appears simple because the circumstances were exactly right.

JAMIE: Ach, here’s you saying you’re a doctor, you’ve not even bled him yet.

BEN: What’s he on about?

THE DOCTOR: Bloodletting.

THE DOCTOR: A monastery. Thirteenth century.

AMY: Oh, we’ve gone all medieval.

RORY: I’m not sure about that.

AMY: Really? Medieval expert are you?

RORY: No, it’s just that I can hear Dusty Springfield.

THE REBEL FLESH

THE DOCTOR: I had this friend, once. She called me spaceman.

CHRISTINA: And was she right? Do you zoom about the place in a rocket?

THE DOCTOR: Well, a little blue box. Travels in more than space. It can journey through time, Christina. Oh, the places I’ve been. World War One. Creation of the universe. End of the universe. The war between China and Japan. And the Court of King Athelstan in 924 AD.

PLANET OF THE DEAD

THE DOCTOR: The Blitz.

LAZARUS: You’ve read about it.

THE DOCTOR: I was there.

LAZARUS: You’re too young.

THE DOCTOR: So are you.

THE LAZARUS EXPERIMENT

CRAIG: Oh, that was incredible. That was absolutely brilliant. Where did you learn to cook?

THE DOCTOR: Paris, in the eighteenth century. No, hang on, that’s not recent, is it? Seventeenth? No, no, no. Twentieth. Sorry, I’m not used to doing them in the right order.

THE LODGER

ROMANA: Well, there’s one called Zolfa-Thura. That’s in the history books.

THE DOCTOR: Well, they’re all in somebody’s history books.

MEGLOS
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NAME DROPPER

GRACE: You know, Freud had a name for that.

THE MASTER: Transference.

THE DOCTOR: Yes, very witty, Grace. At least Freud would have taken me seriously.

GRACE: He’d have hung up his pipe if he’d met you.

THE DOCTOR: Actually, we did meet.

GRACE: Oh, that’s right. He’s a Time Lord.

THE DOCTOR: We got on very well.
