HE AZTEC PEOPLE of Central Mexico dominated

the area from the fourteenth to the sixteenth
centuries. They worshipped various gods, most notably
Huitzilopochtli, the god of war and the sun, to whom
human sacrifices were made in which the priest cut out
the victim’s heart.
