    “This is a bad idea.” Ali, my two-foot-tall Spirit Companion floats next to me, staring at the cave entrance cut into the river canyon’s side. 
 
    I crouch, glacial water flowing past my armored legs, summer sun highlighting the emerald greens and clear blues of the river. “Of course. What exactly in the last four months has been a good idea? Taunting a Salamander? Hunting a Drake? Clearing a monster lair? Ever since the damn System came into place, it’s all been one bad idea after the next. It’s just a question of how bad we want to make it.”  
 
    I check the readings from Sabre, my Personal Assault Vehicle (PAV). Normal humans would just call it powered armor, or maybe a mecha. After all, a half-hour ago it was a bike. I got it nearly at the start when the System, the over-arching mechanism put into place by the Galactic Council, came into being. According to them, since “Mana” had finally reached significant levels on Earth, the System could now be put in place. Along with the System and Mana saturation came the destruction of all our electronics and the mutation of Earth’s ecosystem and spawning of monsters from lore. Cue the Apocalypse as civilization fell. 
 
    In the end, what Ali and I are arguing about is the blue floating System window dominating my vision.  
 
      
 
    Dungeon Located! 
 
    Warning! The current dungeon has not been categorized at this time due to System limitations. All XP rewards are doubled. Successful completion of the dungeon by a System-registered individual will generate increased rewards. 
 
      
 
    “You said it. These kinds of rewards can be quite good.” I stare into the darkness and heft my armored right arm, where I recently integrated a projectile weapon. While I love my beam rifle, good old solid projectile weaponry has certain advantages, including the option of using multiple ammo types to suit the situation. 
 
    “Still a bad idea, boy-o. Could be a bunch of really high-level monsters in there,” Ali says as he spins around in agitation. 
 
    “Yeah, yeah. Then we run. We still have a full charge on the QSM.”  
 
    The Quantum State Manipulator, or QSM, is one of the first toys I acquired when the System kicked into play four months ago, bringing an apocalypse to Earth and shutting down all our higher-end electronics. When activated, the QSM phases me into another dimension, which makes it incredibly useful for running away. It has drawbacks, including a long recharge time and a short use period, as well as allowing high energy states—read explosions—to pass through, but it’s saved my life more times than I care to count. 
 
    “Fine, fine. Light her up,” Ali mutters and I grin, pointing the barrel down the cave entrance. 
 
    I cycle the ammunition in the barrel then open fire, embedding three glowing light sources into the cave walls. I learned my lesson about going into a dark cave a month ago. Even if Sabre and my helmet give me enhanced low-light vision, it’s still a better idea to light things up. 
 
    The cave entrance shows me nothing new, but better to be cautious. I launch one of my drones to check things out, sending it to the ceiling to scan for potential threats, before I send it deeper and lock it in place a couple dozen meters ahead of me. Once that’s done, I walk in while shrinking the feed enough that I can watch it and my surroundings at the same time. I keep an eye on the mini-map that my Spirit and my Skill Greater Detection updates even as I do my best to stay hidden. I’m a pretty good sneak, if I do say so myself, though announcing myself with a bunch of lights probably takes away from the surprise factor. Can’t win it all. 
 
    The first cave I find has nothing more dangerous than some mutated fungus. Fungi. Whatever. It shoots out spores that are probably poisonous, but I’m in a fully sealed armored suit with an independent oxygen supply so John 1, Dungeon 0. Sweat runs down my back as I walk farther in—cold sweat that even the environmental controls in Sabre can’t fix. Fear courses through me, but along with it comes excitement. 
 
    Yeah, I’m screwed up in the head. I was before this started, and now I’m probably even more twisted. I actually like this—risking my life, dancing along the knife’s edge of danger. It wakes me up, thrills me in a way that nothing else ever has, and I’ll admit I take risks no one else would. That moment when everything tilts, when I could live or die, is when I finally feel truly alive. No more walls, no more compartmentalized and contained emotions, just moments of perfect control amidst the chaos. 
 
    Crazy. Told you. 
 
    “Picking up two. Nope. Three,” Ali mutters. 
 
    A moment later, I feel them myself. Damn, even now he’s better than I am. Then again, if the Spirit wasn’t, I’d feel as though I wasn’t getting my money’s worth. Not that I pay him—not exactly, at least. He’s a Perk I gained for being in the wrong place at the wrong time, and the System pays for his upkeep. If it didn’t, I’d have slowed my Mana regeneration down even further and I’ve got enough Skills that do that already. 
 
    I send a slew of new commands to the drone, launching it toward a higher point in the ceiling to check out the new threats while I lay down more light orbs. I wonder what I’ll find this time?  
 
    The answer is ugly, ugly monsters. Quadrupedal creatures with faces like a mutated rat’s, spiked bodies, and whip-like tails that drip with acid. The creatures are dark green with blotches of black across their bodies, providing them an effective camouflage in the darkness of the cave.  
 
      
 
    Kongorad (Level 28) 
 
    HP: 480/480 
 
    Status Effects: None 
 
      
 
    I watch them for a few minutes in my feed, the creatures not noticing the drone. They don’t do much beyond strolling around in curious circles in the cave ahead of me, occasionally bumping into each other and play fighting. After I’ve watched them long enough, I sneak in and launch a single light orb into the cave. 
 
    As they startle, twisting to stare at the orb, I take the opportunity to put a few rounds into them. I’ve staggered the rounds in the loading chamber, so I shoot high explosive, armor piercing, and normal in order. I then put a single round into each of my opponents. The high explosive projectile blows up the spine of the targeted Kongorad, the armor piercing drills all the way through, and my normal round smashes into but doesn’t pierce the monster I targeted. Armor piercing it is. 
 
    Even as I make the adjustments to my ammo lineup, the surviving Kongorads are returning fire with their barbed spines. I duck behind a nearby outcropping, but the launched spines move so fast and cover such a wide area, I get caught by a few. They drill through the nearby walls, the outcropping, and my armor with ease, carrying their Mana-imbued barbed poison into my body. I grunt at the notification that lets me know I’ve been poisoned. There is no pain though, just a comforting numbness that slowly spreads. 
 
    A light chime lets me know the gun is ready, and I twist around the corner of the outcropping to open fire, concentrating on slamming three bullets into one monster. Each bullet smashes through its body, splattering blood around it before I duck back behind the measly cover provided by the rock. Thankfully, after drilling through all the rock, the spines can’t completely penetrate my armor. 
 
    “Can’t touch this,” Ali chants and literally dances as he floats in front of the Kongorad attempting to kill him. He might be visible, but he’s not corporeal, which means he’s a very good distraction. 
 
    Grinning in my helmet, I charge the distracted Kongorad and slice down with the sword I conjure into my hand. My personal weapon might not look like much, but with my Advanced Class skills, I cut through the monster’s head with ease, killing it. 
 
    Level 28 monsters are a cakewalk for me. While my own Level might be a measly 23, because I have an Advanced Class, my “true” level is about double that. About, since as Ali points out, the math gets fuzzy. Jumping directly to an Advanced Class without a Basic Class has given me a bunch of side benefits, including a higher resistance to most effects—like poison.  
 
    Monsters dead, I scan for any further surprises before slowly sinking down. My body shudders slightly as it fights off the poison, heat washing over the numbness. I lick my lips, tasting the salt from my sweat while I wait for the effects to go away. It doesn’t take long at all, then I’m standing, walking over to the bodies, and putting the System-generated loot into my inventory before dropping the bodies into my Altered Space. The Altered Space Skill creates a dimensional pocket I can store objects in, a nifty little Class Skill that lets me store more loot and corpses than most parties can as a whole.  
 
    Right, that wasn’t so bad. If that’s all I’m facing, this should be simple. 
 
      
 
    “Ali, this cave seems huge,” I mutter, kicking the latest victim off my blade. I’ve been down here for a good hour, walking through caves and killing Kongorads, and there is no way this canyon holds such an extensive cave system. It makes no physical sense. If I’m going to be walking around here for much longer, I better get started recharging my beam rifle, since I’ve switched to using it as my primary ranged weapon.  
 
    “Dungeon,” Ali answers. 
 
    “That isn’t an answer.” 
 
    “Yes, it is. The System designated this a dungeon, so it altered the physical space. It’s now bigger on the inside.” Ali pauses, awaiting a reaction. When he gets none, he mutters, “Goddamn muggle.” 
 
    “I think I liked it better when you were watching reality TV,” I grumble while walking the cave.  
 
    Normally my Skill gives me more of a heads-up about potential problems, but the increased Mana density in this dungeon is screwing with my Skill, reducing my ability to scan for threats to a bare ten meters. Ali’s got it better, but it still means we have to move carefully. 
 
    The bat drops from the ceiling and I sense it just a moment before it hits.  I twist, spinning around and conjuring my sword as I cut the Noxious Bat in two. Not its real name, but after my first encounter and a quick briefing, I had to turn off my oxygen tank. They’re extremely good at hiding, but they smell like the seven heavens—so much so that even through the environmental filtering, my best method of locating them is my sense of smell. Of course, considering how powerful the environmental filtering is supposed to be, the fact that I can even smell them makes no sense. Then again, it doesn’t have to make sense if the System decides to break the rules. Again. 
 
    I loot the Noxious Bat’s corpse but don’t stick the body in my Altered Space, not wanting to contaminate my other goods. Then again, I’m not entirely sure the Bat would contaminate things. I have a theory that the System breaks many of the rules of physics because it’s trying to balance technology, magic, and skills. So if it gives a monster an environmental advantage, it wants that to mean something. Thus, the System breaks other rules to make it work. On the other hand, I can punch through walls without breaking the ground while doing so, so I’ll take the occasional weirdness. Not that I have a choice. The System is the System. 
 
    After another half hour of walking, I finally come to the end of the first floor. And I say floor since I find a straight chute going down, leading to what I can only assume is another level. Arse.  
 
    “How many floors do Dungeons have?” I frown. I’m confident, but if I’m looking at a dozen… 
 
    “How long’s the Ether Serpent’s tail?” 
 
    I point the gun down, firing another light orb, then call back my first drone so it can recharge while I send my second down. Hopefully it’s only these two floors—I only have two drones and their batteries take forever to recharge. 
 
      
 
    Down, down, down we go. Wherever we go, that’s where we kill. That doesn’t work, does it? Fine, you put together a rhyme while fighting off spine monsters in packs. Here, I’ll wait. Actually, no, I won’t, because I’m fighting Kongorads. 
 
    Ducking low, I grab a Kongorad and pick it up, power armor assisting the lift, and I use the creature to block the spines from its friends. I poke my rifle barrel around the twitching body, using the camera mounted on the barrel to target and fire. As I hear a distressed beep, I send the rifle back into my inventory and throw my improvised shield, following it to the last of the still-living monsters, which I stab in the head.  
 
    Monsters dead, I squat as my head swims, my body shuddering as it fights off the poison and gives me back full control of my body. Casting a Minor Heal helps a little, so I do it again. 
 
    The second level is taking forever. The Kongorads move in larger packs down here and they have a friend, a tripedal creature that skitters along the ground and releases beams of light that I have to dodge. Luckily, they aren’t that common, but between dealing with increasing amounts of poison and greater swarms, I’ve been having to take longer and longer breaks between each encounter. 
 
    “John, you sure you can do this?” Ali asks again. 
 
    I nod firmly, slowly standing and rotating my shoulders and knees as I check how far I’ve recovered. I check my projectile ammunition next, noting I’m down to less than two dozen armor piercing bullets. I queue up high explosives next, but I never bought that many of them—I’m a bit of a cheapskate and high explosive rounds are expensive. I kind of regret cheaping out now. Just another thing to lay at my father’s door. 
 
    Tackling these monsters head-on isn’t going to work. I need to think of a new idea or pull back. I frown as another shudder crosses through me. I can’t snipe the monsters—I don’t have the line of sights. The monsters work in packs, so trying to drag them out to kill one by one doesn’t seem to work. So… 
 
      
 
    “This is degrading!” Ali grouses. 
 
    I chuckle, looking over the cavern I’ve altered. If I can’t kill them one by one, I’ll pull them into a kill zone and force them to fight me in smaller numbers. I’ve torn down some stalagmites and stalactites and piled them up to create a bottleneck by using some of the insta-cement grenades I carry these days. On the improvised wall, I’ve got a small perch that has a little extra padding to slow down spines, enough that I can shoot at the monsters in relative safety. I’ve also added light orbs as far as I can see to give me as much visibility as possible. After that, well, it’s all up to Ali to play bait. 
 
    “Yeah, yeah, suck it up, buttercup.” I grin, leaning back and checking the map again.  
 
    “Asshole.” Ali heads toward the nearest group on the map, fully visible and glowing ever so slightly.  
 
    The kill zone works almost too well—pulling monsters to a fixed position and firing on them as they near me ensures I take out one or two before the swarm arrives. After that, most initially try a long-range duel. When that fails, they charge the opening I’ve left. It’s so tight that the monsters have to scramble and push to get through it, giving me more than enough time to whittle them down. The monsters are so blindly aggressive and stupid, they keep coming because they’ve got just that little chance to end me. 
 
    After each group, Ali gives me a few minutes to rest and loot before we start the process again. Each break takes longer as he searches farther and farther afield, drawing the monsters to me. The T’kichik are the most difficult, since they actually understand a bit about cover and sniping at long-range. Unfortunately for them, I can use magic and I’m more than happy to spam my Improved Mana Dart (II) at them till they fall over and die. 
 
    I almost feel bad for the Kongorad Alpha when Ali finally locates it. It comes rushing forward, flanked by its guards, and I greet them with a pair of plasma grenades, one after the other. The explosions rip apart most of my improvised walls, but between the grenades and my Lightning Strike spell, the guards are so much crispy meat. Facing the Alpha, who’s just a bigger version of the Kongorads, after that is simple. Outside of the numbness in my body that slows me down and makes me feel as though I’m running through water, killing it isn’t difficult at all. I just have to keep ducking, cutting, and shooting the monster till it falls over. When I’m done, I finally get what I’m looking for.

    Lieutenant, a pair of sergeants, four privates, and a major. The lowest levels come from the privates, and they’re Level 17 Advanced Classes. 
 
    I’ve never heard Ali sound panicked before, not even when I was taunting and kiting a Salamander across kilometers of forested terrain. His fear opens up a cold pit of dread in my stomach, one that I forcibly compartmentalize. I’m so out-leveled it’s not funny. The Cutoff is a System-designated fort, which means it has certain importance in terms of location and placement. When I first drove past it months ago, I was shot at by these guys—the Hakarta. Space mercenaries, most closely resembling our version of an Orc but with sci-fi armor, tactics, and laser weapons. Not to say they aren’t armed with a series of nasty-looking melee weapons either.  
 
    “Are you the owner of this fort?” the major asks, making me turn slightly to look at him.  
 
    I keep an eye on my original attacker, noticing how he’s leaning forward, hands opening and closing. Trouble is going to come from there. The major’s voice is low, a growl more than a phrase, but it’s tinged with an upper-class British accent that reminds me of my popular Victorian TV shows. Some Yerick arrived a few months ago and moved in too. No one truly notable beyond Lord Roxley and the Yerick First Fist. Everyone else is low level compared to you guys. The city still doesn’t have a stable Mana flow, so safe zones are limited to buildings. The human population is just above four thousand, if I recall correctly.” Down from a population of nearly thirty thousand before the Apocalypse.  
 
    As Labashi nods, I continue to speak, digging through my brain for the information he wants. I give him a list of facts, things he could purchase off the System if he really gave a damn to. None of this is “secret,” so none of it would be expensive. Hell, with their Stealth capabilities, it’d only take them a few days at most to figure this out.

No offense.”

    “Because she only ever gets that angry when it comes to you!” Richard lets go of my arm, glaring at me. “If she gets hurt…” 
 
    “You’ll get your puppies to tear me limb for limb. Got it,” I reply wryly and shake my head. Those two… 
 
    As Richard opens his mouth to say something else, he’s cut off by a short, angry man in a suit. A suit in this day and age. And in Whitehorse too, where formal attire is your best plaid shirt and a pair of clean jeans.  
 
    His voice rising as he speaks, shorty says, “What is he doing here?” 
 
    I grin at Eric Roth, aka Minion. “Just ambling along. How you doing?” 
 
    “You! Get out of here. This is official Whitehorse City Council business and you are not invited,” Minion snarls, stepping forward and vibrating.  
 
    I’m reminded of a tiny yappy dog. I feel one side of my lips tug up at the thought, and he stops and steps back. 
 
    “Trust me, I’m not here for you,” I drawl then raise a hand. Minion flinches slightly, probably remembering my hand wrapped around his throat, and I flick it, shooing him away. “Go do your thing.” 
 
    Minion glares at me, opening his mouth to say something else before he’s cut off by a low rumble.  
 
    “Are we to begin, Councilor Roth? I am being paid by the hour.” The speaker is a nine-foot-tall bull-man hybrid, a full-on Minotaur from legends, in sci-fi battle armor. The Minotaur even has an axe, though the barrel shape in the center lends credence to the idea that it’s more than just a melee weapon.  
 
    The Yerick—the real name for the Minotaurs—is the only group of immigrants to Whitehorse thus far. They haven’t had the best of receptions and there’s a large degree of animosity toward them. Led by Capstan Ulrik, their First Fist—whatever that means—the Yerick are a tribe of career Adventurers. When the Yerick are invited and I’m not, that shows you how low I am on the totem pole of popularity. 
 
    Minion’s face twists again in a sneer before he hurries over to the group leaders, where Lana and Mikito stand. Lana shoots me a glare that could freeze water solid. 
 
    Richard mutters next to me, “You have got to stop antagonizing that man.” 
 
    “Better to twit him than kill him,” I reply, flexing my hand by my side. 
 
    “Sometimes I’m not entirely sure if you’re joking,” Richard says. 
 
    I don’t let him know that I’m not sure either. Minion almost literally admitted to burning down the Yerick’s buildings, but here he is, walking around free and clear and organizing everyone, and I’m persona non grata. Okay, fine, choking him out in broad daylight might have been a bit of an overreaction to losing face in front of Roxley and Capstan, but even now, I feel my blood boil at the betrayal. I exhale, forcing myself to let it go. The past is past, after all. Time to stop bitching about it. What is, is. 
 
    I shake my head slightly, realizing that Richard left while I was caught up in my thoughts. As much as I believe Minion was the mastermind behind the fire, there’s no evidence. He never directly admitted to anything, and the actual culprits have been caught and tried. They’re working off their debts in the compound that the Yerick built on their burnt-out plots of land, and as far as the city is concerned, the case is closed. Tensions between the races are high still, but between the increased surveillance drones and a few very public and nasty beatdowns by the Yerick, direct attacks have stopped.  
 
    As I stand by myself and idly watch Minion speak to the groups, I read lips and pick out where he’s sending everyone. Ali helps by hacking his System window and displaying it for me, adding annotations as each group is directed to a different Boss. I wonder where Fred, our erstwhile mayor, is before I remember he prefers to let his minions do the actual work. 
 
    If I have to say one good thing about Minion, it’s that he’s highly organized. Ten minutes later, the groups are disappearing and that’s even after time to answer any questions. My gaze wanders over each group once more, watching as Capstan splits a few of his men off to join different groups. It’s not a horrible setup, other than the fact that Minion only intends to keep a single reserve team—the Chaos Hands. I check their levels again, see that nothing is over 25, and wince. We’re all still under-leveled for this area. 
 
    My gaze sweeps over the group again and I realize that gathered here are the careful, the lucky, and the crazy. The brave, the rational, and the unlucky are dead, murdered in the first few days of the System for the most part. First responders, the RCMP, the burgeoning heroes all died in the opening scenes of the Apocalypse, fighting creatures that out-leveled them. It’s only through the mercy of the gods and Lord Roxley’s presence that we’ve survived as long as we have. 
 
    “So, boy-o, we following the girl?” Ali sends to me mentally, and I nod. “You know she’s going to be pissed, right?” 
 
    “Better pissed than dead. We’ll hang back a bit though.” 
 
      
 
    Ever since Mana flooded the world and the System came, monsters have been appearing all over Earth. There are two kinds: the ones that have evolved from Earth and the ones that have been ‘imported’ into the world via the System. Occasionally those monsters are particularly nasty—a System-designated Boss. Or maybe they’re already Bosses and the System just tags them. Either way, they’re strong and tough and their presence means that particular monster group will populate faster than normal. Leave them alone long enough and you get monster swarms and they become a mainstay in a region, flooding outward. If you’re really unlucky, they find a location with a high Mana density and stay there, eventually creating a dungeon. 
 
    Since the entire world has been designated a Dungeon World and we’re getting the overflow of Mana from every other System-controlled world, it’s pretty much a given we’re going to get a ton of Dungeons and Bosses. The goal today is simple though—just like we used to manage the wildlife, we’re going to manage the monster population. Just like you kill the bulls to reduce the herd, we kill the Bosses. Of course, along the way we’ll be killing a ton of normal monsters too, but that’s the way it works. 
 
    Loping along far behind Lana’s group, I have a lot of time to think. The occasional monsters they miss and the ones that try to sneak up on them aren’t even a challenge. I have Ali patched into their communications channel as he floats alongside me, listening in just in case something important comes up. Mostly though, the two of us are along for the ride. If we’re real lucky, I won’t even need to get involved. 
 
    An hour later, I come to a stop as Lana’s group hits the boundary of their target’s area. I pull up my minimap, focusing on the green dots.

    Ali pulls up some information for me, flicking over the System window. As I read the monster information, I relax. Each beetle is purple and gray, about two and a half feet in length and a foot tall, with armored carapaces that give them their name. Tough and they have a tendency to swarm. However, Lana’s group of five humans is augmented by her three oversized huskies and a mutated fox. While Lana might not go out as often, she certainly knows how to control her animals and the way the red dots of the low level enemies she fights keep disappearing on my minimap tell me they’re doing well. 
 
    I rub my neck, fingers hitting armor as I do so and I grimace. Armor is all nice and good but try giving yourself a massage while wearing it. I sigh, giving up on trying to get rid of the tension that way, and just pull out some chocolate to chew on while I wait. Ali’s head is tilted as he obviously listens to something before he grunts. 
 
    “John… how much do you like Jim?”  
 
    “What’s wrong?” I look for where Jim should be and realize he’s only a few kilometers away. 
 
    “Nothing yet, but I don’t think his group can deal with what he’s going to be fighting,” Ali says. “So we going?” 
 
    I hesitate, looking back at where Lana fights. She hasn’t hit the Boss yet and those things can change the flow of a battle. On the other hand… I bite my lip, twisting to where Jim’s Boss marker is and take off running. I hope I’m doing the right thing. 
 
    “What’s so bad Jim can’t handle?” I ask as I pound through the dirt, the powered armor covering the ground at a good pace. I shatter rock and the occasional fallen tree, knowing that I don’t have a lot of time. His Boss wasn’t that much farther out than Lana’s. Still, Jim’s a big boy—he’s the most senior of the City’s Hunters and a tough old coot. 
 
    “Lightning Squirrels.” Ali floats alongside me with ease as I activate Thousand Steps, a skill that lets me move faster. “They’re mutations of your ground squirrels. Individually, they’re really low level. However, they swarm. Each of them feeds off the other and there’s a lot more of them than Minion knows about.” 
 
    Even as we talk, my map updates with little gray dots. Low level indeed. I watch as the dots disappear in front of the friendly blue dots of Jim’s group. No surprise that they’re taking them out at range—his entire group is composed of rifle users. Unfortunately, what they can’t see is the swarm of gray dots that have begun to converge on them.  
 
    As the swarm closes in, I spot a blue dot flicker and disappear. I grit my teeth as the blue dots pull back in a somewhat orderly fashion, but they can’t keep ahead. I can see flashes of electricity with my eyes now. The never-ending arcs have lit the undergrowth on fire. Beam weaponry stabs out from the embattled group, along with the crack of projectile fire, each shot killing individual Squirrels. There’s even the occasional explosion, but that doesn’t really seem to change my map. 
 
    I’ve opened fire myself, keeping to normal projectiles as I unload on the Squirrels. Each shot disintegrates a small creature, turning it into red mist, and I even occasionally manage to get more than one with a shot. 
 
    “This isn’t working!” I yell, bouncing forward.  
 
    The occasional lightning arc at this distance feels like a static electricity discharge through the armor, but we’re going right into the center of the swarm and I know it’s going to get worse. I draw a deep breath, letting the shooting and running go on autopilot as I reach into myself for my own link to the Elemental Affinity and push it out of me, letting it envelop me. When the next lightning strike hits, I use the Gift to reroute the arc around me and Sabre rather than through us. Once that’s established, it takes me a moment to cast my next spell. Greater Regeneration increases my natural healing rate so that I can deal with the bleed-through. A thought lets me review the damage I’m receiving from each blast. 
 
      
 
    -13 HP (78% resisted) 
 
      
 
    “I’ve got a plan,” Ali shouts as I keep firing. “Just follow the bouncing ball!” 
 
    I snarl, running ahead and following the bouncing ball that appears in my display as I keep shooting. Occasionally my path intersects an unlucky squirrel and I either stab or stomp it. Electricity keeps building around me and we’re almost constantly wreathed in lightning now. Ali isn’t speaking, his face set in grim concentration as he floats alongside me. My jaw hurts from clenching it so tight as the lightning shudders through me even as it slowly drives my health down. A slow ticking down in the corner of my vision tells me Sabre’s not doing great either. 
 
    “Okay, boy-o. Grab me when you reach me and lend me your Mana and strength!” Ali says as he darts ahead, right to where the bouncing ball lands. He appears for a second, his hands raised as the lightning flows through him.  
 
    I extend my sense, my Affinity, and I see what Ali’s doing. Everything that hits him, he attaches a thread to, sliding it into the bodies of the squirrels. I place a hand on Ali’s and make the connection, feeling the lightning rip through me and pull Mana alongside the flow. 
 
    Pain fills my world, consuming me, and all I can do is go along for the ride. Muscles clench and spasm, my heart beats erratically, and I’m pretty sure I void my bowels at some point, but I keep holding on to Ali, refusing to let go. Pain, anger, and stubbornness—linchpins of my life. 
 
    A part of me watches as Ali threads all of it together, faster and faster until everything around is attached to him. Ali snarls, twisting with his hands, and I feel the change as the threads of Mana he has connected via the lightning tug on the Squirrels. It’s just a little, a small alteration in their atoms, but at the speed of well, light, the change happens. Electrons slip free, loosened from their moorings. A small change to each atom multiplied thousands, millions of times.  
 
    The lightning explodes. Lightning Squirrels are no longer able to contain and direct the overflow, so it heats them up—heats us up—and I know I’m screaming. One second we’re in the middle of a maelstrom, and the next, it disappears. Stray arcs jump and skip all around us, the ground molten glass. I stumble away, brute forcing Sabre to move because it’s still rerouting from all the damage. I fall on my face on smoking, ashen ground as Ali slowly floats down, his eyes sparkling. 
 
    “What a rush!” Ali says, holding up a hand and waggling olive-colored fingers that dance with electricity. “Woah! That’s a ton of notifications—wait one second!” 
 
    I stare into the sky, my muscles twitching occasionally from the after-effects. Eventually, I reach out with one of my Shop-purchased Skills and dump Sabre directly into my inventory. Quite a useful Skill to have, being able to put anything that the System registers directly into my inventory just by being in contact with it. My body drops onto the scorched earth and I groan, rolling up as the heat cuts through my skin-tight armored coveralls. I don’t even want to know how much it’s going to cost to fix Sabre. The remains of Jim’s party, with an added golden-brown Minotaur, stumble over, staring at the smoking squirrel corpses around me, their eyes wide. 
 
    I look around for a moment, taking in the smoking grass, the occasional glassy spot, and the hundreds of corpses, as well as the occasional burning trees, and realize I’m having one of those post-apocalyptic moments in real life. Hell, I can’t even be blamed for this one. 
 
    “John?” Jim, the big First Nation Elder, stammers as he limps up to me. 
 
    “Yeah?” I look at Ali, who continues to float, muttering to himself. “I thought you might need some help.” 
 
    “Shit, you got that right.” Jim’s voice rises and falls as he tries to stay calm. “It was supposed to be a relatively easy kill, just a bunch of ground squirrels. I lost half my men…” 
 
    “Sorry.” I looked around then sighed.  “That’s a hell of a lot of looting.” 
 
    The group jerkily nods, each of them moving to their respective glowing corpses.  Lovely System, only allowing us to loot our own kills.  At least if you aren’t in a party and I never did formally join theirs. Not that I really want to share – it’s going to be expensive enough fixing Sabre.  
 
    I start looting after a few minutes, when I can handle standing up, after eying Lana’s group in the map. Seems like they survived without me. A short while later, Ali finally perks up and waves, flicking a series of System windows to me.

    Well, that was interesting. I’m grateful I don’t have to wade through all the text about how many monsters I killed. Looking at Ali, I point at the bodies while I pull up my information to take a closer look at my Status.  I can hear him muttering about being given the scut work as he does the looting for me but I ignore him.  If he didn’t complain, I’d be worried he was sick.  Can Spirits get sick? 
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    I nod slightly, glancing over the basic screen. Got to let Ali know to add a section about Resistances to this, but it looks a heck of a lot neater without my Skills. They were cluttering it up, and like Ali said, what’s the point of listing them? I can either do it or not. 
 
    Mental note—time to purchase another area effect spell that isn’t Lightning. Maybe a Fireball or something like that, though maybe there’s a Skill. Then again, all the really useful Skills are expensive. Not that Spells aren’t either, but didn’t I come along just to watch out for Lana? How the hell did I end up in this situation again? 
 
    I glare at Ali who, at least, is helping with the looting and storage of bodies. This is going to take forever, but every single Credit counts.

    “Not at all.” I flash him a grin then tilt my head. “Jim and the rest okay?” 
 
    “Elder Calbery is speaking with Councilor Roth. He requested I pass on his thanks as well.” 
 
    “You’re welcome.” I grunt, walking past him.  
 
    Aron just nods slightly, watching me stomp off. Thanks. Har. Thanks doesn’t pay my bill with Xev or get me a new bike. Stomping back to the city, I glare around me, headed back to my house. 
 
    Grumbling to myself, I find myself staring at my house. No Sabre, not enough Credits to fix her up properly, and no transportation means I’m stuck in Whitehorse for the next few weeks.  As much as I love the mecha, getting her fixed is becoming a real drain on my resources each time she gets damaged. 
 
    “John! Everything okay?” Richard asks, watching me and the floating, silent Ali. 
 
    “Fine. Just fine,” I snarl, not bothering to stop as I head downstairs.  
 
    I shut the door, forcing myself not to slam it, before I flop onto my bed. Why the hell did I help them? I glare at the ceiling. Every time I think I’ve contained one problem—the Yerick, the Hakarta, my anger—something else crops up and bites me in the ass. 
 
      
 
    “Morning, John,” Lana says as I crawl up the stairs the next day.  
 
    Mikito and Richard nod to me, tension filling the room. When I choked Minion in public, it was Mikito and Richard who stopped me, rather forcefully. Let’s just say I wasn’t exactly in a listening mood. Since then, I’ve been staying away, hiding out in the fort while they lived in my house. I needed time to sort out my brain, my emotions. While we’ve interacted in passing since then, things just haven’t been the same.  
 
    “Where’s Rachel?” I tilt my head as I look around the kitchen. 
 
    “She, well… she’s with the Brothers of the Wolf,” Richard answers. 
 
    Mikito nods, adding another piece of fried fish to her bowl of rice. I sigh and take a seat at the setting that has been laid for me. I nod in thanks as Lana drops a stack of pancakes on my plate before taking a seat herself.  
 
    Lana smiles slightly, stretching and making my gaze shift to her ample rack before she continues. “I heard you had some trouble yesterday.” 
 
    “Not me. Jim,” I reply around a mouthful. 
 
    “Really? I heard you had to walk home,” Lana replies, her face perfectly serene. 
 
    “Sabre was damaged.” My eyes narrow as I dump more maple syrup on the pancakes. I could almost feel bad about how well we eat compared to the general population, but we do pay for this food ourselves. Most of us spend our days working to get additional food and Credits for the city—so spending our own money on luxuries shouldn’t feel wrong, right? Right. 
 
    “Mmmm… so, trouble.” Lana sips on juice before she continues. “And someone was worried about me.” 
 
    I sigh, finally catching on. “All this was to say ‘I told you so’?” 
 
    Lana smiles innocently, slowly cutting apart her own pancake. “I never said those words.” 
 
    “Uh huh.” I grunt, and a part of me wants to point out she’d have been in as much trouble as Jim was if she had been the one fighting the Lightning Squirrels. A wiser part of me makes me focus on my own breakfast. Some things, you just don’t say.  
 
    As I chew my next bite, I see Mikito smiling slightly while Richard pays way too much attention to Shadow. I sigh, deciding to not engage further as Lana finishes her breakfast. 
 
    As I finally finish eating, Ali pops into existence next to me. “So, boy-o, where to next?” 
 
    “John?” Richard butts in, leaning forward. “We could use your help. There’s a monster lair we’d like to clear out.” 
 
    I grunt and shake my head. “No. I’ll be fine.” 
 
    Mikito opens her mouth then shuts it, staring at me before she sighs and grabs her naginata. Richard nods as well, following Mikito out. I watch them leave, a part of me wondering if they’re going to try to take on a lair all by themselves. 
 
    “You going to cold-shoulder them forever?” Lana asks as she puts the plates away, leaning against the counter. 
 
    “What?” 
 
    “You know what.” She points at me. “You need a ride and you’re refusing to go with them? For what? Your pride?” 
 
    “I’d rather hunt by myself,” I mutter, not meeting her eyes. “They’re doing well enough without me. I like hunting alone.” 
 
    Lana uncrosses her arms, shaking her head. “Well enough? Rachel left because of you. Richard and Mikito have been grabbing whoever is free whenever they can, working what they can, when they can. They aren’t leveling up that well because of that.” I keep staring at my empty plate and Lana sighs, shaking her head. “You could just admit you’re still pissed at them you know.”

    Monster zones aren’t particularly steady, especially in a burgeoning Dungeon World. They’re more a guide than a rule, which is why when I hit the Level 30+ zone, I slow down. You never know when you’ll run into a truly nasty monster out here, and without Sabre, I’m not entirely confident I can take on anything above Level 50 without getting seriously hurt. Sure, we heal after a few minutes, but you try having your guts torn out repeatedly and tell me you want to sign up for it on an on-going basis.  
 
    Without Sabre, all I’ve got for protection is a simple armored coveralls that might soak up incidental damage but not much else. That means that when I fight, I can’t just bullrush into danger and let the mecha soak up the damage while I hammer away at the monsters. Instead, I have to fight like Mikito—working on positions, dodging, and striking only when it’s safe to do so. It slows down fights and forces me to use a lot more Mana to heal when I inevitably get hit. Worst, since I’m fighting alone, I can’t afford to let my Mana drain completely in case I run into something nasty, so I end up doing more rest stops.  
 
    Funny thing is that the drop in mobility is the least of my concerns. Sure, in mecha mode I could run through the forest at a slightly higher speed due to the increased attributes, but it’s not that much different these days. When I first bought the personal assault vehicle, the boost in attributes by itself made the purchase well worth it. At that time, it added anywhere from a third to half again to my physical stats, making me stronger and faster when I desperately needed every edge I could get. These days, the boost is much less, though even a ten percent increase is nothing to sneeze at. And while in bike mode, I can cover a lot more ground a lot faster. I long ago stopped working easily accessible hiking trails, preferring to head into the untamed wilderness. Lots more monsters out there since there are fewer hunters. 
 
    In the end, all my concerns about dangerous monsters are for nothing. I don’t run into anything out of my level, and while today’s hunt is slower than previous ones, I don’t run into anything that gives me too much trouble. I admit, it’s a bit of a cheat when you can sense and track monsters before they can see you, especially when you can take them out at range. 
 
    When I get back, it’s around four in the afternoon and the only reason I’ve called it a day is because I’m out of space. I have trouble just leaving corpses around and not dragging the bodies back for processing. It’s not as if the many, many, many new bugs, pests, and other vermin don’t clean up those bodies within days, but just leaving the bodies seems wasteful. It’s not an entirely rational viewpoint since the Credits I gain from doing so won’t make a dent, but there it is. 
 
    In Whitehorse, I head straight to the butchering yard, then I go to the Shop to sell my System Loot. As I exit the Shop, I find myself overtaken by a man dressed in clothing two sizes too large. The man is hunched over, his fists curled up and his face scrunched as he strides right past me. I have to jerk to a stop so that I don’t run him over, and I almost call out to berate him when something makes me stop. I frown, staring after him as a sixth sense nags at me. Something. Something is wrong and I work on pinning what it is down. 
 
    I look closer as he walks right down the street to a new store finally realizing what it is. His right hand—it’s larger than his left because it’s curled up around a grenade.  
 
    I shout at him, but he’s already throwing the grenade into the store, screaming, “I warned you!” 
 
    I flick on a Thousand Steps as I sprint toward him, my head turning to see who is within the store. I see the storekeeper, and without thought, I activate my other Skill—Two are One. She’s staring with a dumbfounded expression when the grenade explodes, cutting off my line of sight in an explosion of flame and glass. My body feels as though it’s being roasted alive in a sudden flash of heat that cuts right through my coveralls before the explosion itself reaches me, throwing me back. 
 
    I have to pick myself off the ground, my pain already receding. The attacker is rolling on the ground from the backblast, and the storekeeper, despite my Two are One skill, is dead. I force myself to take in the injured who were caught in the explosion, and I stagger over to the first injured body I can reach, casting my Minor Healing Spell.  
 
    It takes a surprisingly short time for things to calm down. A nearby mage throws a raincloud into the burning store while her neighbors fix the walls leading to their stores by purchasing upgrades in the Shop itself. Bodies are either healed by spells or mend on their own, and the survivors stagger away. The attacker is hustled off into Roxley’s domain by a pair of silver-and-gray-clad guards. Fred Curteneau, our erstwhile mayor, pops out of the Council building to talk to people for a few minutes, walking around and glad-handing people with that big, oily smile of his. Somehow, people find it comforting. They set to work sweeping up the mess of glass and steel from the road, then it’s over. At least for most people.  
 
    “Amelia?” I walk over as one of the guards bags the storekeeper’s body under her directions. 
 
    “John.” The ex-constable nods to me, a hand on a wide hip. She’s wearing her RCMP uniform again, though it looks to have been let out to accommodate growth in her shoulders. Amelia’s voice is cool and professional, but there’s a tightness in her eyes.  I don’t envy her. She’s the only human in Roxley’s guard and as such, takes all the flack that we throw at him on her shoulders. 
 
    “What the hell happened?” I look into the remains of the store, shaking my head. 
 
    She purses her lips, shaking it after a moment. “I cannot comment on an on-going investigation.” 
 
    “What investigation? I saw it. A whole group of us saw him throw the grenade. He murdered her!” I snap, temper flaring. 
 
    “John, I can’t talk about it,” she snaps, and Vir materializes at my side.  
 
    The entire “looming to intimidate” thing never really worked on me, not even pre-System when I was a good four inches shorter than most Westerners. Now that we’re nearly the same height, it really doesn’t work. I return the black-skinned, white-haired dark Elf’s glare.  
 
    Amelia snaps, “There are rules, damn it. I know all of you people think there aren’t, but the rules are in place for a reason.” 
 
    “All of us people?” I snarl, my hand clenching. Sure, ever since I got the genome treatment I look more Keanu Reeves than Jet Li, but that doesn’t mean that I’ve forgotten the barbs and screamed insults over the course of my life. Not that I’ve forgotten being told to go home to China, even if I grew up in Vancouver. 
 
    “Hunters,” Amelia says, pointing a finger at me. “All of you, walking around with your weapons and powers, thinking you’ve got it all figured out. There are rules, and I’ll be damned if I’m bending them to just satisfy your curiosity.” 
 
    “Give it up, boy-o, she’s got a job to do,” Ali interjects.  
 
    I grit my teeth and look between the pair before finally jerkily nodding acceptance. What can I do? Beat them up for not answering my question? I walk away, snarling to myself, questions unanswered. What the hell was that all about? 
 
      
 
    “He wanted his store back,” Lana fills me in later that evening. I caught her in the backyard, playing with her furry friends, and prodded her for information while children laughed and played in the living room. “His family owned the store pre-System. Then, well, Holly bought the store from the System and set up shop. He wanted her out, said she didn’t have the right to it. She refused. The guards had been called in before and sided with her…” 
 
    “And he killed her for that?” I mutter. 
 
    Lana snorts, burying her face in the dog. “You tried to kill Eric.”  
 
    Rufus whines slightly, feeling Lana’s tension, and the puppy turns in her hands to lick at her face. 
 
    “I… I might have,” I admit, shaking my head slowly. I had my reasons, but so had he probably. We’re all under so much stress, and everything that we knew is gone. “Shit.” 
 
    “Yes,” Lana replies and hugs Rufus. She lets the silence linger as I stew on the parallels. In the end, she speaks again, her voice low. “It’s not the only case like this. Not like this, like this, but similar. People moving into houses that aren’t theirs. People taking cars from lots and having them fixed up. The workers at the brewery getting upset because we don’t hire them because we don’t need them.” 
 
    “I didn’t know it was that bad.” 
 
    “Bad? That’s the easy stuff. Who owns what, that’s easy!” She laughs, slightly hysterically. “We have kids who don’t have parents, parents who don’t have kids. We have fathers who won’t pay or help take care of their kids. We’ve got assholes who decide that because they’ve got combat classes, they’re important now. They start throwing their weight around, acting like big shots. And because everyone—everyone—who is important is out hunting, they are big shots. 
 
    “You know why we opened the brewery? Do you?” She twists her hand slightly, pulling out a small ampule that she hands to me. “Aarak Blood. The best high in the System for us humans. Better than meth supposedly. We had people buying this and giving it out because there was no more alcohol. And they took it because they needed something to get their minds off this life. So instead we opened up the brewery and let them get drunk. That was a fun conversation to have with Jim.” 
 
    “What’s Roxley doing about all this?” I say, frowning. 
 
    “Roxley? Nothing. He’s letting us humans sort out human problems, or so says Vir. Except when someone gets his guards involved. And then the troublemakers end up getting fined. Fined!” She shakes her head. “It’s as if everything is about Credits to him.” 
 
    I shake my head, trying to understand why Roxley would do that. It didn’t mesh with the man I remembered. Not knowing what else to say, I murmur, “Sorry.” 
 
    “No, I am. You don’t need this. It’s not your job, not your thing, right?” Lana rubs her face, wiping away the tears. 
 
    “Lana…” 
 
    “It’s okay. This isn’t your city. It isn’t your problem. Just… thank you for listening.” She stands, pulling Rufus with her as she walks away.  
 
    I open my mouth then shut it again, watching her leave. She’s right—I left. I purposely chose not to get involved, not to be part of this. Hell, I’m playing both sides of the equation with the Hakarta just to see what the hell might happen. It was a choice, so now I don’t get to bitch about it. 
 
      
 
    “Ali?” I stare into the distance, absently stroking one of the huskies, who has taken to lying next to me. 
 
    “Yeah, boy-o?” 
 
    “Is it all like this?”  
 
    “Mmmm… you mean the other cities?” He shakes his head, holding up a hand. “No. You guys are lucky. For definitions of luck. Most places don’t have enough people to have a functioning government, never mind worrying about things like who owns what. The big cities were hit harder than anyone else. No one got Perks or any other bonuses, so they had no way to fight back. They also got a slew of higher-level monsters. And you know that monsters level up too? Yeah, guess what killing hundreds, thousands of humans did to even low-level monsters. 
 
    “You guys were lucky Roxley came along and brought his guards. Lucky that the System decided to put a Shop right here. You might be losing a few people here and there, but it’s a hell of a lot better than the tens or hundreds you have.”  
 
    I grimace, nodding slowly. “Are we the only big organized group left?”  
 
    “Get over yourself, will you? Of course not.” Ali rolls his eyes. “There were a few armies that were out in the field, training or fighting with their weapons fully loaded. There are towns that have managed to survive and hold on, like Carcross. And Roxley isn’t unique either. Quite a few others jumped on the chance to buy up small towns and villages and play lord. 
 
    “Truth is, take a city like New York, add all the survivors together, and you’d still have a bigger population than you have here. Just that, so far, they’re scattered. Give them a bit of time and you guys will just be another small, remote group.”  
 
    I grunt, smiling slightly. That’s good. That’s very good. “Do you have a number?” 
 
    “Of?” 
 
    “Survivors.” 
 
    “Twelve percent or so.” I flinch, and Ali sighs. “Some places, some cities, they weren’t that lucky when the System hit. Santiago disappeared when an Air Elemental sucked up all the Mana and air in the region. Bangalore had a swarm of Liminir Locusts, flesh-eating insects that get into everything. New Orleans was flooded when a Leviathan surfaced nearby and got shot at by the navy. As I said, you got lucky.” 
 
    I twitch, eyes going glassy as I imagine what it’d be like in any of those cities. Gods. “Lucky.” 
 
  
 
  



 Chapter 6 
 
      
 
    I hold up the claw I took from a mutated wolverine and another from a Crilik shifter, comparing them and my soulbound sword laid out before me. I extend my senses to feel the Mana they contain, staring at them in silence. I’ve been doing this for the last few hours and I can finally, finally sense the differences, the way the Mana changes. 
 
    I slowly put down the Crilik shifter’s claw and pick up a discarded armor plate from Sabre, one that had a hole punched through it earlier. Gently, I feel for the Mana that imbues it, then I bring the wolverine claw into contact. 
 
    There. Right there. Just at the edges of my senses, where the two make contact, I can feel the way the claw’s Mana and the armor’s interact, pushing against one another instead of melding. I shove harder, feeling the minute changes until the claw cracks, splintering under the pressure. I grunt, discarding the broken claw and picking up the shifters. 
 
    Again, I work slowly, adding pressure, but almost immediately, I can feel the difference. The Crilik shifter’s claw has a significantly denser Mana signature, and as I press it into the armor, it punches a hole almost immediately, the denser Mana signature pushing against the weaker signature in the armor. 
 
    At the same time, I feel the electromagnetic force of the armor change. Mana that is absorbed by the claw directly weakens the bonds of the armor, making it easier for the claw to punch through. When I repeat the experiment with my sword, it slides through the armor the easiest, shaving off bits with almost no effort. 
 
    When I’m finally done, I stand up and stretch out of pure habit. I hate to say it, but Manbun—Aiden—had a point. It’s all about perception, and that damn hipster/hippy wannabe has a better idea of it than anyone else in the city. Everyone, everything around us is permeated with Mana. The higher the level of a creature or thing, the higher the density of Mana it carries. We all interact with Mana regularly, shaping it to our wills even when we aren’t actively thinking about it. It’s why we don’t break doorknobs with a touch, why a giant can walk across a wooden bridge that isn’t rated for its weight, or why when I run, I can gain the speeds I do without tearing giant divots in the ground. 
 
    We reshape the Mana around us and use it to make the world fit our preconceived notions. The Classes and Skills we use are just a shortcut that the System offers, a set of buttons for the monkeys to press to make Mana work for them—but if you want, if you put the work in, you can directly influence Mana itself. That’s what most Class-enabled, non-affinity mages do, even if they don’t realize it. The ones with an elemental affinity manipulate the element itself instead, which is a whole different can of worms. I haven’t figured that one out yet properly, though I’m making slow gains. 
 
    Grinning, I stretch and pull up my notifications, which I’ve had minimized till now.

    All right, enough lounging about staring at my abilities. Even if the Hakarta aren’t expecting me to provide anything new anytime soon, I’m going to have to come up with something.  I’m not entirely sure “humans are being humans and hurting one another” is going to cut it. At the very least, I should be out hunting. 
 
      
 
    Not that I’m going to be hunting, at least not today. Jogging over the bridge that connects the suburb of Riverdale to Whitehorse, I glance at the clock in my peripheral vision and put on a little burst of speed. I’m late. Not that I’ve ever seen them leave on time, but it’s still unprofessional. 
 
    Unsurprisingly, when I get to Main Street, the trucks and cars that make up the caravan to Carcross is still getting itself put together. I’m not the only one who’s late. Jason spots me almost immediately, waving me to the front, and I jog over to him, nodding a greeting. 
 
    “You can relax, they’re still in the meeting.” Jason waves toward the Elijah Smith Building that the remainder of our local government has moved into. The squat, gray building stares onto Main Street itself, opposite the towering monstrosity that makes up the System-designated City Center and Roxley’s offices. 
 
    “Morning, squirt,” Ali greets Jason, who snorts. 
 
    “Morning, jumpsuit,” Jason retorts then offers me a piece of dried fruit. 
 
    Taking the fruit, I take a seat next to the teenager. “You got kicked out?” 
 
    “Never invited.” Jason rolls his eyes. “I’m too young to be of use in the negotiations. It’s fine for me to fight monsters, train the adults, and walk the walls, but sit in a negotiation about our city? Too young!” 
 
    “Isn’t that the way,” I sympathize, glancing back at the building. “What were you guys negotiating anyway? I never got the full story.” 
 
    “Huh,” Jason says. “As I understand it, Whitehorse wants us to stop taking in so many immigrants. Particularly their crafters. They’ve also been pretty unhappy with the loot we’re purchasing from their hunters direct. Or the goods we’re bringing in for resale.” 
 
    I frown, noting how it’s all things that Whitehorse wants. “What do you get for this?” 
 
    “Food. Credits. More security.” Jason shrugs. “Whitehorse has an actual working farm, something we don’t. We’re still importing a bunch of food to keep everyone fed, so getting a surplus would be good. And we wouldn’t mind more hunters working the area around Carcross. We’ve still got to keep half of our hunters on the wall.” 
 
    I nod slightly, sighing. “You guys still intent on sticking it out?” 
 
    “Uh huh.” Jason lowers his voice, murmuring, “I don’t get how you people live here without a safe zone. At least when I’m home, I know I’m safe. I keep looking over my shoulder for trouble when I’m in Whitehorse.” 
 
    I chuckle, shaking my head. “It’s not so bad. The guards are always dispatched to potential spawns before they actually come through, so we just have to worry about the spontaneous evolutions.” 
 
    “Still, gives me the creeps,” Jason replies. “Anyway, they’ve been talking about it for the last few days, but they should have been done already. I guess there’s always something new.” 
 
    “Old. Something old in this case,” Elder Andrea Badger replies, stomping forward. The old First Nation’s lady and titular Mayor of Carcross walks up to us, greeting Ali and me with a smile. “Bureaucracy kept us up. However, the forms are all signed now.” 
 
    Jason shrugs before jumping up and waving to everyone. Once he gets their attention, he points at the cars before clambering into his car without waiting for the others. Behind him, the constable rolls his eyes, calling out orders to get everyone moving. I open the door for the elder before heading to my seat in the front. Time to babysit the children. 
 
    The trip back is relatively uneventful. More monsters than normal—six groups to be exact, but Jason, Mike, and I tear through them like hot knife through butter. Gadsby still likes getting in close and pounding on them with his truncheon, though he seems to have picked up an upgrade that fires bolts of pure Mana into bigger and nastier monsters. Jason keeps things simple, casting bolts of plasma and ice to rip holes into monsters. Myself? I switch tactics, of course—beam rifle for soft, simple targets and the sword for harder things. 
 
    I’m not entirely sure why they even bothered to hire me—the pair of them are more than enough for the monsters we meet, and the additional hunters aren’t exactly sitting around doing crossword puzzles. Unfortunately, I’m not seated next to the elder or else I’d ask her why they bothered. 
 
    When we roll into the city, I get a quick notification that the quest is completed. Carcross hasn’t changed much since I last came here—the improvised wall is now less improvised and an actual constructed wall with watchtowers and automated sensors set up throughout. I know the wall is just the most visible of the town’s defenses—multiple shield defenses are active and ready, protecting against ground and air infiltration. There are numerous pits and even a few automated gun stands, all waiting to be activated. In fact, I’d say Carcross is better defended than Whitehorse. They certainly have more firepower packed in than we do. 
 
    Every single-story building in Carcross is System-enabled by now, and the elder waves goodbye to me before heading for the Cultural Center and headquarters. Gadsby follows her to report in, and Jason gets dragged away by a cute blonde almost immediately, leaving me alone among strangers. Except the citizens of Carcross aren’t exactly strangers, not anymore. A fact that I’m reminded of as I’m dragged into the mess hall for a late lunch. 
 
    As Ali and I sit around, drinking and eating and chatting with the locals, I wonder if this is Andrea’s play. Reminding me that the people of Carcross are still here, still around, still friends. I laugh at a joke as I finish off my latest bowl of stew and glance at Ali then at the time. Well, it’s only three o’clock and Jason did say they had a problem with monsters around the city. No reason not to do a little hunting out here. 
 
    Waving goodbye to the group and declining offers of help, I get Ali to show me the latest known monster groups on the map. Time to go kill something. I’ll head back to Whitehorse tomorrow. 
 
      
 
    Life has fallen into a routine since my talk with Lana—I wake up, I meditate, I train for a few hours, sometimes by myself, sometimes with Mikito or Richard and his pets. Training together, we’re slowly breaking down that wall we put up between us. It’s not perfect, but it’s better than nothing and holding a grudge over the fact that I nearly killed Minion is just silly. 
 
    After training, it’s always hunting, working to keep the monster population down and gain further experience and Credits to fix Sabre. Putting the mecha back together—or better than it was—is expensive. Without Sabre, I spend a portion of each day just getting to appropriately leveled locations, but at least I’m getting a decent Skill in running. I keep going till late at night or my Altered Space is filled, whichever comes first, then I head into Whitehorse and do a quick dump. If it’s still early enough, I’m out again to hunt. 
 
    Being in Whitehorse, I start seeing the things Lana spoke of and some that she didn’t. The bulletin board of the missing always seems to have just a few new faces as people disappear into the woods. Or the corpses of those who don’t even bother going that far, leaving their bodies in the shelters for others to dispose of.  People who have just given up, who can no longer handle this new world.  
 
    Then there’s the lazy, the incompetent, and the cheats who refuse to help out, living off the largesse of everyone else. I see the occasional fist fights, the shouting matches that Amelia and the other guards have to put a stop to. No surprise there’s more than a little resentment over the lack of help. 
 
    The City Council has even gone as far as creating their own court system, overseen by one over-worked ex-judge. He does his best to mediate issues among the population. He tackles everything from ownership and living arrangements, custody battles between families, to figuring out foster care situations for those who need it. Once in a while, he even has to deal with real crimes—theft, a few rapes, beatings, and shakedowns that escape the attention of Roxley’s guards or are just never brought to their attention. 
 
    Most of all, worst of all, is the way those with combat classes and everyone else are segregating into the haves and have-nots. The tensions just get worse and worse as the stores that open cater mostly to the combat classers. No big surprise, they’re the only ones with any Credit. Everyone else is busy saving up to buy their own place to live, to get a little bit more food or other necessities. That doesn’t stop people from resenting the combat classers or their fortune. 
 
    There’s nothing I can do about it. Not really. So I just go out and do my thing—fighting and killing and attempting to save enough Credits to finally fix up Sabre. Which means killing this ugly bastard. 
 
      
 
    Mountain Troll (Level 52) 
 
    HP: 3580/3580 
 
      
 
    This monster is over ten feet tall, rocky gray, and covered with warts. An extra-long nose and a hunched back, along with a rocky club, complete the ensemble. After hunting them for the last few days, I now know more about Troll physiology than I ever want to —including why they’re so angry all the time. I’d be angry too if I was that lacking in that department. 
 
    My first shot takes it in the right knee, the second its left. I keep crouched after crippling the creature, my beam rifle blasting open and searing wounds closed as I get to work killing it. The monster is tough though, its resistances to energy significantly reducing the damage I’m dishing out, and its natural regeneration fixes my initial onslaught.  
 
    As the troll lurches toward me on all fours, it picks up real speed and I flick the rifle back into my inventory. Hands free, I cast my Improved Mana Dart spell, creating four glowing blue darts that shoot forward as I flick my hand at the creature. I grin wolfishly as the Troll staggers, its resistances utterly useless against the Mana Darts. 
 
    I summon another four and repeat the process, doing so two more times before I charge to meet it face to face. As we close, I use Blade Strike to catch the monster before he can reach me, then I duck beneath the first swing, slicing upward with my sword and shearing through muscle. I spin around as we cross each other’s path, laying its back open before the Troll can turn, then I kick it away from me. Now with enough space, I focus on Cleave and swing down with full force, the sword picking up a red-and-blue glow that sheathes the blade. The cut takes the creature straight on, opening it from shoulder to hip. Before it can recover, I swing again and trigger Cleave once more, leaving a giant bloody X on the Troll’s body. 
 
    It’s not enough to kill it though, and the Troll swings its club, using the momentum from my attack to smash into my leg. Only a last-minute move keeps my knee from shattering, but I end up on the ground, kicking up dirt as I slide a good ten feet. I bite my lip, a rush of pure adrenaline shooting through my body. Gods, but I love fighting.  
 
    When the Troll closes in on me and starts its swing down, I call forth my sword and make sure it’s right where the Troll’s arm will be, letting it impale itself on my sword. I leave the blade in its arm, kicking on its knee to push myself away and give me momentum. I roll to my feet just before I charge it. 
 
    Our next clash is very different since I stop trying to overpower it, instead dancing around the creature. All those hours training and fighting has helped me develop an innate understanding of combat that the System download didn’t impart. I turn aside blows, dodge under or around them, and always, always chip away at its health. Whenever I have a moment, I throw another set of Mana Darts into its face. In the end, the Troll falls over, dead as can be. 
 
    Breathing hard, I chop the head off the monster just in case and kick the body once more. I loot it then dump the body back into my Altered Space before slowly stretching and waiting for the broken ribs to heal fully. Pain and adrenaline, my constant companions these days. I find myself grinning, knowing that this Troll finished the Quest I’ve been running for Sally. Seems like Troll Blood is in high-demand among alchemists. 
 
    In the distance, I see something white against the clear blue sky. As first I think it’s just a cloud, but something tells me to look closer.  
 
    Ali, drawn by my focused attention, follows my gaze then yelps. “Hide!”

    My eyes widen. That’s the first I’ve ever heard of something being able to do that naturally. I slowly poke my head around the corner as I hit the magnification in my helmet.     “Best guess? It’s probably hunting. I doubt the Kluane Icefields are that populated yet.” 
 
    I wince, nodding slowly. It makes sense that the Icefields would have something truly nasty there—it was the largest icefield in the world outside of the poles. But does it have to go hunting while I’m around? 
 
    I curl down further and get ready to wait. At least it’s not likely to have seen me, being as far away as it is. It does remind me how big a gap there is, between the true Powers of this world and piddly little beginners like me. 
 
      
 
    Hours later, the dragon has gone and I’m jogging back from the east on the other side of the river, having decided to take the long way round just in case. I shake my head as I consider how easy it would be for the monsters to run into Riverdale itself.  As a suburb of Whitehorse, there’s no wall, no good way to stop anyone from just walking in. It’s why there are checkpoints at the bridges and the roads entering the city. Still, if we ever got hit by a swarm, those who live in Riverdale would be in real trouble. 
 
    Crossing the bridge, I absently nod to the fishermen who line the path to Sally’s. At her shop, I find an attendant watching over the front, and when I make myself known, I’m ushered into the backroom where Sally keeps her workshop. It only takes a few seconds for the four-foot-tall Gnome to string up the entire Troll and plug in various tubes to begin the draining process.     She snorts, shaking her head. “Not until you upgrade your herb lore, you big lug.” Sally waggles her finger at me, eyes twinkling. “I still don’t believe you brought back Jarsik Weed.” 
 
    “It looked exactly like what you asked for!” I protest. 
 
    “If you are blind and stupid, sure.” 
 
    I roll my eyes and admit defeat. Seriously, it looked exactly the same. Though truth be told, I’m okay not playing gardener. The one day I spent poking around looking for herbs for Sally was an utter waste of time. Nearly ninety percent of what I brought back was useless, which meant I didn’t even get halfway to completing her Quest. I could buy the skill in the Shop, but really, I’d rather just kill something. “Fine. Call me if you need anything killed.” 
 
    She grins, pushing me out. “Out, I got work to do!” 
 
    My next stop is the butchering yard, where I drop the last of my day’s earnings. As I make my way down the street afterward, I notice a commotion at the entrance to the city council’s offices. I push my way through the crowd, picking up scattered words. Luthien’s back. 
 
    I almost walk away when I hear my ex’s name, but after a moment’s hesitation, I push forward. I might not want to see her, but the Raven’s Circle was our highest leveled group before they left for Dawson. Something had happened on the trip there and what should have been a couple of days away had become weeks. 
 
    “Jim?” I catch the eye of the hunter as he glares at everyone milling around, his presence sufficient to keep most back.  
 
    The older First Nation gentleman’s face is lined even further than normal, his dark eyes filled with worry as he shifts, still clad in his hunting gear. It’s a mix of old and new, a simple one-piece nano-woven jumpsuit with armor plating at appropriate locations, covered by a gray hunting vest for additional weaponry and gear, and his favored rifle and knife at his side. Pretty standard fare for the combat classes these days. 
 
    “John,” the elder answers, and at my raised eyebrow, he beckons me over.  
 
    I see a few people glare at me, but I ignore it. It’s good to have a few favors owed. “Luthien’s back?”

    My eyes narrow, lips tightening as I scan the rest of the group as they come out. People make way, pushing back to let the newcomers exit while Jim and I are forgotten. The entire group has incredibly high levels, all in the high 30s or low 40s. As Kevin and Tim bring up the back of the line, I can’t help but notice their slumped shoulders, tight lips, and hangdog expressions, along with the slight hesitation in their steps. There’s a distance between Kevin and Luthien that wasn’t there before they left.  I almost think the man might be smarting up enough to realize how dangerous a relationship with her is.  Almost. As Tim clears the doorway, I hear more than a few drawn breaths as people spot his half-dragon form. I’d almost forgotten he had his race changed—he’s been gone so long. 
 
    “Where’s everyone else?” a voice calls out from the crowd when no more people exit.  
 
    The crowd stills for an answer, hoping against hope. 
 
    “I’m sorry. We’re all that’s left of Dawson,” Bill says, his voice clear and loud. “We’re all that survived, and if the Circle hadn’t come, we’d be dead too.” 
 
    Murmurs run through the crowd, a few people peeling away. 
 
    “I don’t believe you! My son was in Dawson. He wouldn’t die,” a woman screams, pushing to the front of the crowd. 
 
    “I don’t lie. There’s no one left alive in Dawson.” Bill glares at the woman for a moment before he shakes his head, the glare disappearing. “I’m sorry, but they’re all dead. The monsters, we couldn’t fight them all.” 
 
    The woman screams a denial then launches herself at Bill, fingers curled into claws that she swings at his face. Before she can reach him, Luthien raises a hand and bonds of air grip the woman, holding her in place as she screams and struggles. Ugly sounds come from the crowd before the guards led by Amelia arrive. 
 
    “That’s it, everyone. Show’s over. Time to get going.” Amelia grabs and pushes people away, as do the other guards, all of them radiating a subtle menace that I recognize as a Skill.

Jim taps Luthien’s arm, gesturing to the distraught mother. Sniffing in disdain, Luthien flicks her hand and the woman collapses into Jim’s waiting hands.     “Nice town,” Bill drawls softly to his group, probably thinking no one can hear him in the commotion.  
 
    Standing next to the wall, unmoving and forgotten, I do. A few of the group titter while Tim shifts uncomfortably before he pushes away to walk up the street. 
 
    “Tim!” Kevin says, moving to grab his friend.

As I understand it, Fred was rebuffed when he tried to talk to them about helping out the City. Seems like the time it takes to drag back corpses isn’t worth the payout. That does at least explain their levels somewhat. If they’re focusing only on leveling, it’s no surprise that they’re slightly higher than most of us.  
 
    Truth be told, I can see the appeal. Go out, kill, level. It’s the only way to stay safe, to be safe. Strength is power and safety in this world, and strength comes from Credits and Levels. At least, that’s what more and more hunters are saying. Goodwill gets you only so far, and the hunters under Jim have started fracturing, some following the Circle’s example and refusing to hunt for the pot anymore. Many point out that there’s more than enough food these days, pointing to the stores of meat and vegetables as the farms come in.  The Council’s charts and explanations get thrown by the wayside—the simple fact that they can see the stores are more convincing proof to them. Anyway, they know the City could just buy more food from the Shop directly if they needed it. 
 
    When I see the Council individually or in a group, I almost pity them. The strain is beginning to show, the pressures of keeping the city together beginning to pull them apart. More and more people are blaming the Council as monsters continue to spawn in the town, even if we aren’t losing people to those attacks anymore. More and more people are wondering why they’re being asked to contribute Credits when they see so little results. 
 
    Through all this, Roxley stays hidden in his offices. No one sees him, no one speaks to him. The Yerick and his guards bear the brunt of the growing animosity, the glares and the whispered insults. Still, no one takes direct action as the threat of being sold into debt slavery keeps people in line. For now, anyway. 
 
      
 
    As I enter the Nugget, I find it filled with Adventurers and Crafters kicking back after a hard day’s work. Looking around, I spot Lana, Mikito, Amelia, and a few others sitting together. Ali floats alongside me, ogling the waitresses, as I walk up to the table. 
 
    “John,” Lana says, flashing me a smile. 
 
    “Ladies…” I blink, realizing that the entire group is made up of women. Oh. Right, not joining them then. “Just thought I’d say hi.” 
 
    “Good evening,” Mikito adds as I beat a hasty retreat.  
 
    There’s only a single table left, way too big for me alone, but what the hell, it is what it is. I grab a seat facing the doorway, and Ali plops down next to me. Out of idle curiosity, I glance over the group again. 
 
    “So, Lana, you … sleeping together yet?” Amelia says, her head turned just enough that I can lipread her. I almost feel guilty about intruding, but curiosity keeps me looking. 
 
    “No.” Lana shakes her head, emphasizing her answer. “I told you, we’re not like that.” 
 
    “Why not? We all know you … the hots for him. Not … it. I mean, he’s … looking but he’s so angry all the …” Amelia says, her hair occasionally sliding across her face and blocking my line of sight.  
 
    “Is he ever,” Mikito mutters. “I think he likes being angry.” 
 
    “There’s no future for us. One day he’s going to leave, even if he doesn’t realize it yet,” Lana says, shaking her head. 
 
    “…” another girl interjects and the group laughs.  
 
    My eyes narrow as I wonder what was said, and when Lana begins to speak, my line of sight is blocked by a large armored form. I snarl slightly, looking up and up and up before I meet the placid gaze of the ten-foot-tall Yerick leader. 
 
    “First Fist,” I say, plastering a smile on my face. 
 
    “Redeemer. Will you allow us to join you?” He gestures to the table and benches and I look around, realizing that there are no seats anywhere else.  
 
    I nod, and Capstan takes a seat in front of me, permanently blocking my view of the ladies. His party mates join him, and I suddenly feel rather crowded among the large and slightly musty-smelling aliens. 
 
    “First Fist, I didn’t expect to see you here.” Ali hugs his beer mug to his body. 
 
    “We are celebrating this day and were informed that the Nugget carries a passable alcohol for our purposes.” Capstan glances at his companions before waving to them. “Redeemer, may I introduce my companions—Aron Hauser, Nelia Renar, and Tahar Ocasio.” 
 
    Aron, of course, is the Minotaur fighter who was with Jim. Nelia I’ve seen before, a Level 48 Shaman Truthseeker—whatever that is—and Tahar seems to be another generic Yerick Adventurer.  
 
    I greet them in turn before I ask the obvious question, “What celebration?” 
 
    “What drink?” Ali adds. 
 
    Ali’s question is answered when the waitress comes over with a dark, almost black liquid in mugs the size of a pitcher. Even from my seat, I can smell the alcohol in them. 
 
    “Good gods,” I mutter, leaning back a bit. Sure, the beer I drink really doesn’t do anything for me with my Constitution, but that’s for the best. Being drunk in an unsecure city seems like a bad, bad idea. “What is that?” 
 
    “Your brewery calls it Apocalypse Ale,” Capstan says, pushing a mug to each of his companions. “It is decently strong.” 
 
    “And the celebration?” I ask as Ali floats over to a waitress to order an ale for himself. I watch the waitress nod before letting my gaze flick to the other tables. We’re getting more than one nasty look, but no one feels the need to start a fight they’ll lose. 
 
    “We completed a dungeon!” Aron butts in, grinning as he leans forward. “Level 35 and up!” 
 
    Capstan nods while keeping a straight face, though I can tell he’s quite proud of the group. The robed and hooded Nelia nods as well.  
 
    As Ali floats back with his mug in hand, I pick up my own. “Well, congratulations then!” They stare at my glass that I hold in the air before I chuckle a bit awkwardly. Right, culture. “Uhh… humans normally drink after the congratulations.” 
 
    The Yerick look at one another then simultaneously pick up their drinks, quaffing them without hesitation, followed by Ali and myself. 
 
    “A strange custom. Yerick prefer to enjoy their drink,” Tahar speaks for once, looking morosely at his empty glass. 
 
    “I’ll remember that.” I’m saved from more embarrassment as the waitresses bring dinner out at last. Capstan makes a face at the food laid out before me. “Problem?” 
 
    “No,” Capstan replies immediately, shaking his head while Tahar keeps his head down. 
 
    “Yerick don’t eat meat, boy-o.” Ali shakes his head. “You’d think you’d know that, what with them looking like cows.” 
 
    “We are not cows,” Aron snarls. He immediately subsides when Capstan gives him a look. 
 
    “Ali didn’t mean that.” I glare at the Spirit stealing a fry from one of my plates. 
 
    “Yeah, yeah. So you guys cleared a dungeon, eh? We did one too, a month and a half back. Boy-o lost his mojo though when he lost his bike,” Ali adds, and I grunt, shaking my head. 
 
    “You cleared a dungeon by yourself?” Capstan says. 
 
    “Just a Level 20 one,” I say. “I’ve run into a few locations since then, but I got run out of one and another, well, I figured I’d test it out soon.” 
 
    “Really?” Capstan leans forward. “Would you care to trade on the locations? Unexplored Dungeons are quite important.” 
 
    I stare at them for a moment, my lip pulling up slightly into a smile. “Well, now that you mention it…” 
 
      
 
    “This is the dungeon you cleared, eh?” I look at the large building in the abandoned village the next day, frowning. Unlike most of the other buildings around here, this one looks to be in pretty good repair. “It doesn’t look that big.” 
 
    “It isn’t out here,” Capstan answers me, rotating broad shoulders as he adjusts his gear. “You stay in the back. Use your Spells and rifle and watch our backs. Nelia is our mage and healer, so she’ll be ahead of you and backing us all up. The three of us, well, we’ll be in front.” 
 
    I nod and turn to look for Ali. The Spirit floats in mid-air, staring at the abandoned buildings. I let my gaze wander over the remnants of the small community, a place where a hundred or so might have lived before the System. Happily, I guess, or at least as happily as you could be in a place like this. There aren’t that many corpses around, just a few scattered bones, broken-down houses and cars. All of it abandoned and slowly being overrun. A part of me wonders if I could find more corpses if I looked for them. Most of me decides against looking. 
 
    “You good, boy-o?” Ali asks and points toward where the others are already entering. 
 
    “Let’s go,” I reply, following the Yerick. 
 
      
 
    When you think dungeon, you think stone walls or caverns or maybe a castle. What you don’t expect is an old office building that stretches on and on, hallways that lead to rooms that loop around back to the hallway, never seeming to end. Off-white walls with fluorescent lights that work without electricity, lighting everything just a little off. It’s a weird reminder that the System doesn’t necessarily line up with our expectations. 
 
    No traps in this dungeon but golems, lots and lots of golems. Humanoid, bipedal constructs that totter forward, raining energy beams and fire on us, occasionally interspersing the attacks with more exotic weaponry like sonic grenades or ice darts. 
 
    The Yerick plow forward through the attacks using portable shields, firing from under the cover of the glowing blue domes. Aron and Tahar lead the charge with wrist-mounted beam weaponry till they’re close enough to engage the creatures in melee. Capstan uses a rifle behind them, ignoring the occasional shot that gets past the shields and picking off those behind us. Nelia in her robes does little, occasionally casting a healing spell or a weird web-spell that constricts and slows the monsters. The team is a well-oiled machine, each of them covering for the other with a minimum of words and confusion. I don’t even bother attempting to shoot past them, knowing that I’m as likely to hit a friendly as a monster. 
 
    Instead, I keep an eye on the back and deal with the occasional Golem that pops up behind us. Blade, rifle, and spells are more than enough to deal with the threats, especially since their flanking attacks are limited. 
 
    I have more than enough time to muse, being safely ensconced in the back as I am. More than enough time to think about the peculiarities of character builds and team tactics. In a “traditional” multi-player game, every character gets a Class and that Class generally has a role. Tank, damage dealer, healer, crowd control. More complicated pen-and-paper role-playing games added less direct combat-oriented Classes like the Bard. Everyone specialized because you had to, that’s what the game required. 
 
    Of course, most of those games were set in a fantasy world. Modern-day combat stopped having people carry around melee weapons because a spear isn’t much use against cannonballs and muskets smashing into your ranks, killing and wounding before you could near your opponent. Machine guns that threw hundreds of rounds a second meant that rushing an entrenched position led to thousands of casualties. 
 
    All that reasoning seems to kind of go out the window in System reality, as I told Jason months ago. Classes are given, and at first glance, it seems you should specialize and become a fighter, a healer, a mage. But none of that matters since you can purchase nearly anything in the System, including Class Skills. You can and probably should become a jack-of-all-trades with a minor specialization in your original Class. Watching the Yerick fight, that seems to be the preferred method among them at least. Probably a good idea to have everyone dabble a little bit. After all, you don’t want to get caught out if your only healer goes down or your only ranged fighter dies. 
 
    On the other hand, armor and shields soak up a bunch of ranged attack damage in the System, even if they don’t stop the damage entirely. Every single person is a moving tank with the right kind of equipment and Skills. The Yerick cover ground quickly, ensuring that they bring their physical strength to bear in any encounter, using melee weapons that deal as much, if not more, damage as beam weaponry. Take the shots, deal a little damage on the way in, then get close and rip them apart while the healer/mage keeps your health up and ensures you aren’t too overworked. I do wonder what it’d be like if they met a sentient group willing to run away as much as they were willing to charge. Would it just be a giant running battle? 
 
      
 
    Hours later, Capstan holds up a hand as the last Golem falls in the room we’re exploring. The others turn to him, and he makes a few gestures with the same hand. The group quickly splits up and sets small boxes in front of the doorways. After a moment, the boxes glow green and the Yerick relax, grinning.  
 
    “Portable shield generators. More powerful than the personal ones the Yerick use but with a lot less time on the clock. They have an in-built alarm and scanner, so if something tries to come through, they’ll activate.” Ali yawns. “You bored as I am?” 
 
    “No.” I join the Yerick as they sit on the floor, pulling cubes of green and brown paste from their inventory. “Lunch?” 
 
    “Yes. We are two thirds of the way through the dungeon, I believe,” Capstan replies, nodding. “Single floor, but long, as you can tell.” 
 
    “Yeah.” I grimace and sit down, tapping my helmet to make it fold down and free me to breathe unencumbered. “Where do the Golems come from? They aren’t evolutions from Earth for sure.” 
 
    “Probably a template somewhere. Maybe in the ground, maybe in a wall. The System diverts the Mana in the dungeon to the template to create the golems. Each golem birthed this way requires Mana, which is the main reason dungeons are created.” Capstan pops open the cap of his green paste. “Leave it alone long enough and they’ll spill out, but most dungeon-born monsters prefer to stay in the dungeons they were created in.” 
 
    “That’s the prevailing theory of dungeons anyway,” Ali sends to me as he fishes out some soggy fish and chips from my Altered Space. My nose wrinkles slightly at the smell, but he doesn’t seem to care about it. 
 
    I nod slowly as I suck on the all-in-one meal I brought for my lunch. It’s edible—sort of like apple sauce, just a little grainier. I figured the Yerick would prefer if I kept my meat eating down around them, though Ali of course doesn’t give a damn. “So what about the Alphas? The Bosses?” 
 
    “If a monster group has an Alpha, the System creates an Alpha because that’s what the monster group should have,” Aron answers, looking at me as if I’m stupid. “Why would the System change what works?” 
 
    I open my mouth to retort, but Ali adds, “It’s a safeguard too. Alphas and Bosses require more Mana, so in a golem dungeon like this, the Boss is just a monster that’s had more Mana diverted into it. You can’t do that too much to normal monsters or they go pop, so only a few special ones can be Bosses. The System has to do it because the Mana flow isn’t even. It’s more like waves in the ocean. If there’s a surge, it needs a place to dump.” 
 
    “That… makes sense.” I switch over to some juice, staring at the doorway as the group continues to chew placidly on their food. “I don’t understand why the System wants to deal with Mana that way though.” 
 
    “8Ink,” Nelia says. 
 
    “Gesundheit.” 
 
    “It’s an old story, idiot,” Ali says. 
 
    “Sad story,” Capstan says. 
 
    “Stupid,” Aron adds. 
 
    “Still not explaining,” I grumble. 
 
    “When the System came to 8Ink, the ambassador let the inhabitants of the world know. The inhabitants were supposedly a psionic race, an empathic one. They decided, as a world, to reject the System. When the System came, none chose to interact with it. No one leveled, no one used Mana. So the Mana kept pooling and pooling and pooling. The Council tried to divert the Mana elsewhere, but back then, we only had four Dungeon Worlds. It wasn’t possible to get rid of enough of it,” Capstan says. “Eventually, well, the Mana density became too much and even the sentient inhabitants started transforming, evolving. Still, they refused to interact. Eventually, the entire world evolved.” 
 
    “So’s Earth,” I point out, tossing my used meal into my inventory. 
 
    “Not like… the entire world evolved. 8Ink became a World Titan,” Nelia clarifies. 
 
    I wince. Oh, shit. “What…?” 
 
    “It got up and flew away. Records of where it went and what it’s doing have been lost. Some say hidden,” Tahar says, sudden passion entering his voice. “8Ink’s return is quite a popular branch of fiction. If you want, I have a few books on me.” 
 
    Aron rolls his eyes while Ali actually nods in excitement. Aron lets out a low huff of exasperation while Nelia and Capstan go back to eating, waiting for me to continue. 
 
    “Let me get this straight. Too much Mana means giant Elementals. To stop that, the System puts Mana into monsters it stores away? Isn’t killing a monster then releasing the Mana?” I ask. 
 
    “No.” Nelia shakes her head, glitter-decorated horns flashing in fluorescent light. “Some Mana goes back into the environment, but… the System uses a lot. Mana is necessary for the Loot, for our experience, for running the…?” 
 
    “System,” Capstan finishes for Nelia absently, filling in when the mage falls silent. 
 
    Brows furrowed, I puzzle through it. “If you could do all that, why bother with all the intervening steps? Why not just convert the Mana straight away?”  
 
    “Why do you think it’s a Quest, John? If we had the answer to that, the Quest would have been complete,” Ali says mockingly. 
 
    Capstan and the others nod as Capstan stands. “Do not chase that Quest, Redeemer. It leads nowhere and the rewards decrease as you journey along the path. Gravity pulls you down, the axe hungers for blood, and the System is the System.” 
 
    As the group gets ready to get going, Aron and Tahar grabbing the portal shield generators, I sigh and put that question away again. Ali smirks at me then flicks a finger, sending a window to fill my vision. 
 
      
 
    Quest Update—the System 
 
    The creation of Dungeons and Mana are important for the Quest, but why? You have found some answers, but more questions. 
 
    Reward: +200 XP 
 
      
 
    Yeah, yeah, I got it. What is, is. Better to go and kill something. 
 
      
 
    “Uhh… was he that big before?” I whisper to the Yerick as we huddle around the corner from the doorway.  
 
    “No. This might be… interesting,” Capstan says and I stare at him. Really? 
 
    I poke my head around the corner again, getting a hiss from Nelia as I do so, but I need to see our opponent again to get my head around this. The Golem boss doesn’t look any different from its brethren really. Bipedal with two heads and four arms, each wielding a combination rifle and fist with a metallic exterior. Sure, it’s green, which is rather unique, but the bigger surprise is that it’s twenty-five feet tall.  
 
      
 
    Golem Arcana (Boss Level 42) 
 
    HP: 7420/7420 
 
      
 
    “Also, boy-o, it’s an It,” Ali adds. “You’re such a misogynist.” 
 
    “Ali,” I snarl, temper flaring. 
 
    Capstan claps me on the shoulder, hissing at me. I blush slightly, somewhat embarrassed at my outburst. Right, we’re trying to come up with a plan. 
 
    “Spirit, is the creature vulnerable to anything?” Capstan asks. 
 
    Ali stares into space, his little fingers waggling. “Water.” 
 
    Aron whispers to Nelia, “Told you you should have gotten another Ice spell. No, you had to go with Fireball.” 
 
    Nelia growls at Aron while Capstan and Tahar look at me. 
 
    I open my hands, shaking my head. “Nothing useful. I could hit it with Lightning, but that jumps around. I have Mana Dart…” 
 
    Aron rolls his eyes, and Tahar snorts dismissively. Fine, fine. It’s the lowest-level combat spell out there, and even improved, it’s still not particularly impressive. Personally, I think if I can improve it to send out dozens of those darts, it’d be amazing.  
 
    Capstan stays silent, scratching his arm as he stares into the distance. “We will need to stay close. The fists are dangerous, but the beam weapons are more so. Nelia will attempt to disable the upper left arm. I shall take the upper right. Redeemer, you must take the lower left. Aron and Tahar will take the last. Disable, then help the others. And then we kill it.” 
 
    The three Yerick twist and jerk their heads in unison in their traditional yes while I nod. 
 
    “Nelia, you will begin. May the herd watch over us.” Capstan stands, unslinging his axe for once.  
 
    The other pair get ready, their breathing increasing in speed slightly as they pump themselves up. I quietly activate Thousand Steps, figuring we could use the extra speed, and call forth my sword. 
 
    Nelia steps out past the door as she calls her spell into being. It takes longer than it usually does, a giant ritual circle of glowing blue lines and symbols appearing behind her as she builds and shapes her spell, Glacial Wall. Unfortunately, the Golem isn’t waiting for her to finish and is already turning, raising its arms. 
 
    The boys dash off to the right, opening up their beam weapons while Capstan steps up to Nelia’s side. I’m running to the left, cutting outward with my Skill and sending a Blade Slash directly to my assigned arm, watching as the glowing blue curl of Mana impact and create a small diagonal tear in the metal. Crap—the damage from my attack doesn’t even budge its health meter. 
 
    As the Golem lets loose with all four of its beam weapons aimed at Nelia, Capstan raises his axe, which bursts into flames. As he swings down, the flames erupt and spiral forward to meet the beams. Defying logic, they clash with the incoming energy and stop it. A part of me is sitting in a corner of my mind, pointing out that energy does not get stopped by shooting flames! Physics does not work that way. The rest of me is too busy lashing out with the Blade Strike in an attempt to disable the cannon. 
 
    When the beams stop firing, so does Capstan. In the brief moment of silence, Nelia finishes her spell and it comes into existence in a stream of cold energy from the symbol, enveloping the monster’s arm and coating it in ice. The monster attempts to raise its arm, and with a creak, the entire arm breaks off, falling to the floor and shattering. 
 
    Unfortunately, I’m running right into that mess. I have to spend the next few seconds ducking and covering up from the shards of metal and ice that fly all around me. The Yerick throw up their force shields, taking the shards directly to close in on their arm. When I’ve got a moment, I throw up my hand and throw a few Mana Darts at the creature as I regain my footing, swearing under my breath.  
 
    “Can you see this? Or this? Or this?” Ali taunts the Golem, ducking back and forth in front of the creature as he partly blocks the monster’s view.  
 
    That lasts only long enough for the Golem Boss to decide to do something about Ali, its eyes glowing and sending a pair of blasts. Ali yelps when he gets caught by the edge of one of those blasts, his body smoking. After that, he pays more attention, but his distraction lets us get in close. 
 
    For the next few minutes, things are hectic. I catch glimpses of what’s happening on the other side—Capstan jumping into the air and bringing his axe down on an arm, shearing halfway through it, Aron grabbing the attacking arm that misses him by inches and holding it steady as Tahar takes his Warhammer to the elbow joint. The damn Golem has no problem focusing on multiple attackers at the same time, so we’re all fighting our own battles. I find myself with little time to worry about the others though. The problem isn’t that the target is hard to hit, it’s that it’s so big and well-armored, I need to keep hitting the same location in the hope of cutting through. 
 
    Capstan takes his arm down next, then a short while later, the third one the boys are dealing with goes. As I finally lodge my sword in a joint and get ready to trigger Blade Strike, I find myself staggering at a sudden change of direction. The blade gets pulled down with the rest of the arm, the Golem having ejected its arms as it retreats. A few minutes later, its body opens and dozens of beam weapons appear across its torso before it opens fire again. 
 
    Caught in mid-charge, we’re taken by surprise. Capstan is targeted by over half of the beams and is blown into the ground, flesh sizzling and hair burning. The other Yerick get their shields up in time, but they have to hunch over to protect themselves. As for me, I manage to get out of the main line of fire and only eat about a third of what it aims at me. Flesh cooks off, bones heat up, and most of my armor gets chewed through. I grit my teeth, pain shooting through my body as I roll on the ground to get away. 
 
    “John, Nelia!” Ali shouts. 
 
    I stagger to my feet facing her and see the woman on the ground, whimpering with smoke rising from her body. Even as I watch, another beam targets her prone body, intent on ending her. Not again! 
 
    I snap a hand out, casting Two are One on her and taking a portion of her damage. Unfortunately, getting distracted in the middle of the fight means I get shot too. Beams that initially missed me find their target now. I sink to the ground, pain filling my existence as the damage accumulates even through my resistances. I focus, casting Greater Regeneration on myself to buy Nelia and me some more time. 
 
    The shots cut off suddenly as a bestial roar and a resounding clang occur in short order. The clanging happens again and again, and I slowly force myself to stand up as the Golem is knocked off its feet.  
 
    “Heal Nelia!” Capstan barks at me as he runs forward, smoke still rising from his body.  
 
    He jumps into the air, fire enveloping his entire body as he accelerates down onto the prone Golem. At its feet, Tahar is swinging away at a joint. That’s all I have time to see before my lurching, smoking form reaches Nelia’s still body, a Healing Spell ready in my hand. 
 
    Even as the spell wraps around Nelia’s body, I’m stabbing a syringe filled with an immediate healing potion into her neck. Her health bar inches up under both effects and I drag her into the hallway and out of the battle. Safe, I inject her with a health regeneration potion that will heal her over time before I duck back in just enough to see what’s happening inside. 
 
    The battle is nearly over. Capstan is halfway into the Golem’s body, tearing larger and larger holes in its torso, still filled with that boiling red mist, with his axe. Crouched next to him is the blond fur of Aron as he leans into the open cavity, pulling out gears and cogs with his bare hands. Beneath, at the Boss’s feet, Tahar has pulverized a knee and is working on the other one. With a final ear-wrenching squeal, the Golem stops moving. I exhale in relief, turning back to make sure Nelia is alive. 
 
    Gods, that was close. I can’t help the smile that plasters itself on my face as the adrenaline slowly subsides and I help Nelia slowly make her way into the cavern. There’s nothing like fighting for your life. Seeing Aron stand on the body of the fallen Golem and crowing about his victory and seeing Tahar’s wide grin, I can’t help but think I’m not the only one. The Yerick look worse for wear, their armor burnt and torn, flesh devoid of fur, and giant holes in the body showcasing slowly regenerating wounds. 
 
    “Thank you,” Nelia murmurs to me as she slowly pulls herself straight. “What was that you cast?” 
 
    “Skill.” I flash her a grin. “It’s called Two are One. Lets me take some of the damage.” 
 
    “Can you split it across multiple people?” Nelia asks, her eyes gleaming. 
 
    I pause, thinking about it. “Not sure. I’ve never tried it actually.” 
 
    “Well, if you can...” 
 
    I wait for a moment before realizing that she’s forgotten about what she had to say. I shrug, dismissing it as I just can’t be bothered with that train of thought right now.  
 
    “So what’s the loot?” I ask when we finally reach the rest of the group. 
 
    Ali is silent, floating above the Boss and frowning before he twitches a hand, making the Golem’s entire body flash. When the flash subsides, parts of it glow. Oooh, that’s a new trick. 
 
    Capstan flashes me a smile, his prodigious regeneration already replacing burnt and damaged skin and fur as he walks to the body. “Let’s see.” 
 
      
 
    Hauling the Golems’ bodies back to town is a bitch of a job. It takes hours to grab and drag all the various pieces and parts to the hover-truck. I get more than one jealous glance as I make entire Golem bodies drop into my Altered Space. I still grab and haul bodies of course, though the Yerick boys generally haul about half of what I do. Pretty damn impressive considering my own Strength stat. 
 
    When we get back into Whitehorse, we catch more than a few curious looks. Not every day you see Yerick with a bunch of their fur burnt off and missing most of their armor. Xev chitters angrily when we arrive, staring at the giant mess of metal and wires that we drop in its yard before it skitters around the pile, muttering to itself. After a time, it looks at us and orders us out, promising to send a full accounting later. None of us feel particularly up to arguing, so we do as it says. 
 
    After a quick visit to the Shop to split our profits, we convene in the Nugget for dinner and drinks. Thus far, I’ve yet to be invited into their compound, but I can live with that. The Nugget’s more my speed, even if the Yerick find it slightly small for their taste. 
 
    We’re mostly done dinner, the pub filled to bursting, when trouble starts. An inebriated hunter stalks over to us, stopping a short distance away to glare at the group. The Yerick ignore him so I do too.  
 
    He shouts, “Get out!” 
 
    I tilt my head, shifting in my chair as I consider the slightly weaving, plaid-wearing xenophobe. The Yerick continue to ignore him, sipping on their drinks, though they’ve stopped discussing the dungeon run. 
 
    “You deaf as well as ugly? I said get out. We don’t want you fucking aliens here. This is a good human establishment,” the man shouts again.  
 
    My hand clenches slightly, but Capstan just shakes his head.  
 
    “You—” 
 
    “You will get out,” Lana says, her voice cutting across his, perfectly calm and quiet but somehow piercing. Stupid looks at her, mouth opening, before she continues. “Henry, you’re not welcome here anymore.” 
 
    “Lana.” Stupid’s voice is ugly, filled with hate, as he steps into her space. Lana doesn’t back down, though her nose wrinkles as his spittle and hot breath blows in her face. “You meddling bitch. You’ve got no place telling me what to do.” 
 
    “Actually, I do. I’m the owner here, and you’re not welcome. Now go,” Lana says again, her gaze turning even colder.  
 
    Stupid snarls, grabbing Lana’s upper arm to make his point. Instead of reacting physically, Lana’s face flushes slightly.     I’ve got a day off from dungeoneering today, since the Yerick are busy with some internal issue in their compound. I guess when your party leader is also the leader of the community, you can’t go out killing monsters every day. You have responsibilities that transcend simple leveling. 
 
    I don’t, of course. I’m not responsible for anyone but me, which means I get to run around killing things for my pleasure. Okay, that just seems a bit psychotic. Then again, we kind of live in a psychotic world. I could lounge around at home but Lana is always busy and I only spot her in the evenings at best when I finally make my way back. Mikito and Richard are out as always and since the kids no longer need to rely on our house for electricity, we’ve mostly gotten the place back.  That leaves sitting at home playing computer games or watching movies, something I used to love doing. Now, between the burbling pit of anger in my stomach and the ever-present sense of doom the System has brought, I can’t sit still.  
 
    As I jog through the lower zones around Whitehorse, I dodge around the monsters that pop up. Most don’t even attempt to attack me, hiding from the bigger predator. I’ve got a goal today—check out my fort then do some hunting.  
 
    As I pound through the forest, I find myself curious about my companion floating beside me, his eyes locked on an invisible screen in front of him. “What are you watching now?” 
 
    “Island Hunters.” Ali shakes his head. “It’s… so strange. It’s strangely addictive. Will they buy this piece of property or this one? Are the granite countertops of this residence worth the trade-off in space? Most importantly, why did you humans spend so much time caring about dumb shit like that?” 
 
    “Seriously, why are you obsessed with our TV?” I ask, pausing long enough to lop off the head of a snake-worm creature that pops out of the ground before I continue onward. “And don’t tell me it’s about the tits and ass, because you’re watching house hunting.” 
 
    “Research,” Ali says, his face unusually serious. “I’m doing research on you humans.” 
 
    “Through reality TV?” I stop and stare at Ali, my eyes wide. “You’re shitting me. Please don’t tell me you think we’re like Jersey Shore or the Real Housewives?” 
 
    “Gods, that’d be fabulous. Even better if you were like Queer Eye. At least you’d have a fashion sense. ‘What am I going to wear today? Oh, black. Black. More black!’” Ali says. “I’m a Spirit, boy-o, not stupid.” 
 
    “Then why reality TV? Half of it is scripted.” 
 
    “Have you ever tried watching a documentary? Trust me, if I’ve got to do research, I might as well be entertained while doing it. Your fictional TV is amusing, but your reality TV is useful.” 
 
    “What are you trying to learn?” 
 
    “About humans of course.” Ali stops, pointing at a monster in the distance that has spotted us.  
 
    I pull up my rifle, and a few moments later, it lies on the ground, smoking.  
 
    Before I can walk farther, Ali holds up a hand. “Let’s talk first.” 
 
    “Okay.” 
 
    “When I was first summoned, I got a basic download of you people. I got to choose my sex and my general appearance. I threw together what you saw while I was nursing a headache, which by the way, isn’t a lot of fun and is rather unique to you humans. My appearance, my body, the knowledge downloaded is what was set up by the System by some hackjob. While I’m not really human, I’m not really what I was—what I am—when I’m not here.” 
 
    I nod. I’m not entirely surprised he doesn’t look like a Middle Eastern man when he’s banished. I kind of assumed his appearance was some random generation pulled from my mind, maybe something based off a twisted idea of what a Djinn should look like.  It does make me wonder what he really looks like as a Spirit, and for that matter, why they recognized him immediately in the Shop. Questions, questions, questions. 
 
    “But in the Shop?” I ask, recalling how they knew who he was when he first went in. 
 
    “They recognized my Mana signature. As System-bound Spirit Companions, it’s not unusual for us to change forms. My Mana Signature doesn’t change though,” Ali explains, and I nod. “Here’s the thing. I still have a bunch of your urges and some really, really weird memories and experiences in my head. I mean, shoulder pads and queues?” Ali shakes his head. “On top of that, I’ve got you and all the data you humans are dumping into the System. The better I understand you humans, the better I understand you. The better I understand you, the more likely I can keep you from killing yourself.” 
 
    “Almost sounds like you care,” I tease. 
 
    “Funny. It’s my job, boy-o.” 
 
    “So how’d you get this job anyway? You applied to be a Spirit Companion or…?” 
 
    “Not exactly.” Ali frowns, his lips tightening before he blows out a breath in a huff. “Right, well, I’m contracted to be here because I’m indentured to the System for a rather large debt.” 
 
    “So you didn’t have a choice?” I frown. 
 
    Ali waggles his hand slightly. “Not exactly. I could have done some other things, but being a Companion can be a pretty good-paying gig. Generally we get paid based off how long you survive. As a Linked Companion, my pay scale goes up based on your Level. The longer you stay alive and the higher your level, the more I earn, which means the faster my debt is paid off.”  
 
    I nod slowly and wait. He doesn’t say anything more, so I turn, finish looting the corpse, and take it into my Altered Space. I start jogging again and Ali floats alongside, keeping pace easily.  
 
    As the silence grows, he finally cracks. “So you’re okay with that?” 
 
    “With what?” 
 
    “The fact that you’re just a job.” 
 
    “I don’t know. It’s nice to know that your motivations are kind of normal, you know? On the other hand, it was kind of nice thinking you were, you know… doing this because you were some System-gifted Companion, my very own Tinker Bell.” 
 
    “Tinker Bell?” 
 
    “Spirit,” I say, hiding my smile by ducking underneath a tree branch. 
 
    “Well, I’m System-bound to not harm you,” Ali points out. 
 
    “You’ve mentioned.” I fall silent again, letting my feet carry me deeper into the zone.  
 
    Seemingly satisfied, Ali turns back to his viewing.  
 
    After a time, I say softly, “You know, it was kind of nice.” 
 
    “Not your Tinker Bell.” 
 
    “Talking. We don’t do much of that,” I say. 
 
    “I take it back. Be less Queer Eye.” 
 
    “Asshole.” 
 
      
 
    The Carcross Cutoff is no different than the last time I was here. I look around the location once more, scratching my chin as I walk through the rooms. I pull a beer from the fridge as I think about what to do. I could upgrade the fort, make it even stronger and more defensible, but that makes no sense. I don’t have the means or the people to take care of the place and really, no desire. A fort, at the end of the day, is a facility for an organization or a city, not a holding for one person. Costs that wouldn’t even be a line-item for a larger organization are a major investment for me. 
 
    Looking around the place one last time, I mentally make myself give it up. I’ll pick it up if it’s available, I’ll keep an eye on it, but at the end of the day, it just isn’t for me. Learning to let things go, things that I can’t affect or in the end don’t matter, is important. It’s not an easy thing to do and just saying you intend to do it isn’t really a solution, but it’s the best I can do.  
 
    Walking out of the fort, I leave it unlocked. Let someone else struggle for it. It’s time for me to focus on what I can change, what I can affect. 
 
    “Ali, map,” I call to the Spirit.  
 
    He flicks his hand and I look over the information he’s given me, searching for clusters and Bosses. Mostly to avoid the last, but you never know. Charting my path for the day, I realize I’m going to be closing in on Carcross for the largest and most numerous clusters. They weren’t joking when they said they needed help dealing with the growing monster population. 
 
    Well, thinking isn’t going to get me there. One nice thing about the System is that I don’t even have to start at a jog to warm up. So long as I keep an eye on my stamina consumption, I’m good. Slipping into high gear immediately, I run toward the closest dot. Time to go hunting. 
 
      
 
    “Go right,” Ali says suddenly.  
 
    It’s been a couple of hours of hunting and killing, moving from one monster to another, but the urgency in his voice has me perking up. I move automatically, scanning for dangers.  
 
    “I’ll patch you in,” he says. 
 
    “We need more people over at Wall 2. They won’t stop coming…” 
 
    “Jason, marker 3. Ice storm.” 
 
    “Autogun 3 is down. I repeat, Autogun 3 is down!” 
 
    “If anyone can hear us, please. We need your help!” 
 
      
 
    Quest received: Save Carcross! 
 
    Save the city from the monster swarm. Destroy or drive away the monster swarm before they kill all the survivors in Carcross. Note that experience during this event for monster kills will be reduced. 
 
    Reward: 50,000XP(shared)  
 
    Type: Unique 
 
      
 
    The voices cut off in my helmet and I find myself speeding up, going from a fast jog to a full sprint. I turn on Thousand Steps for the speed boost, feeling myself grow just slightly lighter. Faster. I have to get there faster.  
 
    “What’s happening?” 
 
    “Monster swarm,” Ali says. “Too many Bosses, too many monsters. The lower-level bosses and their kind finally get pushed out and swarm the next zone down. Those monsters then swarm the next one and so forth...” 
 
    “So not an attack?” I duck under a pine tree branch, wishing for once that running was easier. Even cutting a straight line and plowing through smaller obstacles, a forested hill isn’t exactly fast running. Then again, maybe I should be glad it isn’t a damn jungle. 
 
    “Not a direct attack,” Ali confirms. 
 
    I grimace. Well, that’s good, because the swarm of gray, yellow, and green dots is bad enough as it stands. Now that he’s mentioned it, I can see the movement, the way the swarm is packed on one side and more dispersed in others. They’re still attacking, probably because monsters are stupid and aggressive, but they aren’t pressuring the walls in a coordinated maneuver. 
 
    “Time,” I growl and Ali lets out a sigh.  
 
    A few seconds later, a timer appears in the top right of my heads-up-display in my helmet, counting down how long it’ll take to arrive. Thirty-four minutes and change. That’s an eternity in a fight. 
 
    For a time, the fight seems very one-sided. The shields must be holding, the defenders able to pick off and kill monsters without danger. It doesn’t last though. At the nine-minute mark, blue dots, friendlies, flash out at the wall, one by one. I don’t ask for the radio (or whatever they were) transmissions again. I don’t need to hear it—the little dots tell their story more than sufficiently. At five minutes left, the swarm of monster dots suddenly appears behind the now-sparse blue line. The flood of colorful dots stops, frozen and boiling for a minute as more blue dots appear to face the tide, monster dots disappearing to be replaced by ever more. Then a blue dot disappears in the center and the tide floods the streets before they suddenly freeze again at another line. 
 
    Two minutes later, I realize that the timer is going to be off. I can’t run in a straight line anymore, can’t afford to completely dodge my attackers. I don’t have time to shoot with my rifle, so I’m cutting at anything that gets close and shooting targets in front of me with my beam pistol. I cut off the Thousand Steps, conserving my Mana because I know I’m going to need it in a second—in fact, I grab a potion out of my inventory and down it to speed up my Mana regeneration. Best to get this going now when I have time. 
 
    The second, hastily improvised line breaks, and monster dots flood through the new gaps into the city proper. Ali is floating above me, flying back and forth and drawing attention to create the gaps I need to keep running. Cutting across the corner of the city to get to the break through, I feel my lips pull into a wolfish grin, blood pounding in my ears as adrenaline courses through my body.  
 
    Monsters in all shapes and sizes flash by me, most of them, but not all, mutated Earth creatures. A brown pod that travels on a trio of spiky legs rears up, facing me with its single eye that begins to glow. I duck low and slide as it unleashes a beam of fire at where I was. I cut off a leg as I slide pass, my sword sliding through muscle and bone without catching. Once past the monster, I push off and keep running. 
 
    I crest a small hill, shoulder-checking the Ice Elk in my way and sending it crashing down among the other monsters, giving myself a moment of peace to evaluate what I see before me. A giant, stone-encrusted Grizzly Bear lies in the breach in the wall, its corpse offering sufficient space for other monsters to scramble into the town. Only the corpse itself stops the swarming, squirming horde from entirely overrunning the town. 
 
    “Ali, Lightning Special!” I hold up my hand, summoning my magic.  
 
    The little Spirit flies to me, sliding in front of my arm to join hands seconds after my lightning bolt unleashes. As always, I feel the magic change when he joins me, his greater Elemental Affinity enhancing and twisting the lightning bolt I unleash.  
 
    This is where the Lightning Strike spell shines. The longer I channel the spell, the more monsters the spell strikes, jumping from monster to monster and spreading out. I sweep my hand from side to side, ensuring that the electricity catches the monsters swarming the walls. Most of them are under Level 20, but their sheer numbers have overwhelmed the defenses. 
 
    Dressed in my one-piece armored suit, full-faced helmet on and weapons holstered, I sling lightning like a crazed wizard on crack on the hill, burning through monsters without care about my Mana. Unfortunately, I can only face one direction at a time and that means my back is exposed. I get swarmed in a minute, a striped black-and-white ex-housecat clamping its jaws around my shoulder as a feral wolverine chews on my ankle. I crash into the ground and trigger the QSM, sliding away from the monsters. 
 
    I dance aside, firing my pistol into the housecat’s head as I turn off the QSM. Point blank, the pistol burns the monster’s eye away and blinds the other, though the creature continues to thrash around. I kick it away, sending the body sprawling amongst others, where it is torn apart. 
 
    Ali is no longer floating, sitting on the ground and panting as a Frost Raven attempts to peck him to death. I take off running, heading into the scorched earth and the gap in the wall. I duck, dodge, and fight my way through the few monsters that still live, racing against the tide to get to the gap before them, ignoring the pain and slowly accumulating injuries as stray spikes, bolts, and other projectiles rain down on me. 
 
    I leap onto the bear corpse and run forward to a relatively flat portion of its neck. Ahead of me, more monster corpses. Dozens of them are burnt, frozen, and smashed apart before the second improvised earth wall. Right in front of the wall is a series of all-too-human figures, including Jason’s mom. Dead, holding the tide back for a few minutes. Just a few minutes for her son and her city. 
 
    I turn, taking station on the relatively flat portion of the bear’s neck, and call forth my sword before downing a health regeneration potion. I watch as what looks like hundreds of monsters rush forward, all of them coming for the gap and me. 
 
    Her life, for a few minutes for others. I stand there, watching the horde come, and I find myself smiling, that sea of rage inside me churning. Time to buy a few more minutes.  
 
      
 
    A subjective lifetime later, I stand amidst a sea of corpses and blink the sweat out of my eyes. A swipe and my helmet retracts, letting me wipe the sweat away at last. Rage subsides, frenzy ended, and I find myself assaulted by pain. I collapse, hand on the ground as I breathe slowly, the glowing red of my lifebar in the corner of my eyes. 
 
    Minutes that seem like hours later, I have enough Mana to cast a healing spell. And then another before I can stand straight. I stare at the shredded pieces of my armor and pull it into my inventory before sliding on a new set of clothing as Gadsby limps over to me. Behind him, his hunting group spreads out to kill the last of the monsters, a pair standing watch over the breach. 
 
    “John. Thank God you were here.” He claps me on the shoulder and I wince, feeling the newly healed bone creak in pain. Gadsby flushes slightly then looks at the corpses strewn about, whistling. “Damn, you did one hell of a job.” 
 
    “Not me.” I shake my head. “I got here late.” Like you, a snide and vengeful part of my mind adds. Not the truth though—in fact, it was the arrival of Gadsby and his hunting group from outside the city that had finally broken the damn swarm, forcing them to flee. “Most of this was from the defenders.” 
 
    “I should check inside,” Gadsby says. 
 
    I nod, falling into step with him and heading into town, sword held loosely as I search for stragglers. “Ali, loot please.” 
 
    “Oh, great. I get to do all the hard work now,” Ali grumbles but sets to it, flying over to each body and looting it.  
 
    We don’t bother with my Altered Space. It was two-thirds full before I got here, and Carcross has its own butchering yard after all. I do pause at the gap to touch the Grizzly, filling the rest of the storage with its body so that we can enter the town easier. Almost as soon as we step in, one of Gadsby’s men casts an Earth Wall spell, filling the gap. 
 
    Inside, the town is buzzing with activity. Workers—freed from hiding—move corpses and work to fix the damage, eyes bleak when they come across the infrequent bodies of their protectors. In the crescent where Melissa made her last stand, the corpses are piled thicker. Jason stumbles forward from within the town, rushing over to the pile. He pulls aside his mother’s corpse while Gadsby and I stand there, useless. 
 
    “Jason?” Gadsby says and gets no answer. He places a hand on Jason’s shoulder and still gets no response. He tries calling his name again but still getting nothing. Looking up, he casts a worried glance deeper into the town. 
 
    “Go. I’ll sit with him,” I tell Mike.  
 
    He has other responsibilities after all. Me? I can spend the time watching over the kid. Gadsby nods in thanks before heading into town. Within a few steps, questions are already being called to him as others look to him for leadership. In the relative silence around us, I take a seat on the ground, content to let my body slowly heal. 
 
    “I had to do it,” Jason breaks the silence with a whispered confession. “She told me to.” 
 
    I glance at him then at the crescent of the earth wall and nod. No surprise that it was their most powerful mage who created their hasty line of defense. “Okay.” 
 
    “We’d planned for it. Just in case you know, just because. Well, she was always planning, you know. She said if they ever got through the shield and the wall, we’d need to hold them. Keep them from coming in farther, throw up another wall. Mum knew about my spell, had me test it out once,” he rambles as he stares at his mother, the numerous wounds across her body making it impossible to tell what eventually killed her. “When they were about to break in, she told me she’d be the one to hold it. Told me to do it, so I did. She was supposed to jump out after that. Get away. But they caught her, crippled her. I didn’t have enough Mana. I couldn’t save her.”  
 
    I nod dumbly, uncertain of what to say. What can you say? Sorry your mom is dead? Sorry you had to put up a wall behind her and let her die? I don’t know what there is to say, but I have to say something. “She knew the risks.” 
 
    “I couldn’t save her.” He sobs, his voice growing strained as he attempts to hold back tears. “I should have saved her.” 
 
    “You did your best.” 
 
    “It wasn’t good enough,” Jason cries out, shaking his head as he stares at the body, tears flowing. “I screwed up. I couldn’t...” 
 
    “You tried.” My heart threatens to break watching him, but I push it aside. No time, not now. I squeeze his shoulder hard until he finally looks up at me. My voice grows hard as I stare at him. “It wasn’t your fault.” 
 
    He pushes at my arm, trying to budge it, and I let him. “Then whose it is?” 
 
    “The System. The Council.” My voice trembles with the rage I always feel when I think of them. “You and your mom, you guys are just trying to survive. You didn’t ask for this, you didn’t choose it. This isn’t your fault.” 
 
    He closes his eyes, tears continuing to stream. He grabs his feet, hiding his face behind his knees as he sobs, “I didn’t want her to die.” 
 
    “I know.” I fall silent, listening to him cry and shooing others off. 
 
    Gods, I hate this fucking System. 
 
      
 
    Later, when he’s calmed down a little, we take her body out of the compound to their old house. Its windows are broken, the doors shattered and the garden churned up. Together, we place her in it, then we walk out and Jason sets the entire building on fire. 
 
    We watch it burn as others come by to spend some time with Jason, to offer their condolences and their support. Few spend much time with him though—his is not the only loss. We stay till the house is burnt down, then I walk him back and feed him Apocalypse Ale till he crashes. After that, I tuck him into bed. A part of me wonders where that blonde is, the one who grabbed him before, but another part of me figures it’s not my business. 
 
    Outside, I find Gadsby and Elder Badger directing the group in cleanup. The wall is fixed, the shields back up for now, but there are more things that need to be done. 
 
    “How bad is it?” I ask as I walk up. 
 
    “We lost fourteen of our primary fighters, including Melissa. About another two dozen others. Her loss…” Gadsby shakes his head, brown eyes filled with grief. “I shouldn’t say this, but losing her with her Levels—that was the worst.” 
 
    I nod in understanding. A single high-level fighter can do significantly more damage than multiple low-level fighters. Andrea looks back to where I came from, her face tense with concern that etches lines deeper into her face.  
 
    “How is he?” Andrea asks, her voice filled with concern and weariness. 
 
    “Asleep. He’ll need someone to watch out for him.”  
 
    They nod. 
 
    “We know. It’s not as if we haven’t had experience at this,” Andrea says, her voice tinged with regret. 
 
    “It isn’t safe out here. You need more fighters, more defenses,” I say, feeling as if I’m stating the obvious. I probably am, but if I don’t say it, I’ll regret it later. 
 
    “Yes. We’ll… talk about it,” Andrea says, sharing a meaningful glance with Mike. I don’t get it, but that’s okay, so long as they’re thinking about it. “Thank you, John. Again.”  
 
    “Eh, it’s fine.” I wave away her gratitude, staring into the night.  
 
    I shut my eyes then open them again—an older blonde lying on dirt among blood and guts floats into my mind. Rage boils in me, warring with grief. I can’t do this right now. Not the people, not the gratitude. I don’t say anything as I walk away, heading for the exit.

Even as the Rabbit spins, getting ready to finish his downed opponent, another child darts forward and smacks it on the nose with a stick. While the Rabbit’s attention is diverted, another pair of children, including Miranda’s son, grab the fallen youngster who is gamely keeping his face straight.     “They think it’s stupid. Foolish.” She shakes her head, her voice growing firmer. “Fred wants us to go back to what the world was. Wants it to be safe again for his child. He wants everything back to what it was. Eric… Eric is single. He always has been.” 
 
    I nod and fall silent. I have nothing to add. I have no power in the Council, no say in this. I am relieved of the duty of speaking further when Capstan exits a building, waving to me.  
 
    “Got to go.” 
 
    “Yes. Goodbye, Mr. Lee.” As I hurry off to join Capstan and his team for our next dungeon run, I hear her murmur, “Next time, finish the job.” 
 
    I make sure not to let on that I heard her. I really don’t need any encouragement. 
 
      
 
    “Nope. Not a chance. I’m out,” I repeat, backing away from the ledge.  
 
    We’re standing in Miles Canyon, a canyon carved by the Yukon River a few kilometers outside of Whitehorse and just a few hundred meters away from the pedestrian suspension bridge. It’s one of the prettiest spots in the Yukon, a beautiful location that was quite popular with tourists due to its accessibility and the picturesque canyon walls and glacial water. Standing on the cliff edge, I feel the breeze on my skin, carrying the smell of fresh pine and clean, cold glacial water to me. 
 
    “It’s not that bad,” Aron says.

Neither of us able to swim and both of us in the deep end of the pool by accident. No bottom that I could touch, no air that I could breathe. I shut my eyes, a sliver of fear escaping its coiled confines. I push it aside, forcing my breathing to settle, and I open my eyes again. 
 
    “Well, it’s a good thing you aren’t going in. It’ll give me a new story to tell,” Ali says, and I snort. Seeing his goading isn’t working, Ali adds, “To Luthien.” 
 
    “I know what you’re doing and it isn’t working. I know you don’t talk to her.” 
 
    “True, true. I do have Minion’s contact information though. And Richard’s. And Lana. And Roxley’s,” Ali continues, and I glare at him. 
 
    “Really? You think this is going to work? Threatening me with shame?” I growl, turning to face him as anger spills out. 
 
    “Why not? You don’t like having your… face, was it? taken away. This should do quite well,” Ali points out with that smirk that makes me want to beat him into a pulp. 
 
    “Fuck you, you spineless little twerp. I’m going to fucking banish you,” I shout, my hands moving to dismiss him. 
 
    “Sure, boy-o. And while you’re doing that, why don’t you buckle on your gear and get going, you big baby,” Ali adds. 
 
    Finger hovering over the dismiss button, I realize he’s right. I’m way too angry to be scared. At least not right now, and not if I… if I stop thinking, making myself move and strap on the equipment. The Yerick stare at me as I slap on the facemask then take a running leap, jumping directly at the whirlpool before the rest of my brain catches up.

    I hate the water. I hate the water. I hate the water. Even if I was taught to swim later, even if I know I won’t drown, I still hate it. It’s entirely irrational, and while I can fight through it, I still hate it. It makes my chest tighten, my breathing come shorter, and my adrenaline spike.

    “John?” Richard finds me later that evening, sitting outside in the garden at home with a very large keg of beer and a big bowl of chocolates, ice cream, and braised short ribs. 
 
    “Richard!” I wave hi to him before refilling my mug. Yes, I’m indulging myself. No, I’m not getting piss-blind drunk. It’d take Apocalypse Ale to do that, and I’ve avoided drinking it because, well, my sense of control is shaky at best most days. On the other hand, this amount should get me a bit of a buzz. 
 
    “You okay?” He looks over my sprawled form and the various pets that have gathered around me, waiting for the bones I discard. While technically short ribs, the mutated pieces of beef are nearly a foot long each. 
 
    “Oh, I’m great. Just great. Just completed another dungeon. It was so much fun,” I drawl while Ali snorts, busy on his own meal.

    “No, I’m good,” Richard says. “So… you partying with the Yerick now?” 
 
    “Why is everyone so interested in that?” I complain after I swallow, waving the rib around to make my point. “I like them. All they want to do is fight and kill and get sweet, sweet loot. It’s real easy.” 
 
    “I see.” 
 
    “Yeah, we clear all the dungeons we find. We’re getting a bunch of bonuses for completing them first too.” I burp slightly. “But we’re nearly done now. Then I guess I’ll be back soloing… unless you guys know of any.” 
 
     “A few,” Richard answers. “We were hoping you’d come with us to try to clear them actually.” 
 
    “Me? And you?” I frown, staring at Richard. “You sure you trust me not to go crazy?” 
 
    “John, you were strangling a man to death!” Richard snaps. 
 
    “Yeah, but he was an asshole.” 
 
    “You still don’t do that shit, man,” Richard says, voice growing angry. “That’s not what heroes do.” 
 
    “Who says I’m a hero?”  
 
    “No one. But I’m not standing by watching you do that.” 
 
    “Oooh, you’re so fine and perfect, aren’t you?” I snap, anger flaring.

    “Bite me. You lost control, boy-o. You know it. And you, pretty boy, you could have tried something a little more useful than fighting. What’s the point of all that Charisma if you aren’t using it? Outside of bedding women,” Ali says. 
 
    I glare at the Spirit, anger flashing in my eyes. On the other hand, he is right. I know he is. I just… ugh. 
 
    I finally say, “Are they in the water?”  
 
    “No, not at all,” Richard mutters. 
 
    “I’m in then. Sure. No water dungeons though, nope. No water dungeons. Don’t like them.” I frown, touching my head with the hand that still clutches the stripped rib. “I’m feeling a bit… off.” 
 
    “Yeah, funny thing about that. I can actually alter your Resistances a bit,” Ali says and points at me.

A large number have already started clambering onto the walls, staring at me while wielding crude melee weapons. I shake my head, trying to imagine how anyone could be scared of a bunch of low-level monsters like these, even if they are sentient.  
 
    They say nothing, but since they see me, I figure the next step is theirs. Keeping my hands to the side, I walk forward and stop when I get the message.  
 
      
 
    Dungeon Located! 
 
    Warning! The current dungeon has not been categorized at this time due to System limitations. All XP rewards are doubled. Successful completion of the dungeon by a System-registered individual will generate additional rewards. 
 
      
 
    My nose can’t help but wrinkle as an errant gust brings the smell of unwashed bodies tinged with lemon, rotting garbage, and feces to me. Okay, step one in on-going relations, teaching these guys about soap and water. 
 
    “Boy-o,” Ali says worriedly, and my minimap flashes.  
 
    I look up and blink as what were a few gray dots have become a flood. “How the…”  
 
    I never finish the thought because at an unspoken command, the Goblins open fire, launching a barrage of loud gunpowder slugs and arrows at me. As their attack arcs toward me, they splinter on an invisible barrier that flashes bright white. I snarl, dropping to a knee as I call forth a tower shield from my inventory. I drop it in front of my body as I channel a Lightning Strike spell in my free hand. Aiden’s single-use, short-lived spell, the Guardian’s Embrace, will protect against anything short of a dragon’s breath, but it only lasts a few seconds once activated. It’s his most powerful protective spell but it costs a ton of Mana, which is why he doesn’t use it often. 
 
    Even as the spell fades, I see gray dots rushing toward me, Goblins dropping over the wall in a wave. I ignore them, sticking my hand far enough around the shield to direct my spell at the range attackers. Lightning escapes my hand, its sudden appearance leaving behind the familiar pungent, almost chlorine smell of ozone. A blink of an eye and the lightning smashes into a Goblin on the wall. I continue to channel the spell, sweeping the wall and watching the lightning dance from body to body. As corpses fall, I cut off the spell and stand to meet the charging warriors. Now that they’re actually trying to kill me, I’m done dithering over the morality of this. 
 
    Behind the warriors, the gate has opened and more Goblins flood out, their four-foot-tall bodies spilling out as they try to close on me. As the first Goblin gets within a few feet of me, they fall back, small holes appearing in their bodies, accompanied by the hiss of fast-moving pellets. Standing to my side, firing in a classic two-handed pose, Amelia guns down the attackers with her modified Gauss pistol. Even as fast as she can shoot, the Goblins make it to me, the first launching itself at my shield to pull it aside for his friends. 
 
    As the monster reaches the peak of his jump, I pull the shield back into my inventory and let the Goblin meet my fist. A sickening snap of its neck accompanies the body flying backward into its compatriots before I counter-charge, calling forth my sword. I find myself grinning, killing the very creatures I was attempting to speak with. Truth be told, I’m glad they decided not to talk to me. This is so much simpler. Kill or be killed. 
 
    I dance through the monsters, blade appearing and disappearing as swords, pistols, maces, and axes flash around me. I’m no legendary swordsman, no impossible anime character, so I get cut, stabbed, and shot, each blow sapping just a little of my health. Sadly, it’s really hard to stack regeneration effects on an individual. Mostly, you can get away with a spell and a potion, or if you’re really good, two spells. Of course, I’ve also got my Skill, which helps as the creatures keep coming and coming. 
 
    As I spin a Goblin around by its arm, using it to clear some space before tossing him into his friends, I spot Amelia. Unlike me, she’s staying still in a single position, a sword in her off-hand. She continues to shoot and stab her enemies while a series of five glowing octagons swoop around her, blocking attacks with impunity. Her face is fixed with a look of grim determination as she fights, moving only when the bodies that pile up around her feet get too deep. Even with her Skill, attacks are sneaking in and she bleeds from a dozen different wounds.  It won’t be long before she goes down, just like me. 
 
    For once, my little Spirit friend seems to be getting his hands dirty. No nasty spells or just floating in front of monsters, incorporeal. He’s swooping in and out, doling out Superman punches before swooping away. While he stays out of the majority of the fight, he still sports a bruise and a cut along one leg that bleeds blue light. 
 
    As good as we are, as high level as we are, the fact that we’re literally getting swarmed is beginning to tell. I slice apart a Goblin who’s latched onto my leg and backhand another trying to jump onto me, even as a third stabs into my collarbone with its dagger and hangs off my body while another drops a mace onto my foot. I snarl, spinning in a circle and loosing a Blade Strike that buys me a few moments, the blue cut of power ripping through Goblins. A few seconds to hear the screams and shouts from the other side of the field as the cavalry finally arrives. 
 
    The puppies and Mikito smash into the flank of the horde, their attacks ripping a giant hole into the swarm and relieving the pressure on us. Behind them, Richard fires his shotgun in pellet form, raking the archers and riflemen to keep their heads down. Aiden finishes casting a spell and the earth beneath the wall shifts, heaving and rippling in a mini-earthquake. The wall tears apart, its foundations turned to mud.  I watch as he stands there, headphones on to drown out the noise, his face pained even as he begins casting another spell. Reluctant or not, Aiden is doing his job. Above, Orel swoops in to aid us, blades of wind slicing ahead of it as it banks. 
 
    “About damn time!” Ali shouts as he floats, finally letting go of the Goblin he hoisted into the air and dropping the monster onto its friends.  
 
    Freed for a moment to focus, I raise my hand and channel Lightning, playing it across the screaming Goblins. One after another they fall, twitching, then I’m running to help Amelia, hoping I’m not too late. The pile of Goblin bodies that mark where she fell erupts as I close in on it, reformed shields shoving aside Goblins. I breathe a sigh of relief, casting a quick healing spell on her as I absently cut another monster apart. Surprisingly, she isn’t as badly injured as I thought she would be after seeing her go down. 
 
    As the horde flees back into their settlement, broken by the sudden attack on their flanks, I pant in relief, Stamina quickly recovering. At least fifty bodies lie on the field before me, even more fleeing back, and untold numbers hidden underneath the collapsed walls. The puppies rush through the rout, biting and tearing apart Goblins with savage ease. As the creatures reach the wall, Mikito and the puppies pull back, returning to where Richard and Aiden eye the wall, joined soon by Amelia and me. 
 
    “I thought you said there was around twenty!” Aiden points out, pulling his headphones off his ears to hear my reply. 
 
    “That’s all we saw! What the hell, Ali?” I look at the Spirit, who blinks. 
 
    “What? We saw twenty, so of course there’re about four hundred Goblins.” At our incredulous expressions, Ali blinks. “My bad. I forgot you guys don’t know that one. It’s like your cockroaches—see a single cockroach, there’s about another twenty hidden. Goblins live underground mostly, so there’s always a lot more underneath.” 
 
    “And what, the most dangerous Goblins live at the bottom?” Amelia says incredulously. 
 
    “Don’t be stupid. Goblins like fresh air just like we do. The Chief and his guards live on the surface, the others beneath,” Ali replies. 
 
    “Four hundred.” Even Mikito looks a bit daunted by that number. 
 
    I can’t help but agree with her. Looking at the carnage around us, as blood cools and adrenaline leaves, a part of me feels sick. Blood, entrails, and limbs lay scattered all around, the fallen already rotting. A part of me wonders what kind of loot we could even get from this. 
 
    “Richard, you said there were about four or so that Orel saw a week ago?” I ask, and he nods.  
 
    I can see everyone doing the math. Four Goblins equals about eighty monsters. That’s another three hundred that appeared in a week. If left unchecked, these four hundred could become a few thousand in another week. No wonder they called them a horde. 
 
    “We started this. We need to finish it,” Richard’s voice grows firm as he gestures toward the settlement. “Ten minutes. We loot what we can, then we finish this.” 
 
    I draw in a deep breath, pushing aside my doubts and my nausea. He’s right. There’s a job to finish, and whatever I feel, whatever I think, we need to finish it before the Goblins truly become a threat. I reach for that ocean of anger, letting it rise and bathe me in its cleansing clarity. I bend down, touch the nearest Goblin, and pull up its loot. I flinch slightly as I stare at the ear that hangs in my hand.  
 
    Yeah, fuck you too, System. Fuck you too. 
 
      
 
    Dark warrens with ceilings barely five feet high at times filled with smoke and screams. Flashes of pain as Goblins drop from ceilings or crawl from unseen holes. Fire, thrown in close confines, forcing us to switch to gas masks and helmets. Occasionally, very powerful wind spells by Aiden.

    I really, really dislike Minion. Perhaps mostly because he’s just so damn efficient at being a bureaucrat. I agree and watch as he blinks, staring into space from my viewpoint. It only takes him a few moments before he nods, swinging his hand up to dismiss the screen.  
 
    “This Goblin dungeon, it’s gone?” he says. 
 
    “As gone as we can make it. Best to have someone swing by for the next little while, check it out. At least once every few days.”  
 
    He nods, making a note in the air. “Then we are done. Unless there is something else?” 
 
    “No.” I turn away then stop, turning back. “Why?” 
 
    “Why what, Mr. Lee?” Minion’s voice is cool as he stares at me. 
 
    “You know what,” I growl. 
 
    “And if I do not answer, you’ll beat it out of me? That’s the thing with you people, isn’t it? It’s all violence and anger, rage and destruction. You stomp through the city acting like you own it and maybe you do, but the rest of us have to pick up after you and your kind. You Adventurers, you’re just waiting for a chance to pick on us, push us around. Damn you all,” says Minion, his voice trembling. Catching himself at the end, he draws a deep breath. 
 
    I stare at the small man shouting at me, and I blink as it sinks in. “Adventurers… you hate the Yerick and me because we’re Adventurers?” 
 
    “You may leave, Mr. Lee,” Minion says. 
 
    “Wait a second. You hate me because I fight to survive? To keep all of us alive?” My voice rising, I stare at the man. 
 
    “Very well.” Eric turns and walks to the other office door. He shuts it behind him, leaving me staring at him.  
 
    I could have stopped him of course, but then I’d just be using violence to get my way. I shake my head, staring at door. Yeesh… some people. 
 
      
 
    “Quiet tonight,” I murmur, staring around the Nugget as I enter.  
 
    Ali nods and flits over to our usual table. We all needed a break after the Goblin dungeon, so the group split apart to do their own thing after we came back.  
 
    Richard, as far as I could tell, was in and around town, doing meetings and ladies in equal amounts. Aiden was back to his books, training and teaching, and I have a feeling he might not come out with us again. Amelia has her duties, and the stink eye I get from Vir tells me he doesn’t approve of her jaunt with us. Or maybe it’s just that he doesn’t approve of me. Mikito, out at our shoddy training grounds, works with hunters and others who want to improve their melee skills. That leaves me as the only one dumb enough to go out hunting still. What can I say? There’s a peace to fighting creatures that don’t talk or scream or have babies. 
 
    Of course, that time alone also gives me a chance to check out the fort and speak with the Hakarta. It’s my first visit with them since I’ve made the deal. We both have better things to do I’m sure, and it’s not as if I can gather that much more detail in only a few months. Our talk was both interesting and profitable, though I make note of what they’re asking. Numbers, Classes, defenses, and Roxley’s whereabouts all are prominent in the questioning, but we touch on other matters too, like the number of buildings and the dungeons that have appeared and the food situation. I get the feeling that whatever they’re hunting for or need is hidden in the mess of questions they ask. I’m still not sure if keeping secret the fact that they’ve been asking about us is a good idea, but I don’t entirely trust the Council not to go off their rockers with this information. We’re so busy doing our thing, I’m not entirely sure there is anything the Council could do even if they did know. 
 
    Resting against the chair, I nod in gratitude to the waitress who drops off the beer and the appetizers. After all the Credits and loot I’ve picked up, my latest visit to the Shop came with some significant purchases. A thought is all that’s required to pull up my character sheet so I can survey my growth. 
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    I’m still disappointed that there wasn’t any particular bonus for crossing one hundred in any attribute. I’d considered it a possibility, and even though I had checked with Ali earlier, it felt as though it should be significant somehow. However, since the numbers themselves are rough approximations of the changes in my body, it does make sense that there’s no benefit. For that matter, I’m being rather human-centric—there’s no particular reason why it had to be a hundred. 
 
    “Hey, Ali, does the Council have ‘special’ numbers?” I ask the Spirit, who’s staring at a screen. 
 
    “What, like the number eight or ten?” At my nod, he shrugs. “Depends on the race. The Tuinnar really like prime numbers. The Joxin revere the number fourteen. There’s the Prixamars—giant rolling spheres—who find Pi extremely important.” 
 
    I nod in thanks before returning to my screen. Interesting but irrelevant. Looking over my Status Screen, I smile slightly at how much better it looks now. I’ve adjusted the screen to display just my combat spells, since those are the ones I’m mostly concerned with. Utility spells like Tinder, Light Orb, Purify Water, Cleanse, and the like just aren’t that that interesting, even if they are useful for everyday life. They’re so useful that Aiden now spends a good two thirds of his class time teaching those spells to others. After all, not everyone needs to throw a fireball, but everyone needs to do laundry and dishes.  
 
    Fireball is my new mass monster killer and follows along the line of the old Dungeons and Dragons spell—a small flaming orb that shoots forward before sending a sphere of heat and flame outward. Polar Zone, drops the temperature in a targeted location and slows monsters down. Size of location and temperature drop are dependent upon Mana and how big I make it—the bigger the area, the less of a drop. Of course, the minimum area I can target is about ten feet wide. It’s a pretty good crowd control spell and does some minor damage, but mostly, it’s my anti-forest fire spell. Throwing around fireballs in a dry forest is a bad, bad idea. It’s also why I still prefer Lightning Strike. 
 
    One thing I’m holding off on is purchasing more direct protection Spells and Skills since at Level 30, I’ll be able to access Soul Shield, my Class Shield Skill. I’ve fast come to realize that you’re constantly trading off between acquiring passive Skills, which are powerful but reduce your regeneration rates, with active Skills and Spells that require Mana to operate. It’s why even Mages wear armor in this world—after all, other than Credits, it costs nothing to purchase nano-woven armor that could stop a “normal” sword stab. 
 
    Of course, theoretically I could just spend the Credits and buy an active protection spell or Skill. The trade-off of purchasing something now is that if I could earn it later on, I’d be wasting Credits now that could be spent on upgrading my equipment. As it stands, I’ve begun to realize that having both the System Inventory and Altered Space abilities is quite broken.  
 
    Altered Space lets me ignore a whole series of knowledge areas that most professional Adventurers, like the Yerick, have to learn. For most Adventurers, picking up the basics of monster lore and anatomy is very important, along with basic Skills in skinning and harvesting. Most monster corpses have only a few parts that the Alchemists and Armorers want. Knowing what they are is an important secondary source of Credits and can add anywhere from ten to fifteen percent to your days earnings. Harvesting the bodies for parts with a Skill lets you place them in your inventory, so most Adventurers dedicate time or money to learning those Skills. I just ignore the problem by tossing entire bodies into my Altered Space and letting the butchering yard deal with it. 
 
    In addition, because I’ve got a secondary and significantly larger form of storage, I don’t have to husband my inventory space. Working with the Yerick, I realized that many of them carry numerous other pieces of equipment with them on a “typical” Adventure. These range from extra sets of clothing, spare armor, weapons, and potions to more mundane equipment like ropes, living accommodations, food, water, and light sources. Then you get the specialized toys—directional explosives, mines, portable shield barriers, and drones for scouting to name a just few. 
 
    All of those things take up a ton of space but make dungeon delves and combat safer. Of course, the more you carry in inventory, the less space you have for Loot. Since I don’t have to worry about space, I’ve been devoting surplus Credits to adding to my “normal” loadout in the hopes of giving myself more options in the future. I might never need a dozen Claymores and a half-dozen bounding mines or over fifty grenades in various forms, but if I ever do, at least I’ve got them.  
 
    I’ve been tempted repeatedly in the last few weeks to add more points into my Mana Imbue, increasing the damage output of my sword. Fighting at range is a nice idea, but between dungeons, where visibility is about five meters at most, and monsters that need multiple shots to kill, I’ve found myself in close combat more often than not. Compared to the Yerick, I’m just not hitting hard enough. On the other hand, my Mana Regeneration is already suffering from my numerous passive Skills and I’m really curious to see what a Thousand Blades is like in combat. After all, if I can hit a dozen times rather than once, a minor increase in damage will definitely be negated. 
 
    My thoughts about my build—and damn Jason for making me think of it in that way—is interrupted as Lana drops into a seat next to me, snagging a chicken wing as she does so. 
 
    “Hey, beautiful,” Ali greets her. “You’re looking tired.” 
 
    “I am.” Lana flashes him a smile that washes away her exhaustion for a brief moment. “John.” 
 
    “Lana. You okay?” I look around once more, noting again that only a few tables are full. 
 
    “Just been a long day.” Lana shakes her head, worry lines appearing between her eyebrows again. “Finding someone to run this place after the last manager quit has been a pain.” 
 
    “Ah!” I nod slowly. That explains her absence in the evenings for the last week and her constant presence here. “Quiet today. There something going on that I missed?” 
 
    “Tons!” Ali quips while we both ignore him. 
 
    “The Cellar reopened today. They’ve got lower prices and a human-only policy,” Lana says tiredly, looking around the Nugget. “A lot of the regulars decided to check it out.” 
 
    “Who bought it?” I say. 
 
    “Bill.” Lana’s voice rises slightly at the mention of his name. “He picked up the motel next to it at the same time and put the same policies in place. I hear there’s work being done on the restaurant that was located in the motel too.” 
 
    “Huh.” I look around the Nugget again, wondering if the lowered volume will affect the viability of the business. I frown, trying to recall Lana’s ramblings about the business before I quickly realize that I don’t have the details to make an educated assessment. “I guess that’s what’s stressing you out?” 
 
    “Mmm… not really. He’s still buying most of his alcohol from the brewery, so either way, we win. And maybe this way the newcomers will start coming by more,” Lana adds.  
 
    I nod. The Yerick, mostly led by Capstan, started showing up at the Nugget in the last few weeks, but the Truinnar continue to stay to themselves, preferring to live, sleep, and relax in their quarters in Roxley’s building. Vir’s about the only Truinnar we see in the Nugget, and his obsidian skin and white hair always get more than a few stares. 
 
    Looking at the plates before me, Lana says, “Are you okay?” 
 
    “Hmm…?” I answer as I chew on a mouthful of wontons. 
 
    “There are only four plates here. That’s about half of what you normally eat.” Lana points. 
 
    I look at the food before shrugging. “Huh. Funny story about that.” 
 
    “I could use a laugh,” Lana replies. 
 
    “Boy-o here gets hangry. The Yerick started feeding him every few hours and he stopped being as bitchy,” Ali cuts in before I can say anything.  
 
    I growl at the Spirit, who just shoots me a wide smile. 
 
    “Oh,” Lana says, her eyes twinkling as she tries not to laugh.  
 
    Yeah, yeah… so maybe part of my anger control issues are due to low blood sugar. Real funny. 
 
    “Hey, sis.” Richard bends down to give the top of Lana’s head a quick kiss.  
 
    She glares and swipes at him tiredly while he chuckles, taking a seat. Richard’s latest girl flashes us a quick smile, dropping into a seat as well. Both of them have that weird, too clean look of someone who just got hit with a Cleanse spell. Useful spell, as I said, but it’s particularly harsh on clothing and creates this weird dichotomy where the clothing itself looks factory fresh but any wear then shows through in stark contrast. 
 
    “Dick. Patti,” Ali says, and I nod in welcome to both newcomers. 
 
    “The Cellar’s busy. I saw a pair of Amelia’s people standing nearby, keeping an eye on the crowd. Rumor has it that they don’t intend to close at all,” Richard says without preamble, waving to the waitress and holding up a pair of fingers. 
 
    “How did Fred take it?” Lana says. 
 
    “Kicked up a fuss at the meeting today. Of course, Bill’s just ignoring him so far. Fred even mentioned maybe taking it up with Roxley.” Richard shakes his head.  
 
    Fred must be at his wit’s end if he’s asking for Roxley’s help—the alien interloper, as Fred likes to call him. 
 
    “Why is the Cellar being open all hours a problem?” Patti asks, her brow furrowed.  
 
    I smile at Richard’s latest girl, who has managed to last three days so far. That’s pretty surprising. Of course, the way Richard is eyeing the waitress as she bends over to serve him, Patti’s days might be numbered. At this point, if a woman in town doesn’t know about Richard’s womanizing, she’s either catatonic or completely socially inept. 
 
    “Because Fred is Mayor No Fun and wants us back to ten o’clock closings,” Richard says. 
 
    “It’s more complicated than that,” Lana corrects, holding up a finger. “We’ve always had a problem with alcoholism. While a lot of the active alcoholics didn’t make it, quite a few of those who were on the wagon have relapsed. Limiting the hours the Nugget was open helped reduce the temptation and the times they could drink, which gave us potential windows to help, well, sober them up.” 
 
    “If they die off, isn’t that better for us?” Patti asks, brown eyes glittering. 
 
    “Cold…” Ali grins. “I like you.” 
 
    Richard looks startled as she says that. He opens his mouth then shuts it then tries again. “It’s, well, shouldn’t we try to help them?”

    As I dash over to tackle the last Frakin, the impromptu wall cracks.  
 
    I snap a command immediately. “Go! Ali, lead them out.” 
 
    The group listens for once, fleeing for the exit as I dance back from a pincer strike and cast another group of Mana Darts into the monster’s face. As it rears back, I channel a Blade Strike to rip off its legs, accidentally tearing down a part of the wall. Scrambling through a crack, one of the Frakin gets stuck and chitters angrily. All the monsters on this side are either crippled or dead, so I run for the exit too. It doesn’t take long to reach the entrance to the cavern, where I slap down a pair of bounding mines. A short distance away, I chain together three of the modified claymores before adding the laser tripwire. I spin around, watching as the last of the wall breaks free and the monsters clamber over each to get to us. Bastards. I take the time to cast Polar Zone to slow them down further to give my friends a little more of head start. 
 
    Preparations complete, I run down the passage, headed for the dungeon’s entrance. Gods, I hope I’ve bought us enough time. 
 
      
 
    I didn’t. Thankfully, Aiden took the time to narrow the dungeon entrance before he ran for it. Made for an uncomfortable moment for me, but it was even harder for the damn Frakin to escape. We find ourselves regrouping a distance away, the monsters having decided to give up after circling the entrance for a bit. 
 
    “Bella okay?” I ask. 
 
    Richard nods grimly, running a hand over his dog. The wounds seem to have closed up pretty well, but he still spends some time looking her over carefully. 
 
    “We nearly died!” Aiden says, sounding half-panicked. 
 
    For a moment, I pity him. Second time out with me to a dungeon and it’s the second time we’ve run into something outside of our league. 
 
    “Easy,” Mikito says, placing a hand on Aiden’s arm.  
 
    Aiden looks at it then draws a deep breath, actually saying, “Ommm,” as he tries to center himself. 
 
    “He’s right,” Richard adds, standing up slowly. “Those things were tough.” 
 
    “Level 55 to 60,” I clarify, and the startled looks from the group makes me smile grimly. 
 
    “You can read levels?” Aiden says, pointing at me. 
 
    “Yes.” I pause before looking at the others. “We can’t tackle that dungeon alone. We’re going to need more help if we want to do it.” 
 
    “Can we smoke them out?” Mikito asks. 
 
    I contemplate the question. Last time, we basically poisoned a group of Crilik Shifters in their lair, choking them out with carbon dioxide and a lack of oxygen.  
 
    “No idea. It’s a thought.” I swallow to clear my throat once again. “So… another dungeon?” 
 
    “Uhh…” Aiden looks worried. 
 
    “I know one around here that’s Level 20. The Yerick and I cleared it a few weeks ago. Should be ready for another group,” I add. 
 
    The others nod slowly. As good as the bonuses for checking and clearing new dungeons are, we still have to deal with the existing ones too. Anyway, something a little easy would help settle Aiden’s nerves. 
 
    After receiving agreement from everyone, we head out while I get Ali to bookmark this location. We’ll be back, one way or the other. 
 
      
 
    “You okay?” I ask Aiden as he leans against a tree, breathing slowly and regularly.  
 
    The others are seated in a loose circle watching the dungeon entrance, slowly relaxing after coming out of the dungeon. A Level 20 dungeon with this group was a cakewalk and we blasted through the location within a few hours. The only thing that slowed us down was the mazelike corridors that had changed in configuration since the last time I was there.

    I shake my head. “I’ll take all the competent help I can get.” 
 
    “I need to Level,” Aiden replies. “It’s, well, I need it. Leveling is the only way to be safe in this world. I need more Skills, more Spells, all of it. Being weak in this world, you die.” 
 
    “Yeah, there’s not much space for the weak.” I look around us, at the corpse of the monster being torn to bits. “You going to be okay doing this then?” 
 
    “Yes. I have to be.” Aiden slowly straightens up, exhaling one last time. “How about you? Why do you do it?” 
 
    I open my mouth then shut it, lips twisting wryly. “Well, I’m kind of stupid.” 
 
      
 
    I’m running back through the evening summer sunlight, breathing in clear, clean air filled with fallen pine needles and the remaining spring flowers. I enjoy the fresh air, especially after having just escaped the twisted, poisoned air of the land behind me. The world is changing and so is our environment. The trees in that particular location have warped to become poisonous, releasing a nearly undetectable toxin that starts doing damage only after it hits a certain toxicity level. If it hadn’t been for my Class Resistances and my greater than normal regeneration rates, I’d never have escaped. I’ve got the location mapped, and I’ll need to come back at some point to work out how large and how dangerous a threat these new trees are. 
 
    At the least, after escaping the trees, hunting was good. I even found a relatively newly spawned Boss. I only needed to wade through a half-dozen of its minions before I got my chance to chop off its twisted, bulbous legs then carve its heart out. I know it sounds gruesome, but I couldn’t figure out where its head was in the weird, knobby sphere that made up its body. Cutting bits and bobs off it didn’t seem to actually kill it, so heart it was. Sometimes, mass violence is the only answer. 
 
    Coming in from the wrong side of the river, I decide to dive in and swim across. I don’t like the water, but considering it’ll take me all of three strokes before I’m across, it’s a lot better than running to the nearest bridge. One day perhaps I’ll be able to bridge the distance with one solid jump. 
 
    Running through the industrial lands that make up this part of the city, I can’t help but note how the buildings have begun to come apart. Without being brought into the System, these buildings will eventually come apart at the seams—unless they get converted into something else of course.

Love these high-tech one-piece suits, even if this one needs replacing soon. Somehow, a wild boar had made its way into the wild and doubled in size with some truly nasty tusks. I hadn’t even heard it coming till it was on me, which was surprising in itself. Either way, the armor took most of the damage but would need fixing. 
 
    A crowd around the butchering yard isn’t unusual. The size of this crowd is, and I find myself slowing down, checking for potential problems. I find it in the haggard-looking form of Rachel and another member of the Brothers of the Wolf. Jim stands next to them, speaking softly while the crowd mill around the trio. 
 
    “…not your fault…”  
 
    Reading Jim’s lips from this distance is hard with the way the crowd keeps shifting, so I give up, instead threading my way through the group. My eyes narrow slightly as I note it’s a mixture of First Nation civilians and hunters. 
 
    “You should rest,” Jim murmurs, putting a hand on the shoulders of the pair.  
 
    Rachel flinches away from his hand, and the young First Nation teenager’s face is filled with tears but obstinate. 
 
    “No. We have to go back, we have to help them!” Rachel cries, looking around desperately for help and latching on to me. “John! Please. You have to help me. Please!” 
 
    “Uhh…” I pause as the crowd parts. I step forward, looking between Rachel and Jim while the other teenager continues to shake. 
 
    “Please!” Rachel rushes up to me and grabs my hand. I let her take it, staring at her as she blurts out, “I couldn’t… they told me to run. But they were stuck, we’ve got to save them. Please.” 
 
    My eyes widen slightly and I look at Jim, who shakes his head ever so slightly. I draw a deep breath, looking at the distraught girl, then nod slowly. “Okay, I’ll go. Ali, map projection.”  
 
    When the map comes up, Ali shares it with Rachel. who bites her lip, staring at the map. She stares at it for so long that I have to clear my throat. 
 
    “I don’t know. I… I’ll just show you,” Rachel blurts out. 
 
    “No. You’re not going, Rachel,” Jim says, his voice brooking no argument.

    He bends down, rubbing the child’s head. “I’ll be fine, Aya. I’ll be fine. I got to go.” 
 
    She hugs his leg again, refusing to let go, and finally has to be pried off by a harried-looking youngster.  
 
    I keep silent till we’re out of the gates, following the map we’ve shared with Jim. “Your granddaughter?” 
 
    “Yes,” Jim answers tartly. I nod as he puts his foot to the accelerator, taking corners a little faster than I’d like. After a time, he says what we both know. “They’re dead, you know.” 
 
    “I know. Do you have more details?” 
 
    Jim falls silent, chewing on his thoughts. “Not much. They were sweeping the area, looking for Boss monsters. It seems like they found one.” 
 
    “Levels? Type? Strength?” I ask, and Jim shakes his head. 
 
    Joy. 
 
    “Ali, how far can you range now?” I ask my Spirit, watching as we slowly, ever so slowly, close in on the dot. 
 
    “About five kilometers from you in these Mana densities. You want me to check it out when I can?” Ali asks. 
 
    I just nod. It’s better than nothing, and Greater Awareness should keep us safe enough while he’s gone. 
 
    “Can do, boy-o,” Ali says. 
 
    I close my eyes for a moment. There were six Brothers before Rachel joined, so if one came home with her, we lost five. And they were some of our most promising new hunters to come out from our training program. 
 
      
 
    I bite my lip, forcing myself not to curse as we make our way through the forest and carefully hike up the mountain. Jim and his hunters are so damn slow. I could have run to the marker by now! I push the anger down, knowing it isn’t worth it. It took us nearly an hour and a half to drive out this far and Rachel would have taken just as long, if not longer, to come back. Whatever happened happened a long time ago, and rushing now would add nothing but four more bodies.  
 
    Still, I can’t help my impatience. I’ve released my drone as well as Ali in the hopes of picking up more information, but unfortunately, the drone was smashed an hour after release. A massive bug launched itself from the treetop and landed on it, ripping fuselage and wings off before attempting to feast on my expensive piece of junk. Since Ali can only range a set distance from me, I’m stuck waiting as we hike the rest of the way in. 
 
    I grit my teeth, and to stop myself from killing anyone, I pull another chocolate bar from my inventory and chew on it. The taste, the motions, the sugar rush all help a little. Jim flicks a glance to me, his lips tightening, but he says nothing as the group sneaks forward. I wonder if he’s more annoyed that I’m better than his group is at sneaking or that I’m eating. One of the benefits of my Subterfuge Perk is that I’m quite practiced at these stealth skills.  
 
    “Okay, boy-o, I need you to keep calm when I report,” Ali states the moment he’s back in range.  
 
    I can see him flying back as fast as his little body will take him even as we converse mentally. “What?” I feel the anger I’ve been repressing surge and I have to fight it back by breathing slowly and deeply to regain control. “Just tell me. Please.” 
 
    “I found their bodies. They’re all dead, and the monsters, well, they’re doing what monsters do.” 
 
    “They’re eating the corpses,” I say out loud, alerting Jim to Ali’s information. 
 
    “Yes,” Ali sends to me, concern in his mental voice.  
 
    I freeze in place, not saying a thing, not moving as I process this information. I can’t move, because if I do, if I let my control go for even a second, I think I’ll charge the monsters. I see Haines Junction again, the bodies of the townsfolk, the children torn apart, cooked and eaten. Bones and bodies, so many of them. I shudder, my body shaking with repressed rage.

    In. 
 
    Out. 
 
    Slowly, so slowly, my rage comes under control. I force it down, apply rigid control on myself. So many years of learning to accept that all I can control is myself. What is, is. I can’t make them live again. I can’t save them. They’re already dead. 
 
    All I can do is kill their murderers and build a pyre from their bodies. 
 
    “Talk to me, Ali. Tell me what I’m facing.” 
 
      
 
    Four Xu’dwg’hkkk Beasts left, including the Alpha. The Brothers left three of the Xuds as corpses. Unfortunately, each of these monsters has high 40s, low 50s levels and the Alpha is a mid-50 Alpha. The Yerick or my old team, we could have taken all four. I don’t trust my chances with Jim and his friends, not in a straight fight. 
 
    The Xuds are each around thirty feet long, clad in blue scales, with an extremely long neck, a stub of a tail, and a horn that rises from its head. The scales absorb energy beams, redirecting any electrical energy they receive to their horns, making the monsters nearly impervious to energy weaponry. Not a problem for Jim, since his team still sticks to slug throwers, but since I wield a beam rifle, I’ll either have to stick to magic or get in close. No puppies to aid me this time. 
 
    By the time Ali has finished explaining what we’re facing and described the Xuds to Jim, he and his friends are looking a little worried.  
 
    “Can we?” Jim asks. 
 
    “Not directly,” I answer, thinking furiously. I pull up the map, looking for an answer, but find no convenient gullies, caves, or terrain features to aid us. “Ali?” 
 
    “Nothing. Usual assortment of spike elms, sticky pine, and some new bladed asp leaves, but nothing that’ll kill the Xuds,” Ali answers, knowing what I want. 
 
    Jim looks grim for a moment before his gaze slips to his friends. At last, he shakes his head and I see his friends relax. 
 
    “You guys should get going,” I say. 
 
    “You’re not coming?” 
 
    “No. I’ve got a lesson to be teaching.” 
 
    “John, you can’t be serious,” Jim says gruffly. “That’s suicidal.” 
 
    “Maybe. Don’t worry about it. I’m not one of your charges, and this, this is what I do,” I say, a smile pulling on my face. Oh yes, this is what I do. 
 
    Jim hesitates, looking conflicted before he shakes his head finally. “No. I’m staying.” 
 
    “No. You’re not. You’ve got a grandchild and others waiting on you. Go home. Take care of them. Do the right thing. The smart thing.” 
 
    Jim’s face hardens, getting mulish until his friend puts a hand on his arm and whispers something. Since I don’t speak Southern Tutchone, I don’t know what is said, but it’s enough to make Jim relent.  
 
    “Don’t die,” he says. 
 
    “Not the plan.” I point at his rifle. “I do want to borrow that though. And any ammunition you have.” 
 
    Ali stays silent for a few minutes after Jim and the group depart, then he berates me. “Do we have to do this every Goblin’s vomit time? And what kind of insanity have you thought of this time? Going to call a dragon to eat them? Or maybe a Troll?” 
 
    “No. I’m going to do this myself.” I absently heft the weapon Jim has provided me. Nice little slug thrower, fully powered by a Mana engine with armor piercing rounds and a decent scope. 
 
    “Oooh, you going to stab them to death? Shoot them with your pea shooter?” 
 
    “No.” I smile. “Relax. I have a plan.” 
 
    “I really, really am growing to hate those words,” Ali says out loud, and I grin at the little Spirit. 
 
      
 
    This is not a smart plan. This isn’t even a particularly creative plan. It takes hours of setup, hours of backbreaking labor, most of which Ali spends telling me how wasteful an activity all this is. I eventually threaten him with banishment to shut him up. Finally, I’m ready. 
 
    I sneak up on the monsters, getting close enough that I can eyeball them from a distance. 
 
      
 
    Xu’dwg’hkkk Beast (Level 48) 
 
    HP: 2880/2880 
 
      
 
    Xu’dwg’hkkk Beast - Alpha (Level 55) 
 
    HP: 3780/3780 
 
      
 
    Get close enough to see them. Aim and fire, targeting the eyes, and hope to blind them. At the end of the day, the goal is to get their attention and make them chase me. Run, spin, and shoot when they get bored. Dodge the blasts of electricity and be grateful for the stupid Lightning Squirrels upping my resistance when I do get hit. 
 
    Run, duck, dodge, and fight, keep moving to the target location. Thankfully, it’s not too far, and even more thankfully, unthinking aggression is something the System seems to favor in its monsters. X marks the spot and I’m finally here with a hundred-meter lead. Simple. 
 
    X is a steep cliff, about five meters above a small forested clearing. The cliff’s not high enough for it to hurt if they fell off the edge normally, but it’s high enough for my purpose. I leap off the cliff, slam into the ground, and spin, calling forth my sword and a Blade Strike at the same time. The Xuds follow, getting ready to jump, the Alpha already charging up another shot. 
 
    I’m not targeting them though—I’m targeting the cliff face. Or more specifically, I’m targeting the remaining columns of stone and earth that hold up the cliff. I hit them, one after the other, with my Blade Strikes as the creatures get ready to jump, their weight and the weakened structures giving way into a mini landslide. 
 
    That’s when they get to learn about my second surprise underneath the ground of the clearing. I’d considered leaving the ground as an open pit, but I wasn’t entirely sure the landslide would work. If it didn’t, at least if the pit was covered, they might still jump. As it stands, the monsters, the remains of the cliff, and the light covering I placed over the pit all crash into the deep, deep hole I’ve dug. 
 
    I hate manual labor. I really do. I had to cut down a tree to make an improvised shovel just so that I could dig into the ground and the cliff before I could take the clumps of dirt into my Altered Space. Once that was filled, I had to dump the accumulated dirt a distance away and repeat the process. The good news is that my altered attributes made the manual labor tedious, not impossible. The bad news is that even with never-ending Stamina, just to make this happen before the end of the day, I had to add another point to my Altered Space. That gave me a much larger dimensional space and gave Ali a higher degree of control over it too. It made the work much easier, especially since I needed a pit big enough to fit four thirty-foot-long monsters. 
 
    The dust-filled air when the landslide eventually stops is enough to make me cough. When I peer inside, the Xuds are still moving, attempting to climb up. I decide to put a stop to that.  
 
    “Ali?” 
 
    The Spirit flies up high into the air and concentrates, pulling open my Altered Space right next to himself and dropping its contents inside. Stone and chopped trees rain down, smashing into the monsters. The moment the space is empty, Ali flits off to collect more while I cast my Fireball Spell inside to distract the monsters.  
 
    We bury the Xuds alive, their bodies pounded under tons of earth and rock, unable to get enough of a purchase to climb out. When we finally get the last notification of their deaths, all that can be seen is a small depression filled with churned earth and stone. I mentally message Ali then turn back to collect the remains of the Brotherhood.

They aren’t particularly well known as smiths though, not any more than any other sentients. The Clans hire out as mercenaries, like the Hakarta. And yeah, Gimsar and Hakarta don’t like each other—mostly because they’re always fighting over the same contracts.” 
 
    By this time, Mikito has returned and is eyeing the group as well. She does so blatantly, but I figure that’s fair—more than one Dwarf is giving her a look-over. Of course, their regard is much more lecherous, but I figure Mikito can handle these guys. They’re all around our level after all. 
 
    “Dwarves?” 
 
    “Yup. Other than not being smiths and mostly acting as Mercenaries, Ali says the Mana translation worked,” I reply, and Mikito nods.  
 
    Mana translation—the term that Ali has used to explain why so many creatures from our mythology are making an appearance. Basically put, because Mana often collects in small amounts in non-System worlds, the System can send packets of information into the consciousness of the sentients of those worlds to prepare them for eventual initiation. Unfortunately, due to the low level of Mana in those worlds, it’s quite common for the data packets to be significantly corrupted. Thus the Mana translation problem and why certain myths only appear in certain parts of the world—most packets are too fragmented to be picked up by the entire populace. 
 
    Richard comes back, looks at the Dwarves, and I have to repeat the explanation.  
 
    He nods before gesturing out of the city. “Jason says he’ll be happy for us to hunt around Carcross. We’re, of course, welcome to stay. However, he and Gadsby won’t be leaving the town. In fact, Gadsby is taking a page out of our book and is busy training up more people.” 
 
    I frown. “So who do we have?”  
 
    “Rachel, Aiden, Amelia, and the three of us,” Richard answers immediately. “We really need the Yerick.” 
 
    I find myself nodding with Mikito. I almost consider going over to see if I can wheedle Jason a bit to come with, but that’s probably a bad idea. He’s stepping up, trying to fill in the gap left by his mother’s death. Asking him to join us on a dungeon delve when he’s turned us down already is just selfish. 
 
    “Okay. Let’s hunt,” Mikito says before suiting actions to words and climbing into the truck.  
 
    I blink, startling at the abrupt transition before I sigh and roll Sabre around. Lady’s right. We might as well do what hunting we can. 
 
      
 
    After a brief discussion, we decide against hunting for meat and go for the kill—looting for System-generated items without picking up the corpses, outside a few bodies that I dump into my Altered Space because they’re too good to leave aside. Instead, we focus on clearing as large an area as we can. 
 
    Funny thing—Lightning Squirrels are really easy to deal with when they aren’t backed up by a Boss and you’ve got a trio of fast-moving, savage dogs. We even manage to track down a pair of other Bosses. The first Orel kills, dropping from the sky to latch his claws around the Boss’s hairy, ape-like body and lifting it into the sky. The ape-creatures the Boss was directing become a lot easier to deal with without its leadership. We’re in the midst of mopping them up when Orel drops their leader’s body into the group, splattering them and us with its innards. I have a feeling we’re not getting a Christmas card from Jane Goodall this year. 
 
    The second Boss fight is probably one Mikito never wants to be reminded of. Snow Geese are evil, nasty, vicious creatures and that was before they were evolved by the System. We end up standing back to back as they literally try to shit us to death, their waste being not only toxic to the touch but to the smell. I was fine in my Sabre, completely sealed away from the smell. Richard had a resistance he gained from his class—I guess when your puppies are the size of a pony, their excretions are spectacular too. Mikito spent the entire fight puking her guts out with Bella curled up next to her though.  
 
    Luckily, I could throw Sabre’s shield over her body to ensure none of the waste landed on her directly while she was incapacitated. Richard and I spent the rest of the fight using our respective firearms to cripple the birds, bringing them down low enough for the puppies to finish them off.  
 
    Orel and Ali took care of the Boss in the air while we dealt with the minions. The aerial dogfight was rather amazing to watch, since we really couldn’t do much to help. The Boss might be tough, poisonous, and fast, but it didn’t stand a chance against Orel once its minions were whittled down. 
 
    All in all, it took us over a day and a half to get everything sorted and roll back into Whitehorse. When we get back, I find Capstan a bit grumpy with me. I guess leaving a note asking him to speak with me and not being in town for a few days could be considered bad manners, but he gets over it pretty fast when I tell him about the dungeon. When I explain how I found it and why, he gets grumpy again until I point out that Mikito and Richard were my original party. Yeesh! You’d think a guy who’s nearly ten feet tall and can bench press a tank would be less sensitive. 
 
    At the end of the day though, he agrees to come along. I can understand that entirely—the experience bonus from completing a dungeon the first time, along with the first completion bonus, is significant. I understand that motivation; after all, I’m so close to hitting level 30.

A small image appears in front of everyone with the Shop-purchased data on the Frakin, though he summarizes for the slow readers. “The Frakin are highly resistant to poison, extreme cold, and high temperatures, and yes, carbon dioxide poisoning. Fire and Ice spells will be less useful than normal, and their chitin requires significant force to pierce, so crushing attacks are best.” He nods to the Yerick, who have switched out their usual axes for giant hammers. “Beam weapons work but are, again, resisted.” 
 
    I wave at Capstan. “Capstan is leading this group. He’s got the most experience at hitting dungeons, so he’ll be in overall command. Nelia’s second, then it’s me, Tahar, Richard, Mikito, and Aron in that order. If you aren’t out yet by the time Aron is dead, I’d recommend running like hell.” 
 
    There are a few grim laughs at that. Rachel and Aiden look a bit green, while Amelia seems unperturbed to be left out of the list.  
 
    I wait for everyone to calm down before I look around the group, my voice hardening. “This is the toughest dungeon we’ve run across, and it’s quite possible we might not be able to clear it yet. There’s no shame about backing out, and if anyone feels like it’s time to pull out, we’ll do so. This isn’t a game—we get no respawns.” 
 
    The humans, of course, nod at that. The Yerick mostly look confused but nod along to the sentiment. I nod to Capstan, and he takes over. 
 
    “The Redeemer shall be on point with Tahar and Mikito behind him. The dogs and I shall be the second line while Nelia and the mages and Richard are behind. Lastly, Amelia and Aron are our rearguard. Listen to our orders. Keep your spells and weapons to individual targets unless we tell you otherwise. Questions?” 
 
    Amelia raises a hand. “Who’s the Redeemer?” 
 
    “That’d be boy-o.” Ali points at me, sniggering. 
 
    I sigh and add, “It’s a Title.” 
 
    “Oh.” Amelia nods and falls silent.  
 
    Seeing no other questions, Capstan nods to me, and I turn and walk into the dungeon entrance. Walk into one limestone cave, you’ve walked into them all. This wasn’t even that large a limestone cavern, about twenty feet by thirty. Stalagmites and stalactites abound, though most are pretty small, leaving the cave relatively barren-looking. At the end of the cave is an exit, which we’d explored and were run off from such a short time ago. On our right, halfway down the cave, is an as-yet-unexplored passageway. 
 
    Once I’m inside the first cavern, I open up with luminescent bullets to ensure everyone can see without a problem. We’d debated trying to sneak in, but with such a large group, there really wasn’t a point. While the amount of light some of the bioluminescent moss in the caves provides is enough for the Frakin, it definitely isn’t for us.  
 
    Capstan snaps an order to Aron, who moves immediately to the unexplored entrance and drops a small device in front of it. It’s a mini-drone that acts as a combination alarm, weapon platform, and shield generator and will let us know if something tries to flank us. At least, that’s the theory. Our rear secure, he waves me forward and I get moving. 
 
    I’m watchful but relaxed, Ali having headed deeper in Spirit mode to keep an eye out for potential trouble. I see the vast glow of red dots in the cave down the passageway, but there’s no movement yet. I raise my hand, reporting in, and Capstan gives me a short nod as we set the first part of the plan into motion. We wait, since it takes time for the drones to get in position. 
 
    “John?”  
 
    I turn, looking down at the hand that rests lightly on my armor unnoticed.  
 
    Having gotten my attention, Rachel drops it. “Thank you. For trying.” 
 
    I flinch slightly, glad she can’t see my face beneath the helmet. I consider Rachel quietly for a moment, her eyes are still sunken and haunted. There’s none of that self-assurance I saw in her when we first met months ago.  
 
    I have to ask, “You up for this?” 
 
    “I think so,” she replies, her expression firming. “I have to be, don’t I?” 
 
    I don’t have time to reply. The drones are finally in place, waiting. Capstan gives a nod, and Aiden pulls an Earthen Wall into place around the entrance. It’s enough to alert the Frakin, and the swarm begins to converge on us. Last time, we managed to make it about three quarters of the way down the first passageway before they swarmed us. If they’d waited till we were actually in the cave, we’d have been dead. 
 
    I watch the dots stream toward us on the minimap, wondering when Ali will talk and getting more and more nervous.  
 
    The first Frakin are already in the tunnel entrance, all of them clustering around and trying to get to us when he finally sends word. “Now.” 
 
    I trigger the drones with a savage grin. These are modified firefighting drones, and instead of water or fire-retardant foam, they’re carrying acid. Nasty stuff that sprays out behind the drones and onto the horde of clustered monsters as they rush us. I almost believe I can hear them scream as the acid eats into their armor and skin. No real time for celebration though, because it’s a short corridor and the first of the Frakin reach us quickly. 
 
    The Frakin can only fit three in a line, and that means their greater numbers aren’t as useful. As the monsters rush us, I focus and swing my sword, using Blade Strike to send a screaming blue wave of destruction into my enemies. The Blade Strike shatters carapaces, forcing the monsters to pause long enough for the second Strike to injure and cripple. Their friends don’t wait, clambering over the injured monsters and continuing their headlong rush. 
 
    Tahar lets loose a moment later with his beam rifle on full auto. Blueish-white energy plays across the fronts of the monsters, cutting apart shells and cooking exposed flesh. The monsters rushing us don’t care, charging through the beams and my next Blade Strike as if they are nothing, intent on killing us. 
 
    “Wall!” roars Capstan. 
 
    The mages finally act. Rachel is faster, the ice wall she’s held ready to cast slamming into existence ten meters ahead of us. Aiden backs her wall up with one of made of earth, suddenly cutting the vanguard from the rest of the swarm. 
 
    “Charge!” Capstan barks, and Mikito moves.  
 
    One second she’s next to us, the next she’s ahead of Tahar, whose rifle has finally run out of charge, and stabbing her polearm into the first monster. The puppies flow without hesitation into the gap that she creates in the line, Max flickering ahead to join Mikito in her attack. Another monster attempts to flank her, and Max bites down, hard, and rips off a leg before flickering back and away from the stinger counterattack. Bella charges in, grabbing the stinger in her System-enhanced teeth and shattering the appendage before retreating backward. Shadow can’t fit in behind the pair, but that’s okay, since its shadow can. When a claw swings at Bella, it gets caught and held by the shadow as the puppy flexes its power. 
 
    Tahar rushes down his side, literally running up the side of the wall for a moment to get around the puppies and get to his own target. Capstan takes a much more direct route, launching himself over the frontline, his hammer held between both hands. Blocked, I have no target, so I step backward, letting others get a view while I check on my drones. 
 
    All three drones are undamaged, but their payload is empty now. They’ve taken to their secondary orders, which involve sticking as far up on the ceiling as possible at different locations through the cavern. This gives me a wide view of the cavern while drawing the angry Frakin to different spots. Sadly, none of the Frakin are dead from the acid alone, but many of those caught in the overlap of the acid sprays look much the worse for wear. Damn it! We were hoping to reduce their numbers significantly before we had to finish this. 
 
    Turning my attention back to the fight in front of me, I see Mikito caught in a claw and smashed into a wall. The monster is crushing her while Bella is kept back by the other claw. The only good news is that Mikito managed to lop off its stinger before it caught her. As I raise the Inlin’s barrel on my arm, an earth spike shoves upward and spears the monster, forcing it to open its claw spasmodically. The distraction is all Bella needs to get in close and rip the offending claw away from its body, ending the monster as a threat.  
 
    As the earth spear retracts to give us room to fight, I rush forward, jumping to close the distance. There’s not much clearance, so I’ve got only a moment to judge what is going on before I land. Capstan is fighting two of the monsters, easily holding his own, while Tahar is smashing apart another monster. The other puppies have taken a series of wounds, including a yellowish, deep gash down Max’s side that I don’t like the look of. 
 
    I land and open fire with the Inlin, switching to full auto for a moment to spray the monsters and those behind, projectiles drilling through armored carapaces and leaving gaping wounds. Unfortunately, it’s only seconds before I run dry and have to get medieval. 
 
    After a sharp whistle, the huskies pull back, letting the mages land a series of fast, targeted spells at the remaining monsters. Their attacks give the melee fighters a moment’s respite, enough for most of us to kill our remaining opponents. A healed Mikito flashes forward to back up Capstan, sliding underneath his swings with ease. We have a few seconds to savor our victory over the vanguard before a claw punches through the earth wall.  
 
    Here we go again.  
 
      
 
    A good thirty minutes later, we’ve had to retreat all the way into the original cavern. Not because we can’t beat the damn Frakin but because the bodies keep piling up such that it gets difficult to fight. We got into a rhythm halfway in, getting comfortable trading people in and out so that no one ran out of Stamina. A lot less of a problem for me and Capstan, but the others had started to slow down as the monsters kept coming and coming.  
 
    I even had to light up the entire room once with a Lightning Strike, dumping nearly the entirety of my Mana into the monsters to give us a break. Beautiful thing about electricity—most creatures really can’t move much when you’re frying them. 
 
    In the end, no one died and we finally get back into the first cavern. We take the time to rest and loot while Ali and our drones are sent to scout out the exits we’ve found. He can’t go far, not in a dungeon, but between him and the drones, we begin to build a map of the dungeon and the threats we face. 
 
      
 
    “Capstan?” I wave and send the slowly growing map out to him. I couldn’t get the drones too far from Sabre—the high level of Mana in the dungeon meant that the signal broke down too fast. Technically, the drones all have on-board software that could map the entire dungeon for me, but that’s assuming they don’t run into anything particularly tricky. 
 
    The big Yerick stares at the map before he flicks his hand, sending it to Nelia and Richard, while I call the drones back. They’re close to their limit, and if we’re going to make a decision about what to do next, I want them here. 
 
    “We doing door number one, two, or three!” Ali intones, pointing at each dark passageway in turn. As he speaks, he lights them up with different colors, though I’m pretty sure that’s only for me.  
 
    The large cavern that we rest in has been set up with additional lights by the Yerick and mages, giving us a base we can fall back on if necessary. Following my example from our previous escape, Richard has even taken the time to mine the exit with Claymores and an anti-gravity mine so that if we need to run, we’ve got a bloody distraction. 
 
    Capstan shoots the Spirit an annoyed look before he points at door number two. The moment he does so, Aron runs over to the passageway to pull the guard drone back into his inventory. I grunt, mentally making a note to pick some of those up when I can afford it. 
 
    As I walk over to the indicated passageway, I pass by where Amelia and Mikito quietly chat. 
 
    “Did Una get mad at you?” Mikito says. 
 
    “Yeah, she really hated me leaving. Says that policing is safer than Adventuring any day,” Amelia says huffily. “She doesn’t want to understand that I have to Level to stay ahead of the idiots.” 
 
    “I know,” Mikito replies. 
 
    Then I’m past the pair, staring into the darkness. I fire a single luminescent orb, watching it light up the passageway. I know why Capstan chose this one—for one thing, there’s actually enough clearance for the Yerick to stand straight. Not much chance of that in Option 3, and Option 1 has a tendency to get tight across the shoulders. Still, I have a bad feeling about this. 
 
      
 
    “Why aren’t they coming?” Aiden mutters nervously.  
 
    Aron hisses at the mage and he shuts up, but I don’t blame Aiden at all. He’s just saying what we’re all thinking. 
 
    Where we stand a hundred meters from the next cavern, the Frakin should have heard us by now. They should know we’re here and they should be charging us. Instead, they’re doing nothing, just sitting there. I can’t tell for sure, with the low-light vision of the drones, but there’s something wrong with the way they look, something I can’t exactly put my finger on. 
 
    “Redeemer, send Ali to roust them,” Capstan growls finally and I nod, sending the mental request to Ali. 
 
    “You know, boy-o, I can get hurt. Goblins, other Spirits, spells, elementals… all those things can injure me,” Ali grumbles, beginning to do his light trick. 
 
    “Yeah, but not Frakin, right?” I point out and wait for a few more seconds. “Anything?” 
 
    “Well, a pair of the bastards looked at me and lobbed something, but none of them are moving,” Ali says. 
 
    I report the results back to Capstan. He lets out a growl, his eyes tightening. I don’t much like it either—when monsters stop being super-aggressive, it means they’re smart. Smart monsters are bad. Smart monsters are dangerous. 
 
    Finally, Capstan taps Tahar’s shoulder and waves him back. Capstan walks forward till he’s shoulder to shoulder with me. “The Redeemer and I shall proceed first. The rest of you, stay back.” 
 
    Great. Just great. I walk forward with Capstan, both of us doing our best to be quiet even though it’s probably utterly useless. Just because I have the best armor and a ton of health, I get to be the guinea pig. At least Capstan is with me. 
 
    When we reach the entrance, the Frakin all turn toward us and my minimap blooms. Creatures that were hidden before, that ignored even Ali when he was doing his light show move, suddenly appear. Capstan and I just stare at the Frakin and they back at us, neither of us willing to move.  
 
    I’m wondering how the hell we missed this, how the monsters could avoid detection by Ali, when Capstan mutters, “Sixty-seven.” 
 
    “Huh?” 
 
    “There are sixty-seven Frakin. Levels are the usual, but they are red,” Capstan says, the Yerick seemingly perfectly calm. His tone, his professionalism pulls me back to the present, and I actually look. 
 
    “That’s a lot…” I frown, then mutter to Ali, “Any data on the color?” 
 
    “Incendiary. Don’t use fire,” Ali says after a moment, shaking his head. “Sorry, boy-o, they fooled me. Something in here was hiding them from me.” 
 
    “Why aren’t they charging us?” I growl softly. 
 
    Capstan shakes his head. He jerks his head upward after a moment, his lips snarling. “They’re flanking us. Aron just commed—two of our drones are under attack. We have to retreat.” He steps backward and freezes as the Frakin rustle.  
 
    Jesus, these guys by themselves could probably rush us all and finish us—they have to flank us too? 
 
    “I don’t think they want us to leave…” I eye the monsters, my mind flicking over options. We move, these guys light us up and charge us. We don’t move, their friends sweep in behind us and take us and then these guys will light us up anyway. We need them frozen, held here which means… “Oh hell. On my word, Capstan, run.”  
 
    “Redeemer,” Capstan growls softly, and I shake my head. 
 
    “No time. You can get my friends out, and I’ve got the mecha. I’ll light these guys up with everything I have and you get running. I’ve got a few tricks up my sleeve, so you just get my friends out,” I say, my voice strangely calm. I’m not angry, surprisingly. What’s there to be angry about? What is, is.  
 
    “Honor to your family,” Capstan growls. 
 
    I nod, recalling Ali to me and dropping the drones back into my inventory. No need for them to get wrecked. From the corners of my eyes, I see the group already retreating, backing off to where we came from, but they’re going to hit opposition any moment now. I mentally issue a command to the suit, letting it inject every single potion of regeneration into my system before I replace them via my Skill with instant heal potions. I’m as ready as I am going to get, which means… 
 
    Now. I trigger the missile launcher, dumping the full load in one wave. Twelve high explosive missiles sent direct into the cavern. The moment I make my move, I see Capstan sprinting away. I take a short hop backward again and again, even as the Frakin open fire, tiny balls of plasma flashing from their stingers. 
 
    Then my missiles land and explode and the blast wave is enough to pick me up and throw me backward onto my butt. Sabre’s already cycling and reloading, but I don’t have time for that because the Frakin are rushing the entrance. Seated, I bring my hand up and open up with the Inlin, lobbing armor piercing rounds downrange as fast as I can target a new monster. Five seconds and I’m dry.  
 
    Lightning next, a spell that I’ve used so often, the spell formations are second nature to me. I feel myself reaching into it, altering the structure of the spell in a way that has nothing to do with the System, enhancing it with my Affinity, even as Ali ducks overs and helps. We throw electricity and death down the cavern hallway. All the while, plasma lands around us, burning through armor and circuity in search of my flesh. 
 
    We bring death, and for a time, it’s enough. The missiles killed a bunch. The electricity strikes stun and eventually kill the vanguard. When the vanguard dies, I wait a moment for the monsters to clump together again before I loose another wave of missiles, backing off a bit and hunkering under the blast wave before backing off further. I repeat the shoot-and-lightning process once more and start feeling light-headed, my Mana down to nearly fifteen percent. 
 
    Pain as plasma sears my skins, the temperature in the cavern so intense, it cuts through my battle haze. Without my Resistances, without Sabre, I’d be dead already. Sabre whines and cycles, attempting to fix itself and load my weapons, but there’s only so much it can do. I reach into my inventory with a thought and drop a portable shield generator, activating it with a flick of a hand before I run away. It lasts for three seconds before it blows. 
 
    By then I’ve dropped a second generator. Outside of the punishing heat, the second generator lasts seven seconds before the plasma bolts tear the shielding apart. Five thousand Credits each time, all gone. I can’t even mourn it as I hit the spot where the team planted the Chaos mines in the vain hope I could get there. Ali’s zipped right ahead of those, not wanting to get caught when I release them. I don’t want to be there either—Chaos mines are powerful but cheap. You never know what you’ll get.  
 
    “John!” Ali screams and flashes the map up to me as we take the next corner.  
 
    I see it—the others are caught, stuck in a bottleneck, unable to push past the monsters that clog the exit. I stick my head around the corner, back the way we came. 
 
    The Chaos mines go off and maybe we’re lucky, but they rip open a portal and tentacles of lurid yellow and pink stick out, grabbing and pulling in Frakin. There’s something in there, something that even with my mental resistances, I can’t see, can’t comprehend. Or maybe it’s because of the mental resistances that I can’t comprehend what’s in there. 
 
    “Shield up. NOW,” snaps Ali. 
 
    I comply, then suddenly my eyes are filled with notifications. 
 
      
 
    Level Up!  
 
    You have reached Level 30 as an Erethran Honor Guard. Stat Points automatically distributed. You have 6 Free Attribute Points to distribute. You have 6 Class Skills to distribute. 
 
      
 
    I’ve been saving my points, my Class Skills for a rainy day and for Level 30. I might not have much time to use it, but I’ll be damned if I don’t see what I can do.     “Corner,” snaps Ali. 
 
    I trigger Blink Step and cut across the corner. I snap the Shield off the moment I’m away. 
 
    “Sticky grenades!”  
 
    I pull and throw. I bounce three around the edges, following the lines of power that Ali drops into my vision. The explosion is muted, and for a few moments, silence holds as the creatures struggle. 
 
    “Polar zone,” is the next command from the diminutive olive-complexion Spirit who hovers and plays eyes for me.  
 
    I spin around the corner, raising my hand and casting the spell. The glue-cement mixture that makes up the grenades is already melting and burning in the residual heat. I let the spell loose, and the fires go out, the glue hardening again. Resistant to heat and cold or not, the Frakin aren’t used to sudden temperature changes and their carapaces shatter, exposing yellow flesh to the cold. 
 
    A mental command and the barely regenerated shield in Sabre flickers to life before me. I open fire with the Inlin, each shot shattering frozen flesh and scattering limbs. Bodies pile up and monsters die, but the next wave is already here, firing plasma bolts at me. I spin back around the corner as a plasma bolt burns through Sabre’s shield and its armor into my stomach. I groan, the fire quenched in my flesh, and I thank the vagaries of the System even as my health drops precariously. I trigger the potions, watching my health shoot up as my Mana refreshes itself. Unfortunately, the instantaneous potions only work a couple of times a day, after which they lose all effectiveness. 
 
    Between the initial health regeneration potion, my spell of Greater Regeneration, and my Skill Body’s Resolve, I can literally see my body stitch itself together. It’s a battle of attrition now, and even with all my Class Skills allocated and Ali watching and calculating, all I’m doing is buying seconds. 
 
    “Missiles!” Ali chants. 
 
    I snap around the corner, Soul Shield triggered. I open up with the missiles, my last full load, and watch as they fly out, shattering bodies and splintering rock. The dungeon’s walls crack and shatter but they don’t come down, and I snap back around my corner. The monsters are barely five feet away now. I skip back a few steps, wishing that the dungeon hadn’t reinforced the structure of the walls. It’d be so easy if we could bring the walls down… 
 
    One, two, three seconds as the monsters recover and race across the ground, skimming over the dead bodies of their comrades. I pull out my sword and set myself, waiting. Health about a quarter, Mana nearly all gone. I have enough Mana to trigger Soul Shield one last time and then... and then it’s over. I stop looking, knowing there’s no point. I can buy them a few more seconds, so that’s all that I can do. 
 
    “Incoming,” Ali intones. 
 
    I meet the first Frakin as it skitters around the corner, its legs attempting to find purchase as it makes the turn. Time to finish this. 
 
      
 
    The sunlight of the exit is the best damn thing I’ve felt in ages. I walk out, helmet down as I soak in the liquid happiness, under-armor burnt to a crisp on my body. Sabre is stored in my Altered Space, so damaged that its actuators no longer work. I look around, the Frakin scrambling left and right as they sweep the exit and the surroundings, and I shake my head. 
 
    “Best get moving, boy-o, you’ve only got another minute left,” Ali intones and I grunt. 
 
    “Give me a break,” I mutter. 
 
    Then I lurch ahead, the burnt shell of my right leg barely wanting to move. It doesn’t help that my balance is completely thrown off by the fact that I’m missing everything from my left arm down, the casualty of a too slow dodge. It’s only some Adventure-strength painkillers and a hell of a lot of willpower that keeps me on my feet as my body works to stitch me together. I pass right through the Frakin in front of me, the counter in my left eye ticking down the time I have left on the QSM.  
 
    As I told Capstan, I’ve got a few tricks left up my sleeve. 
 
      
 
    Finding the group is easy—the rally point was the same spot we found ourselves the last time. I’m half-healed by the time I make my way to them, and as always, it’s the puppies who note me first. Shadow hits me so hard, he knocks me over, and I find myself being assaulted by wet tongues. Trust me, a pony-sized puppy has a very big and wet tongue. 
 
    Eventually the Huskies are pulled away and I’m dragged to my feet by my friends, everyone looking a bit shocked. I let my eyes survey the group, assessing the damage. 
 
    “Again, Richard?” I blink, staring at his missing foot.  
 
    He nods slightly, glancing at the stump of my arm, which is slowly reforming. Amelia is seated next to him, a pale pink shroud covering her upper body as replacement skin. She seems unconcerned by the pain, drinking from a water bottle, but her slightly too large pupils tell me she’s drugged out of her mind. Most of Mikito’s armor and clothing has been burnt off, the shreds not even covering her dignity. The normally reserved Japanese lady is so tired, she doesn’t even care. Rachel’s missing most of her hair and is dressed in civilian clothing while Aiden… well, Aiden looks fine actually.  
 
    As bad as the humans look, the remaining Yerick are even worse for wear. None of the Yerick seems to have any fur left, most of it burnt to a crisp, and Nelia seem to be missing one of her horns. Aron lies on the ground, bare-chested as his flesh slowly knits over exposed bone, the side of his face bandaged. Capstan, on the other hand, looks to have been in the blender. There’s so much blood, some of it still leaking from him, that I can’t tell where the injuries start and his skin ends. That he’s still standing is freaking impressive. When I raise an eyebrow at Capstan, he just shakes his head.  
 
    Thousand hells. I close my eyes for a second, feeling frustration boil out of me before I push it down. Not right now, we’re still too close. Later, later, I can process my feelings about losing another. 
 
      
 
    On the way back, my body curled up against the puppies in the back of the truck, I take the time to review the piled up notifications. 
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    The Body’s Resolve (Level 3) 
 
    Effect: Increase natural health regeneration by 35%. On-going health status effects reduced by 33%. Honor Guard may now regenerate lost limbs. Mana regeneration reduced by 15 Mana per minute permanently. 
 
      
 
    Soul Shield (Level 2) 
 
    Effect: Creates a manipulatable shield to cover the caster’s or target’s body. Shield has 1,000 Hit Points.  
 
    Cost: 250 Mana 
 
      
 
    Blink Step (Level 2) 
 
    Effect: Instantaneous teleportation via line of sight. May include Spirit’s line of sight. Maximum range—500 meters. 
 
    Cost: 100 Mana 
 
      
 
    I wince again at the low, low Mana regeneration rates. Gods, I’m going to have that get fixed at some point, but without increasing my passive healing, I’d be a lot deader. Thank the gods that the System has more than one way to get your body patched fully. I admit, I’m a little curious to see what Mana Shield is like, but I’ll need to dedicate my Class Skill points to Thousand Blades before I have chance to check it out. For now though, I’m happy enough to just chill till we arrive home. 
 
      
 
    We are a sad and sorry lot by the time we get back to Whitehorse. Most of us have lost our armor, and there are more than few missing limbs in the group.  
 
    As we reach the Yerick’s compound first, Capstan turns to each of us. “Tonight, we hold a memorial for Tahar. As blood companions, you are invited.” 
 
    Nods and assurances of our presence are given in short order before the rest of us make our way farther into town. Amelia and Richard head directly for the Shop, Mikito helping them along. Aiden breaks away, begging off to his apartment, and suddenly, it’s just Ali and me. 
 
    I stare at the buildings, watching people walk without seeing them. We lost. Again. Even with more people, even knowing what we were walking into, we lost. 
 
    “John,” Ali speaks, jerking me out of my morose brooding. 
 
    “Yes?” 
 
    “I grabbed a body. I want you to drop it off with Sally,” Ali sends to me, and I frown, looking at the Spirit. He doesn’t mean for us to… “Well, we moving or not?”

    There’s more, a lot more, in the information I purchased from the Shop, detailing everything from biological details to past encounters with the Spores. Thankfully, it seems that the Onlivik Spores can’t invade System-protected host bodies—at least, not any with any decent amount of Willpower and Constitution. Still, I’m not going to take a chance that we’re all clear, which is why perusing data at the Shop is kept to a minimum. I only stop long enough to get the details on the Spores and how to clear out an infection if there is one among us.

    Capstan’s lips curl up, a low rumble beginning in his chest. 
 
    “Tell your woman to shut up,” Fred snaps. 
 
    Capstan moves, surging forward. It is only Vir who manages to make Capstan stop, his body braced against the larger Adventurer.  
 
    Fred’s eyes glint in triumph as he adds, “It’s all about violence with you aliens.” 
 
    “Enough!” I roar, making my presence known. Gods, I wish I had an Aura or something to make my point, but maybe my reputation of being a complete psychopath will do. “Capstan, you need to stand down.” 
 
    The First Fist turns to me, lips drawn as he snarls. “I expected more from you, Redeemer. You protect these humans?”

When the Frakin are told to attack, the ripple happens at the back and flows outward to the front, the passage of the command so fast it’s barely noticeable even with my enhanced attributes. At the same time, I spot a stutter in the movements on the map. It happens when I Blink, when I shift positions in an instant. That stutter happens when the Frakin are attempting to reacquire me.

    Capstan speaks next, his voice a low rumble. “The Yerick can send three Adventuring parties.” 
 
    “I’ll speak with Xev to see what it can contribute, but I can outfit a lot of people with potions,” Sally pipes up, her normally cheerful demeanor extremely serious now. 
 
    I watch this play out, and a part of me wilts at how mundane it all seems. A part of me expected orchestral music, grand speeches, and declarations of bravery. Instead, we get a boardroom with the clink of ice water and dry allocations of resources and studied consideration.     “For myself? No. There is nothing to be gained by joining you or staying if you fail. My duty is to my people,” Bill says.  
 
    Others begin to argue with him, all to be shut down by a light rap on the table by Vir. “Adventurer Cross,” Vir says. 
 
    Bill’s jaw clenches slightly, the muscles flexing as he readies himself for another attack.

    I stay silent—as does Bill, who sulks in his seat—as the others plan what we need. Names are thrown out—some familiar, some less so—as additional help for the fight is debated. All the while, I remember the hundreds of Frakin that wait for us. 
 
    “We don’t have enough, do we, boy-o?” Ali sends to me as he spots my face. 
 
    “No, not yet.” Not yet. 
 
      
 
    “It is unusual for a spy to request to speak with me directly,” Labashi says as we sit down at my fort, the grounds nicely clear.

    “How do you do it? I want to… I want to be braver, but I can’t,” he whispers. 
 
    “You’re asking the wrong person.” I don’t turn around as I stop in the doorway, a hand on the doorframe. “From my viewpoint, you’re plenty brave.” 
 
    He laughs bitterly, and I leave before he can recover and realize I never answered his question. I don’t have an answer for him, at least not the one he’s looking for. How do I tell him that it’s not because I’m brave but because I’m too fucking scared and angry to stop? How do I tell him that every time I stop and think, I see Haines Junction, or that damn village in the middle of nowhere, or Tahar?  
 
    I walk outside into the sunlight and shake my head. No, I have no answer for Aiden. His reaction is the sensible one. Mine—well, mine’s certifiable. 
 
      
 
    “We don’t have enough people,” Jim states again, his fingers tapping the 3-D map of the dungeon and the surrounding areas.  
 
    We don’t have a lot of the actual dungeon mapped, and all of what we do have comes from my drones which, frankly, is rather worrying. A major recent change to the area is the battlements and walls now surrounding the dungeon entrance, a hastily constructed series of defenses meant to contain any incursion. It won’t hold against a major push, but it’s sufficient to contain the occasional Frakin that wanders out and keep other monsters away.  
 
    “Even if we take my people off the walls, I see at least a half dozen different passages there. My people can’t stand up to these Frakin,” Jim adds. 
 
    “Yes,” Vir answers, rubbing his chin. “We might have to hit and pull back, drawing small numbers out to us.” 
 
    “Very dangerous work,” Capstan adds, pointing at the entrance chamber and the chamber beneath. “The Frakin could attempt to overwhelm us at any time.” 
 
    “What of the virus?” Richard asks. 
 
    The group shrugs. 
 
    “Might work, might not,” I answer before sighing.  
 
    “We sure the Spores aren’t part of the dungeon?” Richard says. 
 
    Vir answers that one for me. “Yes. We confirmed that via the Shop. The Spores are an invasive species, not dungeon owned. Of course, they eventually could be, but as of this time, they aren’t. If we wipe the dungeon, we can always sweep it later to confirm.” 
 
    Since the big meeting, a smaller group of us have been meeting more regularly, trying to work out a plan that will keep most of us alive. The group consists of Vir and Capstan, who have the most System-related battle planning experience, and Jim, who surprisingly is a former infantry sergeant in the army. Richard, Jason, and I drift into the conversation occasionally, throwing what help we can, but at the end of the day, we’re civilians trying to plan a battle. We’re mostly here so that we know what is going on. 
 
    The problem is, we’re outnumbered and time isn’t on our side. The longer we take, the more the Frakin will increase in numbers. While our people might upgrade in Levels in the meantime, the fact stands that it only takes a few Level 50 Frakin to overwhelm a single Level 40 Adventurer. Better weapons, better tactics, and better coordination can help tilt things in our favor, but the numbers still aren’t on our side.  
 
    If the Frakin acted like normal monsters, they wouldn’t swarm and cluster. We’d have a chance to fight them in smaller groups, whittling down their numbers in a series of battles. Unfortunately, the Spores are sentient and have shown a willingness to swarm us and lay traps. 
 
    “I have a partial solution to the number problem,” I say. “The Hakarta have agreed to let us have three platoons of their men. Level 40 or so each, but they’ll be coming with their full loadout.” 
 
    Vir looks at me, startled, then his eyes narrow, “Hakarta. The same ones you fought before?” 
 
    “Yes.” 
 
    “And how did you come in contact with them that you were able to arrange a contract?” Vir asks, his voice cold. 
 
    I just smile at him. His eyes narrow in suspicion until Capstan taps the table to get all our attention. 
 
    “Lieutenant, it is done. I assume there is a price involved?” Capstan says. 
 
    “Yes. We’ll need to pay them ten thousand Credits per platoon for their involvement, and their share of the loot of course,” I say.  
 
    People wince. Still, thirty thousand Credits isn’t that much when you take into account a full platoon of five Hakarta will share it. Of course, I don’t mention the favor I now owe Labashi, the one he can call in at any time. I hedged the favor to ensure that he can’t make me use it against my friends or the City, but otherwise, it’s pretty open-ended. That’s on top of me needing to continue to feed him information of course. 
 
    Capstan nods, rubbing his chin. “With the three platoons, we should be able to keep the human hunters on the walls. That will give us enough men, barely, to cover the dungeon itself.” 
 
    I stare at the map as Vir and Capstan hash out the details with occasional input from Jim, figuring out the best way to fit the Hakarta in our plans. All this talk and we’ve basically come up with three major strategies, dependent on what we find inside. 
 
    The first is simple—the virus reverts the Frakin and the dungeon back to its “normal” state. That means scattered groups without overall coordination. This is our best-case scenario, and if it happens, we can split the teams into smaller groups to clear the dungeon before we finally get to the Boss. It’s also the least likely option, but we do have plans for it. 
 
    The second scenario is if there’s no effect, or mild effects, and the Spores continue to act like the way they have before. In that case, the Frakin are likely to group together, attack in waves, and attempt ambushes. In such a scenario, the goal is to establish a beachhead in the first cavern, set up fortifications in it, and weather the attacks. That leaves us a fallback position in the tunnel where a secondary set of fortifications will be made, then the walls. We’ve also mined the entrance and the ground above it so, if necessary, we can cause a landslide that will give us enough time to vacate the dungeon’s vicinity. 
 
    We’d decided against trying to bury the dungeon entrance entirely since there’s no way to know if there’s another exit. Or worse, if the Frakin are able to dig themselves out. Of course, if we do fail, Jim’s men have orders to drop the entrance. As much as we’d like to know the layout of the dungeon, the cost of it in the Shop is exorbitant.  
 
    The third scenario is probably the most dangerous. If the Spores feel truly endangered, they might pull back, forcing us to come into the dungeon after them. As Jim’s already noted, even after a few caverns, there are multiple passageways and potential entrances. Some, probably most of them, will peter out and dead-end. However, until we can verify that, we’ll have to guard each. That means we’ll have to move in slowly and carefully, checking each area. Worse, if there are multiple passageways that connect, we could be forced to split our force to cover each of those potential passages until we meet up again. 
 
    Depending on how deep and where the Spores decide to have their last stand, we could be extremely dispersed if we try to cover all the exits. If not, we run the risk of being flanked. It’s not a great situation and why we’re all hoping it’s either one of the other scenarios. In either case, Xev’s hard at work putting together multiple drones and signal repeaters for us so that we can scout out areas and keep in touch.  
 
    We’ve debated rolling in a couple of bombs and setting them off to clear the area before moving in deeper. Jim pointed out that the narrow corridors and their Mana-strengthened nature would ensure that the blast forces were more concentrated, giving us more bang for our buck.  
 
    Unfortunately, Vir and Capstan overruled him. For one thing, we have no idea how big the entire complex could be—we could be wasting Credits by purchasing bombs and setting them off without hurting anything. Even if we did manage to catch some Frakin in the explosions, if the dungeon has more than one floor, the blast wouldn’t cross the floors.     In the end, I head home. I might not need much sleep physically or mentally, but there’s a calming emotional release in the emptiness that a good night’s rest can bring. I drive slowly through Riverdale, knowing that icy patches lie hidden underneath the latest dusting of snow. We need a better solution for the roads, like so many other problems, but I push it out of my mind. I have other things to deal with.

That leaves Nelia and Aron under-powered, so Lana and Aiden join them while Richard and Mikito get Amelia, Rachel, and Jason. Gadsby couldn’t come. Carcross needed at least one of their powerhouses in town and he drew the short straw. 
 
    In the end, the heavy hitters end up strolling along behind everyone else, watching the data and feeds while the others do all the work. We never hit more than a few Frakin at a time and those that we do fight aren’t infected.  
 
    The longer this takes, the more antsy I get, and I eventually find myself chewing through chocolate bar after chocolate bar to find something to do. Labashi steals a few, though he, like the others, is focused on coordinating the search parties. Even Bill looks bored, though he mostly suffers in silence. I’m pretty sure he’s just pissed that Vir dispatched a pair of guards to ensure he made it today. 
 
      
 
    Four and a half hours later, we’re four main caverns in and finally taking a break. We’ve got three quarters of the groups deployed covering side passages, waiting for the Scouts to clear the passageways before they move on. While we rest, drones scurry around on their automated tasks, bringing more and more details about the dungeon back to us when they get back into sensor range. 
 
    “It seems the Spores have pulled back,” Capstan says.  
 
    He doesn’t look happy, and I completely agree. We’re stretched thin already, covering the passages we’ve found, and it’s been slow going since we try to keep sufficient coverage on each split group that they’re able to pull back if they encounter resistance. The fact that they all have drones and scouts ahead of them helps. Still, our experience with the Frakin means we can’t rely on that entirely.  
 
    We’re pretty sure by now that there are at least three major passages leading farther in. The Frakin that holed up off the first branch are gone entirely, and that cavern eventually joins up with the main branch in main cavern number three. Now we’re following one passage from cavern two and another from this cavern, not including the third that we’ve designated the main route. Each of these main passageways is so big, it’d take at least two groups to cover fully. Thus far, none of these passageways have shown to meet up, so we’re stuck waiting for the drones to give us an idea of what it is we’re looking for, while hoping they aren’t completely destroyed.  
 
    “Yes,” Labashi says. “Fall back to Cavern Two?” 
 
    “Yes,” Capstan answers. 
 
    I sigh. Pushing ahead to this cavern was always a risk, since we haven’t explored all the corridors fully, but it was a risk we were willing to take to see if we could find the Frakin faster. However, now that we’ve pretty much confirmed that we’ve got multiple main passageways, pushing ahead means leaving more area to guard. It’s better to back off and finish checking the first branch fully before we do anything else. 
 
    Once we’ve dropped a few drones, we pull back and get back to waiting. For all the dreams of a slam-bang, balls-to-the-walls fight, all that has happened is a tense, slow, grinding wait. 
 
      
 
    Bored. I find myself next to Bill as we wait for something, anything to happen. I look the man over before I finally decide to say something. “You’re a bit of a dick, aren’t you?” 
 
    “Are you trying to start a fight?” Bill says, glaring at me.  
 
    Capstan shoots me a glare too, and I raise my hand in surrender. 
 
    “Sorry. Let’s try that again. You’re not much of a team player, are you?” 
 
    “I’m a very good team player. I’m just more selective about my team than some people,” Bill states and turns to face me.  
 
    I grunt at his reply. Fine. Fine. So… “Enforcer, eh? Interesting Class.” 
 
    “How…?” Bill’s lips thin and I smile at him. He shrugs, answering the unasked question. “I was a bouncer before all this. I guess the System thought this was appropriate.” 
 
    “Yeah…” I reply, not really meaning anything by it. I cudgel my brain for something else to say to fill the time, but I find nothing.  
 
    Bill snorts, shaking his head, and turns from me. I sigh. Fine. I guess we really don’t have much to say to one another. 
 
      
 
    “Should we be thinking about calling it a day?” I wonder, staring at the glowing icons that make up our people in my map.  
 
    It’s been another four hours and we’re once again spread out across a wide distance. The Hakarta have reported losing over a quarter of their drones so far. We occasionally find the drones on the ground, shorted out from Mana overload or destroyed by the Frakin or one of the few other, smaller monsters that have begun to spawn in the absence of the Spore-dominated ecosystem. 
 
    After finding an extremely narrow, single-person corridor at the end of the second passageway in the first cavern, the First Fist decided to post a party and have us move forward with the search. Now, the majority of us are sitting in the fourth cavern with search parties headed down both passageways in an attempt to locate the Frakin. Hours of being on edge, of waiting for the other shoe to drop has made almost everyone tired. Only Capstan, Vir, Labashi, and I seem to be functioning at full capacity, probably due to our high mental resistances and Willpower. Everyone else is moving just a little slower. 
 
    As Capstan opens his mouth to answer me, a cackle comes through our communicators. “Frakin! We have Frakin!” 
 
    We don’t need to ask who it is. Though of course Labashi does with a light growl. Since one party is filled with Yerick and humans and the other the professional Hakarta, the unprofessional report of trouble can only come from the humans. 
 
    I want to go, I want to fight, but Capstan shakes his head as he sees me edge toward the passageway. He stands there, arms crossed, waiting for more information to come in.  
 
    No surprise that more details come from his people. “Fifty Frakin hidden in a side cavern that the drones missed. We have them contained, First Fist. No aid required.” 
 
    I find myself relaxing. Bill smirks, returning to the game of solitaire he’s been playing for hours. Capstan asks for a little more information, but with things in hand, I find my mind drifting. I’m not entirely sure what the Spores’ game plan is, but the fact that it’s taken us nearly a whole day to make any form of substantial contact makes me lean toward scenario three. Not good, not good at all. 
 
    The battle doesn’t take that long, probably only five minutes before it’s all over. When the report comes in, we confirm it’s infected Frakin, but nothing of unusual size. They do note that these aren’t the plasma-wielding Frakin I fought before—these released caustic clouds of acid that ate through and damaged armor. Luckily, the mages were able to keep the gas mostly contained so it was only the melee fighters who suffered. 
 
    The side cavern dealt with, the group continues to search for trouble, obviously invigorated by the encounter. I wish I could say the same for us, stuck waiting as we are. 
 
    Capstan stands there, looking at the ceiling and presumably his system information. Coming to a decision, Capstan lowers that horned head of his and speaks into our communicators. “Pull back. Leave sensors. We’re stopping for the night.” 
 
    There’s a rustle from those around us, but the professionals take action immediately. Even the humans don’t actually object to packing it in. While we might not have been doing this for as long as the others, we’ve learnt a few lessons in the apocalypse. 
 
      
 
    Later that evening, I’m sitting next to Richard and Mikito, resting against the comfortable bulk of a puppy as I eat our rehydrated dinners. Not the tastiest form of sustenance, but I’ll take it over the green goo that the Hakarta are busy squeezing out of their tubes. I guess ready meals the Galaxy over just aren’t particularly tasty. Or I could be wrong and the green goo is a cultural delicacy. Certainly the Hakarta are taking to their meals with gusto. The Yerick in their own groups have set up small frying pans and are busy lightly frying up various vegetables, some recognizable and others significantly less so. Coming from a Chinese family, I’ve eaten a wider variety of foodstuff than most, but even I draw the line at lurid, neon-purple seaweed-like vegetables. 
 
    “Not what I was expecting,” Richard says, gesturing around the group.  
 
    We’ve got Mana lights set up all around us, illuminating the bare cavern while shield generators and sensors cover all our entrances and the areas we’ve cleared. No reason to let the monsters sneak in on us while we’re resting. 
 
    “What? Camping in the middle of a dungeon and waiting for a swarm of monsters to fall on you not to your liking?” Jason says sarcastically, Rachel snuggled between his legs.  
 
    Rachel playfully smacks his arm, and I smile slightly at the two teenagers, glad they’ve found something good among all this. 
 
    “Don’t forget eating with orcs and Minotaurs,” Aiden adds dryly.  
 
    Mikito smiles slightly at the banter, though she stays silent, working through a series of bento boxes of food. She gets more than a few longing stares at her packed dinners. I’m not entirely sure training to deal with Hakarta or an AI or whatever Xev’s race is will translate to human psychology. Then again, I might be overthinking things. Trauma is trauma, right?     Coming back from watch, Lana flops down next to me, stretching out her long legs and prodding at the armored carapace of Sabre. “How can you stand sitting in that?” 
 
    “Surprisingly comfortable actually. I’ve slept in it before when I’ve been in the wild. Makes it hard for monsters to chomp on you.”  
 
    She shakes her head. “Give.” Lana holds out her hand, and I frown. “Chocolates.” 
 
    “You know, you could buy your own,” I grumble, handing her some.  
 
    Floating above me, Ali makes a whipping motion with his hand while I roll my eyes at him. A moment later, I’m dispensing chocolate all around to expectant hands. Lucky for me, I buy a ton. Labashi, noting what I’m doing, wanders over and holds out his giant green hand.  
 
    “You too?” I ask. 
 
    “Consider it part payment.” Labashi grins. 
 
    I sigh, pulling out some of the Belgian chocolates he likes and passing it over. He gestures to a spot next to me and I nod, watching as the others scramble away a bit. Well, everyone but Jason, who is staring openly at the Hakarta.  
 
    “You did well out there,” Labashi says, nodding to my group. A few people look startled then happy at his compliment. “It is impressive, considering how long the System has been in effect.” 
 
    I nod slightly, but it’s Richard who speaks. “So I heard you mention your employer. Who is he?”

Vir meets my unfocused gaze and nods once, as if confirming my guesses. Great, we just settled City politics and now we’ve got Galactic politics to deal with. Somehow, I don’t think shouting at them and threatening them with body odor will work as well.

    “Contact!” 
 
    The word comes over the communicators, jerking us straight. Finally. We’ve spread out across three different openings, and down a side route, they’ve finally come into contact again. 
 
    “They haven’t seen the drone,” Aron says, watching the feed.  
 
    Ali has slaved a status screen to the drone, so I watch the hundreds of the Frakin packed into the cavern. Strangely, they aren’t all staying still like before. Instead, some are skittering around in aimless circles. Occasionally a Frakin nears the entrance before it jerks to a stop and returns to its aimless movements. 
 
    “Going deeper,” Aron says as he controls the drone. 
 
    Behind, barely a few hundred meters back, the teams that have been tasked to clear this passageway have stopped, waiting further orders. 
 
    Capstan stares at the information coming in before he turns to Labashi. “Send two of your parties to reinforce. We will hold here.” 
 
    Labashi nods, barking out orders. His men split off and trot toward the opening at speed. I grit my teeth, frustrated at being forced to wait again.  
 
    “Incoming, boy-o,” Ali says, flashing my screen for me, and I frown.  
 
    Everyone hears and turns, scanning their own screens as a lone Frakin totters down the main passageway toward us. It walks right past the drone without seeing, its movements erratic. 
 
    “Kill it?” I ask, gesturing down the way. Easy pickings. 
 
    “This feels wrong,” Labashi says, eyes narrowed. “It’s infected.” 
 
    “Yeah…” 
 
    “It’s a scout,” Labashi clarifies for those of us who aren’t following him. 
 
    Capstan nods and sends a Yerick to deal with the scout far from our position.  
 
    “More contacts,” Ali reports, eyes narrowing as he sifts through the scattered data. We’ve got sensors spaced out even farther than the drones, but they aren’t giving particularly good data, not with the amount of Mana interference we’re getting this deep into the dungeon. “A lot more.” 
 
    “Fall in,” Capstan barks. 
 
    I walk forward to squat behind my assigned wall. Minor changes to the cavern have given us a raised stone wall that should slow down the Frakin. For a quarter second maybe. On the other hand, a quarter second at the speeds we fight can be a long time.  
 
    Bill joins me on my right, and I glance over. I note he’s a left-hander, so I shuffle to the left a bit more to give us more space. Not that he’s using a melee weapon yet, instead hefting a pair of modified futuristic beam pistols.  
 
    Ali floats over to my left and just above head, barely within my line of sight as he continues to stare at the screens. “Drone’s broken into the second cavern. More Frakin.” He frowns. “Feed’s getting pretty jumpy, I don’t think we’ll get a proper count there…” 
 
    I nod, hefting my beam rifle as I watch the incoming dots on my minimap. Now that they’re closer, the drone is picking them up on visual too, their lines staggered and jerky. The Frakin move forward, then occasionally, one or another Frakin will stop or turn around. They aren’t the imposing wall of flesh that we encountered the last time. 
 
    “Looks like your virus is working,” Bill says, watching the feed as well.  
 
    I nod and shoot a glance at the man, wondering how much I can trust him. There’s no real way to fake Levels, so he’s obviously got some skills. Doesn’t mean he won’t break if things get too hectic. 
 
    “They’re moving,” Capstan growls, his eyes locked on the screens. 
 
    I glance back. Vir and Labashi are standing next to the command group, heads turning slightly as they watch the feeds before they nod. A quick glance is all I need to confirm it—the Frakin on the other feeds are moving, heading straight for Lana and Richard. I grit my teeth, knowing Mikito has their back. All I can do is trust… 
 
    “You might want to focus here,” Bill chides me, opening fire now that the Frakin are within range. His shots go into the darkness, but I hear flesh sizzling as beam weaponry punches through Frakin bodies. Those pistols are impressive. 
 
    My turn. I open fire, a second slower than everyone else on the front line, at the targets highlighted in my vision. A veritable rainbow of beam weaponry lights up the cavern, mixed with fast-moving projectiles that smash into the monsters before us, turning the monsters into so much slurry. We probably waste half our shots on already dead creatures. 
 
    “Who told you to shoot?” snaps Vir, striding up and shaking his head. “Wait until the order is given.” 
 
    Shooting stops, more than a few of us looking sheepish. Vir just watches as the Frakin close the distance. When they’re a hundred meters from us, he finally gives the order to resume shooting, staggering our fire so we don’t waste our ammunition. 
 
    As I thought, the pistols Bill uses are special, upgraded up the wazoo by the Shop and then possibly augmented by Skills. Each of his shots does a significant chunk of damage, burning through Frakin defenses with ease. The rest of us don’t have such spectacular results, but the sheer volume of fire and the lack of cohesion in their charge is enough to make this a cakewalk. 
 
    At least until we start running out of ammunition. I see the flickering numbers as my Mana battery runs down, my remaining shots dropping at a precipitous rate. Bill slows down his shooting too, and I see others along the line slap in new batteries. The gap in fire is small, the slowdown even smaller, but suddenly the Frakin aren’t being held but are inching forward. Second by second, the line creeps forward, each new corpse a few feet closer to us.  
 
    “Hold.” 
 
    The ending is ragged, a few last shots sent out after the command is given, but we eventually all stop shooting. The Frakin don’t react much to the sudden cessation of fire, not until a few seconds have passed, then they’re suddenly sprinting to us. I see a few hasty shots as hunters react to the danger, but I hold my fire, knowing what comes next. 
 
    “Ice spells,” Vir commands. 
 
    Elemental spells fly over our heads, targeting the charging Frakin. Blizzard winds howl, dropping the temperature and coating monsters in snow and ice. Bolts of absolute zero impact carapaces, turning them into popsicles that break apart under their own momentum. Small motes of white dust float forward, landing on monsters and freezing them. Spears of ice pin Frakin to the ground or tear off limbs as they fly by us. All those spells and more rain down on the creatures at Vir’s command. 
 
    “Fire,” Vir commands, and the mages switch. 
 
    Previously frozen creatures are heated up as walls of flame erupt from the ground. Pellets of plasma fall from the cavern ceiling to smash into the monsters. Traditional fireballs are thrown, exploding in expanding spheres of superheated air. Whips of fire burst forth from the ground, catching Frakin and tearing through frozen shells. The chittering screams from the Frakin are drowned out in the roar of flames. 
 
    “This is easy.” Bill smirks, and I almost hit him. 
 
    “These are the basic Frakin, idiot,” Ali says. “Plasma Frakin coming in next…” 
 
    “Hold. Front line, get ready for incoming fire,” Vir says. 
 
    I hear Vir step back. A quick glance shows that the mages are hunkered down beneath their own stone wall with additional coverage from portable shield generators. 
 
    Plasma Frakin push past normal Frakin, who refuse to enter the superheated passageway, closing on our line again. They totter over burning corpses, the bladed tips of their feet striking the ground as they rush forward. 
 
    Behind me, Vir finally gives the command. “Evens fire!” 
 
    The Plasma Frakin are dangerous, but they’ve got a shorter range than we do. We blow them up in the passageway, attempting to pile the bodies up to create an impromptu barrier from their corpses. The occasional extra fast or extra tough Frakin gets a bolt of plasma out before it’s cut down, but a single bolt is nothing to the front-liners. 
 
    I even have time to glance at the drone feed from the other battle, enough time to tell that they’re doing as well as we are. Things are going too easy. Way too easy.  
 
    “Ali…” 
 
    “I’m looking, boy-o, I’m looking,” Ali replies, flicking his hands across his screens.  
 
    A quick glance tells me he’s not the only one looking for the catch. 
 
    The Frakin stagger in at longer intervals, individual Frakin rather than the unorganized swarm. Vir designates shooters while the rest of us rest, checking over our ammunition. The short fight burnt through half of my Mana batteries, and I wonder how everyone else is doing. On the other hand, we probably stacked up over a hundred Frakin right.  
 
    It’s not as if the Spores have shown extremely diverse tactics so far. Perhaps, just perhaps, all they’re doing is trying to win a battle of attrition. For a moment, I let myself hope. 
 
    A snarl from Capstan gets my attention. 
 
    “They’re behind us,” Ali says, and I jerk my head up. He twitches a finger and I see the drone feed from behind us, showing the rushing monsters. 
 
    “How…?” Bill says. “We checked everything. There’s no way they’re back there.” 
 
    “No idea,” Ali replies, shaking his head.  
 
    Capstan is already calling out orders, splitting the teams to reinforce the back while the rest of us stay. 
 
    “They really like their pincer attacks,” I grumble, and Ali nods.  
 
    In a moment, we don’t have time to talk as the Frakin launch themselves at our defenses again. I find myself smiling grimly as I open fire. Tracking monsters and killing them has become so routine, I barely need to think about it. If the Spores think a simple pincer attack is enough to finish us, they’re wrong.  
 
    The smell of ionized air, burnt flesh, and the excretions of the Frakin as they die clogs the air, and I mentally command the helmet to filter it all out. There’s little I can do for the clatter of pincers on the ground and the screams of the Frakin as they die. We pile them up so high that the Frakin have to take time to pull down and shift bodies before they can come at us again. 
 
    Vir switches the attacks around more often, using the mages to hit the Frakin so we can husband our ammunition. Unlike many of the other front-line fighters, I’m carrying fewer Mana batteries, so I find myself switching over to throwing magic rather than shooting. I get a few raised eyebrows, but I’ve got the Mana to do so and I make sure not to let it drop below 80%. This is a marathon, not a sprint, especially with the numbers we’ve seen so far. 
 
    We hammer away at the Frakin. Plasma and normal Frakin are the majority, with the occasional acid-spitter, of the variations so far. It’s a constant barrage of damage and spells, broken up only by Vir calling a rotation or when the bodies pile up so high that the Frakin have to pull them apart to continue their attack. In time, the drone feeding us information on our attackers stops sending us information, leaving us in the dark once again. 
 
    As the Frakin pull aside the next wall of bodies, I catch a glimpse of something new, a virulent purple, and I narrow my eyes, trying to spot it again. I only get a second before a new attack comes—blobs of barely-held-together purple sacs thrown from behind the wall of corpses. As they impact, the sacs split open. A greenish-purple liquid spills onto the ground and releases vapors. All around me, the humans begin choking and covering their faces. Bill slaps a hand outward, calling forth a gas mask, as do other humans. The fully armored Hakarta are safe in their suits and continue to fire. The Yerick just growl softly, fighting through the fumes without slacking off. 
 
    Even as gas masks protect against the primary effects, the secondary effects kick in, attacking any exposed body parts. The distraction is enough to make even the Yerick pause as they get proper armor on. The drop in fire means the Frakin surge ahead. I snarl, opening fire on full-auto with Sabre’s projectile rifle, taking up the slack. Black lightning and fireballs surge past my head as mages behind me lend a hand. 
 
    Out of the corner of my eye, I see a hunter pop up, helmet down and gloves on, to receive a sac straight in the face. It splits on top of him, covering his entire body. I see the liquid eat away at his armor even as Vir grabs his body and tosses him into the backlines. 
 
    The combined fire by the mages and the humans quickly establishes a new deadlock. Unfortunately, the Spores aren’t done with their surprises. Shouldering aside a pair of poisonous Frakin, a silver-steel creature charges forward. Beams of light bounce off its body, doing little damage and adding to the confusion of battle. Even as I target it, another of the oversized bugs appears, then another. Explosive projectiles do damage, splitting open the armored hide, but a single gun isn’t enough. Even as the humans recover, the creatures bear down on us. 
 
    Almost, I trigger my missiles. Almost. Before I can, rock spears rise up, impaling monsters and hindering their approach. It buys us a few moments, enough time for the mages to send a breeze in to clear out some of the fumes and for the rest of the humans to get their gear on. Even the Yerick finally take the time to fully gear up, slapping on a small triangular patch that sets up a low-level repelling field. I make a mental note to look into that in the future as I lob a fireball into the cavern. Vir moves from group to group, shifting our fields of fire so that each section has a mix of firepower, beams, and projectiles smashing into whatever monster decides to show its face. 
 
    As the rock spears get broken down by the Behemoth Frakin, more are thrown up by the mages behind us. A few quick additions of fast-set glue grenades turns the new bodies into a new obstacle the Frakin have to fight through, which gives us time to rest and recover. 
 
    Our front covered, I glance at my map and screens to see how things are going in the other locations and flinch. I forcibly make myself hold still even as I watch the red dots overwhelm the friendly blues in the corridor. Not just any blues—those dots contain Lana, Richard, and Mikito. Behind us, Aron and Labashi’s timely intervention has driven back the monsters long enough at least for the backline to recover.  
 
    “Trust in them, John,” Ali says. 
 
    I nod dumbly. Even if I took off right this second, I’d be minutes away from the group, long minutes when the Frakin could finish them. I just have to trust that my friends can handle themselves. I watch the minimap and the sudden disappearance of a large number of red dots, then the reformation of the blue line farther back.  
 
    “They’re retreating,” I mutter, staring at the map. 
 
    Ali offers a nod of confirmation. The blue dots don’t stop backing off even when the line reforms, the red dots surging forward constantly as my teammates lay down withering fire. I glance backward as Vir calls for the mages to take a break and give their Mana a rest. I have a moment to contemplate the sight of Capstan in huddled conversation with Labashi before I have to start shooting again. I’ve spent enough time with the Yerick by now to be able to tell that he’s worried. 
 
    The introduction of the two new types of Frakin is forcing us to drain our ammo, stamina, and Mana at an even greater rate. Even with potions to increase the last two, strained and worried looks have begun to creep onto the human faces. The Hakarta are impossible to read under their masks, but even the Yerick occasionally seem nervous. We’ve been fighting nonstop for hours, and the monsters just keep coming. 
 
    Five, ten minutes and the Frakin shift tactics again. Instead of sending a single type of monster at us, the Spores mix it up, sending groups. This makes no difference really, as we concentrate on our firing lines, focusing on killing the ones in our fields of fire rather than what they are. A part of me is thankful for the experienced fighters here; otherwise, we might just have fallen for the change. 
 
    Equilibrium is achieved again, at least on the front lines. I’ve switched back to my rifle when I can, letting Sabre reload the projectile rifle during much-needed breaks and pulling additional ammunition from my Altered Space for Sabre. When I can, I flick my gaze back and forth between the front lines, my companions, and the map. 
 
    Equilibrium on the front lines, but not in our fast-draining Mana and ammunition.  
 
    The first cry comes from one of the Yerick, a snarling, “I’m out.”  
 
    A moment later, his cry is echoed by a human. Then another, as guns fall silent. Vir snaps an order and the mages with earth spells throw up a temporary blockade, buying us more time at the cost of their Mana. We use it to reconfigure the front lines, staggering between melee and ranged fighters and the mages. 
 
    I can see the rearguard doing the same thing while my friends continue to retreat toward us at a glacially slow pace. They’re still too far away to talk to them directly or view them via our drones. 
 
    “Ali, how are we doing?” I ask. 
 
    “Not good. Drones are mostly drained, but the few we’ve got around here aren’t exactly seeing an end to these groups,” he announces just before Capstan calls me over.  
 
    I follow and find Bill’s raven-haired shadowy friend and Vir there too. 
 
    “They’re pushing us too hard. Take a few minutes, then we’re going with Plan F,” Capstan announces. 
 
    I grimace. Plan F for Final Run. It’s a Hail-Mary plan, one that we cooked up for use when and if the Spores and Frakin pushed us too hard. The three of us each have our own ways of getting through the hordes ahead. The plan is simple—while the others hold the monsters back, we’ll rush in as far as we can, hoping to find and kill the Boss. 
 
    “That bad?” 
 
    “Yes. We’re down to thirty percent of our reserves,” Labashi clarifies, and I grimace.  
 
    I knew things were getting bad, but I hadn’t realized it was that bad. That’s the strange part of this fight. As hard as we’re being pushed, no one has died on our lines so far and no one has stayed injured for long. Our unnatural healing and the Spells keep us in top fighting form—but that only lasts so long as we have enough ammo and Mana. Once we’re out, the end comes soon after.  
 
    “We’re uploading the latest scans from the drones to you now,” Capstan adds. “May the stars guide your way.” 
 
    Ali frowns, staring at the new information. He tilts his head as I walk to the side and pop open my helmet to scarf down some food. “I’m heading out first. I can’t get too far ahead of you, but if I push the edges, I might be able to lead you to the Boss.” 
 
    “Good idea,” I reply, chewing rapidly.  
 
    Ali floats a bit away then stops, shifting on his feet a bit before he finally speaks. “Take care, boy-o.”  
 
    Ali floats away before I can reply. I shake my head slightly, smiling grimly before glancing at the other two. They’re getting ready—stretching in the lady’s case and downing potion after potion in Vir’s. I flicker a smile at that, his actions reminding me to take the potions I’ve reserved. These are the best regeneration boosters that Sally supplied. 
 
    “Ready?” Capstan rumbles. 
 
    We offer him a nod, standing up and facing the corridor. Last chance, last run. Damn… 
 
      
 
    “Plan F. Cover fire on three, two, one. Now!” roars Capstan. He raises his own axe-cannon, letting loose the blast he was charging while he was speaking.  
 
    His fire is joined by the mages’, who have been holding back, vortex of destructive firepower ripping through the monsters that face us. The moment the fire slackens, the three of us are sprinting forward. 
 
    Covering fire from the sides flashes past us as guided weaponry and spells slam into still-living Frakin within the corridor, giving us a short, short few hundred meters of clear space. As we reach the first curve in the tunnel, we can see the Frakin boiling out of the corner. Vir’s ahead of us all and he flashes forward, exploding into a white mist that floats through the group. His progress slows down significantly in that form, but they can’t touch him. 
 
    Behind him, I jump and kick off a Frakin, my powered armor smashing the monster into the ground before I throw myself into a roll as I crash into the swarm. Even as I smash and bounce, I’m triggering the QSM and recovering on ultra-dimensional ground. A moment later, I watch as Bill’s Assassin/Rogue friend turns into a literal shadow and disappear into the darkness. 
 
    On my minimap, I see Ali dashing ahead as fast as he can. As he spots new and interesting monsters and my map gets updated before they disappear again as he leaves their presence. Still, it’s enough to let me know how much trouble we really are in—the swarm just doesn’t seem to ever end. 
 
    I keep sprinting, my companions lost as we each make our way through the swarm. Powerful as these Skills or technological toys are, they all have their own timers. The moment they run out, if we’re still in the swarm, we’ll shrivel up like a plastic bag in flames. Our only hope is speed. 
 
    I thunder down the passageways, running through shadowy Frakin until I see something that makes me pause. I don’t think, I just hammer the switch and flip back into reality, making sure I don’t pop into anything too dense when I shift back. I’m already programming the drone, sending it winging back as I land and spin, using the built-up momentum to open up the Frakin I spotted from abdomen to leg. It’s a monster of a creature, three-quarters the size of the entire passageway itself, and its armor is so tough that without the added levels of my Soulbound sword, I probably couldn’t even scratch it. The Frakin are slow to react, their senses scrambled by the illness, so I have a few moments to lay into the creature in peace. A few moments to tear a chunk into the creature’s body and a few moments more to pull a grenade to plant in its body. The moment my hand is inside it and I’ve let go of the grenade, I trigger the QSM. 
 
    I run through the creature, three seconds barely enough time to get away before the explosion contained in the monster ripples outward. It buys the drone and my friends a few moments, since the Frakin will have to move the corpse. A few moments to get ready for the other three Titanic Frakin behind it. I don’t have time to keep up this fight—in fact, draining the QSM to pop in and out like that might have been a bad idea. 
 
    Ahead, the tunnel splits and I take the right turn. It’s the direction that Ali went. Even as I run, I unleash a lightning bolt, the energy from the Spell scarring the walls. I can only hope that it’s a good enough indication for Vir and Shadow-girl to avoid this tunnel. 
 
    Four minutes into QSM with barely thirty seconds left and I finally pass the last of the Frakin. I dash past them all and the cavern they stream from, then I slide to a stop behind cover. Marginally hidden as I am, I kill the system, shifting over into my own dimension. I breathe raggedly, pulling in pure oxygen from Sabre’s tanks as I recover, hoping that I’m hidden enough. I have to be—I don’t have any other choice. Tucked in the corner as I am, the only sense I can rely on is my hearing. I find myself straining to hear something, anything that might tell me if I made it. 
 
    The drip of water, the skittering of insects and spiders, and the far-off tromp of Frakin are all that I sense. No sign of pursuit, no sign of my friends. I slowly exhale, pushing away from my hiding spot, and head deeper, following the trail Ali blazed. I can only hope that the others are doing their job and searching for the Boss too. 
 
    “Boy-o, take the right. Dead end here.”  
 
    I nod to Ali’s instructions though he can’t see me, doing as he says when I reach the split. I can see Ali flying back from the cavern that dead-ended on him, eager to catch up and take back his scouting duties. I can’t wait for him, knowing that my friends are fighting with everything they’ve got behind me. I can’t hear them or see them—even the updates to my map have stopped—but I know, I know, we’re running out of time. 
 
    Time… I’m constantly fighting against it. I pick up the pace, dodging the occasional Frakin I spot curled up in a corner or wandering around, too sick to be controlled by the Spores. I’m moving so fast that I barely notice the immobile Frakin that comes alive the moment I bound over it. 
 
    Scouts. Or guards. Whatever the case, they know I’m here. On the other hand, guards probably mean I’m on the right track. I keep an eye out for more as I run, dodging from side to side as the Frakin behind me spits out bolts of destructive light. I turn the corner, finding myself hoping to run into more trouble. Trouble would be good. 
 
    My perverse desires rewarded in a few minutes with another sighting—a trio of Frakin that lie in wait. Their reactions are staggered, not coordinated, which is all that allows me to dodge through the barrage that opens up. The trick to actually dodging faster-than-sound attacks isn’t to dodge the attacks themselves but to forecast and dodge around where they will fire. Bodies rise, mouths open, and glinting teeth reflect the building charge. I just make sure I’m never where they’re pointing. It’s a calculation I could never have made as a non-System-registered human—but with my upgraded abilities, it seems trivial. At least against three of these monsters. 
 
    I draw and send out a Blade Slash, the brilliant line of force slashing open the Frakin as I near them. I take a few moments to finish them off, figuring that I’d better deal with stragglers now rather than later. As it stands, I have a feeling I’m close. 
 
    “Ali, can you find the others?”  
 
    “Maybe. Don’t you want me with you, boy-o?” the Spirit replies. 
 
    I shake my head. “No, if you can get them or get close enough to get a message to them, that’d be better. Never know what kind of trouble I’ll run into, and this looks like the way to the Boss.”  
 
    Left unsaid is the fact that if I fail, we need one of the others to succeed. 
 
    Down the hallway, as I close in on the upcoming cavern, my eyes widen. I guess they held back a couple dozen. I snarl, skidding to a stop. The sudden eruption of acid blobs, plasma bolts, and beams tell me that my arrival was expected. Crouching out of sight, I draw forth grenades and toss them in one after the other. I’m sure the Spores will send the Frakin to me eventually, once they realize what’s happening, but it’ll take time for them to figure it out and even more time to send the commands to the sick creatures. Time I can use to whittle down my opponents. 
 
    Explosions ripple outward from the cavern as I sling grenade after grenade, explosions and disappearing red dots telling the tale to me. Unfortunately, I can’t kill enough of them before they’re on me, trundling up the slight slope of the cavern to enter the passageway. I find myself fighting in the middle of a swarm again, sword spinning and cutting, moving from one hand to another as I cut, kick, and punch my way through the monsters. I know better than to hold still, so I dance into their midst. Blasts of plasma and globs of acid fly all around me. Pincers glance off my armor and add to my momentum. Don’t stop—don’t ever stop. 
 
    I find myself through the group, a pair of grenades in hand. I flip them into the center of the swarming mass, the resulting explosion barely muffled by the press of bodies. I hop backward, raising my rifle and spraying the remaining monsters on full-auto, dumping the entire magazine into them in a few seconds. I land, sword appearing in hand to deflect a spike of stone, as I scan my opponents. Only a half dozen left, most of them pretty damaged. 
 
    I flex my legs, dashing forward to finish this. Time to get rid of these minnows. 
 
      
 
    Finding the Boss Frakin and, hopefully, the core of the Spore mind is easy after that. There’s only one passageway from here. As I sneak forward, I wonder how bad this is going to be.  
 
    Well, at least I know why the Spores haven’t gotten much more active in spreading themselves—the Boss Frakin is so big, there’s no way it could fit through the passageways. Of course, that also explains why the Spores have gotten so smart, if they’ve taken over that as their Overmind’s body. 
 
    Eight legs, a double pair of pincers that fit over its bulbous body, three stingers, and more teeth than I have bullets make up the reddish-brown monster. Scrambling around it are more Frakin, maybe a dozen, that are each about double the size of a normal creature. And clustered around those are another score of smaller Frakin, a mix of glowing green, red, and purple stingers indicating a slew of nasty ranged options. 
 
    The fact that half the Frakin are watching my passageway and the other half are looking to my left has me giving the cavern a more thorough investigation. A moment later, I realize why—there’s another entrance that way. Smaller, tighter, and more exposed than mine, but definitely another way in.  
 
    I draw a deep breath, exhaling as my mind runs. This is bad. This is more than I can handle. Certainly the Boss is a lot bigger than I ever expected. This—this is something I’d want my whole party to tackle. 
 
    On the other hand, it’s not as if there’s anyone else here to help me. If I want it dead, I’m going to have to do it. Biting my lip, I start planning. 
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    Five minutes later, I’m done. First step was to set up a few sensors down the way I came to ensure I have some warning when the monsters come for me. Sure, I could theoretically spot it in my minimap, but if I’m in the middle of a fight, I don’t want to count on that. 
 
    Second step is to split their forces. No reason to try to fight all of them, not if I can help it. I tap into my Altered Space, grab the guns I stored there, and set them up quickly, along with more Claymore mines in two separate locations. I then push them outward and flick their targeting software on, watching as they spew fire at the monsters beneath me. I back off from the ledge and around cover as return fire comes in short order.  
 
    The guns last all of a few seconds before they get blown to pieces, which is the main reason why we didn’t even bother setting them up for the swarm. However, they do what I wanted, which is attract attention and drag the Frakin to me. They come, but they come in force, nearly half the group that was watching my passageway rushing in. 
 
    I cast Polar Wind immediately, the Spell freezing and slowing the monsters as they trundle forward. It does very little damage, unlike the high explosive projectiles I unleash next, but it buys me time and, more importantly, bunches them up. When the vanguard is past the immediate blast area, I trigger the Claymores. 
 
    Only two thirds of the Claymores go off unfortunately—it seems they aren’t rated to handle the intense cold brought about by my Spell. Pressurized air and thousands of ball bearings spin outward, confined in the passageways so that even those that miss on the first pass have a second, third, and even fourth chance to kill and damage. Of course, even backed off as I am, I get smashed by a few too, but Sabre’s armor is more than sufficient to take the bouncebacks with little additional damage. 
 
    Once the explosion dies down a little, I wade into the group, cutting and chopping and firing into open wounds. Fun fact—screwed-up, System-enabled world or not, you can still do more damage by shooting into exposed wounds than you can just shooting indiscriminately. Of course, it isn’t that easy—the Frakin Champions are true monsters, big and tough, and even injured, they put up a good fight. At the end of it, I’m limping and Sabre’s down to eighty-two percent integrity. As my bullets get reloaded, I cast a quick Healing to speed up the recovery process for myself. 
 
    Stage two done, I poke my head around the corner carefully before pulling back as shots come within seconds. It’s enough to let me know that not much has changed, other than a redistribution of the monsters inside. I scurry to the side then poke my head out again, noting they aren’t coming up. My precautions are of little use as the Boss decides to let loose a blast from its stinger. The explosion throws me into the wall and backward down the corridor. I groan, seeing the flashing damage icons. 
 
    Stage three it is then.  
 
    I wish I could say I have a brilliant, mind-shatteringly smart idea. I don’t. I don’t even have a particularly good idea. All I have is a bunch of explosives, my Spells, and the need to finish this off. I take a running start, crossing the ground to the entrance of the cavern as Frakin continue to lob attacks at it occasionally. As I near, I Blink Step into the air, bypassing the additional reflexive fire that comes at where I should be if I exited normally. This gives me more than enough time to launch my first set of missiles into the gathered Frakin, and I watch the missiles throw up flame, dirt, and blood below me. Even as I land, I’m casting Polar Wind with one hand and snatching smoke grenades to toss onto the ground with the other. 
 
    As I sprint to the side, I keep my head swiveling, tagging monsters in my display with a thought as I keep dropping the temperature via Polar Wind. I have to keep them on their toes, keep rocking them with sudden changes and new tactics, so that I can fight them piecemeal and whittle them down. As the smoke grenades begin to fill the air, I add my last additional toy to the battle—high-tech white phosphorous grenades. I throw the self-propelled grenades into the air, where they split apart, each separate portion tracking their pre-selected targets. The portions attach before igniting the phosphorous and directing the burning substance into the creatures as 2760 C, or about half the surface temperature of the sun. 
 
    The Frakin go crazy, the incendiaries burning through their chitin and ticking down their health. Of course, the System does reduce the amount of actual physical damage based off their health points, but pain is the major goal here. 
 
    Instinct makes me trigger Blink Step and not a moment too soon, as the Boss’s stinger smashes into the column of stone I was hiding behind. As I reappear, I spin around and trigger my rifle, going full-auto into the creature’s side. The Boss is a weird image of wireframe outlines, infrared shading, and normal vision as my helmet compensates for reduced visibility. I’m targeting a single spot—just below the second pair of legs. where the creature’s heart is. If I can chew through enough of its armor, I just might be able to do some real damage. My heart thuds faster, my breathing shortening slightly as I recall the stinger, but I don’t have time.  
 
    I keep moving, opening fire with rifle and missiles, leaving my sword to cut and slice monsters as I dance through the cavern, always trying to keep my target in sight. Occasionally I toss a sticky grenade at a monster that nears me, capturing and locking it in place. Unfortunately, I forget I’m fighting a thinking creature and my movements are too predictable. 
 
    As I lop off the leg of a Champion Frakin, the Boss’s pincer catches me and throws me into a wall. It’s only the reduced visibility and its sickness that makes the Boss’s next swing mostly miss, the pincer smashing into my upper left side and crushing Sabre’s shield, sending me careening off in a different direction. Lucky for me—otherwise the follow-up blast from the other stinger might have finished me off. 
 
    My ears are ringing and I can taste blood as I slowly look up. The Frakin Boss isn’t stopping though, rushing toward me as I stagger to my feet. I need time, so I slap on my Mana Shield just in time for one of the Plasma Frakin’s blasts to be caught on it. I trigger Blink Step again, wincing as my Mana pool drops once more. 
 
    A glance at the Boss Frakin is all I need to tell me that this isn’t working. Fighting a monster like this head-on was a vain hope, but it’s not as if I had a choice. Somewhere back there, my friends are fighting, maybe dying. I have to finish this. 
 
    Of course, wishing something will happen doesn’t mean that it will, and all I’ve got right now is a lot of wishes and dreams. Running to the side, sword slashing out against the monsters, I stare at the blinking icons indicating that I’ve loaded everything I have. Once I shoot this, I’m done—then I’m down to hacking and cutting at the Boss.  
 
    “Keep it busy for another minute, boy-o.” Ali’s dry tone almost makes me shout in joy.  
 
    I nod, thinking a confirmation as I switch directions, running straight into the incoming pair of Champion Frakin. I catch one of their stingers on the sword, spin around with its momentum to help me dodge the second, then Blink Step away as the blast from the Boss’s stinger turns the Champions into so much crispy meat. A wavefront of the blast catches me, tossing me to the ground. I roll with it and spin up, loosing a short burst that tears open and ends the Acid Frakin rearing above me. Warning lights blink as the damn acid eats into Sabre, but I’m up and running again. 
 
    I trigger Blink Step, watching my Mana plunge as I flicker to a spot that gives me a view of the Boss monster. Or will, I hope, as I fire the missiles. The monster spins just like I figured it would. Or perhaps I should say its reactions to my previous actions are predictable. Either way, it puts itself perfectly in position to receive the full load of mini-missiles into its side, each tiny guided package impacting and ripping deeper and deeper into the Boss’s torso. 
 
    In anger, the monster swings down a pincer to crush me and I don’t have time to dodge. Instead, I conjure my sword and take the blow on it, gripping the blade with my other armored hand as the weight of the monster bears down on me. Power-assisted knees buckle and pain shoots up my thighs as I crumple, the too-sharp edge of my blade having cut through the monster’s chitin such that the rest of the pincer smashes into me. Oops… 
 
    Warning lights shriek all around me and I whimper slightly, the ringing in my head having gotten so much worse. My sword, still embedded in the pincer gets taken into the air as the monster withdraws its appendage, leaving me in a crumpled camel pose. I watch in slow motion as the monster aims its glowing, beam-casting stinger at me even as I attempt to scramble away. The explosion of light and sound that comes from the side catches both of us by surprise. 
 
    A red beam of light with twisting green and white streams erupts from the second entrance, smashing into the creature with such force that its own beam is jerked aside and played across a trio of unlucky Frakin charging toward me. I stumble to my feet as the maelstrom of energy digs into the monster’s side and tears off a stinger and two legs, ripping a giant hole in the Boss’s body. The legs flop to the ground, still twitching, as blood spills in a waterfall, just like the Boss’s health bar. The beam adjusts and continues to burn through the monster. A bare fifth of its health is all that’s left when the beam finally stops, but the Boss is still standing. 
 
    I snarl, dodging to the side as a Champion Frakin staggers up to me. I recall my sword, cut at its pincers, and when a chance comes, I call up Cleave to help shear off a pincer entirely. I do all this while my brain switches to overdrive, trying to figure out what other options we have left. 
 
    “Ali, who was that? And can they do it again?” I find myself mentally shouting as I work to finish off this monster. 
 
    “Vir and no can do. He’s tapped. Whoops! Sorry, those beams can hurt even me—got to do some dodging here. He’s switching over to his guns, but that ain’t going to cut it.”  
 
    I grunt, stabbing my sword directly into the monster’s mouth. “Shadow-girl?” 
 
    “The assassin? No idea—I haven’t seen her.”  
 
    Shit, if she doesn’t find her way here herself, there’s no way Ali can find her and make it back in time. It’s a minor miracle he found Vir. 
 
    Too busy paying attention to my talk, I move just a little too slow and the damn Frakin chomps down on my arm. It compresses the armor around me, grinding away, and I snarl, summoning and casting Mana Darts directly down its guts. The Champion shudders, tossing me aside with a reflexive twitch that has me landing on my side and rolling for a few seconds.  
 
    I use a nearby stalagmite to pull myself up, grimacing as I flex my hand. Thankfully, the Boss, along with the majority of the surviving monsters, is busy making Vir’s life miserable. The smoke has dissipated enough that the creatures are finding me faster and faster now. On the other hand, at least the bugger who decided to try to eat me is dead. Mana Darts down its throat was enough to make it choke to death. 
 
    I blink, staring at the Boss. I have a way to finish this. It just requires I do something utterly insane. Well… that’s not new. 
 
      
 
    “Oy! Big boy!” I shout, using the mecha’s inbuilt speakers to make sure I’m heard. The Boss hesitates, so I use a few Blade Strikes to drag its attention to me again, targeting the open wound I was working on. “That’s right. Right here, stupid.” 
 
    The Boss finally turns to me, beam stinger swinging around to aim at me. A targeted blast by Vir catches it as it begins to charge up, forcing it to aim higher. I don’t waste any more time, dashing forward to the creature’s body. One thing about it being so big, there are dead zones where its own pincers can’t target—if you can get close enough. 
 
    I run ahead, letting loose with the last of my projectile ammo as I do so, and carefully watch for the attack I know will come. When the pincer swings, I Blink forward to where I should be safe. Then I open up with another Blade Strike, targeting the softer, less-armored underside. 
 
    Not good enough to kill it, but it certainly angers the monster. Anger is good—it lets you push through pain and obstacles that you couldn’t otherwise, but it also blinds you, clouds your judgment, and makes you take the easiest, most instinctive choice. I can’t be hit by the pincers, but I’m close enough to bite. So it does. 
 
    “Noooo!” Ali screams as I stand still, letting the mouth close in on me.  
 
    At the last minute, I kick off the ground and jump directly into its mouth, throwing myself as deep as I can get to bypass as much of the teeth as possible. I make it most of the way, my foot catching and ripping itself apart on the backrow of teeth.  
 
    It’s very dark in here—dark and squishy. I’m entirely grateful that I can neither smell nor truly feel what is happening to me, thanks to Sabre and the Soul Shield I’ve turned on. On the other hand, the Boss, having eaten me, has decided to swallow. I find myself thrown to the back of its throat, and only a hastily dug-in sword to its larynx stops me from sliding all the way in. It takes a little scrambling and a lot of hard pushing, but I find myself lodged just above the creature’s esophagus. 
 
    Still, can’t let it go hungry. I drop the first of the sticky grenades I have left down its throat, ignoring the screaming alarm bells and the increased pressure on me as the Boss swings its head around, trying to dislodge me. The grenade goes off, coating the insides of its throat. It explodes below where I wanted it to go off, but that’s okay, I’ve got more coming. 
 
    Before I started this insane plan, I spent a few moments running around the cavern, grabbing bodies and rocks and stuffing it all into my Altered Space. Now I let it loose, along with everything else I’ve got stored in there. My tent, drone pieces, armor replacements for Sabre, tent pegs and hammocks, my dinner, everything in my Altered Space gets dropped down its throat, interspersed with the occasional sticky grenade. The Boss keeps reflexively swallowing, attempting to dislodge me and get its breathing back, but I refuse, continually working on clogging up its throat and thus its airway. 
 
    My Soul Shield finally blinks out and I don’t have enough Mana to throw up another. The Boss swallows again and the muscles in its throat clench, sending pain through my body as Sabre compresses and begins to redline. That’s it then. That’s all I can do.  
 
    I rip downward with my sword, opening up the wound in its mouth, then I trigger the QSM for one final shift, dropping myself out of this reality and consequently its mouth. I hit the ground hard, as gravity still works on me, and am treated to the final death throes of the Boss. It tosses and turns, slamming its head against the ground and the wall in an attempt to dislodge and clear its throat. 
 
    As I get up to run, the Mana battery in the QSM beeps empty and it automatically kicks me back into “normal” reality. Without any additional Mana, the changeover is harsh and pulls a scream from me as muscles, bones, and nerves are thrown across the dimensional barrier. I whimper, lying on the ground in pain, unable to move as the Boss lashes out in a frenzy around me. A glancing blow from one of its legs sends me flying into a wall, and I black out finally. 
 
      
 
    I come to in blessed peace. Outside of the hiss of cooling stone and the drip of water, there is silence. Awake and without Sabre, I’m assaulted by the stench in the cavern. In its dying moments, the Boss Frakin voided its bowels, leaving a yellow-pink mixture all around that smells worse than two-week-old rotting meat and baby diapers. I heave and throw up, only managing to roll far enough to the side that only half of my vomit hits me. 
 
    I whimper, the sudden movement setting off a pair of screaming toddlers in my head. Mana drained, physically wiped, and with only a touch of health left, I wonder where Sabre is and why I’m unarmored, but mostly, I wonder when the pain will stop. 
 
    “Awake finally, eh?” The voice cuts across my misery, gloating amusement in its tone. “Well, rest five minutes, then we should get going. The Frakin are still around and some are beginning to come back.” 
 
    I open my eyes, blurry spots slowly resolving into Shadow-girl. I’ve really got to remember her name sometime. Next to her, Ali floats, casually admiring her booty. I’d say something, but I’m pretty sure she knows—and has either given up on correcting the incorporeal Spirit or just doesn’t care. Next to the two is the split-open form of Sabre—the mecha must have ejected me after its Mana battery gave out. 
 
    “You are insane, boy-o. Effective but insane,” Ali says, and I force a grin. 
 
    “Had you worried.” I try to push myself up and find myself failing to do so. I just relax as my body, aided by the regeneration potions I downed earlier, works on putting me together. Already, my body is repairing the damage. 
 
    “I must concur with the Spirit,” Vir adds from where he is seated, head resting on his arms. There’s blood on his torso and one arm looks pretty shredded. He smiles at me though, probably to show he means no real disrespect. It looks creepy on the normally stern Guard, and I wish he’d stop. “That was not a tactic I would have considered.” 
 
    “No shit,” the woman says, eyes roving over the cavern.  
 
    I tilt my head upward, noting that her Status bar is still blank. Damn, but it’s annoying not being able to read System data on her.  
 
    “What exactly did you do anyway? Poison it?” she asks. 
 
    I blink, then realize they would have no way to see into the monster’s corpse. “Blocked its airway. Choked it to death.” 
 
    “Huh.” Shadow-girls frowns.  
 
    I see a slight shift in her body just before she disappears and closes in on the Frakin that wandered back into the cavern. A moment later, she walks back to us, cleaning her blade. Behind her, the Frakin screams and twitches, its legs on one side severed. It begins to froth from its mouth as the poison she used takes effect.  
 
    “You good yet?” she asks. 
 
    I glance at my bars and take stock of my own physical situation before I answer her. “Five minutes.” 
 
    “Fine.” 
 
    While I recover, Ali fills me in on what happened after I blacked out. Seems like Shadow-girl popped over to my body and dragged me out of the way of the frenzied Boss, then she protected Vir and me from the remnants of the Frakin guard while the Boss died. It didn’t take long, and she mopped up the group soon after. Since then, they’ve been waiting for me to wake up. I guess I owe the lady one. 
 
    When they finish speaking, I read System notifications as a way to distract myself from the throbbing pain.

    I blink, staring at the huge level gains. Between the completion bonuses and the kill bonuses, I jumped up a heck of a lot of Levels in one fight. I wish it’d been earlier, but beggars and choosers and all that. 
 
    “Next time you’re on one of these jaunts, call me,” Shadow-girl says as I look up. “The experience was pretty damn good.” 
 
    I snort and glance at Vir, who is looking significantly better now.  
 
    He straightens, standing up and pulling a rifle from his inventory. “Shall we?” 
 
      
 
    The journey back is a slow one, only manageable because the Frakin are disorganized, damaged, and confused. The loss of the Boss must have wiped out their central intelligence, removing any last remnants of organization. Shadow-girl—whose name I finally learn is Ingrid Starling—makes sure to kill any Frakin we run into. Vir and I mostly offer verbal and moral encouragement.  
 
    Two thirds of the way back, we finally run into our first rescue party. They have been setting up signal boosters along the way, which lets us contact everyone else and confirm that we’re alive. The news on their end is less than stellar and I find myself dragging my feet more than I need to as we return. Call me a coward, but I’d rather face another Boss than what is coming. 
 
    The air in the cavern is somber when we arrive, individuals clustered in silent groups around fallen comrades. Low sobbing and grunting can be heard, while others carry their loss with fixed expressions, unable or unwilling to grieve yet. We won, but we didn’t get out of this unscathed. The Hakarta lost a third of their people, having borne the brunt of the attacks, while the Yerick lost another pair. On our side, Jim’s lost half of those he brought in. However, to me, all that pales beside the drawn, haggard face that is swarmed by huskies in an attempt at comfort. 
 
    I walk over to Lana, gently pushing at the puppies to move them aside. My gut clenches and I feel tears threaten to take over, but I push them aside, walling away my feelings. Not now, not me. Lana is sobbing, clutching the unmoving body with a death grip, blood staining her clothing from the open wounds on his corpse. Rachel grips Jason’s arm as they watch over the redhead, at a loss of words. Squatting beside her, I place a hand on her shoulder. Lana flinches slightly but doesn’t pull away. I feel a lump in my throat, blocking any words I could say. In the end, I just squat next to her, a hand on her shoulder, and wait.  
 
    Damn it, Richard.  
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    It takes a day more to completely clear the dungeon. With Mana pools and beam weapons recharged and the Frakin no longer bunching up and coordinated, it’s a simple matter for the teams to spread out and finish off the monsters. I stay behind, keeping watch over the camp and Lana, who has taken control of her brother’s pets, replacing those she lost. The only pet of Richard’s that survived but she doesn’t manage to get is Orel, who is long gone when we exit. Their job done, the Hakarta take off immediately with promises to get paid. Labashi shoots me a look when he leaves which reminds me that I’m still indebted and under contract with him. 
 
    In typical post-System fashion, the moment we get back to Whitehorse, we end up having to man the walls and fight off a monster swarm. Thankfully, it hits us from the airport side of town, so all we have to do is hunker down and kill.  A few monsters try going down the cliffs, but they’re simple enough to kill that it’s more of a bother than a serious threat. We’ll never know if a party was planned because after the swarm, everyone pitches in on the cleanup. Even Bill, though I notice he spends about as much time looting as he does hauling. 
 
    The fallout from the delve comes in small portions. Rachel left Whitehorse permanently, joining Jason in Carcross. Aiden has vowed to never leave the classroom again. There’re even rumors that we might get another batch of immigrants soon from the System. 
 
    When I find time to visit the Shop, I sell the System-generated loot from my inventory. The central-Spore mass and the Frakin plasma generators both bring in significant Credits. I don’t have the heart to go shopping right then though. 
 
    Once she calms down, Lana has me take Richard’s body into my Altered Space to preserve it. A week after he died, we finally manage to make the trip to their old farm to bury him, his body set to rest beneath the remnants of their old house. Lana says little during the entire process, though I think, I believe, she finds comfort in Mikito’s and my presence. 
 
    I watch her stand with her menagerie of pets, staring at her brother’s grave, and my mind returns to the first night we got back to Whitehorse after the dungeon. She entered my room, distraught, and pushed me down, straddling me and laying fevered kisses on my face. I have to admit, I returned them for a time before good sense came back to me and I pushed her away.  
 
    “Why? Am I not good enough for you?” She was crying, clutching her open blouse closed. I recall the flash of pale, smooth flesh and the intoxicating scent of her. 
 
    “No, but you’re grieving. This… you aren’t thinking right.”  
 
    She slapped me then and left. Since then, there’s been a wall between us. I don’t know if I did the right thing, if I made the right choice. I want her, I care for her—but not like that. What she wanted and what she needed weren’t the same thing—and if I took advantage of her at that time, perhaps it would have wrecked our relationship. Or at least changed it in a way that I don’t want. Or maybe not. Maybe I was an idiot. 
 
    I don’t know if I did the right thing for her, for us, for our future. All I know is that it was the right choice for me at that time. Whatever happens, happens. 
 
    Lana slowly steps away from the grave, which has already received a light dusting of snow. She turns toward us, nodding just once before she walks to the truck. Something in the way she moves, the way she looks at us keeps us from bothering her. 
 
      
 
    I stare one last time at the grave, just a plot of earth and a basic stone cross. My lips twist as I realize that this, a simple ceremony and a grave, is more than most on this planet have been offered. More than the majority of humanity has to indicate their passing. 
 
    I close my eyes and whisper to Ali, “How many?” 
 
    “Eleven point four percent,” Ali answers, his voice as soft as mine. 
 
    I nod dumbly. Nearly ninety percent of humanity, countless millions, are dead. I can’t do anything for them. I can’t even stop the ones who are still alive from dying, can’t stop the mass murder of millions by the System. We’re not the only ones either. On all the planets of the System, more die every day. 
 
    Our heroes are dead. The smart, the brave, and the good lie in countless graves all over the world. I keep trying to be something I’m not, and I keep failing. I’m no hero, no Lancelot or Superman. I don’t do this because it’s the right thing to do or because I think there’s an intrinsic value to human life. I do it because I can’t let go, because I can’t seem to choose anything else. I do it because I have a sea of rage that never ends and I need an outlet, a place to point it. 
 
    What is, is. 
 
    No more walking away, no more hiding. The dead howl and cry; the lost and forgotten souls of the world weep. I’ll light a pyre for them—for the ones who have died, for the ones who will die, and for the ones who will come into this blasted world. I’ll light a fire so bright that they’ll see it all the way in their damn Council. And then, when I’m done, I’ll burn their damn System to the ground. 
 
    Ali floats back to me, staring at my face, and he inclines his head slightly. Yes, it’s time to get back to work.
