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“RUOOOOOOHHHR!!”

An otherworldly roar echoes all around me.

If I had to say, I guess the silhouette producing it looks sort of like a whale?

But that’s just a wild guess based on the general shape. From what I’ve seen, its actual appearance is a far cry from any whale.

To be honest, all they really have in common is a short but wide body.

We’re on land right now anyway, so a sea creature like a whale wouldn’t be here in the first place.

In fact, do this world’s oceans even have whales?

While I’m distracted with these stupid thoughts, the whale monster gets engulfed in explosions.

“RUOOOHH! RUOOOOHRRR!!”

The great big thing thrashes around angrily.

That alone is enough to crack open the earth around it and send shock waves in every direction.

Its body is huge, which is the other reason I compared it to a whale.

Seriously, it’s freaking huge. Makes me want to say, We’re gonna need a bigger boat.

When something’s got that much mass, it’s automatically a major threat.

So if I were to try again to explain this whale monster’s appearance, well…it’s still really hard to put into words.

The resemblance to a whale is all I can think of.

It’s hard to tell where the head ends and its body begins.

Really, the face is basically just a mouth—no eyes or nose that I can see.

And the mouth in question really just looks like a big hole.

Maybe it’d be more accurate to call it a giant worm monster or something?

Yeah, it’s got one of those huge yawning maws.

But this thing’s not a worm monster, and it’s got the limbs to prove it.

Its front limbs are like giant fins, and the ones it has in the back are like fish tails, attached to the end opposite the giant mouth.

So I guess…yeah. Overall, it still looks like a whale.

But I think it’d be a serious stretch to call this thing a whale!

“RUOOOOHHHH!”

Another roar bounces out of the whale monster’s cavernous mouth.

“Oh, be quiet!”

Vampy slashes at the creature to interrupt its roaring.

Her broadsword makes contact with its flabby gray skin but fails to cut through.

“Tch!”

As Vampy scowls, the whale monster lashes out with its fins.

Her body goes flying almost comically.

The monster leans forward in preparation to jump after Vampy.

But that slight movement is all it takes.

It’s thread.

Too thin for such a giant creature to notice without careful inspection, and now it’s wrapped around the whale monster’s entire body.

The net is being pulled tight by the puppet spiders, who have fanned out in all directions.

Together, the four of them have completely trapped the beast.

“RUOOOH!”

The whale monster emits a short roar.

A burst of chill air shoots out from the monster, freezing the thread and shattering it.

But then a single sword suddenly appears, slicing through the air.

It explodes. Flames shoot everywhere.

For an instant, the heat of the explosion crashes against the whale monster’s cold blast, but the latter wins out.

This thing’s stupid strong…

I guess that’s why it’s a legendary-class monster.

Yes, that’s right: This thing’s danger level is apparently legendary, meaning humans consider it unbeatable.

A single legendary-class monster is supposed to be strong enough to destroy an entire nation.

This whale monster is one of those.

It’s a living legend that’s survived in the northern reaches of the demon realm for ages, hidden in a wasteland where no one dares tread.

What is its name again…?

I feel like it was super long and hard to pronounce…

Hypo-something-or-other?

…Yep, let’s just stick with whale monster!

While I’m racking my brains trying to remember the stupid thing’s name, the battle rages on.

The lineup this time consists of Vampy, Mr. Oni, the puppet spiders, and Mera.

They’re all crazy fighters, and way stronger than the average human.

Together, they can even take on a legendary monster.

Although in terms of stats alone, the puppet spiders count as legendary-class, too.

But of course, legendary-class covers a pretty wide range.

For instance, even though they’re all legendary-class, there’s a world of difference between the puppet spiders and, say, Mother.

By the same token, the whale monster is far stronger than the puppet spiders.

I can’t use Appraisal anymore, so I don’t know the exact details, but I’d estimate that its stats probably average around 15,000. If the puppet spiders’ average is a little over 10,000, I guess that makes the difference a multiplier of 1.5 or so.

The puppet spiders alone wouldn’t be able to beat this thing one-on-one.

Of course, that’s why we decided to attack with a bigger group.

But in this world, you can’t predict the outcome of a battle based solely on stats and numbers.

There are other important factors, like skill quality and type matchup.

On that front, the whale monster is a fairly formidable opponent.

All spider monsters, including the puppet spiders, are weak against ice.

It’s not as bad as fire, but it’s still not something you wanna see if you walk on eight legs.

Plus, Vampy specializes in Ice Magic.

Using ice against ice isn’t gonna do very much.

In fact, I’d be willing to bet that the whale monster has a nullification skill for ice by now, meaning it wouldn’t do squat.

And judging by the way Vampy’s sword bounced right off earlier, it must be pretty resistant to cutting attacks, too.

In other words, this is a bad adversary for both the puppet spiders and Vampy.

I mean, he works hard, y’know?

Considering he used to be a plain old human, I’d say it’s amazing that he can even hold his own in this earth-shaking battle.

He’s been working really, really hard.

The sad news is that alone isn’t enough to win in a situation like this.

He doesn’t have any way of doing real damage to the whale monster.

Mera seems to be aware of that, too. He’s just focusing on Healing Magic and giving support however he can.

As for Mr. Oni, well, at least he has attacks that work.

Like those exploding swords and stuff.

But even then, the pure insanity of the whale monster’s stats means he’s not really getting anywhere.

That cold-air blast did totally cancel out the explosion after all…

So basically, all seven of them are just barely enough to be an even match.

Damn, whale monster, you scary.

I guess it was bound to be super strong, though.

This monster is so ancient, we don’t even know how long it’s been here.

According to demon legends, it’s been holed up in the north since before people started counting time.

Even the Demon Lord says she doesn’t know how long it’s been around, so it’s gotta be pretty damn old.

And time equals strength in this world.

Just look at the Demon Lord if you need proof.

Live long enough and you’ll build up lots of experience points.

And naturally, your skill levels will go up a whole bunch, too.

Not to mention, this northern part of the demon realm is incredibly cold, although it’s still not as bad as the Mystic Mountains.

It’s a tough place for anything to call home.

So any creature that’s survived here for ages and ages definitely isn’t gonna be a pushover.

I’ve heard demons actually have a saying that goes something like, “Don’t wander up north, or Hypo-whatever is gonna getcha!”

All that means this thing’s strong and ancient enough to be a bona fide legend.

Oh? Vampy is attacking with her acid now.

The bloodred spray flies toward the monster, melting through the tough hide that no one has managed to even scratch yet.

“RUOOOOOOOOOOOOOOHH!”

The whale gives its longest roar yet.

I guess that must’ve worked.

Of course, our leviathan foe isn’t just gonna take it lying down, and it lunges at Vampy mouth-first.

Vampy dodges it easily, and the whale monster ends up kissing the ground instead.

But it doesn’t just crash stupidly; it cuts through the ground as easily as butter, the earth disappearing into its mouth.

Then the whale monster rears back its head, and the dirt rockets back out of its mouth in a muddy stream.

Actually, is it a stream or a breath attack?

Whatever it is, it’s heading straight for Vampy.

“Wha—?!”

“Young Miss?!”

Vampy gets swallowed up by the sand.

Eh, she’s not gonna die that easily.
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Plus, Mera’s already heading over to help her.

More importantly, I know I said that thing isn’t a worm before, but maybe it is kinda related to a worm after all?

What kind of evolutionary line would produce a freaky creature like this, exactly?

It’s a puzzle all right, but there’s no point thinking too hard about the mysteries of life.

The main problem at hand is whether we can beat the thing or not.

If you’re wondering why we’re fighting this whale monster in the first place, it’s so we can collect its energy.

See, there are other legendary-class monsters lurking in various uninhabited areas.

They’re all creatures just like the whale monster that’ve lived for so long, they’ve become too powerful for humans to take on.

The monsters in this world are programmed to aggressively attack humans.

That’s so they can either get defeated by humans or defeat the humans, growing stronger and perpetuating a cycle of dying and killing, killing and dying—all to provide the system with a steady stream of energy.

But once in a blue moon, there are monsters like this whale thing that keep surviving until humans can’t kill them anymore.

If these walking natural disasters aggressively attacked humans all the time, humanity would be done for in no time.

That’s why once a monster surpasses a certain level of strength, it’s programmed to aggressively avoid humans instead.

And that’s basically how legendary-class monsters work.

Although of course, it’s really just a strong mental suggestion to do that, so there are some exceptions that attack humans anyway.

Historically, monsters that act out usually get defeated by heroes, demon lords, or other legendary figures after a life-and-death battle.

If they were left alone, they would be a real threat to mankind’s continued existence after all. Of course people are gonna put their lives on the line to get rid of them.

Of course, the scariest monsters might get dealt with by Güli-güli (aka Black) or the current Demon Lord without anyone else knowing.

Anyway, since these legendary-class monsters have accumulated so many experience points, they create a huge amount of energy when you kill them.

So before we ultimately destroy the system once and for all, we’re trying to add on as much energy as possible by hunting down legendary-class monsters.

Plus, it helps level up Vampy and the others.

There’d be less energy loss if I just mopped the floor with these guys myself, though…since some of the energy becomes experience for our crew to level up.

But really, that’s well within our margin of error.

We decided it would be best right now to prepare for the final battle by improving our allies’ strength, which is why this group is taking care of the legendary monster hunting.

But if things start to get dicey, I’ll step in and crush ’em, of course.

Yep. Legendary-class or not, I can win without a problem the way I am now.

And since I’m watching over them, this is actually a pretty safe method of level-grinding.

Luckily, there hasn’t been any need for me to step in yet.

They’ve already defeated several legendary-class monsters as strong as this whale monster—and some were stronger.

A lot of monsters that were on their way to becoming legendary-class, too.

Of course, since we have four genuine legendary-class monsters on our side in the form of the puppet spiders, these would-be legendaries are no challenge at all.

In terms of strength, Vampy and Mr. Oni qualify as legendary-class, too.

And Mera… Well, he’s doing his best as a supporter! Yeah!

Listen, you’ve got it all wrong! Mera isn’t weak at all! These opponents are just too strong!

I mean, his stats average around 5,000 now.

That’s higher than Araba, you know? And if he’s stronger than Araba, he’s definitely not weak!

It’s just that the opponents we’re fighting are even stronger than that…

As their title implies, legendary-class monsters are the stuff of myths and…well…legends.

They’re not kidding when they say it’s impossible for humans to beat them.

Mera himself is insanely strong from the perspective of any human.

But even if he’s way out of their league, it’s not impossible for them to deal with him…

’Cause in the big battle with the humans a while back, Mera was forced to retreat.

Honestly, someone as strong as Mera getting driven away was a biiig surprise.

Even with an overwhelming difference in stats, it’s possible to make up for the gap with numbers and sheer determination.

Just like how we’re taking on this big guy right now.

As Vampy’s acid melts through the whale monster’s hide, the puppet spiders mercilessly rain poison on the newly exposed flesh, and once that slows it down, Mr. Oni comes in with his exploding swords.

Are you guys demons or what?!

…Yeah, I guess that’s exactly what the three of them are, more or less.

And the other four are spiders, sooo yeah.

Yep, they’re still spiders all right… It’s easy to forget since they look just like humans at this point, but the puppet spiders really are spiders.

Which means of course they’re gonna have poison.

They haven’t had much of a chance to show off the full range of their abilities, since their opponents just haven’t been strong enough to merit it. But the truth is, in terms of the sheer number of different cards they can play, the puppet spiders are pretty damn dangerous even by legendary-class standards.

They’ve got threads and poison to boot, plus their humanoid puppet bodies can use weapons and martial arts.

Their stats might be on the lower side for legendary-class, but their combat strategies are varied enough to more than make up for it.

Although the fact that they’re on the “lower side” really is terrifying in itself.

But even these terrifying legendary-class monsters are now nothing more than hunting fodder for us.

The whale monster’s giant body slowly tips to the side.

Before long, it slams into the ground with a mighty crash, sending tremors through the earth.

“Ugggh…I need a bath…”

“Excellent work, Young Miss.”

“Good job.”

Now thoroughly covered in dirt, Vampy seems more exhausted than satisfied.

Mera comforts her by praising her efforts, while Mr. Oni quietly nods at both of them.

The puppet spider sisters all high-five one another.

That whale monster had fairly high stats and resistances, but once you deal with those, I guess it wasn’t that big of a deal.

Its main attack methods consisted of sucking things into its mouth and spitting them out at high speeds, like a certain pink puffball creature.

Other than that, its only moves were producing freezing air and using its huge body to thrash around.

Since its attacks were nothing special compared to its defense, we didn’t have too much trouble.

That’s just compared to other legendary-class monsters, though. Normally, one of these guys could easily take out an entire army, I’m sure.

Still lost in thought over all this, I walk over to the fallen whale monster.

I was watching from a slight distance, so I’m a little far away. Sure, I could teleport there in an instant, but it’s good for my health to walk once in a while!

“Ah.”

Vampy notices me approaching.

Then she looks back and forth between me and the whale monster, then at her own giant sword.

In case you’re wondering, Vampy is asking for permission to harvest materials from this whale monster to make her weapon stronger.

Vampy’s broadsword was made from the claw of a legendary-class monster called Fenrir and enhanced with the scale of another legendary monster, the ice dragon Nia.

Thanks to all that, it’s basically a super-weapon, with incredible sharpness, high durability, and even imbued with the Ice element.

The whale monster is Ice aligned, too, meaning it’d probably be pretty compatible with the broadsword.

But I don’t even have! The ability! To process stuff like that!

In the first place, it was Black who modified the sword the first time, not me.

Just because I’m a god, too, doesn’t mean I can do everything he can do.

I guess she doesn’t want to mix something that gross with her beloved broadsword after all.

The fact that she didn’t think of this in the first place is so typical. Vampy never thinks before she acts, which is also how she ended up causing so many problems at school.

Well, I guess that doesn’t matter right now.

I go back to my business, which is teleporting the whale monster’s body to a separate dimension.

When you’re dealing with a legendary monster’s corpse, it still has a fair amount of energy even after its soul has vacated.

The soul gets collected by the system, but the body just stays there. And it’d be silly to just let that energy go to waste, so we put it to good use.

When I send the corpse into my storage dimension, it gets eaten by my little clones, and they absorb its energy.

Of course, we could send that energy into the system, too, in theory…

But I do want to use some of it to bolster our forces.

Now that’s how you make effective use of resources!

Even if it looks nasty, it’s still a nutrient-rich food source that provides lots of energy!

So quit looking at me like that, Vampy!

Once I teleported Vampy and the others back to the Demon Lord’s castle, I headed over to a human fortress.

Or I guess I should say a former human fortress.

Fort Okun originally belonged to the humans, but the Second Army conquered it in that big battle a little while ago.

Hrm. Then again, it might be more accurate to say the monkeys sent in by the Second Army conquered it, not the Second Army themselves.

Remember those monkeys that gave me so much trouble in the Great Elroe Labyrinth?

Well, they also live in the Mystic Mountains, so Commander Boobs of the Second Army lured them in and sicced ’em on Fort Okun.

The annoying thing about those monkeys is that if you kill even one, the rest of them will keep coming after you in waves…

Turns out it just happened to be the tail end of their breeding season, too, so there were tons of monkeys around, and they totally trashed the fortress.

That’s how the Second Army won without a single casualty.

There’s just one problem, though.

Namely, the monkeys. They decided to keep Fort Okun as their base…

Chasing them out should really be the Second Army’s job, but slippery ol’ Boobs managed to sidestep that responsibility.

Makes sense, I guess. She wouldn’t want to bring down a fortress unscathed only to lose a bunch of people fighting those monkeys. That might even produce more casualties than fighting the humans would’ve.

I mean, these monkeys are the ones who beat the humans.

Luckily, they’re just sitting around in the fortress and not trying to attack the demons. The Second Army has just been camping out nearby, ostensibly to keep an eye on them.

Although it’s pretty damn obvious that Boobs just wants to stay out of the Demon Lord’s sight, y’know?

I mean, she’s terrified of the big boss.

She’s probably hoping she can just hide out here on monkey watch indefinitely, I bet.

Not on my watch!

“I have written orders from the Demon Lord.”

Phelmina calmly hands Boobs the letter, then explains its contents shortly.

“It says to return home right away.”

Boobs accepts the letter silently, her brow creasing as she opens it.

Aside from a few formalities, it says just about exactly what Phelmina described—“Come back now”—and that’s about it.

There aren’t many extra embellishments, either, so it only takes a moment to read.

“But we have to monitor that fortress…”

“We in the Tenth Army will be taking over that role.”

Not long after, she starts moving real quickly.

Her army gets it together in no time flat, and they’re on their way home before the day is out.

Talk about lightning speed!

She’s actually a fairly gifted leader when it comes down to it.

She’s good at giving orders, and she did take down a fortress without any casualties, even if it was by way of a crafty plan.

But the thing is, she’s just kind of a wimp.

I mean, she’s only moving this incredibly fast because she’s terrified of the Demon Lord.

Except the Demon Lord is gonna be waiting for her when she gets back anyway.

You gotta love the way she sets herself up for a fall by being too crafty for her own good.

But whatever does or doesn’t happen to Boobs isn’t my problem.

Once the Second Army gets out of here and there’s no one around to watch, that’s where my job begins.

“Well then, Tenth Army. We will now commence the operation to conquer Fort Okun.”

Phelmina leads the Tenth Army toward the fortress.

She made it sound like we were going to take over monitoring the fortress, but we’re not the kind of boys and girls to just sit around watching.

No, our goal is to wipe out these monkeys.

Following Phelmina’s orders, the white-robed soldiers march closer to the fortress.

Technically, Vampy is a noblewoman from an important family, too, but her home and family got destroyed when she was a baby, so she’s been a vagrant child ever since…

Not that it matters, since being from a human noble family doesn’t teach you anything about demon noble etiquette anyway.

Demons are more concerned with combat ability.

In that respect, Vampy got super strong in terms of stats and skills on our journey, and apparently, that seriously hurt the pride of her classmates.

Now, if that was all she did, it wouldn’t be so bad.

Squashing the pride of some little demon kids? Who cares?

If that was enough to keep them down forever, then they were never destined for greatness in the first place.

But that was nothing compared to the chaos she caused next.

What did Vampy do, exactly? Well, she used her vampire abilities to Charm all the boys into bending to her will and drank a bunch of their blood to boot.

…Yeah, I know. A lot to take in, right?

I mean, I guess that might be what vampires are supposed to do, but yikes…

Apparently, when vampires enter puberty, their thirst for blood gets a lot stronger.

For vampires, drinking blood not only feeds them but also increases their number of underlings.

So yeah, it’s like, y’know.

It sorta sounds like a certain sketchy kind of harassment, but I guess you could say they’re around the age where they take an interest in that kind of thing, right?

You know how it is!

Most people would be able to control themselves, but apparently Vampy was extra stressed for various reasons, and she just kinda went wild.

She Charmed all the boys and basically became the empress of the academy.

It was Phelmina who rose up against her.

Phelmina’s fiancé, Wald, was among the boys under Vampy’s control, and the whole ruling class of the demons was in danger, so she took it upon herself to get rid of Vampy.

Incidentally, Phelmina’s family was a pretty important name among the demon nobles, too, but with similarly important families like Wald’s and others turning against them, they had no choice but to exile Phelmina.

And she got screwed over like this all because Vampy has connections to the Demon Lord.

If anything had happened to Vampy, there was no telling what the Demon Lord might do. Thus, even the adults who were free to choose all decided to side against Phelmina.

I, uh, I’m sorry about my crew…

Thanks to my friends, Phelmina got chased out of demon society.

I would’ve felt kinda bad leaving her in the lurch.

Coincidentally enough, the former commander of the Tenth Army that I took over was Phelmina’s father, so I ended up taking her under my command.

I mean, her handsome yet somehow unlucky-looking father begged me on hands and knees to take care of his daughter. What was I supposed to do?

Most members of the upper echelon of demon society sure seem to suffer a lot…

Although that’s mostly the Demon Lord’s fault!

…Seriously, I’m really sorry about my crew.

After that whole mess, Phelmina ended up being the first to join the Tenth Army.

Then other people in similarly bad situations joined, too, and the army started to take form.

Of course, the fact that all the members are here for messy reasons means they’re all problem children.

So what do you think is the fastest way to deal with that?

That’s right. The answer is give ’em a good thrashing until they obey you.

It’s important to get the upper hand early.

Once you drill it into their heads that you’re way stronger than them, they’ll usually do whatever you say.

Hmm? It’s barbaric to force them to obey me with brute strength?

I shouldn’t break them in like animals, you say?

Well, people are animals, too, in the grand scheme of things!

Besides, saying stuff like that will get some animal welfare groups after me next, right?

Yeah, yeah.

But this is a parallel world!

There’s no such thing as animal welfare groups here!

If there was any, maybe they should’ve protected me when I was a baby spider, dammit!

…Okay, we got a little off topic there.

So anyway, I use my overwhelming strength to make my new recruits listen to me, but there were still several problems.

One, we barely had any personnel. Two, they were weak. Three, no equipment.

There’s not much I could do about that first one. This army is already made up of the dregs of the dregs in the first place.

It’s inevitable that we wouldn’t have a high head count.

But the second and third problems were serious.

Well, technically they were only weak by my personal standards. They weren’t particularly weaker than other demon soldiers or anything.

But like I said, the Tenth Army doesn’t have many members.

What we lack in numbers, we have to make up for with individual strength.

We’re talking quality over quantity here.

As in, since I couldn’t get a higher quantity, I had no choice but to shoot for a higher quality.

And because the Tenth Army was formed last and barely has any people, we hardly get any supplies like armor and weapons.

Everything gets distributed to the other armies first, leaving next to nothing for the Tenth.

As a result, my guys get stuck fighting with cloth armor and tree branches, like the starter equipment in some game.

That only makes it even more important that each individual member of the Tenth Army is strong enough to make up for their crummy equipment.

Add it all up, and I had no choice but to train them!

So that’s exactly what I did.

Basically, I used the same approach you saw with Vampy and company: having them clean up some monsters and reaping energy for the system while we’re at it.

Ah, but I didn’t send them after legendary-class monsters or anything crazy like that, okay?

We started with the weaker monsters and worked our way up from there, of course.

I gauged the members’ strength and picked difficulty levels just low enough that they wouldn’t die.

Usually, I teleported all of them into the middle of a monster swarm, then teleported them home to rest once they were done.

Using my teleportation, I can send them to anywhere in the human and demon realms.

That makes it easy to visit monster-filled regions that neither demons nor humans would ever normally enter.

So I kept using my free army delivery service to drop my soldiers into the midst of monster hordes and bring them back, repeating the process to quickly level them up.

Thanks to that foolproof system, their levels went up really quickly, and they got stronger.

Then, once they had a certain level of basic strength, I subjected them to my personal training program.

In Vampy’s case, I had her train and then level up, but we had more time back then.

Training before leveling is really more efficient, but we didn’t have the luxury.

In order to make them as strong as possible in a limited time, the fastest method was to level them up quickly and get their stats to a point where they could keep up with the training.

If their stats were too low, my training regimen would just kill them.

Hmm? You can’t really call it training if it might kill you?

Well, yeah, why do you think I threw them into swarms of monsters first?

What? Normally that would be considered a death sentence?

…Well, common sense is for losers!

Even if all my soldiers look like their souls left them, what’s important is that they survived, leveled up, and made it back in one piece!

Nobody needs to know that I messed up my difficulty calculations a few times and almost got them killed.

Shh, it’s fiiine.

That just taught them how to run and hide from opponents they can’t defeat!

And here you see the results of that intensive training.

The huge horde of monkeys that was living in this fort has been completely wiped out.

Bravo! Clap, clap, clap.

“All clear.”

I nod at Phelmina’s report.

Excellent. That was great work.

Bwa-ha-ha! My Tenth Army has truly become a force to be reckoned with!

Incidentally, I solved our equipment shortage by going out of pocket.

Like I mentioned before, I weaved their white clothing with my own thread.

And I talked Mr. Oni into making weapons for them.

With his skill that lets him craft magic weapons, of course.

Thanks to him, the Tenth Army’s soldiers are actually better equipped than everyone else now.

Unlike the rest of the demon army, they don’t make a lot of public appearances; most of the Tenth’s activities so far have been for training, and a lot of the rest has been for my personal goals.

Which is why people apparently think the Tenth Army is some kind of secret information-gathering task force or something.

Hrm. Well, I guess I have made them do stuff like that.

Mostly related to the elves. I’ve had them track down elves who are still mucking about in demon lands and dispose of them if they find any.

As far as that goes, a lot of it was taken care of before the big war broke out thanks to the Colonel, also known as the late First Army Commander Agner, so there wasn’t much left for the Tenth Army to do anyway.

Which is why I sorta got carried away and sent them to hunt down elves in the human realm, too.

The only good elf is a dead elf, after all.

I used my teleportation to send my troops behind enemy lines, where they relied on their honed skills to conceal themselves, gather information, and assassinate any elves they found.

So yeah, I guess it’s true they’ve done some covert mission stuff before.

Phelmina in particular seems to have a gift for that kind of thing. She’s become an expert at sneaking up soundlessly behind a target and assassinating them without ever being noticed.

Since she’s been here since the birth of the new Tenth Army, she’s been trained longer than anyone else, and it definitely shows.

To be honest, she’s probably stronger than the likes of Commander Boobs.

Phelmina would probably win in a head-to-head fight, and if there’s no holds barred, I bet she could win even faster by killing someone in their sleep or something.

A young noblewoman turned assassin.

Yep, that’s pretty damn cool!

Phelmina also gives orders to the troops for me, deals with paperwork and other administrative stuff, and just generally takes care of communications in my place, since I’m so bad at talking.

Thanks to her strict upbringing as a proper lady, she’s great at all kinds of things.

At this point, she’s essential to the Tenth Army!

Which is why she was unanimously chosen as the sub-commander.

Ah, the only one who objected to that was Vampy, but I shut her up by making her kneel.

As punishment to Vampy for getting Phelmina banished and all that, I put a little curse on her.

When I say sit! she has to get down on her hands and knees.

It’s super handy whenever I need to punish Vampy for screwing up something or other.

And whenever Phelmina sees me force Vampy to kneel, it seems to cheer her up a bit, so that’s a nice little bonus.

Since the rest of the members of the Tenth Army all know what Vampy did to Phelmina, too, they’re always glaring daggers at our little bloodsucker.

The fact that Vampy doesn’t get discouraged or even seem to notice it is kind of impressive.

She’s got some serious guts, that one.

Meanwhile, Phelmina’s ex-fiancé Wald always has a stomachache or some nonsense.

He’s the one who got Charmed by Vampy in the academy and chased out Phelmina.

Now, that’s not his fault, since he was Charmed. He’s just a victim there.

But listen to this.

Even though the Charm effects wore off, he’s still pining for Vampy. He joined the Tenth Army just to chase after her, and he even talked her into making him a vampire.

He’s like an obsessive fan chasing Vampy around at this point.

And of course, the other Tenth Army members don’t exactly look kindly on that…

Not to mention that his ex-fiancée Phelmina, whose life he basically ruined, is now his superior…

So it’s not exactly a comfortable situation for Wald.

I swear, he looks paler every day. Oh, but that might be because he’s a vampire now, I guess.

Anyway, as I reflect on all this, I go around collecting the dead monkeys scattered in the fortress.

Demons aren’t going to eat monkeys, so somebody’s gotta do it.

That means me, or more specifically, my little clones.

I keep tossing the monkey corpses into the pocket dimension where I keep my mini-mes, cleaning up the fortress.

Not that we’re gonna use this fort anymore…

Because the Tenth Army is few in number, we can’t really hold and maintain a fort like this as our base. We’re just gonna leave it when our business is done here.

It’d be a waste to leave valuable manpower here. We might as well just give up on it and let some other demons use it for something more productive.

It’s not like the humans are gonna come try to take it back anyway.

How can I be so sure, you ask?

Because I’ve set things up to make it happen that way.

Heh-heh-heh.

Do you really think I’ve been sitting around doing nothing for these past few years?

Truth be told, the mastermind who’s manipulated the movements of not just the demon army, but even the humans, is none other than meeee!

DUN, DUN, DUNNN!

Man, it was a pain in the ass, I gotta say.

I had to teleport like crazy all over the place.

There were some serious machinations involved.

That big war between the demons and humans was one of the results of my hard work, see.

It took a ton of effort to get there, though.

I’m a very hard worker, if I do say so myself!

…But the hard work is still just getting started, as much as I hate to say it.

I’d better finish collecting these monkey corpses, reassemble the Tenth Army, and return to the Demon Lord’s castle, stat.

I’ll need my highly trained soldiers to help me out with the upcoming behind-the-scenes work. We can’t be wasting time in some stupid monkey fortress.

The war was definitely a huge event, but when you look at the endgame the Demon Lord and I are aiming for, it was just one step of many along the way.

There’s definitely no time to waste.

Not if we’re going to save this world from certain destruction.

So as part of the groundwork for that goal, I’m going to give the Tenth Army a highly important, top-secret mission.

Specifically, I’m sending them to the Analeit Kingdom, home of our buddy Yamada and his big brother Julius the hero, to destroy the place from the inside.
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The Analeit Kingdom.

It’s a human nation on the continent of Daztrudia, separate from the continent Kasanagara, which is where you can find the demon realm.

But the royal authority in the Analeit Kingdom isn’t particularly strong; it’s more like the king leads together with the highest-ranking nobles.

Okay, I guess the political structure doesn’t really matter.

There are two important points about this kingdom.

The fact that they have an academy where kids from all over the world gather, and the fact that it’s peaceful there.

Well, I guess you could say the academy exists there because it’s so peaceful.

Daztrudia doesn’t have a demon nation, so the human-demon war isn’t a big deal there. Instead, they have the Holy Kingdom of Alleius, which is the headquarters of the Word of God religion, and the other territories are all connected from there.

There aren’t any big battles between nations and not many territories where nasty monsters exist, either.

Analeit Kingdom has a particularly stable climate and fertile land. Basically, they’re super blessed.

Honestly, it’d be harder to not be prosperous and peaceful in their shoes.

No wonder it’s an important kingdom. They’re a bunch of cheaters!

Anyway, I’m guessing that super-stability is why they’ve started putting lots of effort into raising the next generation tender love and care, complete with a big academy.

At first, it was only for the noble kids within the kingdom, but somewhere along the way, it started to enroll students from all over the world.

I’m sure you can gather from that natural growth just how successful the kingdom is.

Although the fact that students have come from the other continent might be an effort to evacuate them from the front lines of battle.

After all, Kasanagara is the place where humans are suuuper at war with demons right now.

It makes sense that rich people would send their kids to the academy for safety.

So, since they’re taking care of kids for nobles and sometimes even royalty from other nations, the Analeit Kingdom gets a nice fat connection with all those places.

That makes this academy the place to be.

And if you don’t send your kids there, you’ll be left out.

Sending your kids to the Analeit Kingdom academy has become a big status symbol and eventually turned into the norm for the upper class of noble society.

This has only made it even more important to stay connected.

Basically, it’s a big cycle in the Analeit Kingdom’s favor.

It’s no exaggeration to say that they’re second in influence only to the Word of God church.

They might even give the Church a run for their money.

Of course, it’s typical of the Word of God that instead of trying to crush them, they started proactively trying to bring the Analeit Kingdom into their fold instead.

The Word of God has an established presence in the Analeit Kingdom, which means it also naturally reaches the kids who are studying abroad at their academy.

Man, that pontiff hasn’t been guiding the human race all this time for nothing.

He’s got a knack for naturally brainwashing people. Scary stuff…

So yeah, technically, the Analeit Kingdom is being used a bit, but they’re still impressive.

They’re even comparable to the Renxandt Empire, who are always battling it out with the demon realms on their border.

If the Renxandt Empire is the bulwark that protects humanity from the threat of demons, Analeit Kingdom is the safe zone far removed from the front lines.

As long as nothing totally insane happens, it’s a place where humanity could take refuge.

That also means that if anything went wrong there, it would seriously freak out everyone around them.

Which is why we went to work in the Analeit Kingdom!

…At least, that’s the official story.

Honestly, the amount of influence the Analeit Kingdom has on humanity doesn’t actually matter that much to me, y’know?

I only have one reason for messing with them.

Because that’s where Yamada is.

It’s just…like…argh!

What the heck?!

Gahhh! Come onnn!

Aargh! Ugggh! Aaargh!

Whew.

Okay, that’s enough yelling for no reason.

This is all because the stuff I’ve done backfired in ways I never imagined.

All my preparations were going so well, but then everything went ridiculously wrong somehow.

And all of that converged right on our pal Yamada.

In this world, his name is Schlain Zagan Analeit, also known as Shun.

The fourth prince of the Analeit Kingdom.

And he’s the biological brother of the previous hero, Julius.

A prince of a major nation? The hero’s little brother?

As if all that backstory wasn’t overkill enough, then the craziest thing happened.

He became the new hero…

Do you have any idea how I felt when I found that out through my mini-me?

After I worked sooo hard to get rid of that hero!

The next one just had to be a reincarnation!

And on top of that, it’s someone who had a deep connection with the previous hero!

This is awful! No, it’s worse than awful!

How was I supposed to know this would happen?!

I’ve gotta readjust my plans—fast!

First of all, it goes without saying that our goal is to save this world from destruction.

Yeah, this world is doomed to be destroyed soon. That much is certain.

If nothing is done, it’s a guaranteed game over.

So in order to avoid that, we’re gonna destroy the system, which is basically this world’s life support!

Bad idea? That’ll just kill us off faster? Shh, don’t think about that.

The system does keep this world alive, but it also contains an insane amount of energy.

And the whole reason this world is falling apart is that it doesn’t have enough energy.

So our plan is to plunder all the energy the world needs from the system.

It’s kinda like using the electricity that runs a life support system to deliver an electric shock directly to the patient and revive them.

I know it sounds pretty risky, but it should work in theory.

Not to mention, it was that crafty Administrator D who set up the system in the first place, so I had a feeling there would be a backdoor method to do something like that.

I took a look, and sure enough, it really did exist…

Anyway, we’re carrying out our break-the-system plan, which means we have to make some arrangements first.

Like I said before, this system-breaking plan is a huge risk.

If it fails, this world is gonna collapse on the spot without its life-support system.

Which is why we’ve got to take every possible precaution to make sure nothing goes wrong.

You could even say that everything I’ve done these past few years has been for that purpose.

Honestly, the huge war between demons and humans was just one small part of our bigger plan.

There were two main goals.

One: to secure more energy.

It requires energy to destroy the system, and we didn’t have enough.

The only way to get the energy we needed was a huge amount of deaths.

This is because the system works by absorbing the stats and skills people improve during their lifetimes in the form of energy when they die.

Just as we hoped, we were able to gain the bare minimum amount of energy we need from all the casualties after war broke out.

But it’s still just the bare minimum. Ideally, we’d like to have extra just in case something unexpected happens.

It’s only thanks to the noble sacrifices of many demons and humans that we succeeded in securing the necessary energy at all.

Yeah, it’s awful for the people who got turned into energy, but this is to save the world from destruction.

The needs of the many outweigh the needs of the few and all that.

Just ignore the fact that the “few” in this case is an insanely huge number.

All that matters is that without that huge amount of sacrifices, this world would be screwed to the point of no return.

So. Anyway.

The most important of those many valuable sacrifices was the hero.

That was our second major goal: obliterating the hero!

See, the hero is a huge cheater by nature.

It’s like an official cheat code that was built into the system…

You get all kinds of benefits just for being the hero, but the scariest of those is the anti-demon-lord effect.

The demon lord is chosen from among the demons, but demons live way longer and have way higher stats than humans.

Which means humanity could never defeat an experienced demon lord.

To make up for that, the hero is designed to be super effective against the demon lord.

No matter how strong the demon lord might be, the hero will always have the ability to be more than a match for them.

…With backup from the system.

…Consuming a corresponding amount of energy.

And who is the demon lord right now?

Yes, it’s the Origin Taratect you all know and love, Ms. Ariel herself!

She’s by far the strongest individual in the world! I mean, stats averaging around 90,000? Is that a bug or a typo or something?

So what would happen if the demon lord clashed with the hero?

If the system provided the hero with backup to beat her, you better believe it would waste a massive amount of energy.

Obviously, we don’t want our Demon Lord to get killed, of course, but either way, that means we can’t allow the hero to fight the demon lord no matter what.

To make matters worse, the hero even has a special weapon.

It’s called the Sword of the Hero.

Hilariously cliché, I know, but its ability is no joke.

It only works once, but it can kill anyone in a single blow, even a god.

…That means even I would die if it hit me, right?

D is the one who made it, after all.

So, like, I’m just thinking out loud here, but it’s probably supposed to be another sneaky trick, like “You can use this to kill Güli-güli and get tons of energy if you want.”

Just like breaking the system itself…

Or maybe it’s for if some random foreign god came wandering into this world or something?

Either way, that Sword of the Hero spells doom for anyone, even me.

Just letting that thing continue to exist is dangerous!

So our other goal was to get rid of it, obviously.

Ideally by making the hero die after wasting it on something!

One problem, though! If we kill the hero, a new one’s just gonna pop up anyway!

So I tried to mess with the system itself and erase the very existence of heroes!

By erasing the settings for heroes from the system, basically.

So the plan was to kill Julius the hero, then hack the system before the title moved on to the next one.

It was practically a frame-perfect trick, but I did plenty of preparation beforehand, so it was no problem.

…At least, it wasn’t supposed to be.

Well, to get right to the point, that obviously didn’t work out.

And after I worked so hard to set everything up…

We made a queen taratect clone like Mother and sent it after him, thinking he’d have to use the Sword of the Hero to beat it, but he won without using it…

I even had to show up personally…

Considering that the hero’s special cheat ability might’ve activated even against me, I was hoping he’d naturally get killed by someone else, y’know?

In retrospect, his cheat code might have helped him beat the queen taratect clone in the first place.

The Colonel and Deadbeat both went down in the fight against the hero party, too.

I was planning on bringing them back whenever I could find an opening, but they had to go and act all manly and cool…

…We did succeed in defeating the hero, but honestly, the overall plan was a failure.

A major failure.

A really, really unbelievably major failure!

…Sigh.

Well, in a way, it stands to reason that my calculations went wrong.

We were trying to get Julius the hero killed for our cause and it’s only natural that he fought back.

Obviously, Julius didn’t know the real story. All he did was fight like a hero should.

He fought fair and square and totally shattered our expectations in the process.

I was taking the hero way too lightly.

I mean, I thought I was being careful. That’s why I made all kinds of preparations and formed a whole plan just to kill him.

But what I was really being wary of was the “Hero” as a function of the system.

Not Julius, the individual.

That was my mistake.

Now I know that what I really should have feared is the fact that he was chosen to be the hero.

After all, the title is only given to the most fitting person for the job. A mere human who would be the best receptacle for the miraculous power of the hero.

He’s not strong because of his cheat code powers. He’s strong because he was a worthy individual who could be entrusted with those powers.

Faith, determination, pride.

Those powers of the heart are what really make a hero formidable.

So really, I was probably bound to fail from the moment I made that miscalculation.

I accept that part as my mistake.

But that being said, I have a few complaints about what happened next!

I mean, seriously?! The next hero turned out to be YAMADA?!

Honestly, for the most part, it wouldn’t matter which human became the hero.

After all, most important humans participated in the big war, and over half of them died. Plus the half that’s left aren’t really worth much in comparison to Julius the hero.

Even if it went to a promising youngster who didn’t participate in the war, well, a young kid becoming the hero would be even more advantageous for us.

Such a young hero would never grow up in time to factor into our plans.

No matter how broken the hero’s official cheat powers might be, they’re not all powerful—I proved that when I defeated Julius.

Even if someone a bit inconvenient for us became the Hero, worst-case scenario, I could just take care of ’em nice and quick.

Or so I thought!

But the worst-case scenario turned out to be even worse than I thought.

It was none other than Yamada, who’s hard enough to lay a hand on as a reincarnation and one of the strongest to boot.

Well, let’s put aside the power level conversation for a second.

Considering the full strength of our forces, it doesn’t really matter who the hero is; they won’t be a threat to us.

The strongest reincarnation would probably be either Kushitani or Tagawa, followed by Yamada.

Kushitani and Tagawa have been traveling around as adventurers, building up experience.

And even that pair together weren’t able to defeat Mera on his own.

You couldn’t even take Mera, huh…?

Heh-heh. He’s actually the weakest of us…

If you can’t even beat him, you reincarnations should be ashamed…

Okay, that was just an Elite Four bit, but Mera really is the weakest of us.

If the two strongest reincarnations can’t even beat him, then we’ve got nothing to worry about in terms of strength.

Now that Yamada’s become the hero, it’s likely he’s surpassed those two in terms of stats, but it probably evens out since he’s got practically no hands-on combat experience, don’t you think?

So their strength doesn’t really matter, but that’s not the part we need to worry about.

First of all, Yamada is a reincarnation.

That makes it hard for me to lay a hand on him.

Okay, so personally, I don’t really care that much either way, but Ms. Oka has been trying sooo hard to save all the reincarnations. I don’t wanna ruin that for her.

I owe Ms. Oka a lot.

This was in our past lives, but she did save my life.

I want to pay her back for that.

So I’m trying to respect her wishes as much as possible, meaning I try to save reincarnations whenever I can.

Which means the fastest solution—killing the new hero—isn’t an ideal option here.

Not to mention, Yamada himself is raring to follow in Julius’s footsteps.

He wants to avenge the hero, who was also his big brother.

If he’s that fired up about it, he’s bound to get in our way when we try to make a move.

After all, we are the demon army.

More specifically, I am the one who personally killed Julius…

And finally, this part is the hardest to predict and the most annoying: Yamada’s unique skill.

By using my mini-mes to gather information, I found out that his unique skill as a reincarnation is called Divine Protection.

The effect is that it apparently makes the results he wants more likely to happen…

Talk about an abstract description.

I mean, it’s basically just a luck-based thing.

Most skills have their effects described in concrete, predefined numbers, but it’s totally impossible to figure out the extent of this one’s effects.

Even if things go well for him, there’s no way of telling whether that was thanks to his own abilities, good luck, or the help of this stupid Divine Protection skill.

But that’s the skill that worries me the most.

The unique skills D gave specially to each reincarnation aren’t usually so vague.

It might normally be little more than a slight boost in luck that you wouldn’t even notice, but I’m guessing that when it comes down to a really crucial moment, it means he’ll never make the wrong decision.

But that depends on Yamada himself.

In other words, it might bring about the worst possible results for someone he considers an enemy.

And obviously, that enemy has got to be us…

If worse comes to worst, a choice that Yamada thinks is right might even end up preventing our goal of saving the world from destruction. It’s crazy, but it could happen.

Since the effect is so hard to understand, there’s no telling how much this Divine Protection skill could intervene with what you might call fate itself, and that’s what’s so scary about it.

And so hard to plan for.

So, with all that in mind, I’m planning to take Yamada out of the picture for a bit.

Oh, I don’t mean send him to the afterworld or anything terrible like that, of course!

I’m just trying to physically distance him from the situation so he can’t interfere.

Since we were able to get rid of Julius the hero, clearly Yamada’s Divine Protection isn’t all-powerful.

Otherwise, it wouldn’t have let the person Yamada cared about so much die.

So I’m guessing that Divine Protection can’t prevent something that’s happening outside of Yamada’s awareness, probably. Hopefully.

So we’re just gonna destroy the Analeit Kingdom real quick.

Huh? That still sounds pretty terrible?

Shh. Don’t even worry about it.

All right, let’s go take down a monarchy, people!
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“Heh-heh-heh. Finally. I can finally pay those bastards back for what they did to me!”

Oh, dear me.

Someone thinks he’s cool…

“Hey, Sophia! Don’t just stand there! Let’s go!”

“Coming, coming.”

A man decked out in full armor yells at me impatiently as I roll my eyes.

Normally, I wouldn’t stand for this kind of treatment for a second, but it’s hard to get angry when I think about how pathetic this loser is.

The man stomping around in front of me with his shoulders squared is Hugo Baint Renxandt.

He’s the prince of the Renxandt Empire and a student here at the Analeit Kingdom academy.

Not that he actually goes to school all that much.

Apparently, he screwed the pooch about five years ago and got suspended.

Sadly, we had no choice but to frame Yamada and force him to flee from the capital.

Hmm? I can’t say that when I’m the one who set him up?

Yeah, I guess you’re right…

But still, if I hadn’t made all this happen, things might have taken an even more tragic turn.

Natsume would’ve tried to get revenge on Yamada and Ms. Oka one way or another, I’m sure.

And the eldest prince, Cylis, might’ve acted on his inferiority complex toward his younger brothers and obsession with the throne even without our intervention.

Not to mention, Potimas was corrupting the highest echelons of the kingdom’s ruling class, too!

There were already bombs all over the place.

So all we did was make those bombs go off in the most convenient directions and times for our purposes.

I got rid of the bombs for you! You’re welcome!

See? I did nothing wrong!

…What do you think? Are you buying that?

No? It’s still on me?

Hrm. Oh, all right. I’ll admit it.

I did quite a few things wrong!

Like, we totally killed the king.

And even if he was being controlled, that poor girl who killed him might be seriously traumatized about that.

Yes, I know I’ve done some nasty things!

But I won’t stop!

I mean, I kind of can’t.

There might be a smarter way to go about this, but this is the very best I could come up with.

At any rate, we used this chaos to get rid of all the kingdom officials who were under Potimas’s control, and Vampy got rid of Potimas herself.

As usual, it wasn’t his real body, so he’ll probably pop up in another body soon enough, but I think we at least managed to root him out of the kingdom.

With that, our mission is more or less complete.

Now all we need is for Yamada and friends to get away safely.

Without an entire kingdom behind him, Yamada shouldn’t be able to do anything too crazy anymore.

We just need him to hide out someplace until everything’s over.

Or so I thought, but it seems like he’s having a hard time with the people Natsume brainwashed.

He can’t seem to do anything against a mind-controlled Ooshima.

Hrm. I thought Yamada was strong enough to knock out Ooshima fairly easily, but maybe I overestimated him a little?

No, I guess this is more about emotions than strength.

He probably can’t turn his sword on someone who’s been his friend since our previous lives.

Still, though…

“Katia! Come back to your senses!”

“How very rude. My senses are fine, thank you. You are a traitor, and traitors must be punished.”

What is this, a lovers’ quarrel?

Ooshima shoots Fire Magic, and Yamada cancels it out with Water Magic.

It looks cool and all, but since I’ve gotten used to seeing all kinds of crazy next-level battles, this isn’t all that exciting.

Yeah, they’re definitely giving it their all, but it kinda lacks the proper tension somehow…

So it just kinda ends up looking like Yamada and Ooshima are playing around, from where I’m standing.

Again, they’re really fighting their hardest, okay?

But when you’ve done battle with legendary-class monsters and that the like, well…y’know?

Except, as I’m kinda half-watching with a rude level of disinterest, I end up reacting too late.

WHA—?!

Ooshima blew up on purpose?!

It’s a suicide attack to shake off Natsume’s brainwashing!

Wait, but that definitely looks like a fatal wound to me…

Oh crap… Now I’ve done it…

I didn’t think someone would blow themselves up just because they couldn’t escape the brainwashing on their own…

“Katia?!”

Yamada runs over to the collapsing Ooshima and catches her before she hits the ground.

But since Ooshima took the full brunt of her own all-out attack, with no defenses, anyone could see that she’s hurt beyond saving.

Shoot…I didn’t think this would happen…

I guess I underestimated the strength of Ooshima’s will.

I can’t believe you were able to resist the brainwashing from a Seven Deadly Sins skill, even for a second…

That goes beyond unexpected.

Ahh, I’m sorry, Ms. Oka…

As I apologize silently, a soft light envelopes Yamada and Ooshima.

Healing Magic, huh? That’s not going to do anything n—

Wait! This isn’t Healing Magic!!

What Yamada’s doing definitely isn’t Healing Magic at all?!

Somehow, Ooshima’s unmistakably mortal wounds are healing up.

“Ah…Shun…?”

“Katia, are you back to normal?”

“Huh? My wounds…?”

“I healed them.”

“You’re…so…ridicu…lous.”

“Stop trying to talk. We’re getting out of here.”

Ooshima and Yamada start getting flirty, but I can’t worry about that right now.

What just happened was so shocking that my real body jumped out of my seat.

Ooshima’s wounds were definitely beyond saving.

In fact, I’m pretty sure Ooshima was already dead by the time Yamada caught her.

Normal Healing Magic can’t fix fatal wounds right away, and even Miracle Magic, the advanced version of Healing Magic, can’t bring people back from the dead.

There’s only one skill that might be able to do that.

The Seven Heavenly Virtues skill Mercy.

That’s the only skill in this world that can bring someone back from the dead.

And to think that Yamada of all people would have it…

Well, okay, I guess I had some idea that might be the case.

I actually knew that there was a human with the Mercy skill, although I didn’t know who it was.

But the Seven Heavenly Virtues skills, like the Seven Deadly Sins skills, are really hard to get.

I don’t think most human in this world could get it even if they deliberately tried.

Which means it’s even less likely that someone would acquire it by chance.

That’s why I figured there was a good chance that the person who had Mercy might be an outsider in this world: a reincarnation.
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And if anyone was going to get Mercy, it probably would be Yamada.

In fact, part of the reason I had Natsume brainwash reincarnations like Ooshima and Hasebe was to figure out if any of them had Seven Heavenly Virtues skills.

Ooshima and Hasebe both turned out to be a bust, so by process of elimination, either Yamada, Ms. Oka, Tagawa, or Kushitani must be the holder of Mercy.

Personality-wise, it wouldn’t be surprising if Ms. Oka had it, but since I’d never seen her use it to revive a murdered elf, that ruled her out.

That also left Tagawa and Kushitani, but Yamada seemed like a more logical fit.

But the only way to find out would be to use Appraisal on Yamada or get him to actually use it, and I couldn’t very well just drop a dead body in front of him for that.

I guess this turned out to be a blessing in disguise, since I got to see him use it because of this (un)lucky break.

Although I already had a hunch it was him, I hadn’t figured it into my plans since I couldn’t find out for sure. Now that I know, this might be a big opportunity.

The cost of using Mercy is that one’s Taboo skill levels up.

Mercy makes bringing back the dead possible, which is difficult even in the system of this world.

But once you’ve revived the dead, you’re confronted with Taboo, which reveals the true nature of the system.

Once you find that out, you’re bound to realize what it really means to bring back the dead.

D is a sick bastard, as usual.

Always out to break people’s hearts.

But maybe I can use that to my advantage.

I’ll lure Yamada in and have people die in front of his eyes.

No doubt he’ll bring them back from the dead.

And then his Taboo level will go up.

Eventually, when it maxes out, Yamada will learn the truth of this world.

And then he’ll be faced with a choice.

Will he stand against us? Or join hands with us?

I suppose pretending he didn’t see anything is an option, too.

No ordinary human can carry the weight of the world on their shoulders.

And if he chooses to oppose us, then I’ll crush him, of course.

But I don’t think Yamada could do that.

He’s a lower-middle-class kid, after all.

Sure, he’s a hero or whatever now, but originally, he was just a normal boy.

So I’m sure he can’t take on the fate of the world.

I’ll push him into finding out the truth and get him to give up.

Yep. I was gonna have him escape and hide out somewhere, but now I’m changing the plan.

We still need him to get away from the royal capital for now, but I think I’ll have Yamada see a bit more action after all.

My thoughts race as I form a new plan.

Now that Ooshima is down, the biggest obstacle to their escape is gone, so that part should be easy.

“Fancy meeting you here.”

EXCUSE MEEEEE?!

Uh, Vampy? What do you think you’re doing?

Why exactly are you standing in their way like some kind of big final boss?!

“Oh, here. Present for you, Ms. Oka.”

“P…Potimas?!”

“I-it can’t be!”

And now you’re dramatically tossing her Potimas’s head?!

Obviously, that’s gonna freak everyone out!

Vampy! Seriously, what’re you thinking?!

She licks some of Potimas’s blood off her hands.

“How disgusting. Perhaps his rotten personality made his blood taste bad?”

Ew, don’t lick that blood. It’s dirty! Go on, spit it out!

“You did this…to Potimas?”

“What other explanation could there be?”

“But you…!”

“You’re not going to say I could never kill anyone, are you? You’ve done plenty of killing yourself, after all. This isn’t Japan. The same rules don’t apply here, and you know it.”

Debating with Ms. Oka is all well and good, but what are you planning to do next?

What the heck? I did explain that we were going to let Yamada and friends escape from the capital, right? She didn’t forget, did she?

So why do Ms. Oka and the others look like they’re about to fight Vampy?

“Ms. Oka, you want to fight me? Oh, stop. Master told me not to lay a hand on you.”

See?! I knew it! I did say that, didn’t I?!

Then why are you standing in their way now?!

Even those softies are gonna try to fight you if you do that!

“But I suppose you give me no choice. It’s not my fault if it’s just self-defense, right?”

IT TOTALLY IS, DUMBASS!

N-no, no, it’ll be fine.

I’m sure even Vampy is still planning to let them go in the end.

And if it comes down to it, Phelmina will step in and stop her on my behalf! I think!

Just then, a chakram goes flying toward Yamada.

…Wait, what? Isn’t that Phelmina’s weapon?

Vampy alone is too powerful for these guys to take. If you add in Phelmina, there’s no way for Yamada and company to win at all, is there?

Clad in black, Phelmina stops Yamada from trying to back up Ms. Oka.

An identically black-clad Wald swoops down on Hyrince, who’s holding Anna.

They’re not dressed in white like usual because that would stand out a bit too much for undercover work in the kingdom.

People are starting to figure out that white clothes equals the Tenth Army anyway.

I don’t know if anyone in this kingdom is aware of that, but just to help avoid being found out and to fit in with Cylis’s soldiers, I had them wear black.

None of that matters right now, though.

Vampy keeps canceling out Ms. Oka’s magic, slowly but surely closing the distance between them.

When Vampy got the Envy skill, she also got a title that granted her the Divine Scales skill.

It’s an advanced version of the Dragon Scales skill that dragons and wyrms have.

Its effects are twofold: adding scales to the user’s body to increase their defense and interfering with the weaving of magic.

So it raises physical defense while also dealing with magic attacks by hindering their casting.

It’s a powerful skill, one of the best defenses there is.

And as far as magic goes, by combining it with the similar effects of the Dragon Barrier skill, it can all but cancel out most magic.

Since Ms. Oka seems to have a magic-heavy build, she’s a terrible match for Vampy.

Throw in the huge difference between their stats, and she pretty much has no chance of winning.

Vampy clearly realizes that and is slowly, lazily walking toward Ms. Oka.

Ms. Oka tries to stop her with Wind Magic, but since magic doesn’t work on Vampy, it’s literally just dust in the wind.

“Ahh!”

Finally, Vampy grabs Ms. Oka around her slim neck.

Seriously, what the heeeeell?!

What’s wrong with you?!

At this rate, the adventures of Yamada and friends are gonna meet an untimely end right here!

Argh! If it’s come to this, I have no choice but to show up and save them as some mysterious stranger!

But just as I’m starting to seriously consider this half-baked plan, a white wyrm comes flying in.

Isn’t that…?

“Fei?”

Yamada’s words overlap my thoughts as he addresses the wyrm.

Fei is Shinohara, right…?

She used to be an earth dragon, but since she made a summoning contract with Yamada the hero, she took a special route to evolve into a light wyrm.

Since it’s a special evolution, she entered some kinda cocoon thing for quite a while, but it looks like the evolution finished just in the nick of time.

Seriously, talk about perfect timing!

…A little too perfect, don’cha think?

Maybe this is Yamada’s Divine Protection skill at work again?

“Yeah, you’re just in time.”

While I was thinking about all that, it looks like Yamada and Shinohara were communicating telepathically.

“Shun! Mount that wyrm and get out of here!”

As the third prince Leston shouts, everyone jumps into action.

“Don’t worry about us! Shun, and Hyrince, too! Take Miss Oka and run!”

“Shun! Let’s go!”

Hyrince runs toward Yamada, carrying the unconscious Ms. Oka and Anna.

“Do you think we’ll let you escape?”

Vampy steps in to stop them.

Uh, hello?! You’re supposed to let them escape!

Seriously, what are you doing?!

Luckily, while Shinohara uses her dragon breath to keep Vampy and the others at bay, the others get on her back, and she flies off.

Phew. They managed to escape.

Ah, that last breath attack burned Wald pretty good…

Well, he’s probably not gonna die.

Vampy and Phelmina promptly knock out Leston and the rest who stayed behind.

Phelmina quietly says something to Vampy, who brushes her off impatiently.

That’s it, Phelmina! You tell her, girl!

But I’m gonna have to punish Vampy myself, too…
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So I’m punishing her.

“Wait a minute! I let them go in the end, didn’t I?! And besides! If we just let them leave like that, who knows what they would’ve done?! That’s why I put a Coma status effect on Ms. Oka! Now they won’t be able to make a move for a good fifteen days! See! I’m a smart girl! So you should really let me off the hook!”

A compelling testimony.

But she still needs punishment!

“Pgyaaaah!”

As Vampy shrieks like a bird being strangled, Phelmina looks on with a satisfied smirk.

You realize you were complicit in this too, though, right?

“Eeek?!”

So I punish her, too.

That being said, Yamada and the others still managed to escape in the end, and putting Ms. Oka into a deep sleep was actually a relatively smart move. I generously let them off with only a light punishment.

For the sake of Vampy and Phelmina’s dignity, I won’t get into the specifics.

The status condition Vampy used on Ms. Oka, Coma, is apparently an advanced version of the Sleep condition.

In fact, I’ve never even heard of such a condition…

Why fifteen days? Because any longer than that, and her body would start rapidly deteriorating and she’d die without ever waking up.

From the end of the big war till now, Mr. Oni and the rest of the commanders have been focused on postwar cleanup efforts, but that’s mostly settled down now.

With Boobs back, too, we can probably return to business as usual.

Which brings us to our next step: an armed expedition to the elf village!

Yep, you heard me! The elf village is going down!

Now that the big human-demon battle is over, it’s about time we get rid of that PITA Potimas, which naturally means we’re embarking on a campaign to destroy the elf village.

No, this time we’re gonna crush the real thing.

And that requires us to raze the whole damn elf village to the ground.

Which is exactly why we had to slow down Ms. Oka and the others, y’know?

Ms. Oka is an elf, and we can’t have her getting caught up in this.

I don’t know if we’ll be able to keep an eye on Ms. Oka and friends while we’re fighting Potimas.

It’s safe to assume this is going to be a crazy-fierce battle.

I do intend to rescue the reincarnations who’re being kept in the elf village, but to be totally honest, we might end up having to abandon them.

That’s just how dangerous the fight with Potimas is gonna be.

So of course I want to reduce the amount of potential distractions as much as possible.

When I fight Potimas, I want to do it under ideal conditions.

Here’s the thing, though. There’s one guy we’re gonna have to deal with for that to happen…

Dustin, the pontiff of the Word of God.

Potimas has caused plenty of trouble for me personally, too, so I’d like to put that to rest and leave the Demon Lord and pontiff feeling satisfied.

And since the pontiff managed to lay the groundwork for us, that should make things easier.

Our original plan assumed that even he wouldn’t be able to get permission for the demon army to march through human territory.

So even though it would’ve been crazy tough, I was planning on teleporting the entire army directly to the elf village myself.

It would’ve cost tons of energy, mind you!

We just figured it was a necessary sacrifice.

But now, if we can go through the human territory, we don’t have to eat that giant cost!

Which means we can put all the saved energy to other uses.

This should seriously raise our chances of defeating Potimas.

But it does cause some problems, too.

Since teleporting only takes a matter of seconds, the demon army hasn’t really started to prepare to march just yet.

Except now we have to march them through human lands, which means we have to make plans for preparation and the actual march.

The Demon Lord and the pontiff are discussing the details now.

Looks like things are gonna be busy when we get back to the demon realm…

We’ll have to prepare in a serious hurry.

Especially if we want to achieve the Demon Lord and pontiff’s dearest wish of so many years without a hitch.
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Atone.

When I close my eyes, that word rises to the surface, as if someone is speaking directly in my head.

Even when I open my eyes, the word is still there.

I can sleep and wake, and still it sticks to me without end.

Atone.

This is the effect of Taboo level 10.

The knowledge that is afforded to those who commit taboos and raise the skill level to its highest, and the cost of that knowledge.

Those who max out the Taboo skill must live with this word for the rest of their lives.

Atone.

A word directed toward all humans living in this world.

Taboo exists to make humans aware of their own sins, the actions that drove this world to the brink of destruction.

But if that’s true, then what do we reincarnations who were living in a different world entirely have to atone for, and how?

The answer is…

I didn’t know cleanup after a battle would be this hard.

Once I finish most of my work, I flop down exhaustedly.

Thanks to my stats and skills, my physical exhaustion isn’t actually that bad.

But the mental and emotional toll is much deeper.

After all, my work right now consists of identifying those who were killed in battle, preparing condolence money to send to their relatives, and so on.

The sacrifices in the formation I led, the Eighth Army, were very extensive.

At least half of those were because I forced them to charge the enemy in what amounted to a suicide attack.

Each time I look at the list of names, I can almost hear their cries of resentment toward me.

And then there’s the sight of their families clinging to their recovered bodies and sobbing.

I have to offer them my sympathies without any real emotions behind my words.

I can’t let any feelings show.

I don’t have the right to be emotional about it.

Because I have to be the heartless superior who cruelly sent them to their deaths.

Really, I shouldn’t even be allowed to dwell on these sentiments now.

I force myself to clear my mind and focus on dealing with the aftermath.

Since I destroyed the fortress where we fought with my own hands, it’s no longer strategically worth occupying.

There’s no point in claiming ownership over a pile of rubble.

But we have to recover the bodies of the dead from both armies that were left on the battlefield and the supplies that were left inside the fortress.

Otherwise, battlefield looters will make off with everything.

Most of the supplies in the fortress were ruined beyond use when I blew everything up, but fortunately, there were some resources remaining that weren’t destroyed in the battle, which I managed to recover.

It was collecting the corpses that was far more difficult.

Of course, it was largely the survivors and new members of the Eighth Army who were put in charge of collecting the bodies.

Most of them were friends and acquaintances of the dead.

There have been several occasions where someone discovered the body of a friend and broke down crying, unable to continue working.

I’m responsible for all this tragedy.

It’s enough to put me at a loss for words.

But still, I’m not allowed to fall silent.

I have to tell the sobbing soldiers to “quit crying and work” without a shred of mercy.

If they look up at me with hatred, I glare back even more intensely.

The pressure of my glare forces them to lower their heads and surrender.

The members of the Eighth Army are a mishmash of people who never had anything to do with me.

From the very beginning, they had no reason to be loyal to me.

And now that I’ve forced them to march into certain death and gotten many of their comrades killed, that lack of loyalty is turning into anger and fear.

Into hatred for the meaningless deaths.

But they can’t oppose me.

The resulting despair is painfully clear.

I’ve become an evil general who controls his soldiers with fear.

There’s no justice anywhere in that picture.

But this is the path I chose.

It’s way too late to turn back now.

Heaving a sigh, I stand up from the chair in my private quarters.

We’re having a meeting with all the commanders today.

I leave my quarters and head for the conference room.

Along the way, I run into Mr. Merazophis.

“Hello.”

“Hello.”

We exchange equally brief greetings.

Mr. Merazophis is Miss Sophia’s servant.

Since I became a commander, he’s also been looking out for me as my senior.

He’s always been a quiet man who doesn’t go in for small talk, but today, he seems especially somber.

I’m sure he’s feeling down for similar reasons to my own.

That normally pale face of his looks even more pallid than usual.

Together, we walk silently toward the meeting room.

When we open the door and enter, Commander Darad is already seated, with just as heavy a mood as both of us.

But unlike our mental exhaustion, Darad looks more physically drained than anything.

Unlike Merazophis and me, Commander Darad is a normal demon.

His stats are naturally lower than ours.

Between the battle and the cleanup work afterward, he must be completely worn out.

“Ah. Sir Merazophis and Sir Wrath.”

Even his voice lacks its usual vigor.

This man is clearly exhausted.

“You must be working hard,” I blurt out without thinking.

“Hrm. So I really do look that exhausted, eh?”

“Yes, more or less.”

There’d be no point trying to deny it, so I answer honestly.

“How pathetic I am. Losing spectacularly in my biggest battle yet, then disgracing myself once again in the process of cleaning up after my mess. It’s enough to make a man lose faith in himself.”

Commander Darad chuckles mirthlessly.

Fortunately, Commander Kogou enters at that moment.

The giant commander senses the mood in the room and turns awkward and apologetic as he shuffles to his seat.

Commander Kogou looks pale, too.

Seems like all the commanders are being overworked to some extent.

I take my seat as well and wait for the meeting to start.

After a short while, Miss White enters the room.

Maybe it’s my imagination, but it almost seemed like she glanced at Commander Kogou when she entered.

Although since her eyes are always closed, it’s a bit hard to tell where she’s looking.

“Heya. Looks like the gang’s all here.”

While I’m distracted by Miss White, Miss Ariel enters as well.

There are still some commanders missing, but I guess the rest of them aren’t coming today.

More importantly, Mr. Balto looks extremely distressed next to Miss Ariel.

He’s so pale, it seems like he could drop dead at any moment. Is he all right?

“The Second Army Commander isn’t back yet. She won’t be here today.”

Miss Ariel indicates that the Second Army Commander, Sanatoria, won’t be joining us.

Miss Sanatoria came to one of these meetings alone just once to report on her army’s current situation, but then she went right back to the front to keep an eye on the fortress that had been overrun with monkey monsters.

Right now, she’s on her way back from that fortress with the Second Army.

In the previous meeting, Miss Ariel stated that our next target is the elf village.

Some of the commanders are in contact with the elves; the former Ninth Army Commander Warkis was colluding with them.

Miss Ariel and Miss White haven’t told me which ones, but I’m guessing from context that Miss Sanatoria is one of them.

It’s just a guess, but I’m almost certain I’m right.

And if I can figure that much out, there’s no way Miss Ariel and Miss White don’t already know.

Which means that for the moment, they’re knowingly letting her go free.

I can’t understand why they would do that if we’re on the brink of marching on the elf village to wipe out their entire race.

But knowing Miss Ariel and Miss White, I’m sure there’s a very good reason that isn’t immediately apparent.

“Now then, I’ve gathered you all here for a very important reason. We’re going to discuss our plan of attack on the elf village.”

Hmm? I keep my surprise to myself.

Usually, Miss Ariel leaves Mr. Balto in charge of running these meetings.

But this time, Miss Ariel herself is handling it herself.

Something strange is going on.

I can’t help but get a bad feeling about it.

And more often than not, my bad feelings are right.

“There’s actually been a slight change of plans. We’re gonna have to move the schedule forward way sooner.”

The commanders all go deathly silent, as if they’ve forgotten to breathe.

I can’t blame them for that reaction. We’ve only just gotten close to being done with the postwar cleanup, and now we’re going to have to march again right away.

The original plan was already pretty busy and short on time. If we’re moving it up even more, then this could turn into a literal death march.

“Yeah, sorry ’bout that!”

Miss Ariel scratches her head and apologizes in a light tone.

This is no comfort at all, but she probably does genuinely feel bad on the inside.

When it comes down to it, Miss Ariel is actually a very good person.

But her apology won’t make the mountain of work ahead of us any smaller.

The term worker exploitation flashes across my mind.

People can do amazing things if they push themselves. We managed to finish reorganizing the troops and get ready to march just in time.

It’s probably because all the commanders worked together and ran around like crazy to make preparations happen.

Mr. Balto and Commander Darad were particularly cooperative; it seems to me like they became a lot more open during this period of preparation.

Even more surprisingly, Miss Sanatoria was fairly helpful, too, in spite of the fact that she’s most likely working with the elves in secret.

When she got back to the Demon Lord’s castle, she actually coordinated with the likes of Mr. Balto, who stayed behind to keep things running in the demon territory during the battle, and Commander Darad. She proactively participated in restoration efforts, upgrading the defenses of the troops who were getting ready to head to the elf village and so on.

Although unlike Mr. Balto and Commander Darad, she didn’t offer to lend her forces to the expedition to the elf village.

Even so, she was a big help.

I guess Miss Sanatoria must have decided to cut off contact with the elves and stick with Miss Ariel.

That seems like a bit of an opportunistic move to me, but it’s not really any of my business.

On the other hand, the Third Army Commander Kogou was decidedly uncooperative.

He’s always been on the rebel side, and he’s against this next attack, too.

That being said, although he’s not actively helping, he isn’t trying to stop us, either.

If someone like Mr. Balto gives him an order, he’ll still do it, albeit halfheartedly.

Weak-willed. Indecisive. That’s my impression of Commander Kogou.

I know it sounds a bit harsh, but I can’t help it.

While the rest of us are burning the candle at both ends, he’s the only commander who consistently refuses to help out.

Technically, I suppose the Ninth Army Commander Black hasn’t helped, either, but he has a special position apart from the rest of us commanders.

As for the other commander with a special position, Miss White, she seems quite busy herself.

Although I’ve never actually seen her looking busy.

Officially, it’s a mystery what kind of work Miss White’s Tenth Army actually does, but I happen to know that Miss White teleports them all over the place to do various odd jobs.

The fact that I haven’t seen any of the Tenth Army members during the staging period is proof in itself they’ve been busy.

They’re here for the departure today, though.

…Although I don’t see a few members, like Miss Sophia.

I’m guessing the ones who aren’t here are traveling with the imperial army instead.

Before we left, Natsume—or rather Hugo—led the imperial army toward the elf village.

We’ll be marching shortly after them, as the second formation in the order of battle.

I glance around the demon army as we prepare to head out.

The first thing that jumps out at me is the empire’s war flags.

There are so many of them that even a cursory look leaves a strong impression.

I’d be willing to bet it was Miss White who prepared these.

We’re going to pretend to be part of the imperial army while we march.

On the surface, demons and humans look exactly the same.

So as long as we display our affiliation this brazenly and spread the word in advance that the imperial army is coming, no one will be the wiser.

There are a few exceptions who visually stand out, like me, but all we have to do is cover up with full-body armor and such.

Right now, in human lands, they’re probably all ready for the imperial army to come marching through.

With no idea that we’re really the demon army.

I’m sure the pontiff has made sure of that.

My first impression of the pontiff was that he was an ordinary old man, or so I thought.

He didn’t have any trace of the aura of the truly strong. If I wrapped my hands around his neck and squeezed just a little, I could strangle him to death easily.

Of that much I was sure.

And I wasn’t wrong about that.

The pontiff is extremely weak, and I could effortlessly destroy him with a single attack.

But that’s just in terms of physical strength.

Miss Ariel, of all people, calls him a monster.

I got a brief but vivid glimpse of that side of him.

“That is precisely why I will not allow the mountains of sacrifices to have died in vain.”

I’m sure the pontiff had no idea how much those words shook me to my core.

I first met the pontiff when Miss White and Miss Ariel took me along to visit the Holy Kingdom of Alleius.

Right before the war, it was a meeting between sworn enemies: the head of the demons and the leader of the Word of God religion, who could essentially be called the leader of the humans.

For some reason, I was also allowed to sit in on this fateful meeting.

Miss Ariel and the pontiff previously came to the consensus that they would work together after the war to take down the elves as a united front, and they evidently forged a secret pact.

So the goal of this meeting was to pool their ideas and frankly discuss a plan of action for after the war and after defeating the elves.

Miss Ariel is a true living witness, a being who’s been around since before the system was created.

And from what she’s told me, the pontiff has a highly unusual skill that allows him to be reborn over and over with memories of all his previous lives intact.

That means he’s a living witness to history like Ariel, even if he’s been reborn many times instead of surviving all the while.

And if he knows the real history of this world, that means he knows all about the system, too.

Taboo taught me the truth of the system.

Namely, that the foolish actions of humans brought this world to the brink of destruction, and a lone goddess sacrificed herself in order to keep that destruction at bay.

But that’s only a temporary solution, and this world is still in danger of falling apart.

The system is essentially an enormous spell that takes the experience points that every living being builds up throughout their life, the power reflected in their stats and skills, and recovers it after that being’s death, using it to restore the world and keep it from falling into ruin.

Miss Ariel and the pontiff know the truth about this system.

That’s why Miss Ariel is pitting demons against humans as the Demon Lord and providing the system with more energy by causing mass deaths.

And the reason the Word of God religion teaches followers to train their skills and hear “God’s voice” more often is to increase the amount of energy they provide the system over the course of their lives.

As the residents of this world grow up, they hear announcements each time they gain new skills, level up, and so on within the system.

Very few people find it strange to consider that the voice of God.

They’ve been hearing it all their lives, after all.

But when the other reincarnations learn about the rules of the Word of God, they might just think that this world has some very strange beliefs.

If I found out about that creed without knowing anything else, I’m sure I would’ve thought the same thing.

With other reincarnations, we might have even made jokes about it.

The Word of God religion is so silly, we’d say.

But knowing the truth, it’s nothing to laugh about.

The Word of God actually uses the framework of religion to extort all of humanity.

It tells them to become part of the foundation for the world.

Since they were raised with this creed from birth, indoctrinated by it, they fully believe they’re following the doctrines of the Word of God of their own free will.

It’s extremely effective. Terrifyingly so, in fact.

I’m sure it unsettles me because it treats lives as consumable goods.

It almost feels like a farm: raising livestock in the form of humans and shipping them out to be eaten.

And it’s all the more unsettling since the humans don’t know they’re being raised as livestock at all…

But the person who created this farm is none other than the pontiff of the Word of God.

The more I learn about that religion, the more I realize how terrifying the pontiff is.

It’s his organizational capability that makes him so scary.

The Word of God religion has influence over almost every human nation.

One of the only exceptions is Sariella, a nation that worships the Goddess instead, but there are churches in every other human state.

Even the smallest villages have chapels, spreading the roots of the Word of God religion.

Young children receive the blessing of the Church and grow up hearing its teachings.

By the time they reach adulthood, they’re faithful believers in the Word of God.

That’s how the Church grasps people’s hearts and gains a soft grip of control over humanity.

Not only that, but the churches scattered throughout the world are either used as information-gathering centers or stopping points through which information is relayed.

Apparently, most people who work under the Church acquire the skill Fartalk, an advanced version of Telepathy. This skill allows its users to communicate with one another over a long distance.

They use this skill to relay information, telephone game–style, all the way to the Word of God headquarters in the Holy Kingdom of Alleius.

It may not quite be real-time updates, but it’s still a very fast way of gathering information from distant lands.

The pontiff knows very well just how incredibly valuable new information can be.

In this world without cars or airplanes, travel takes a long time.

Aside from exceptions like teleport gates and Fartalk, the fastest way to convey information is by courier on horseback, but even that is often too slow.

But by putting Fartalk users in every nation, the pontiff can cut down the delay in transmitting information to the absolute minimum.

Then he analyzes that information and makes his moves accordingly.

On top of that, he also has other mechanisms in place that solidify the Church.

Most importantly of all, while these structures require a lot of people, what they don’t require is any particular talent.

Fartalk is an advanced skill, but as long as one learns Telepathy, all that’s required is practice.

Similarly, all the skills required to work for this religious organization are perfectly ordinary.

Anyone could learn them if they put their mind to it.

In other words, it’s a job anyone can do.

And that’s really important.

Because it means he can train any number of replacements.

Instead of putting management of the organization in the hands of one amazing person, he uses the masses to support it.

And since anyone can do it, vacancies are easily covered, with plenty of replacements ready to fill the void.

If one person is lost, someone else can step into their shoes.

Even the pontiff himself is no exception to that rule; when the man who inherited the name Dustin is absent, a different pontiff takes over the role.

And even at those times when Dustin wasn’t at the head, the Word of God church never wavered.

The foundation of this religion is that frighteningly solid and unshakable.

The Word of God religion has been a fixture for hundreds of years, cementing its place as a permanent part of human society.

Yes, the pontiff is undoubtedly a remarkable man.

But instead of his own power, he uses other people to control humanity.

He truly is a king among men.

His nature makes him stand out even among all the incredible people I’ve met.

Miss Ariel, Miss White, Miss Sophia, Mr. Merazophis…all of them are incredibly powerful in their own right, so they never depend on those below them.

Since they’re perfect on their own, as complete individuals, they never bothered to become kings who command others with their strength.

The person I’ve met who was most suited to the role of king was probably the late Mr. Agner, the First Army Commander.

Mr. Agner didn’t just lead the First Army—he led the demon race as a whole with great care.

But even then, I have to admit that Mr. Agner’s organization was still utterly dependent on his strength and the authority that came with it.

Without him, his followers couldn’t stand on their own.

But the pontiff’s control isn’t so fragile that things would fall apart after the loss of a single person.

He probably figured out his own strengths and limits from the start and focused on building up an organization right away.

He has incredible insight that allows him to predict future developments.

And since he really did manage to make the Word of God religion so massive, there’s no doubt that he has unbelievable shrewdness and strategy.

Now, most of this is just what I learned from Miss Ariel.

Once I had her teach me about the Word of God religion, I thought I understood how amazing the pontiff was.

…But when I met him in person, I realized I still had a lot to learn.

“We’re going to kill the hero. That’s already set in stone.”

“But if you do that, humanity will no longer be able to stand against you, the Demon Lord. Is this not perhaps a tad bit too one-sided?”

“And how much energy do you think the hero would waste in order to confront me? We’d both be better off without that happening, don’t you think?”

“…I see. So you will not only kill the hero, but eliminate the very framework of heroes entirely?”

“That’s the plan.”

“What are the merits and demerits of doing so?”

The pontiff and Miss Ariel were candidly discussing how to handle the hero.

From what I’d heard, that hero was the older brother of my best friend from my previous life, Shun.

And the pontiff was using the elimination of a human-trafficking organization secretly run by the elves as a way to have that hero build up battle experience and popularity alike.

“That’s right. The real one is Schlain Zagan Analeit.”

“And why would we hide that?”

“Because Hugo is a pawn to our dear White. Although I don’t think he knows it. Calling a human we can completely control the official hero will make things much easier for us.”

“I see. Does this have anything to do with the suspicious activity Potimas has been getting up to in the Analeit Kingdom?”

“It sure does. If we wanna kick Potimas out of the Analeit Kingdom, we’re gonna have to cause some serious trouble there first. And we’ll need the whole of society to believe that Hugo is in the right.”

“So you’ve concluded that the fastest and most effective way to build that trust is by declaring Prince Hugo the hero, hmm?”

“I’m glad you’re so quick on the uptake.”

“But if that lie is exposed, the Word of God religion will lose a great deal of credibility. How do you intend to compensate for that?”

“Stamping out the elves is a pretty good payoff, don’t you think? We’re planning on using Hugo for that, too, so your church can take half the credit since you helped out. If anything goes wrong, just claim that Hugo brainwashed you.”

He wouldn’t hesitate to falsify the real hero if it benefited his purposes.

Or plunge an entire kingdom into chaos if it meant defeating Potimas.

On the one hand, you could say he has a good grasp of the big picture.

On the other hand, it’s horribly machinelike, viewing people’s lives as nothing more than numbers.

If discarding one person would save two or more people, then he’d discard that person without hesitation, even if it’s the hero.

Of course, if the hero’s usefulness outweighed the people who would be saved, I imagine he would just as soon not cast him aside.

But that wouldn’t be because he’s considering the individual—no, all that matters would be the abilities of the chess piece called the hero.

A political monster, putting aside any personal feelings or human kindness.

To the human race, he is a king, an absolute guardian, an ally.

And yet, he himself lacks humanity in his principles.

What kind of sick joke is it that the man who leads the human race has no humanity himself?

I couldn’t wrap my head around it.

So I ended up blurting out a comment.

“You say you want to protect humanity, but you’re willing to offer them up so easily.”

He responded:

“If the only way to save the many is to kill the few, then I will kill the few without hesitation.”

Then Miss Sophia snorted.

“What a piece of work, slaughtering the people he’s supposed to save.”

But he still refused to stop.

If he did, he would be letting all those deaths, those sacrifices, go to waste.

Maybe this was the pontiff’s form of atonement.

An endless atonement, the course of which leads him to accumulating even more sins that need to be answered for.

Yet, he continues, knowing there will be no end, no forgiveness.

How harsh must that experience be?

It made me shudder.

That might have been the first time I realized just how unknowable the pontiff really is.

I hadn’t decided how to live my life.

If I had continued wandering around half-mad, I probably would have soon run out of strength and died in a ditch.

I am lucky to be alive.

Unlike the people I killed.

Since I had the good fortune to be saved, I thought it was my duty to keep on living.

And if I was going to keep living, I wanted to accomplish something.

But I hadn’t figured out what exactly I should do.

I just followed Miss Ariel, Miss White, and the others.

They were trying to do something incredible and save the world, and I’d just been going along for the ride in some small way.

Without ever facing the sins I committed.

All I did was look on in admiration at people who knew what they wanted and pursued it without hesitation.

But part of me questioned it.

Did someone as aimless as me really have any right to fight at their side?

I couldn’t help worrying about it.

I’m sure Miss Ariel and Miss White already had that all figured out.

Calling it atonement is far too grandiose.

I will take countless lives for my own selfish reasons.

I won’t apologize.

And now, I’m leading the march to the elf village.

Our goal is to exterminate the elves.

To commit genocide against an entire race.

I’m sure many lives will be lost.

“Move out!”

On Miss Ariel’s cue, I begin walking.

Forward, always forward.

I won’t stop ever again.
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Sooo buuusyyyy.

I am sooo, sooo buuuusyyyy.

Buuusy spiiideeeer.

Lyrics by yours truly.

Um, hello? Where are my days off?

My weekends?

Holidays?

What about summer break, winter break, spring break, or Golden Week?!

I’ve been working nonstop for days on end here!

Does the Labor Standards Act not apply to the demon army?!

This is all that stupid pontiff’s fault for being too good at what he does.

In theory, having an exceptionally talented business partner seems great, but not when that means you have to work way faster just to keep up…

Come on. Can nothing be easy?

This just goes to show that dealing with other people never leads to anything good.

That is to say, being a loner shut-in is the ideal lifestyle!

When you get involved with other people’s business, they’ll stick you with a bunch of work, and then you end up busy like me.

So obviously, it’s better to do whatever you want, on your own, at your own pace!

That way, if anything fails, you only have yourself to blame.

And while you can blame yourself, other people aren’t going to blame you.

Self-responsibility.

What a wonderful phrase…

So what am I trying to say, exactly?

Basically, I just don’t wanna screw this up and have the pontiff get mad at me…

Like, all this time, I’ve mostly just been running around doing whatever I want on my own terms, yeah?

So even if I failed, that was no one’s business but my own.

But what will the pontiff think if I fail this time around?

From his perspective, the Demon Lord is the leader of our faction, of course.

So the blame for failure would land squarely on the Demon Lord.

Urgh, my stomach hurts.

Which is exactly why I’ve been busting my hump like crazy around here.

Unlike the teleportation I was planning on, marching through the human territory is going to take a few days. With my teleport magic, it would’ve been instant.

And since it’ll take a few extra days, that means we have to speed things along accordingly.

Plus, we have to secure rations for the trip and stuff.

Well, I’ve got Balto working on that part.

And each individual army is preparing on their own otherwise.

Then what exactly have I been doing, you ask? Well, tons of stuff that no one else but me could do, duuuh.

First, taking care of a few things in the empire.

Since we were planning to travel by teleportation, I didn’t think about going through the empire, which means I haven’t done any setup ahead of time whatsoever.

We told the pontiff that we poached Natsume for our army, so he seems to think that the empire is under our jurisdiction or something.

Which is to say, he told us at the meeting that he’d leave it up to us.

Thanks, but I really wish you wouldn’t…

Natsume’s Lust skill can only provide complete control over a few brainwashed people at a time.

There’s no real limit on the number in theory, but unfortunately, it takes a long time to set everything up for a full brainwash.

It’s definitely not the kind of thing where he snaps his fingers and goes Voila! You are now under my hypnosis!

He has to use it on them repeatedly over time for the effect to really sink in.

If he just uses it once, the effect will expire, and they’ll be back to normal in no time.

And even when they’ve been completely brainwashed, the effect will get weaker over time if it’s not refreshed.

Although when the brainwashing effect has been applied that many times, it should take an equally long time for the person to come back to their senses. And if someone tries to force them to snap out of it with Healing Magic or something, it’ll be more difficult the longer they’ve been in the brainwashed state.

Unlike me, our pal Natsume only has one body, and even teleporting him around with me to brainwash various people has its limits.

For one thing, Natsume only has so much MP.

Yep, the Lust skill requires MP to use.

And since Natsume’s MP is so limited, we have to carefully pick and choose who we brainwash.

We’ve done it to the most important people in the empire already, mostly to solidify Natsume’s position.

You know, like Natsume’s father, the sword-king of the empire.

Also, super-influential lords and stuff like that.

Mostly just civil officials, though.

Man, I gotta tell ya, the internal affairs of the empire have gotten super corrupted…

Most of ’em were in a nasty all-out political war.

The civil officials were all skimming off the top, dealing out injustices, all that kind of stuff.

Meanwhile, the military generals are so muscle-headed that the officials managed to deceive them into leaving for far-off areas and so on, keeping their power in check.

The sword-king tried to wrangle the military officers under control and restrain the corrupt officials, but the strength-obsessed generals don’t accept the sword-king because they consider him to be too political.

So instead of skillfully handling anyone, the king here is totally isolated.

And now the generals are distancing themselves from the sword-king and refusing to help keep the peace in the capital.

Which means the corrupt civil officials can do whatever they want.

Yeah, the whole thing is pretty hilarious.

I could definitely picture an epic period drama or movie about it with the sword-king as the protagonist.

Anyway, since that’s what was up in the empire, all we had to do was convince those corrupt officials to come over to our side, and everything worked out fine.

We didn’t even have to brainwash all of them—some were willing to do what we asked if we just handed them a bribe.

I mean, that made things easy for me and all, but yikes…

Mr. Sword-King, you can cry if you want to.

You’re being brainwashed by your own son, for one thing.

Huh? Who made him do that, you ask?

Oh yeah, that was me.

The mysterious woman pulling the strings of a corrupted empire.

You can call me the femme fatale of ruining royal courts if you want, okay?

So yeah, the empire is firmly under our control now, but it’s not exactly airtight.

For instance, we’ve got over half the civil officials on our side, but we left the generals alone.

Most of them have territory that’s either close to or directly on the border with the demon realm.

If we want to get through the empire, we’re going to have to pass through their land one way or another.

So I’m gonna have to do something about that.

Also, we’re going to use a teleport gate to go from the empire to the next human nation.

We’re obviously not gonna march from the demon realm all the way to the elf village across a whole continent.

The empire is big enough that it has multiple teleport gates, but after the big war and all, the waiting list to use them is crazy long.

There are reinforcements sent to the empire from other nations who are now trying to get home, adventurers who enlisted as volunteer soldiers, and so forth and so on.

On top of that, there’s distribution of goods that was halted during the war in favor of the transportation of soldiers.

Basically, since teleport gates are so convenient, they naturally see lots of traffic during emergencies like this one.

Plus, now they also need to be used to teleport Natsume and the imperial army toward the elf village, meaning there’s serious congestion.

And we have to squeeze our way in to use one somehow.

Even though they’re all super booked already.

We need to cut in line in front of all those people waiting to use the teleport gate.

Us, an entire army.

Ha-ha-ha. Yeah, this is gonna require some fancy footwork!

So I’ve had the Tenth Army running around to solve all kinds of problems within the empire.

How did I solve them, exactly? Well, there are some things in this world you’re better off not knowing. That’s all I’m gonna say.

Like why a certain general and his extended family all went mysteriously missing, for instance.

Look, the literal fate of the world is at stake here—we’ve gotta do whatever it takes.

And there’s no time to waste…

Meaning I can’t be wasting all of it on the empire anyway.

We’re still not done in the Analeit Kingdom, for one thing.

Based on my original plans, I should be focusing on there by now.

But because of a sudden change in plans that came up with that part, I’ve had to divert some resources over there, too.

Basically, I’m now stuck fighting a war on two fronts over here.

No wonder I’m so freakin’ busy!

Anyway, here we are in the Analeit Kingdom.

Specifically, the royal castle where an uprising took place the other day.

It’s late at night, and everyone is sound asleep.

Although that being said, this place is a little too quiet.

After all, it’s a stupidly massive castle, and there’s only a handful of people in it at present.

So the silence is so overwhelming, it’s almost deafening.

Later tonight, Yamada and friends should be breaking into this castle.

I know this because we just announced that the third prince Leston and Ooshima’s duke and duchess parents, who we captured during the uprising, are going to be executed.

Knowing Yamada and Ooshima’s personalities, they’re definitely going to try to launch a rescue.

In fact, my clones that are watching Yamada and friends already saw them leaving their hideout.

So I more or less emptied out the castle to make it easier to greet them.

Why would I go through all that trouble, you ask? Well, I guess you could call it an experiment.

To be totally honest, technically, I don’t really have to do this particular experiment… But it’ll make for useful insurance when I fight Potimas, or rather totally destroy him.

If this experiment succeeds, it’ll open up a new option for me.

Although even if it does succeed, I don’t really wanna take that option if I can help it.

Let’s just say it’s definitely a last resort.

Uh, well, hrmmm…the experiment is definitely reason numero uno, but there are a bunch of other small reasons, too, and they all add up to it making more sense to do than not.

Like, it’ll keep Yamada and friends even more occupied, for instance.

But did I really have to force it into my schedule during this ridiculously busy period? Uh…I almost kinda feel like I didn’t?

…Honestly, I was kinda obsessed with carrying out every single project I had planned, but I probably could’ve put off or postponed a few of the less important ones, huh?

…Okay, maybe. But still!

It was already planned, so I figured I should still do it!

If I put it off or postponed it, my plans would get more messed up down the line!

So in other words, what I’m saying here is that it’s really better if I do it! Yeah!

No doubt about it.

As I nod silently to myself in affirmation, I sense a disturbance in the f—um, in space.

Hrm? Someone’s trying to teleport in here?

If anyone’s gonna show up via teleportation right now, I’d guess it would be Güli-güli?

No, wait, I take it back.

The construction of this teleportation portal is on a lesser skill level from Güli-güli’s.

Frankly, it’s kinda messy.

Besides, if it was Güli-güli, he’d already be here moments after I sensed him coming.

If it’s taking this long for them to show up, it can’t be him.

I guess the construction is half-decent, objectively speaking, but considering that Güli-güli is a literal god, obviously, it’s gonna pale in comparison.

Actually, just the fact that they can use Spatial Magic at all means they’re pretty damn skilled.

Me and Güli-güli are exceptions, but usually, Spatial Magic isn’t the kinda thing you can just use willy-nilly. Only a few people in this world can use it at all.

Even the Demon Lord can only just barely use basic Spatial Magic, y’know?

Anyway, enough defending this unknown user for whatever reason. Who the heck is gonna show up? I brace myself.

And soon, an old man appears.

Ahh, I knew it. This guy.

I’ve seen this old geezer before.

Quite a few times, in fact.

Apparently, he’s called Ronandt or something.

Well, his name doesn’t really matter, but he is the leading imperial court mage and definitely the strongest guy in the empire.

In fact, as far as magic goes, he’s probably the strongest human of all.

He was also Julius the hero’s magic teacher and has lots of connections besides.

I definitely have him pegged as one of humanity’s major players.

After all, he’s also basically the authority on Spatial Magic, with the highest skill level of any human I’ve ever seen.

So when someone was teleporting here, he was my number one guess.

The question is, why would this geezer show up here at this particular moment?

I thought he was traveling with Natsume and the imperial army.

Since he’s way stronger than Natsume, we couldn’t brainwash him or anything, but it’d be a shame to let his power go to waste, so we just ordered him to join the expedition.

Easy enough to do, since we’ve got the sword-king of the empire in our hands.

And at the moment, the imperial army is supposed to be marching toward the elf village.

Then what exactly is this old man doing here and not with them?

Hrm. Well, I guess the obvious assumption is that he’s here to help Yamada and company, right?

I don’t think he’s actually met Yamada before, but he did teach his older brother.

And he has met Hyrince, who’s traveling with Yamada right now.

…Okay, but would he really teleport here in such a hurry just for that?

It doesn’t quite add up.

Oh well. Throwing one old man into the mix won’t change what I have to do—I guess it’s no big deal.

The only person I really need for this experiment is Yamada anyway.

Frankly, it doesn’t really matter how much power he has on his side.

’Cause this castle is practically empty, remember?

There’s not gonna be a big battle.

So it doesn’t make a difference if the old man joins them.

Sorry you went to all the trouble, gramps, but there’s nothing for you to do here, okay?

The old man is standing on top of the royal castle.

Taking the utmost care not to be noticed, I hide my presence and watch him.

He doesn’t move, either, probably sensing what’s inside the castle.

Before long, his brow furrows suspiciously.

Well, yeah. The castle is basically empty right now.

If he showed up to save the day only to find the place devoid of enemies, it’s no wonder he’d react to that.

“Eh, it’s fine.”

IS IT, THOUGH?!

I silently scream at the old man’s careless mumbling.

Come on, use your head a little more!

There’s obviously something wrong with the castle being abandoned, right?!

Should you really just leave it at that?!

Come on, let’s see you act like the big shot imperial mage or whatever! Do SOMETHING!

But instead, the old man loses interest in the inside of the castle and starts gazing up at the sky instead.

Oof, this guy’s an oddball all right!

You know the type.

People who march to the beat of their own drum and no one else’s.

Usually, people like that are incapable of working in groups and cooperating with others.

Ugh. Really now, you should try to make peace with others a little more, like me.

So? Is this guy waiting for Yamada and the others to show up?

Maybe he’s planning to meet up with them and break into the castle together.

Although I doubt whether this guy will actually be able to work together with Yamada and his crew.

They’re definitely gonna have a falling out, if you ask me.

See? Look, Yamada showed up and the old guy’s firing magic at… I’m sorry, what?

Hmm? Hmmmm?

What the hell is this geezer doing?

He’s shooting magic…at Yamada and his friends…? What?

Whaaat?

Unreal.

Why would you even do that?

Like, the old man is flying through the air and just firing off a barrage of magic at them.

Yamada and his group are riding on Shinohara in dragon form, high in the sky.

And now they’re getting laser beams shot at them.

Shinohara is pretty high up there, but the laser’s aim is really accurate.

She’s dodging around like crazy.

Well, I guess that’s some impressive marksmanship, fitting for a big shot imperial mage.

But I probably shouldn’t be admiring that right now, huh?

I don’t know why the old man’s attacking Team Yamada, but at this rate, they might just straight up run away.

He’s definitely keeping them at bay right now.

Shinoda’s trying to close the distance, but getting closer means pushing deeper into the old man’s magic range, making them a target for bigger and stronger spells. Plus, the time from casting to impact is only going to get shorter.

In other words, it’ll make it harder to dodge, and deal more damage if it hits.

Some manga protagonist once said that a knife is faster than a gun in close combat, or something, but that definitely doesn’t equate to guns being totally useless in close quarters.

The phrase point-blank shot exists for a reason.

When you’re fighting a really skilled mage, you’ve gotta get close to them to have a chance at winning, but just getting close isn’t some automatic guarantee of victory.

Will Yamada be able to get close to the old man?

Actually, I kinda need him to get close and win, or it’ll screw up my plans!

Beams of light shoot out of the old man’s cane, and Shinohara dodges them as she presses closer.

But just like I feared, her ability to avoid them reaches a limit as she gets closer, and one of the lasers grazes Yamada’s cheek.

He put up a barrier to protect himself, but it looks like it didn’t fully prevent him from getting hit: Blood starts to trickle down his cheek.

Somehow, that actually seems to boost Shinohara’s determination, and she starts charging ahead.

She gives up on dodging completely and zooms straight toward the old man.

But that’ll just make her the perfect target.

Sure enough, he shoots a laser beam toward Shinohara.

Yamada produces a shield of light to block the laser.

Ah, so they’re planning on blocking like this to close the distance.

A few more laser beams shoot out, and Yamada blocks each of them.

Then, once they’ve gotten close enough, Yamada jumps off Shinohara’s back and swings his sword down at the old man!

Wow. That’s some action movie–level stuff.

But unfortunately, the old man still outclasses him.

Yamada’s sword only cuts through air.

From his point of view, Yamada probably has no clue what happened, but I had a perfectly clear shot of the moment.

It was Short-Range Teleport.

The old man used teleportation to get behind Yamada.

“Hmm. Well, I suppose that earns passing marks.”

Now he’s saying something obnoxious to Yamada.

In the next moment, he fires another barrage of magic at our young hero.

Looks like he’s using low-level magic at rapid-fire speed.

The spells you learn as your magic skills level up are generally more powerful, but they also take more time to invoke.

So instead, the old man is using weaker low-level spells in large quantities and at high speed to turn this into a bullet hell game for Yamada.

For a human, this old guy is pretty damn good.

Yamada uses his sword and those magic light shields from before to block them.

But he can just barely keep up with the defense.

I don’t see him being able to counterattack, and in fact, even his defenses won’t last much longer.

“Yaaaah!”

The situation changes in the form of Hyrince jumping down from Shinohara’s back.

He brings down his blade toward the old man’s head as he descends.

Just like he did with Yamada moments ago, the old man escapes using Short-Range Teleport.

The geezer teleports behind Yamada.

Hyrince lands, and he and Yamada shift their stances.

They’re trying to reset, I guess.

But now, Shinohara is in the sky above the old man, and Ooshima is on her back, both ready to attack.

One against four.

Even this guy will have trouble dealing with those odds.

And it looks like he realizes it, too.

“Oh dear… This is too much. You got me, you got me. This old man is retreating.”

With that, he teleports away.

A real Teleport this time, not just Short-Range.

Since he was already starting to form the spell for it right after he dodged Hyrince’s attack with Short-Range Teleport…

…He must’ve known at that moment that he couldn’t win.

……So, uh.

What exactly did he come to do in the first place?

The weird old geezer attack aside, Yamada and friends have arrived to rescue their family members from being executed.

I’m sure that old man’s attack caught them off guard. Hell, I wasn’t even expecting it.

Seriously, what was that guy thinking…?

Team Yamada warily searches inside the empty castle.

They’re proceeding with caution, clearly expecting a trap.

But this isn’t really a trap. Not exactly.

So they reach the throne room without any issues.

There, the first prince Cylis is sitting on the throne, waiting for them.

Lined up in front of him are the people who were announced to be executed: the third prince Leston, the duke and his wife, and some older lady named Klevea.

This Klevea person was originally Yamada’s maid.

She’s a bit too well-built to be a maid, if you ask me, but apparently, she used to be a soldier.

She was captured along with Leston during the uprising, so I threw her in with the rest of the bunch.

The executioners stand behind the four captives.

And as soon as Yamada’s crew enters the room, they swing their swords before anyone can stop them and behead the four victims right before their eyes.

Then Yamada goes running up in a hurry and uses a certain skill.

The resurrection skill: Mercy.

As I watch in secret, the third prince and the other captives are all brought back to life.

Man, that’s way too easy.

We’re talking about people’s lives here.

But divine power can manipulate even life and death.

It’s kind of unsettling, seeing D’s ridiculous power on display like this.

I mean, it’s not like I couldn’t bring back the dead.

But that’s only in this world, where the system exists.

My power is limited, and it only works because the concepts of life and death are different in this world than others.

There’s no way I’d be able to bring back the dead in a world without this system, no matter how hard I tried.

And D built that whole system from scratch.

Even before I became a god, I could never figure out just how strong D was, but even as a god myself, I have yet to find any limits to D’s power.

It’s seriously terrifying.

Bringing back the dead is literally the work of miracles, but Yamada can do it for only a small cost.

He has no idea just how messed up that is.

A feat like that should cost way more than just raising Taboo’s level a bunch.

Besides, I wouldn’t be so obsessed with staying alive in the first place if it was that easy to bring people back.

Hrm.

I kept it to four people just in case Yamada ran out of MP, but maybe I should’ve thrown in a few more?

From what I can tell, it doesn’t look like his Taboo skill maxed out.

It probably still went up four levels, though, so this whole exercise wasn’t a waste.

Besides, leveling Yamada’s Taboo skill is just a bonus.

This whole thing is just a sideshow, really.

If it failed, it wouldn’t have been that big of a deal.

My experiment is complete anyway.

I take a peek at the revived third prince’s soul.

Yep.

Potimas’s soul has been ripped out of him.

All I really needed to know was if you could get rid of Potimas’s influence by dying once.

And the ocean’s basically impossible, leaving the labyrinth as the only real option.

So Yamada goes to check on the teleport gate.

Of course, I already had Natsume destroy it.

I’m not gonna let them cross continents that easily.

But I’m guessing the only reason that guy suggested the check is just to be sure, like he said, and to be able to move a little more freely.

The door to the room I’m in opens.

Without even a knock. Talk about rude.

“That was in poor taste, even for you.”

And that’s the first thing he says when he comes through the door.

You mad?

Oh yeah, he mad.

As further proof, he stomps into the room and sits down in the chair across from me, crassly and violently.

He’s the one who ran around playing at being a force for good with the hero, despite his real job being to oversee this world.

So I ignore Güli-güli’s feelings and get down to practical business.

“Detachment by way of revival has been confirmed.”

“I see. How fortuitous. If the detachment had failed, we would have had to kill them again.”

He looks truly relieved from the bottom of his heart.

As Hyrince, he’s had a fair amount of interaction with the third prince; I’m sure he was hoping to be able to let him live.

I’m glad about it, too. It’s not like I wanna go around killing people for no reason, either.

I can’t say I agree with his next statement, though.

“If that’s the case, perhaps we should have let him revive the king, too.”

He’s basically saying that he wishes we could have saved everyone.

Even though he knows that’s not part of the plan.

“I know, I know. You think I am siding with them too much, yes? I have entrusted this matter to you and your side. So I have no intention of questioning your methods.”

No doubt he would have spread his influence like a slow poison, sneakily and out of Lord Black Dragon’s sight.

“That would tarnish your dignified image somewhat.”

“Indeed. It would appear I am still better off keeping most of my thoughts to myself, even if it causes a bit of inconvenience for those around me.”

With that, we exchange small smiles.

What a mysterious feeling.

I never thought I would have such a lighthearted chat with Lord Black Dragon.

But this peaceful atmosphere cannot last forever, I am afraid.

“Now, then. What business brings you here this evening?”

I know I am ruining the mood, but I must move on to the matter at hand.

“That creature’s taken care of things in the Analeit Kingdom, which should alleviate some anxieties.”

“I see.”

By “that creature,” Lord Black Dragon most likely refers to Lady White.

She is a reincarnation who has been a constant companion of Lady Ariel these past few years.

And she is also the individual responsible for changing history forever.

“Knowing her, I’m sure she accomplished everything perfectly.”

“Oh-ho. You seem to think quite highly of it.”

“Of course. She’s the one who brought about a tidal wave of change to this perpetually stagnated world.”

“A tidal wave, hmm? What an apt turn of phrase.”

In all honesty, that hardly does do her justice.

Perhaps she is more like an all-consuming flood that swallows everything in its path.

A great deluge that will wash away that which has stood still in this world for so long, leaving empty land in its place.

“Potimas will meet his end at last.”

I bring us back to the earlier topic.

With Lady White on the job, even someone as detestably tenacious as Potimas is surely finished.

“I wouldn’t be so sure. You know Potimas as well as I do. It’s entirely possible that he’ll slip away somehow.”

“No. I am certain of it.”

There is no doubt in my mind.

Because I have fought against Potimas for so long, I know his limitations.

But I have yet to perceive Lady White’s limits.

It is obvious who will prevail.

I am sure Lord Black Dragon knows this as well.

“In all probability, Lady White only sees Potimas as nothing more than just one more obstacle.”

“That’s true.”

Lord Black Dragon agrees with my observation.

For Lady White, defeating Potimas is simply a sideshow on the way to her ultimate goal.

He is in the way of her reaching that goal, so he must be removed.

And her ultimate goal is the destruction of the system itself.

“But even ignoring objective facts, I have reasons to believe that creature has already found conclusive evidence, which might be answer enough.”

“By which you mean…?”

“The thing’s already discovered a method for doing exactly that. Moreover, it actually exists as an official feature of the system.”

At that, my thoughts come to a halt for just a moment.

The system already has such a function?

Does that mean that the self-destruction of the system itself was always meant to be an option?

“That shouldn’t be so surprising. The system has plenty of other functions that even I don’t know about. Who’s to say a feature like that doesn’t exist?”

I suppose that is true, but to think that an option like self-destruction would be included as a regular option from the very beginning…

It makes me doubt the sanity of the system’s creator.

“Besides, the system itself is already irrational in so many ways. At this point, one or two more bizarre features hardly makes a difference.”

“…You have a point.”

I do not wish to speak ill of the system that keeps us all alive, but it certainly is strange that it is built upon a foundation that forces its inhabitants to kill one another and then recovering energy from those who are killed.

“I suspect that it may have some connection to the Rulers.”

“What do you mean…?”

A Ruler is a particular individual who has a Seven Heavenly Virtues skill, like my Temperance, or a Seven Deadly Sins skill, like Lady Ariel’s Gluttony. One holder of each skill is given ruler authority.

Simply acquiring the skill is not enough to make one a Ruler; the authority to rule must first be established before any individual can become a Ruler.

Rulers receive several benefits, including permission to interfere with the system to some small degree.

“But there is no such thing included within the rights granted to a Ruler, is there?”

I am a Ruler myself.

This means I am very familiar with the authorities of a Ruler.

To my knowledge, that does not include anything to do with the destruction of the system.

“What if one Ruler alone wasn’t enough? What if, for instance, all of the Rulers had to gather together and perform specific actions in a particular location?”

I cannot say for sure that such a thing does not exist.

The Rulers have virtually never cooperated on anything.

After all, three of them are in a perpetually antagonistic relationship.

Lady Ariel, Potimas, and myself.

As for the rest, they have seldom even been born.

The only time the Rulers of all fourteen Heavenly Virtues and Deadly Sins have ever existed all at once must have been at the very beginning, when the system was first put into place.

Even then, they existed in different factions, not as one united front.

In other words, the Rulers have never once assembled in pursuit of a common goal.

If there was some special condition related to such an unknown scenario, we would have no way of knowing.

As far as the particular location, I do have one inkling.

The innermost part of the Great Elroe Labyrinth.

The center of the labyrinth that the very first Ruler of Sloth spent an entire lifetime creating.

If there was such a place, it would have to be there.

“These past few years, that creature has been frantically trying to make people pick up ruler skills.”

“How curious.”

I had no idea.

If that is the case, then perhaps there is something to Lord Black Dragon’s prediction after all.

“But if so, then would defeating Potimas not be counterproductive?”

Potimas is a Ruler, too.

If all the Rulers are required, that would unfortunately include his participation.

“I’m sure it has taken that into account and most likely formulated a strategy accordingly. Though I do not know what that strategy might be. Either way, even if we let Potimas live, there’s no way he would cooperate with our plans.”

“I see. If he is only going to hinder her goals, then I suppose she wants to be rid of him as soon as possible.”

Potimas would never cooperate on something like this.

That being the case, then it would indeed be more effective to simply remove him and seek another approach than waste time attempting to convince him.

“But if that is truly the case, then the next target for elimination must be yours truly, correct?”

I say it in a joking manner, but I suspect it is not entirely inaccurate.

That is one scenario which I have been contemplating since before speaking with Lord Black Dragon today.

After Potimas, who is the next person Lady Ariel would find most loathsome?

That would be me. Of that I have little doubt.

What’s more, the Word of God religion is weaker than it has ever been.

We lost many soldiers in the battle against the ancient mechanical weapons that were resurrected about a decade ago.

During that incident, when I temporarily joined forces with Lady Ariel and even Potimas, the Church’s army was left in shambles.

I have managed to restore its strength a fair bit in the years since, but the hole has not been entirely filled.

We lost many promising young soldiers who should have built up experience and become seasoned veterans by now.

Now, since we have so few soldiers left from that era, I have been depending on old soldiers who should have long since retired and young ones too inexperienced for their posts.

But that, too, fell apart in this most recent war.

I knew from the beginning that we would not prevail, but it would have been strange if the Word of God religion did not provide any reinforcements. I had to send a considerable number of soldiers to aid the empire, none of whom returned.

“…And you’re all right with that?”

“For the sake of humanity. For the era of upheaval that no doubt awaits after Potimas meets his doom. The Church will become the villain against which humanity unites. I have already made the preparations.”

What is required for people to band together?

An easily identifiable villain.

Anger, grief, feelings of helplessness.

And a target they can aim those feelings at.

For the masses, the belief that they are in the right is the swiftest path toward unification.

And so I will turn the Word of God religion into a villain to unite humanity.

“…You certainly are thorough.”

“I have no other choice. I am not even permitted to properly atone, you see.”

Atonement? That would be far too presumptuous for one such as myself.

No, I can never atone.

Which is why I must see this through to the very end.

For humanity.

That is all I can strive for.

It is for that cause that I forsook the Goddess.

So I must now offer up everything to that cause, even if it means making an enemy of the gods.

“…I must admit, I envy that decisiveness of yours. Just a little.”

“……”

From my perspective, it is you whom I find myself envying.

You who can draw closer to the Goddess’s side.

But while this thought crosses my mind, I do not speak it aloud.

Lord Black Dragon has his own circumstances, his own burdens to bear.

“Neither of us can quite have our way, can we?”

“You’re not wrong.”

I feel bad giving them more work to do right after such a busy period, but this is super important, so they’ll have to deal with it.

Employee exploitation?

I’m the busiest person of all!

This really is one exploitative workplace.

I should put in for a paid vacation.

Ah, I can just see the Demon Lord saying nope with a big smile.

Damn it all.

Anyway, to get back to the main subject here: Since Yamada and friends heard from Ms. Oka that the elf village is in trouble, they’ve decided to ditch their kingdom and go fight Natsume in person, for some reason.

Por qué?

It makes no sense to me whatsoever.

Like, what? I mean…

Sure, I see how they came up with that, I guess?

Humans and demons are at war right now, and they probably think it could be dangerous for all of humanity if they let Natsume keep doing as he pleases.

But does that really mean you should just abandon the kingdom that’s falling apart in front of you to go take down Natsume?

I would think that the third prince, who’s staying in the kingdom, would want to have the real hero Yamada fighting on his side.

You know, since he might have to go at it with the first prince’s side.

Yeah, it might sound nice to say that the third prince has a big-picture attitude, but isn’t he looking too far out and missing the trouble right under his nose at this point?

The kingdom might very well end up in a nasty civil war…

But I’m guessing Yamada isn’t thinking about any of that as his brother ships him out.

When the third prince asked him to go, he was immediately like, “Of course.”

He was probably just responding on the basis that he can’t let Natsume get away with this or whatever, not thinking about the situation in his own kingdom.

I’d rather have Yamada stay in the kingdom, but now it totally seems like they’re gonna send him right over to the elf village…

It’d probably be too weird for Hyrince to be the only one to object.

Sure enough, Hyrince keeps quiet, and it’s decided unanimously: Yamada is going to the elf village.

Goddammit.

Yeah, okay, but there’s no way he’s gonna get to the elf village before the imperial army does…or so I foolishly thought.

But I mean, come on! I thought something like this might happen, so I did some prep work to make sure they couldn’t get from Daztrudia to Kasanagara, the continent where the elf village is located.

I’m sure Hyrince will stop them if they try to do anything like that.

Hopefully, they’ll just kill time on Daztrudia from here on out.

…Or so I thought, like an idiot.

One of my clones is currently following Yamada’s party in secret.

Guess where they are? In the Great Elroe Labyrinth.

Come on, why?!

They managed to get a labyrinth guide with shocking ease, totally ignored the main exit that’s being closely guarded by the empire, and waltzed right on in through a secret entrance at the bottom of the ocean.

Gimme a break here!

The guide Yamada and friends found is this silver fox named Basgath.

He looks kinda familiar?

Yeah, turns out he’s the very first human who found me when I was a little spider.

For some reason, he was essentially bragging to them about how he ran away from me back in the day.

And this old labyrinth guide with the explosive-sounding name is apparently the father of someone who guided Hyrince a long time ago, which is how he ended up agreeing to guide Yamada’s group this time.

Um, hello? Hyrince?

Now they’ve got a super-skilled guide thanks to you!

What are you gonna do about it?!

Man, this guy is really good, too.

I pop into the Great Elroe Labyrinth every once in a while to check in on my spider babies, and I’ll admit I end up spying on the humans in there and stuff while I’m at it.

If there’s one thing I’ve learned in the process, it’s that there are good guides and bad guides.

Even experienced guides get their paths mixed up sometimes, y’know?

And yet, this old guy is expertly leading them through the labyrinth without even glancing at a map. Only the most exceptional guides can manage stuff like that.

Oh, by the way, I’m pretty sure I know about all of the elves’ teleport gates.

My mini-mes are the best at gathering information!

I mean, they’re palm-sized spiders that aren’t easily detected. Unless you’re specifically keeping a close eye out for them, they’re incredibly hard to spot.

Nope, not possible!

Shinohara doesn’t really seem to be aware of Yamada as a guy, but since she got squished up against him in such an unladylike state, of course he ended up staring at her a little.

What is this, a rom-com?

Obviously, there’s gonna be a bunch more accidental romantic moments after this, and she’s totally gonna end up falling for Yamada…

Then it’ll develop into a love triangle, and bam, we’ve got a juicy soap opera on our hands!

Oh man. Is Yamada gonna get stabbed to death, or will it be one of the girls? I’m on the edge of my seat here.

No, wait a sec.

Considering the effects of Yamada’s Divine Protection skill, isn’t it more likely that things will stay on the romcom route and somehow build up to a harem ending?

What a scandalous skill! I’m definitely not jealous!

If every girl who joins Yamada’s side ends up falling in love with him, that skill is even scarier than I thought!

And it really does seem like a high percentage of them have already fallen head over heels.

Like his little sister, right? And Hasebe? And Ooshima?

Shinohara’s not there yet, and I don’t think Ms. Oka feels that way.

I don’t really think that half elf erstwhile maid of his, Anna, is in love with him, either.

It’s kinda more like loyalty than love, if I had to describe it?

Although I guess you could argue an oath of loyalty is pretty closely related to a declaration of love.

The nuance is just a little different.

…Huh?

I was only joking, but is it just me, or does Yamada actually have a harem forming around him?

Although that’s on hold right now thanks to Natsume.

…How much of this is the effect of the Divine Protection skill, I wonder?

If they fell for Yamada because of his personal virtues, that’s all well and good, but it’d be kinda messed up if it was because of a skill.

See, this is why it’s so hard to plan around a skill when you don’t know its exact effects.

What if that lucky-lecher moment when they got blown away by the water dragon was due to Divine Protection, too?

But if that’s the case, wouldn’t it mean that deep down, Yamada is secretly hoping for events like that to happen…?

W-well, he is at that age, I guess…

All jokes aside, though, it’s definitely kinda heartwarming to watch Team Yamada’s adventures.

I guess you could say there’s not much of a tragic tone to any of it.

Lately, everyone I have to do with seems to have some level of desperation due to a tragic backstory of some kind, y’know?

There’s the ones who try to fight against the grim fate of the demon race, like Agner, Balto, Warkis…

Not to mention the pontiff, who created a whole religion just to protect humanity and has been working his butt off basically forever.

Plus, there’s Black, who’s basically stuck between several rocks and hard places.

And of course, the Demon Lord, who rose up to save the Goddess.

Every last one of them has been driven to the depths of despair, and yet they keep fighting back without ever giving up.

It’s painful to watch.

But Yamada and friends don’t have that air of tragedy.

Sure, they’ve been through a lot themselves, and it’s not like they’re taking this lightly.

So I must endure, no matter how awful it may be.

One day, I met an evil god.

Despite her pure-white appearance, she was utterly evil.

When I went to punish the sinful fool named Hugo for attempting to harm my brother, delivering judgment with my own hands, I found that evil god doing something to Hugo instead.

My instincts told me that I couldn’t beat her.

As I stood frozen in true fear for the first time in my life, the evil god whispered to me.

“Shall I spare your big brother from any harm?”

From that moment on, I was in thrall to that god.

She promised that so long as I followed her orders, she wouldn’t lay a hand on my brother.

For his sake, I swear I’ll overcome any trial…

“We’ll be at the elf village pretty soon.”

Even without looking, I can tell Hugo is smirking.

He usually is, even though there’s nothing funny about the situation.

“Heh-heh. I can’t wait.”

I wish he would simply be silent and stop fouling my ears.

If my elder brother’s voice is like a symphony from the heavens, this man’s is like a grating performance on rusted strings.

Oh, how I wish I could hear my brother’s voice now…

Even a few scant words would ease the fraying edges of my heart…

“I hope you don’t mind if I join you.”

Ugh.

Another pest has arrived.

“Hello there, little princess.”

This is the evil god’s underling, Sophia Keren.

“What do you want?”

“I came to see how you’re doing, of course.”

“Then you’ve already seen, have you not? So please go away.”

It’s bad enough that I already have to put up with Hugo, the unbearable eyesore. If I’m made to endure any more, I might go mad with the stress.

“My, how rude. Couldn’t we at least chat a little?”

“I have nothing to say to the likes of you.”

“Oh, I see. And here I thought I would comfort the poor, tearful little girl who pretended to be brainwashed and betrayed her precious big brother.”

“Why, you…! That’s none of your concern! You’re just a god’s faithful hound!”

I wasn’t pretending—I really was brainwashed that time!

For some reason, probably by order of the evil god, I had no control over my body when I killed my father.

Why would she do such a thing?

This is just a guess, but I think she might have been giving me a way out.

So that it wasn’t my fault—I was just brainwashed.

That evil god is crafty and merciless, yet sometimes, she shows some half-hearted kindness.

Honestly, it would be easier for me to understand if she was simply pure evil through and through…

“Oh, am I? But aren’t you in the same boat now? That’s why you betrayed your brother.”

“No! I would never betray my brother!”

That is the one line I will never cross!

“But you are obeying our master, regardless. That makes you an enemy of humanity.”

“Nnngh!”

“There we go. Now that’s the face I wanted to see.”

Sophia’s lips curl with pleasure.

“You’re the worst.”

“I’ll take that as a compliment.”

What an awful person.

She might even be eviler than the evil god herself.

I wish she would just die…

“Oi, Sophia. You’re not even gonna say hi?”

“Oh? I didn’t realize you were here.”

Sophia glares at Hugo as if she were looking at a parasite.

“Don’t make that face. I’ve got feelings, too, y’know?”

“Oh, do you?”

And what’s wrong with looking at a worm like a worm?

My eyes might rot out of my head, having to take in a worm and a she-devil at the same time.

“Well? Have you managed to get one of the Seven Deadly Sins or Seven Heavenly Virtues skills yet, princess?”

“…No, not yet.”

“Well, that’s a shame. Have you forgotten your promise to Master?”

Nnngh.

I did make a promise with that evil god.

I said I would help her and that I would acquire one of the Seven Deadly Sins or Seven Heavenly Virtues skills.

If I can accomplish that, she’ll guarantee my brother’s freedom and set me free.

But I haven’t managed to do it yet.

“Well, I suppose it doesn’t matter much. I don’t think Master had very high hopes for you anyway.”

“Ha! Guess some of us are just built different.”

I clench my fist.

How humiliating!

I can’t bear to be looked down on by such filth!

“That face is even better.” Sophia’s smirk widens. “A spoiled little princess who grew up wanting for nothing, trembling in humiliation. Now that’s a sight for sore eyes.”

Scum. The absolute lowest of the low.

“……”

See, even a massive scumbag like Hugo looks taken aback.

Why should scum that alarms even other scum deserve to live?

I wish they would die…

Aside from my brother, what’s the point in all the riffraff that persists in this world?

I wish everyone but my brother and I would just die.

“But is the plan still gonna work if this one doesn’t make it in time?”

“It should be fine. It seems the more ruler skills that are acquired, the better, but I’m told that the bare minimum has already been met. I imagine it will just be easier if there are more, no?”

“Uhhh, sure. Not that I care, ’cause I don’t really know how to use the ruler skills’…keys, was it? Whatever.”

I don’t see how he can be so carefree when he’s being controlled by an evil god and evidently has two of these “keys.”

As far as I know, they have a total of six keys so far: Hugo’s Greed and Lust, Sophia’s Envy, and a few I haven’t met, namely someone called Wrath with the corresponding skill, someone named Merazophis with Perseverance, and the Demon Lord Ariel’s Gluttony.

I don’t know what these keys are for, either.

But I doubt the evil god is going to use them for anything decent.

“Isn’t it more of a problem that Yuri can’t get one? She’s a reincarnation just like us, dammit.”

“I’m sure some are suited to it better than others, even among reincarnations.”

I almost feel bad for Yuri, too.

Even if she was a rotten harlot of a nun who kept trying to seduce my brother, it’s cruel that she’s been brainwashed and forced to do their evil bidding…

But I suppose I don’t really care, since she tried to tempt my brother and all.

Maybe she’ll just screw up and go off to be with that god she loves so much.

Since she’s a true believer and all, I assume she would like that.

“Oh, that reminds me. I heard your dear brother is heading to the elf village. Did you know?”

“?!”

My brother?!

“Maybe you’ll get to have a touching reunion there.”

Brother…

I want to see him.

But I’m also afraid.

What am I going to say to him…?

“I’m told Ms. Oka is with him, too. Not to mention Katia, Fei, Anna…he’s very popular with the ladies, isn’t he?”

Those harpies…

I see now.

While I’ve been suffering like this, they’ve been cozying up to my beloved brother…

I was always suspicious of that “Ms. Oka” woman.

And then there’s Katia.

I thought she was a friend, but if she dares touch my brother, I won’t show any mercy…

“Y’know…this chick’s quick to trash-talk other people, but she’s just as bad, isn’t she? There’s no way she’s thinking anything good or wholesome right now, am I wrong?”

“Master would never take a truly decent person under her wing, obviously. She picks and chooses so that she won’t feel too bad if they have to suffer a little bit.”

“Heh, gotcha. Makes sense to me.”

The scumbags are talking among themselves now, but it’s just the incoherent warbling of garbage masquerading as people.

I won’t pay them any mind.
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Considering how freakishly busy I’ve been lately, you gotta wonder why I didn’t take care of more of this stuff before everything hit the fan, right?

Well, let me clear that up right now!

I didn’t have time!

I was really busy before, too, even if it wasn’t quite this bad!

After all, I am technically a commander.

I had to manage my troops and all that stuff.

And guess what?

On top of that, my core force is the Tenth Army, which barely had any soldiers to its name.

I had to gather up the losers who didn’t even fit in the leftover divisions, forming the Tenth Army out of a bunch of problem children who couldn’t find a home anywhere else, you know?

How long do you think it took to break…I mean, train them into real soldiers, get them armed, and wrangle them into the bare minimum level of functionality for an army?

Day in and day out, I spent every second preparing them for battle without a moment to rest.

Talk about exploitative.

I demand! A paid vacation!

Ah, I got denied again…

And guess what else?

I was doing a bunch of other stuff at the same time, too.

First of all, improving on my mini-mes.

You know, the information-gathering clones I unveiled during the big war.

Basically, I took the palm-sized spider clones I created initially and made them stronger.

They’re still the same size, but they’re stealthier, immune to any detection skills, and can even transmit everything they see and hear right back to me.

I expanded on that feature even more during the war so that they can now transmit those images to special monitors, too.

They’re like super-efficient self-driving mega-cameras!

I scattered thousands of them all over the planet, using them to gather all kinds of information in real time.

That’s how I got the deets on where all the elves are at, too.

Not to mention their hidden teleport gates.

Heh-heh.

The Word of God religion and the elves are both pretty keen on information gathering, but none of them hold a candle to meeee!

That said, these little spy clones have zero firepower and can easily be crushed by a stray footstep, which is a bit of a bummer.

That doesn’t happen super often, since they’re so stealthy and all, but once in a while, there are accidents and stuff like that.

But I guess we’ll just have to call that the cost of doing sneaky business.

Even if it is a major pain to replace them when they get squished.

So I was simultaneously operating a few thousand spy-ders while doing all this, right? And that’s while producing a bunch of battle clones at the same time.

As you might imagine, battle clones are mini-mes that are meant to be used for fighting instead of spying.

Unlike the spy clones, they come in different shapes and sizes depending on their purpose.

First, we’ve got the mass-produced all-purpose battle clones!

These guys are about three feet in size.

They look more or less like me in my Zana Horowa days, the form I evolved into right before arachne.

Basically, a white body with scythes for the two front legs.

And they’re just about as strong as I was back then, too.

They shoot lots of magic—I guess it’s technically conjuring now—they use Evil Eyes like crazy, and they counter with the scythes if an enemy gets too close.

They’re fully loaded with thread and poison, too, of course.

As you can gather from the fact that I called them mass-produced, I’ve got lots of these all-purpose battle clones.

How many? Well, that’s a military secret.

Next up is the queen taratect clones.

That’s what I sent in against Julius the hero during that war.

They’re clones I made based on Mother, the “bigger boat”-level huge ones, that crush things with the sheer power of their giant bodies.

Honestly, their overall capabilities aren’t that much higher than the all-purpose battle clones.

But since they’re physically so much bigger, they cost a lot more to make, which means I’ve only created a handful.

Finally, there’s my aces in the hole: the space-specialist clones.

As the name implies, they specialize in spatial conjuring. They’re the same palm-sized shape and appearance as the spy clones, but their abilities are on an entirely different level.

They can create other dimensions, erode the fabric of space—crazy stuff like that.

Since becoming a god, I’ve developed an incredibly high aptitude for spatial conjuring for whatever reason, and these clones are loaded up with the culmination of all that progress.

They can slice through space to remove heads and whatever else. Without some way of countering that, no enemy stands a chance against these space-specialist clones.

I mean, they could teleport your torso right off the rest of your body.

Even if you try to run away, they can tamper with space itself, so there’s nowhere to go.

The only way to counter them would be by meddling even further with my spatial meddling; you’d have to be at least as good at it, and probably better.

In system terms, I think even maxing out Dimensional Magic, the evolved form of Spatial Magic, wouldn’t be enough to save you.

In other words, it’s basically impossible to oppose me for anyone who operates within the bounds of the system.

Damn, I’m strong. Waaay too strong.

These battle clones generally exist in a separate dimension created by the space-specialist clones.

I can call them out whenever I need them.

Although at the moment, the only time they’ve seen any outside action is when I sent a Queen clone against Julius the hero.

I’m not slacking off; I’m just putting them into power-saving mode to conserve energy.

Don’t get the wrong idea there.

When Vampy and company defeated those legendary-class monsters and such, I fed ’em to the clones in my separate dimension, saved up some energy, and created more clones whenever the energy stores went past a certain point.

I’ve been slowly but surely increasing the numbers of my battle clones with that routine.

Considering that they started as cute but useless palm-sized spiders, they’ve come a long way, that’s for sure.

Seriously, those things were absolutely worthless at first.

Slow and steady wins the race, I guess.

Not everything is like skills, where you’re guaranteed to get stronger if you keep training, but I think you’re still bound to get a certain level of results if you put in lots of hard work.

Anyway, I’ve got one more kind of clones, a pretty weird type.

These ones are very much related to a different job I’ve been working on in addition to my job as a commander.

These clones are called system-related clones.

I assume you can piece that one together.

Basically, these clones have various tasks related to the system.

My ultimate goal is to destroy the system and use the energy released to rejuvenate this world.

There’s a lot of thorough preparation involved, as you might imagine.

And to do all that preparation, I’ll need to understand the workings of the system down to the tiniest detail.

This is a make-or-break gamble with the fate of the world on the line, after all.

You can’t be too careful, even to the point that it might seem borderline paranoid.

So even in the early stages, I’ve put a ton of extra work into investigating the system.

Between my job as a commander and all that clone work, I was seriously busy for sure. But honestly, it’s this system investigation that’s taken up the bulk of my resources.

The fact that I created clones for this specific purpose should tell you just how much effort I’ve been putting into this.

To sum it up, I’ve had no time to rest whatsoever!

Do you get it now, people?

Even before things got as busy as they are now, I was still crazy slammed!

Who among us would dare go up to that super-busy spider of the past and tell her, Hey, things are gonna get even busier soon, so put your back into it?!

Even if I did know the future, I would’ve said, Sorry, I’m already at my limit!

Come on, Labor Standards Act, do your thing here!

Ah, this is a different world, which means that doesn’t exist here…riiiight…

This suuucks.

But I’m still gonna do it, since I’m the one who decided to take all this on in the first place!

So let me give you the rundown on what we’ve learned about the system so far.

First of all, what exactly is the system?

Well, it’s a super-huge conjuring created by D!

Its main purpose is to dole out skills and stats and stuff to all the living things in this world, collect all of that in the form of energy when those living things die, and use that energy to revive this dying world!

Damn, that’s a long sentence!

Where’s the TL;DR?!

And that’s still simplifying it quite a bit, just so you know.

Basically, the system is a messed-up conjuring that forces anything living in this world to save up energy while they’re alive, then pay it all back when they die like some sick loan shark coming for their due.

Training your skills and stats is the main method of saving up that energy, a gamelike feature which I think is probably D’s personal preference.

And that energy is used to help restore this world, which is on the brink of destruction.

If you’re wondering why the whole world has to depend on such a convoluted system in the first place, it’s because the humans of this planet really screwed things up long ago, apparently.

If you wanna know the details about that part, ask Taboo.

It even comes with a free service where you get to hear a voice saying “atone” all the time, whether you’re asleep or awake.

Although I weaseled out of that little contract when I became a god!

It was always pretty annoying, so that was a relief.

Anyway, enough about Taboo. From what I’m told, the people of long ago managed to use up this world’s energy until it was almost completely drained. Then this goddess became a sacrifice to fill that void.

I don’t really know the details myself.

Honestly, I don’t think I really need to know, either.

I’m guessing that knowing more about it would just make me sick to my stomach.

After spending time with people who were there when it happened—like Black, the pontiff, and especially the Demon Lord—I’ve definitely gotten the impression that some awful stuff went down.

And since the living things in this world are trapped in a hellish cycle where they die, get their energy stripped away, and are reborn into the same world all over again, I suspect that’s intended as a punishment, too.

Although I wish they wouldn’t drag us Earth reincarnations into their problems!

Back to the subject of the system, though. Aside from those basic functions, D also added a solid handful of just-for-fun features.

That includes most of the gamelike aspects, like skills and monsters.

I don’t think stuff like skills, stats, levels, and so on were really necessary to get living things to store up energy.

That part definitely smells like D messing around to me.

What about monsters, you ask? That’s a little harder to define.

Even if the initial idea of skills and stuff was just for fun, once you’ve chosen that as the method for saving up energy, you need to have everyone fight one another.

Monsters were created to give people something to fight.

If this is a video game, they’re the enemy characters.

And the system generated those enemies.

But I get the impression that the system only created monsters at the beginning, and they’ve been naturally reproducing on their own since then.

Since it costs energy to produce monsters, it’s better for the system’s purposes if the monsters breed anyway.

Ultimately, this means the monsters that currently exist are a mix of various factors: descendants of the monsters initially created by the system, animals that already existed in this world that adapted to the current environment, and some combination therein, to the point where you can’t even categorize them all anymore.

At this point, all the system really does with monsters is imprint them with the instinct to attack humans on sight.

I know that sounds like a massive pain from the humans’ point of view, but it’s not like there’s an obvious alternative if the system needs living things to fight one another.

Besides, monsters are an integral part of the food chain at this point. It’d be worse for the world if they suddenly disappeared.

In addition to monsters, the system has other ways to make people fight one another.

Namely, the hero and the Demon Lord.

The hero is human.

The Demon Lord, a demon.

They each lead their respective peoples and fight each other.

Both of them get titles with unusual perks and abilities, too.

The hero gets the special effect of being able to match the demon lord and can use the Sword of the Hero. Plus, the hero can power up in a crisis.

While the demon lord doesn’t have a special effect against the hero, they can use the Sword of the Demon Lord.

It seems like a bit of favoritism toward the hero, but that’s because humans and demons have different base specs and life spans and such; it’s basically a handicap because the demon lord is likely to end up stronger than the hero.

Without that, humanity could easily end up at the mercy of one demon lord for ages.

The problem here is that with the hero’s special effect against the demon lord, he can fight on equal footing no matter how much stronger the demon lord might be.

Except that means that for a weaker hero to catch up to a strong demon lord, a bunch of energy has to come from somewhere.

So basically, the anti-demon-lord effect is really a power-up that steals energy from other parts of the system.

And did I mention the current Demon Lord is the strongest in history?

Like, her stats hover around 100,000 on average.

What would happen if the hero tried to fight her?

A huge amount of energy would be pulled out of the system and totally wasted, that’s what.

We can’t splurge like that when we’re trying to save up energy here!

Besides, this whole thing also means that the existence of the hero is a threat to the Demon Lord’s safety, which is why I obliterated Julius during the war and hacked the system to try to remove the very existence of the hero feature while I was at it.

As we all know, that ended in a big fat failure.

I researched the system pretty thoroughly and thought I’d be able to pull it off, but I guess that was overly optimistic.

But I learned my lesson, which is why I’m now trying to deepen my understanding and control of the system even more.

And what I really need for that control is the ruler skills.

We’re talking about the Seven Deadly Sins skills and the Seven Heavenly Virtues skills.

These skills actually serve as keys to access the system.

Once you have a ruler skill and you establish your ruler authority using the information obtained from Taboo, you get a bunch of special privileges.

Like the abilities to block Appraisal, do a search of the system itself, and so on.

Still, using those special privileges too often will wear down your soul, so I can’t say I recommend abusing them—except blocking Appraisal, which doesn’t seem to really cost anything.

The ability to block Appraisal came in handy quite a few times before I became a god.

Anyway, while I was investigating the system, I figured out that you can use these ruler skills as keys to access a sort of secret menu.

When you get your ruler authority confirmed, a list of things you can do is basically installed in your head, but this was most definitely not on that list.

In other words, you’d have no way of knowing about it unless you’ve thoroughly inspected the system like I have.

So I did all that and found out about the secret menu.

And wouldn’t you know it…

It contained the system’s self-destruct program.

Just as I suspected, given the awful nature of D’s personality, of course she would include a hidden backdoor.

It even comes with a nice little README file explaining how to use it. You gotta laugh.

Makes you wonder if there was any point slowly saving up energy through the official menu in the first place.

And if I felt that way, I’m sure it was even worse for the likes of the Demon Lord and the pontiff, who really have been slowly, carefully saving for all these years…

But luckily, since the Demon Lord was on the verge of giving up, she was thrilled to see some light at the end of the tunnel at last.

Although I’m sure she wishes she’d known about this method sooner.

I mean, if they’d activated this right after the system was created, the world could’ve been saved already.

They wouldn’t have had to suffer through this long, drawn-out cycle of living, dying, and passing on energy through the official channels.

I’m sure there have been more tragedies throughout history than you could count, and the Demon Lord and the pontiff have probably seen all of them.

So I imagine learning that those might not have needed to happen in the first place must’ve been tough.

But you can’t change the past, so I guess there’s no point dwelling on it.

I can’t alter the tragedies that have already taken place. I can only try to make a better future.

Let time travelers handle past crises, although I don’t know if anyone even exists who can manage something like that.

I mean, D has a crazy amount of knowledge—I wouldn’t be surprised if she could do it.

If nothing else, though, I certainly can’t.

I’ve gotta focus on what I can do instead of dwelling on what I can’t.

But wait!

There’s one thing I can’t do by myself!

And that’s increasing the amount of people with ruler skills.

Ruler skills are the keys to the system.

See, you actually need all the ruler skill keys to activate the self-destruct program in the system’s secret menu.

Every! Single! Key!

Yep, that does it. This game is impossible!

There are several ruler skills that aren’t even held by anyone right now.

Worse yet, one of the people who does have a ruler skill is someone who will absolutely never cooperate with us.

You guessed it: Potimas.

Honestly! Why does that guy have to get in our way at every turn?!

The dude’s very existence is a thorn in my side!

Do you have any idea how I felt when I figured out how to activate this secret menu?!

I wanted to run right into a wall!

But it’s just like that famous basketball coach once said: “If you give up, the game’s already over.”

I racked my brains over what I could possibly do, and in the end, I decided to cheat.

Keys, doors, opening…

Yeah, let’s pick the lock!

…You there, the reader who just thought What the hell does that mean?

If the direct approach doesn’t work, you’ve just gotta use workarounds instead!

Since this secret menu itself is already a workaround, there’s nothing wrong with using yet another workaround on it, if you ask me!

Besides, I’ve got no other choice, because I’ll never be able to get the keys from all the ruler skill holders otherwise.

At any rate, I sat down and made a list of people who might be able to get ruler skills.

Then I decided to recruit as many as I could.

We already started with three people with ruler skills on our side: the Demon Lord has Gluttony, Vampy has Envy, and Mr. Oni has Wrath.

Next, I began conducting close surveillance on demon army commanders, famous humans, fellow reincarnations, and other important characters.

My spy clones definitely came in handy there.

And next thing you know, Mera picked up the Perseverance skill.

That was a bit of a shocker.

Mera was originally just a normal person, you know?

He’s had a pretty wild ride of life since then, especially since he turned into a vampire and all, but I still can’t believe he came so far as to get a ruler skill.

It’s supposed to be suuuper hard to get those skills, you know.

I mean, even Julius the hero didn’t have one!

If even the appointed defender of humanity couldn’t get any, that’s definitely a rare set of skills.

…Although I guess I can’t really talk, since I had four of them, or five if you count Wisdom.

By the way, it seems like the Wisdom skill was made specifically for me.

I got it when I maxed out Appraisal and Detection, but the Demon Lord’s done the same thing, and she didn’t end up with Wisdom.

Oops, I’m getting off topic.

At any rate, Mera really worked hard.

Good work, Mera.

Keep it up, please.

Perseverance is the key here.

Show me what an ordinary human can really do.

Although I guess he’s a vampire, not a human anymore.

Meanwhile, on the human side, Natsume really screwed things up.

He tried to plot an assassination to get revenge on Yamada.

Although it ended in failure thanks to Ms. Oka.

On top of that, she even used her ruler authority to erase all Natsume’s skills.

Since Ms. Oka was able to use those Ruling Class Privileges, that means she has a ruler skill.

And she’s even established her authority.

There’s no way Ms. Oka has maxed out her Taboo skill, so Potimas must have told her how to do that. I’m sure he has his authority established, too, naturally.

Most likely, Ms. Oka’s ruler skill is Charity, one of the Seven Heavenly Virtues.

I used to have that one, too.

I got it when I was saving tons of people’s lives; it just randomly came with one of the titles I got.

It’s unclear whether Ms. Oka got it in the same way or if she used skill points to acquire it.

But how she got the skill isn’t that important, as long as she has it.

As long as Potimas is around, though, I can’t really go near her.

So if Ms. Oka has a ruler skill, that also means there’s one less key that I’ll be able to use.

That hurts, for sure.

But there’s nothing I can do there.

It was always going to be impossible to get all the keys anyway.

Man, though, Ms. Oka really overdid it.

Out of all the ruler privileges, erasing skills eats up an especially large portion of your soul.

Normally, that should have done some serious damage to her soul, enough that she could’ve lost a bunch of skills and had her stats seriously lowered in the process, too.

Ironically, it might be thanks to Potimas that Ms. Oka came out unscathed.

Part of Potimas’s soul is attached to her like a parasite.

Actually, that’s true of all elves, not just Ms. Oka.

I think this is an effect of Potimas’s Seven Heavenly Virtues skill, Diligence.

He can take over people he’s infected and use them as his own body doubles.

Once someone’s been taken over once, they can never go back to their old selves.

In other words, Potimas was basically holding Ms. Oka hostage.

Note the past tense, though.

That was before the Natsume-goes-crazy incident.

Ms. Oka used her ruler privileges in a way that should have consumed her soul, but miraculously, it consumed the soul of Potimas that was parasitically infecting her instead.

I don’t think even Potimas saw this coming.

Thanks to that, the part of Potimas’s soul that was attached to Ms. Oka got seriously weakened, making it much harder for him to take over her body.

All that being said, it’s only harder, not absolutely impossible, which is still concerning.

But still, anytime Potimas is inconvenienced, I’ve gotta celebrate!

Besides, that wasn’t even the only advantage we gained from this little incident.

We also succeeded in brainwa—I mean recruiting Natsume to our side.

Hmm? Was I about to say brainwashing?

No, you’re imagining things.

There’s no such thing as the brainwashing clones that I conveniently didn’t mention earlier.

And there’s definitely not a fingertip-sized spider inside of Natsume’s brain or anything like that! What is this, a horror movie?

Ha-ha-ha.

Look, if we just left him alone, he definitely would’ve gone crazy again and gotten himself executed this time for sure. So why shouldn’t I use him to our advantage instead?

And then I really hit the jackpot: He gained not one but two ruler skills, Lust and Greed!

Talk about a bargain.

We’ve pulled off all kinds of mischief thanks to Lust’s brainwashing effects, so now I can say for sure that I made the right choice!

Although I wasn’t expecting Yamada’s little sister to attack while we were brainwa—I mean persuading Natsume.

Gotta admit, the thought of keeping her quiet through violent means did cross my mind for a second—but when you really think about it, she’s actually pretty smart and talented, enough that she did a respectable job holding her own alongside a reincarnation like Yamada.

Doesn’t that mean she stands a chance of getting a ruler skill?

That’s why I very kindly approached her to suggest that she work with me in exchange for not doing any harm to Yamada.

Since she’s a little too obsessed with her brother, that threat—no, wait, I mean offer, definitely just an offer—worked on her right away.

Unfortunately, she hasn’t been able to get a ruler skill just yet.

But considering that she still helped us out with some other small favors, I’ve kept my promise not to do any harm to Yamada.

With my own hands, at least!

I never promised that Natsume wouldn’t hurt him, okay?

And I’ve still made sure that he stays alive, okay?

So I haven’t broken my promise.

Anyway, all jokes aside, I am planning on making sure she doesn’t get caught up in the shock waves that’ll inevitably come when we destroy the system, as thanks for helping us out.

Especially since I did kinda make her kill her own father.

I did have Natsume brainwash her and force her to do it, to make sure it was against her will at least, but it might’ve still been a teensy bit traumatic for her.

Next, I used Natsume’s brainwashing abilities to control other reincarnations like Ooshima and Hasebe and check whether they had any ruler skills.

If they did, I was planning to steal the keys from them while they were still brainwashed, but sadly, none of them had any.

I didn’t brainwash Yamada, since I made a promise to his sister and all.

Not to mention the little matter of Divine Protection.

I’ll admit, part of it was that I was just scared something weird would happen if I tried anything on him.

The fact that Yamada turned out to have the Mercy skill definitely stings, though.

Maybe I should’ve broken my promise to his little sister and stolen the key from him…

Well, no use crying over spilled milk.

And Shinohara is usually attached to Yamada at the hip, which means I can’t touch her, either.

So that’s the deal with the reincarnations at the human academy.

Other than those guys, there’s also Tagawa and Kushitani, two other reincarnations who’ve been traveling around the world as adventurers and built up a fair amount of combat experience, too.

Neither of them seems to have gained ruler skills as far as I can tell, so I’ve just been keeping an eye on them, but then they clashed with Mera in the war and ended up following Ms. Oka to the stupid elf village.

Maybe I could have stopped them if I tried, but it would’ve seemed weird for us to intervene at the time, and I was so busy with cleanup afterward that I just ignored ’em.

There’s also a reincarnation named Kusama who’s been working under the pontiff, but he doesn’t have a ruler skill, either, placing him solidly in the ignore column.

Hmm? I’m dismissing Kusama way too easily?

It’s not my fault. He’s just that kinda guy.

The other reincarnations are all confined in the elf village, and I seriously doubt they’d be able to get ruler skills in that situation, meaning they also get ignored.

To sum it up, the current ruler skill holders are as follows:

Wrath: Mr. Oni.

Envy: Vampy.

Greed and Lust: Natsume.

Gluttony: Demon Lord.

Pride and Sloth: Both unclaimed.

Mercy: Yamada.

Perseverance: Mera.

Diligence: Potimas.

Charity: Ms. Oka.

Temperance: The pontiff.

Chastity and Humility: Both unclaimed.

Of the fourteen, I’ve acquired the keys for six.

Four are unclaimed, and four belong to members of other factions.

I would’ve liked to get at least half of ’em down, but this might be the best I can do…

I’ll just have to use lockpicking for the rest.

So yeah.

As far as that part goes, apparently, the difficulty varies based on the state of the ruler skill.

Specifically, in order of highest difficulty to lowest: authority established > authority not established > unclaimed.

Unclaimed skills are basically like the key is lying around undefended near the lock, but if someone has the corresponding ruler skill, it becomes a lot harder because someone else is basically carrying the key around.

And if they’ve also established their ruler authority, it’s kinda as if there are additional security measures around the lock itself.

It’s because of this range in difficulty that I was able to figure out someone already had the Mercy skill.

In other words, the hardest ones to contend with at the moment are Diligence, Temperance, and Charity.

Mercy takes fourth place.

If I can just figure out these four somehow, the unclaimed ones should be easy enough.

I’m gonna kill the crap out of Potimas soon, meaning Diligence will go back to being unclaimed.

So I’ll just wait to pry it open until after all that.

As for Charity, I might be able to talk Ms. Oka into handing over the key once Potimas is good and dead.

I don’t know if she’s going to agree or not, but if I have a chance of resolving it peacefully, I might as well wait until then.

Which means that one’s also on hold until I massacre Potimas.

I’m not sure if there’s much I can do about Temperance…

Let’s just put that one aside for now.

I can make a judgment call on it after I kill Potimas.

That leaves Mercy as the highest priority.

It’d definitely be best to pick that lock before Yamada establishes his authority.

Once he maxes out his Taboo, it’d be great if he decided to help us… But if not, then it’s gonna be a huge pain.

Prying it open before then would be safer for sure.

Same goes for the four unclaimed ones.

I held out for as long as I could, but I doubt any of my players are gonna pick up a ruler skill anytime soon at this point, even if I put it off a little longer.

If anything, the chances might be higher of someone on a different team getting one instead.

Even among the people on our side who might get one, there’s an all-too-real chance that they might lose their lives in the battle at the elf village.

That even goes for the ones who already have a ruler skill, like Vampy and Mr. Oni.

And if they die, then another Ruler seat will be empty again.

Better to at least use the keys that I already have now and open as many locks as I can before any of that happens.

“So yeah, I’m gonna go take care of that stuff real quick.”

“Hmm. You can’t let those ‘system-related clones’ of yours take care of it like usual?”

I report in to the Demon Lord before I head out, since communication is important.

We’re in a horse-drawn—or rather spider-drawn—carriage.

It’s basically a fancy basket being carried on the backs of arch taratects. The lap of luxury.

“Nope. It’d be too risky for me to control them remotely from afar for such an important job.”

“Gotcha…”

I can understand why the Demon Lord would want me to hold off, though.

We’re right in the middle of preparing for battle with Potimas, which is clearly very important to her.

I can gather information on the enemy faster than basically anyone else in the world, I can teleport anywhere at any time, and I can even deploy whole formations that way. Since I’m the strongest force on our side, it’s no wonder she’d want to keep me close at hand.

Huh?! Wait, I’m so skilled it’s scary!

Is it just me, or am I too talented for my own good?!

Is this even allowed?

I’m not gonna get banned for hacking, am I?

I’m just that talented. It’s almost creepy.

“White…you’re lost in some stupid thoughts again, aren’t you…?”

“I don’t know what you’re talking about.”

“I’m pretty sure you only say that when I’ve hit the nail on the head.”

“I don’t know what you’re talking about…”

The Demon Lord rolls her eyes and shrugs exaggeratedly.

Grrr. Offense taken!

And I want to file a complaint against the super-toxic work environment in the demon army, too!

As the CEO, the Demon Lord should pay me a settlement!

“……”

For some reason, the Demon Lord grabs my hand tightly and pulls me toward her.

Whaaa—?

As I freeze in place, she lays me down and promptly bundles me up in her own thread.

The thread is woven like cotton and wrapped around my entire body.

Um, whaaa—?

“You can take care of that tomorrow. For tonight, you sleep right here.”

Sleep?

In this bundled-up state?

Okay, I’ll admit that this is actually super soft and comfy, but still.

If I sleep bundled up adorably in the Demon Lord’s carriage, what about my dignity?

“White, do you even realize how exhausted you look right now?”

“For real?”

Is it that obvious?

I guess I have been working too much overtime lately.

Even though I’m a god, I still have a physical body that can get tired.

Maybe I’ve been pushing it a little too much.

“But there’s not much time…”

“It’d be worse if you doze off and mess something up.”

Fair!

They say that since your performance gets worse when you’re tired, it’s actually more effective overall if you take regular breaks while working.

“All right, then.”

“Good. Have all your clones and stuff rest, too, except for what’s absolutely necessary.”

“Oh c’monnn…”

But then my whole worldwide surveillance network will temporarily shut down…

“Well? I’m waiting.”

“…Fine.”

Sheesh, the Demon Lord’s kinda pushy today.

Seems like she’s gonna force me to sleep by any means necessary.

“…I am aware that I’ve been relying on you too much, you know.”

“Hmm?”

The Demon Lord murmurs something with a bit of a rueful expression.

“So when I see you looking this exhausted…well…you know. I want you to rest, that’s all.”

“…I’m doing it because I want to, okay? Don’t make that face.”

“Sorry. No, wait. I guess what I should be saying right now is thank you.”

“Yeah, exactly.”

“Once it’s all over, I really want to thank you again, properly this time. So don’t fall out on me before then, okay?”

“You got it, boss.”

In that case, I guess it’s time to sleep!

I’m gonna get drunk on sleep!

Goodnight!
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Within moments, White is snoozing quietly.

It’s been a long time since I saw her sleeping so defenselessly.

In fact, she hardly ever sleeps this deeply at all.

The only time I remember is after she became a god, when she lost her powers.

Even then, she was heavily on guard at first and would wake up right away at the slightest sound or movement.

But then either she came to trust us more, or perhaps she decided there was no point being on her guard since she had no powers left anyway; at any rate, she started to sleep more soundly.

When she was staying in the duke’s mansion in the demon territory, she apparently slept like a log.

But there was much less of that once she started getting her powers back.

And I think she completely stopped letting anyone else see her sleep right around the time she resolved to destroy the system and save the world.

Ever since then, White has been running nonstop.

Even though I know all she really wants to do is laze around…

Watching her reminds me of the original Ruler of Sloth.

A Ruler who loved lazing around but kept working nonstop until it eventually killed them.

At the time, I couldn’t do anything to help.

Because I was much weaker than I am now.

No, that’s not right. Even now, I’m depending on White far too much, hardly doing anything myself.

In the end, I still exist inside the system.

There’s not much I can do when it comes to what goes on outside it.

The most I can contribute is to force White to sleep like this.

It frustrates me to no end.

I want to help her more.

In fact, the reality is even more painful. White is originally an outsider here, and we’re forcing her to take on all these burdens.

It’s not just White, either.

Sophia, Wrath…

Even Merazophis, though he’s not a reincarnation.

They’re all generously lending me their strength.

I really do feel fortunate.

Maybe even as much as those days when I was surrounded by the first Rulers, or even more.

Back then, I was just a weakling, being protected by all of them.

But it’s different now.

I’ve gotten stronger.

Strong enough to fight, to defeat Potimas.

I can’t help White.

But I’ll do everything within my power until I’m spent.

It’s the least I can do to repay everyone for helping me.

I’ll express my ultimate gratitude by seeing it through to the end and making sure it all succeeds.

Lady Sariel.

The first Rulers, who have long since passed on.

Please watch over me.

I’m going to save this world with my own two hands.

I promise.

And then, if possible, I want to celebrate with White and the others.

So please, White.

Don’t push yourself too hard, okay?
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Aah, this is so nice and comfy.

I slept well, all right.

Now I’m nice and refreshed.

“Good morning.”

“Morning.”

I crawl out of the fluffy bundle.

“Mm’kay, this time I’m going for real.”

“Right. Oh, but first, take this.”

Hmm?

The Demon Lord hands me something.

“…Huh?”

“You need that, right?”

Yes, the object she handed me is definitely something I need.

“Thanks. That’s a big help.”

“Don’t worry about it. You’re the one who’s helping me out.”

But this will definitely make my job a lot easier.

“This is pretty much the most I can do…”

…You really don’t need to worry about that, you know.

After all, the reason I decided to save this world in the first place is the Demon Lord herself.

“All right, I’ll be back soon.”

“Okay, have a safe trip. Be careful.”

…That exchange almost made us sound like a family.

Aw, I’m a little embarrassed.

I quickly teleport away to hide my embarrassment.

When I reappear, it’s in a very strange space indeed.

This is the center of the system.

A giant conjuring circle forms complex geometric patterns all across the floor.

It even spreads over the walls and ceiling, glowing with a faint, fantastical light.

And in the center is a woman, the lower half of her body gone as if she’s melting into space, suspended in midair as though the conjuring circle is binding her there.

The Goddess Sariel.

The core of the system, the sacrifice who was offered up to this world, and the precious person whom the Demon Lord called Mother.

<Proficiency has reached the required level.>

<Experience has reached the required level.>

<Proficiency has reached the required level.>

And although the Goddess’s lips aren’t moving, a cacophony of her voice echoes and overlaps endlessly in this room.

The system messages that the Word of God religion regards as the voice of god.

Coming to this place makes me incredibly uncomfortable.

Why? Well, every single sight in this room is disturbing, that’s why.

Maybe it’s because it shows just how selfish the humans of the past really were, or maybe it’s that even though the Demon Lord adores her and wants to save her so desperately, the Goddess herself doesn’t share that wish.

“……”

I shake my head lightly to dismiss those thoughts.

Throughout the mysterious room, there are small white spiders here and there.

Those are my system-related clones, and they’re already on standby.

There are fourteen distinctive conjuring circles that stand out in the room, distributed around the Goddess at the center.

Those are the keyholes.

I can open them by inserting the corresponding keys.

First, I’ll open the seven locks that I already have keys for.

There’s the six I already had and the seventh that the Demon Lord gave me before I left.

Since I’m opening these properly, there’s no problem so far.

This next part will be the real challenge.

I move the system-related clones to make contact with the conjuring circles that correspond to the unclaimed ruler skills.

The lockpicking is about to begin.

But then a sharp voice interrupts.

“Irregularity detected.”

Unlike the overlapping voices that have been echoing this whole time, that clearly came out of the Goddess’s mouth.

“Outside interference confirmed. Activating defense mechanism.”

…Yeah, that’s about what I expected.

Power gathers around the Goddess.

That’s the defense mechanism or whatever getting ready to shoot.

Well, I’m basically breaking and entering here, after all.

It’s no surprise that there would be a home security system in place.

Honestly, I knew this would happen.

Especially since I’ve already set off this defense mechanism once before.

It was during the war, when I tried to abolish the hero function.

The defense mechanism went off just like this, and the clones that were trying to modify the system were physically destroyed.

As a result, I failed to get rid of the function of the hero, and Yamada of all people was chosen as the new one.

Since the system-related clones aren’t made for fighting, this is one job they can’t handle.

Clusters of energy form around the Goddess, taking on shadowy forms.

They become pitch-black silhouettes, just barely taking the shape of humans.

There’s twelve people in total.

Or would you even call these people?

“Commence elimination.”

As my idle thoughts meander in a stupid direction, the Goddess gives an order, and the shadows all move at once.

They’re headed right toward me—and whoa, they’re so fast?!

Just as I take a quick step to the side, a fist flies past my face with a gust of wind.

One of the shadowy figures closed in on me insanely fast and nearly landed a punch right on my nose.

Damn, that was fast!

Wicked fast!

Yiiikes!

Whew, that scared me.

Maybe I wasn’t being careful enough.

Since I’ve gotten so good with my god powers, I might’ve been a little overconfident.

How could I come that close to getting hit by such an obvious Telephone Punch?

Wait, another one?!

The same shadow is charging at me again.

It’s basically just swinging wildly, no polish or technique whatsoever.

But with that unbelievable speed, it’s still a pretty serious threat!

That said, it’s coming in a straight line, so it’ll be simple to dodge.

I sidestep the telegraphed attack and avoid it again.

After the shadow passes, a loud boom follows.

The sound came after—does that mean it’s moving faster than the speed of sound?!

Are these shadows even faster than the Demon Lord, if nothing else?

As I wonder about this, an invisible blade flies toward me.

Whoops, looks like they’re not just speedy after all.

Wait, is this thread?!

The weapons moving toward me are threads, too fine for the naked eye to see.

There’s ten of them in total.

It looks like one of the shadows shot out threads from each of its fingers and is manipulating them.

Heh. So you think you can take me on in a battle of thread?!

Time for you to learn your place!

I’ll turn the tables on you in no time!

So I shoot out ten threads from my own fingers as well, countering the shadow’s attack.

Bwa-ha-ha! You think those feeble threads can reach my feet—whoa, whaaa—?!

We’re actually evenly matched!

But how?!

You’re telling me there’s a thread user who can fight on equal footing with me?!

Our threads crack against each other like whips, whirling and feinting at each other with pulls and twists as we try to cut through each other’s threads.

It’s an incredibly close contest.

And then the speed shadow charges toward me!

I put my fight with the thread shadow on hold to get some distance between us.

Then another shadow suddenly appears behind me.

When did you get there?!

With no time to turn around, I just shoot a Black Spear at it from my back.

It doesn’t exactly look awesome, but I can produce conjurings from anywhere on my body!

The shadow that was trying to pull off a surprise attack on me is getting a surprise attack of its own!

Or so I thought—but then it disappears just as suddenly as it arrived.

This time, I sense its presence carefully and figure out how it’s poofing around!

The shadow is turning its body into a mist form to make it look like it’s disappeared.

Sure enough, the mist concentrates and reverts to a shadow.

What’s up with that vampire-like ability?!

Vampy can do that kinda thing, too, right?! Although she and Mera never really use it!

And now more threaaad?!

The thread surrounds me completely, boxing me in.

Retreat! Teleport!

I escape with a Short-Range Teleport.

Phew. Now I can get my—wait, wha—?!

A speed shadow just grazed me?!
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Hang on, time out!

Gimme a second here!

Spatial Separation!

I cut off the space all around me, creating a cube-shaped void barrier.

Since the entire space is separated, no physical or magical attacks can pass through.

You’d have to be on my level of spatial conjuring expertise to get in from the outside.

In other words, it’s practically invincible.

The only downside is that it blocks out all light and sound, too, meaning I can’t tell what’s going around outside, either.

At any rate, this will protect me from enemy attacks.

I’ll take that moment to calm down a little.

Okay, so the defense mechanism shadows are way stronger than I expected.

Maybe I was being careless or overconfident or whatever, but even then, isn’t it awfully strange that they were able to corner me like this?

I am a god, remember?

In terms of abilities, I’m pretty sure I’m way stronger than I ever was as an arachne…

Now, my current strength is spatial conjuring. In terms of stats, I would probably still fall short of the Demon Lord, I think.

Even then, I would estimate that I’ve got the equivalent of stats in the 50,000 or 60,000 range.

So what the heck does it mean if I still can barely keep up with these things?

It’s like I’m fighting a whole bunch of Demon Lord–tier opponents.

Nah, I guess they’re probably individually weaker than the Demon Lord, but still.

Maybe Vampy or Mr. Oni would be a better comparison?

Yeah, that seems about right.

And a dozen of them, no less…

On top of that, thus far, I’ve only been able to confirm the abilities of three of them: the speed shadow, the thread shadow, and the mist shadow.

I don’t even know what the other nine do yet.

Considering how unique the first three have been, I seriously doubt the remaining nine are just generic mass-produced fighters.

It’s probably best to assume they’ve got some crazy abilities, too.

I guess I should’ve expected no less of the defense mechanism protecting the system itself.

This isn’t a hopeless situation by a long shot, but it’s gonna be tougher than I was expecting, that’s for sure.

All right!

I’ve calmed down a little.

Let’s give this another shot.

…First of all, it’d be dangerous to just deactivate the barrier right now. Instead, I’ll teleport somewhere directly outside of the barrier.

All at once, I’m free from the soundless, pitch-dark space.

And the first thing I see is, yeesh, a whole big swarm of…somethings.

There are so many black-silhouette creatures that you can’t even see the Spatial Separation box I was inside a moment ago.

Um, I’m pretty sure those weren’t there before…

Where did these things come from…?

Oh, never mind. I see the source right there.

One of the human-shaped shadows is producing a bunch of monsters.

That guy over there’s clearly the culprit.

Is it just gonna keep churning out endless mobs if I don’t stop it…?

Guess I better take that one down fast.

Ah, but first…

I produce a Spatial Separation wall right in front of me.

Then the speed shadow slams right into it.

If you keep trying the same attack over and over in such a short time, I’m gonna get used to it no matter how fast you are, dummy.

The speed shadow collides with the Spatial Separation wall at the height of its impressive speed and absorbs all the recoil to boot.

A normal wall would probably absorb part of the impact, but this is an actual separation in the fabric of space, not a physical wall.

If you crash into it, you’re taking every bit of that impact right to the face.

The speed shadow crumples to the floor.

One down.

…Or so I thought, until a blast of light coming from another shadow hits the wounded one in the back.

The speed shadow hops right back up.

Ugh. They’ve got a healer, huh…?

If the healer shadow can restore the others, then I’ve got to crush that one, or it’ll keep bringing the other shadows back.

So the summoner shadow and the healer shadow.

Those are my top priorities, but which one should I go after first?

I guess probably the healer.

There’d be no point beating the summoner shadow first if the healer shadow just brings him right back to life.

Death to healers. No mercy.

All I gotta do now is avoid the recovered speed shadow, the thread shadow, the mist shadow, the swarm of shadow beasts, and whatever else comes at me, all while targeting the healer shadow.

The speed shadow only uses simple charge attacks, and the thread shadow is actually easier to avoid if I don’t try to fight it with more thread.

As long as I’m careful of the mist shadow, I can tell when it’s about to appear.

I couldn’t react fast enough before because I wasn’t expecting it and had to fend off an attack at the same time, but the cat’s out of the bag now.

As for the big swarm of beasts, they’re not much to worry about.

In fact, to be totally honest, these shadows are weak.

I can even wipe them all out with some dark missiles that I conjured a bunch of as a smoke screen.

Compared to the shadows, they’re practically trivial.

Although that’s probably why the summoner shadow can crank them out so fast.

As soon as I wipe out one wave, there’s already a bunch more. It’s extremely annoying.

On top of that, they’re actually working together against me pretty well.

That’s probably thanks to the shadow that’s standing next to the summoner shadow, pointing at me and giving orders with gestures.

Is that a command-related ability, maybe?

It might be granting them some kind of ability-enhancing buff, too.

Looks like it’s giving all the shadows orders, including the beasts, which is why they’re coordinating their attacks on me.

That’s kind of a pain, too.

But still, the healer shadow comes first!

Avoiding the intermittent attacks from the beasts, speed shadow, and so on, I send a Dark Spear flying toward the healer shadow.

My attack hurtles at its target, but then a different shadow jumps in front of the healer and blocks it.

This one’s got a shield.

I can’t believe it blocked my conjuring…

Guess this shadow is fairly strong, too.

Each of them would probably have stats in the tens of thousands. Maybe they’d even be on par with legendary-class monsters?

It’d be nearly impossible to deal with a dozen of them if your strength was bound by the limits of the system, wouldn’t it?

The Demon Lord might be able to take them…

No, I guess this would be tough to solo even for her, huh?

Maybe she could do it if she brought the puppet spiders and some more backup?

If it’d be this hard even for the Demon Lord, then this is normally an impossible level.

Guess that means they really don’t want you to cheat.

But I’m gonna do it anyway!

The healer shadow splits in two.

I used Spatial Separation to cut it in half.

Since I’m messing with the fabric of space itself, it’s physically impossible to defend against.

You’d have to be at least as good with spatial manipulation as I am, or else the only thing to do is dodge.

But I’m very confident in my spatial abilities, and there’s no way to tell it’s coming, making it next to impossible to sense or predict and dodge.

In other words, it’s a completely unfair attack that basically insta-kills as soon as it’s activated.

Now that’s one down.

…Except I was wrong. Again.

A plump-looking shadow comes running over to the healer shadow and hits it with light.

And the healer shadow is back on its feet like nothing happened.

Oh, come on.

You can even bring ’em back from the dead?

And there’s another one besides that healer shadow, too?!

I wasn’t told about this!

Come on, you gotta be kidding me! Listen up, system!

I know this is the defense mechanism of the system’s core, but should you really be giving these things the ability to bring the dead back to life, which is practically number one on the list of things that should be totally off limits in this world?

I mean, you can only collect energy if something dies in this world, so preventing that by resurrecting someone should be out of the question.

I won’t say it’s against the rules, but it one hundred percent goes against common courtesy.

And should the system itself really be so brazen about flaunting this unspoken rule? Hmmmm?

There’s only one skill that can even revive the dead, and that’s Yamada’s Mercy.

You’re totally messing up the game balance, dude.

Is this like a penalty from the moderators against a player who’s broken a rule?

Should be grateful that I didn’t get my account banned on the spot?

Knowing D’s power, I’m sure she could impose a penalty that would instantly wipe me out if she really wanted to.

Since that didn’t happen, that means she’s still holding back a bit.

And if she’s still holding back, then D still wants this to be a beatable challenge.

Although I’m pretty sure you seriously screwed up the difficulty level!

Or was that on purpose?

Is D demanding that I should be able to handle something this insane?

…Okay, actually, I could totally see that.

D basically said that she was bored of this world and wanted to ditch it because it was at a standstill.

In other words, the people of this world couldn’t live up to D’s standards.

That’s an evil god for you.

Sticking them with an extreme difficulty mode, then getting bored and throwing them aside because they couldn’t beat it…

Isn’t that a teensy bit too selfish?

But I guess that just means she’s so strong that people have to forgive her, or rather have no other choice but to let her do what she wants.

Even I’m in no position to complain.

I guess this is a real-world example of absolute power corrupts absolutely…

Maybe it really is D’s fault that this world ended up in such a mess, huh?

Her standards were way too high, making it impossible to win…

That would certainly explain why the Demon Lord, the pontiff, and all of them were never rewarded in spite of all their hard work.

You know, thinking about this is actually starting to piss me off.

Why does the Demon Lord have to suffer because of that jerk’s stupid demands?

In fact, I’m suffering because of it right this second!

I use Spatial Separation to cut the speed shadow in half.

But then the thread shadow, the mist shadow, and a whole bunch of beasts all charge at me, forcing me to go on the defensive.

And while I’m busy dodging, the resurrection shadow brings back the stupid speed shadow.

We’ve just been repeating this cycle over and over.

I’ve killed the speed shadow the most, but I brought down the thread shadow and the mist shadow a few times each, too.

But every single time, they just get revived.

If I kill them instantly with Spatial Separation, the resurrection shadow fixes ’em up; if I don’t get a one-hit kill, the healer shadow does it instead.

I feel like I’m playing an endless game of whack-a-mole here.

It seems like the resurrection shadow is the only one that can bring back the dead, not the healer.

So if I could just take that one down, things would get a hell of a lot easier, but obviously, my enemies are all too aware of that fact.

So the other shadows have been aggressively protecting the resurrection shadow.

The shield shadow and the barrier shadow are both guarding it nonstop.

In theory, my Spatial Separation should be able to take out the target anyway, even if there are tanks in the way.

…But in practice, they’ve figured out a way to stop me.

How the heck are they defending against an attack that insta-kills regardless of the distance or the enemy’s defenses, you ask?

It’s similar in principle to the magic-neutralizing effect that dragons have.

Dragons’ scales and barrier-related skills interfere with the fundamental building blocks of magic, weakening the effect of spells.

And the building part actually isn’t any different for conjuring.

In theory, any skill that can block magic should also be able to hinder my conjurings.

It just happens to require a much higher output, since it’s my conjuring that you have to stop.

I’m a former magic expert who once had the Height of Occultism skill, you know?

Even though it’s conjuring now instead of magic, I’m still just as strong! …I think.

But now, my conjuring is being obstructed.

By the shield shadow and the barrier shadow.

One obviously holds a simple shield, and the other creates simple transparent barriers.

I think it’s the latter that’s blocking my conjurings.

But it’s hard to imagine that just one of them is single-handedly negating my powers, so I’m assuming the shield shadow has some kind of obstructing effect as well.

Basically, the two of them are working together to crush my magic.

Although spatial conjuring is my area of expertise, and I can produce it without much effort, it still uses high-level, super-complex runes.

So it’s not my fault that I can’t break through a blockade of two stupid shadows!

At least, that’s the excuse I’m going with.

In reality, spatial conjuring originates in the fabric of space by nature.

If the targeted part of space is within the range of the obstruction, the construction will fall apart as soon as it starts to activate, making it weaker to barriers than other kinds of conjuring.

You’d think I could just shoot them from afar with other kinds of conjuring, then, but that doesn’t work, either.

I tried tossing some Dark Spears, but they lost most of their power as soon as they touched the barrier, then got blocked by the shield shadow and dissipated completely.

Grrr.

These guys’ magic-jamming abilities are crazy strong.

They might even be on par with Vampy, no?

Thanks to her Ruler of Envy title, Vampy has a maxed-out skill called Divine Scales, the strongest of the dragons’ anti-magic scale skills.

Basically, it’s the strongest magic-blocking skill in existence.

As far as I can tell, the shield and barrier shadows have magic-obstructing abilities that are on par with Vampy’s.

In fact, is it just me, or is the barrier maybe even stronger than hers?

Man, what a pain.

What am I supposed to do about these guys…?

Seriously, every single one of them is strong enough to take on an army alone…

How am I supposed to fight twelve of them…?

Now I’m really getting fed up.

So far, we’ve got the speed shadow, thread shadow, mist shadow, summoner shadow, commander shadow, healer shadow, resurrection shadow, shield shadow, and barrier shadow.

That’s nine in total.

As for the other three: One of them has just been standing in front of the Goddess this whole time without moving.

The other two are chasing my system-related clones around.

One of them seems to have a bunch of different abilities; it’s using all kinds of magic to sling attacks at my clones as they run around like crazy.

And it also seems to have telekinesis or something, because there’s a bunch of different swords, axes, spears, and other weapons floating around for no discernable reason.

But the fact that they’re floating there means it can probably use all of those, too.

What a multitalented bastard.

As far as the other one goes, well, I’m not really sure.

I can tell it’s trying to do something to my clones, but they’ve been resisting all its attacks so far.

It looks like they’re being attacked by something invisible, but I can’t tell what’s happening exactly.

Since they’re totally resisting it anyway, I could probably just ignore it.

But considering how strong all the other shadows are, I get the feeling that if they fail to resist it at any point, it’s not gonna be good news.

Although since it’s targeting my clones and not me, I assume it’s nothing totally insane like instant death or something.

Wait, what if it actually is, though?

Like, what if they’re planning on taking out the weak-looking clones first.

But it’s not working, sooo…

I would think it’d be more efficient to help the others fight me than to waste time chasing my clones in that case.

And just as that thought crosses my mind, the commander shadow gives some kinda gesture and sends them after me instead.

Hrm.

I couldn’t tell what was hitting my clones, but if it tries it on me, maybe I can analyze it?

The mysterious shadow that was going after my clones turns toward me, and…uh, whatcha doin’, bud?

It’s striking some kinda weird pose.

Like, the weirdest, most indescribable pose you can imagine.

Is it trying to look cool, or…?

Since it’s just a jet-black shadow, it doesn’t have a face to speak of, but I can almost imagine it winking or something.

At the same time, the mystery attack it was using on the clones comes at me, too, but of course I easily resist it.

Um, okaaay…

How am I supposed to react to this?

You can’t just drop some stupid comedy routine on me in the middle of this super-serious fight scene…

The shadow changes its pose.

Huh? Seriously, what am I supposed to do here?

Since another invisible attack came at the same time, the poses must have some kinda meaning, but this is kind of a lot…

Uhhh, I guess I’ll try analyzing the mystery attack?

I take a peek at the nature of the invisible attacks the mystery shadow has been sending at me.

…Ahh, I get it.

It’s some kind of charm attack.

The type that’s supposed to make the target do your bidding.

Which means those poses really are meant to look cool…

I guess they’re supposed to enhance the charm effect or something.

But I’m a spider, and I’m not super interested in an interspecies romance…

Plus, I’m a god, too, remember?

Gods are supposed to be perfect beings on their own, which means they don’t really need to reproduce. Plus, they hardly ever die.

The point of reproduction is usually to pass your genes down to future generations, right?

But gods don’t have a life span, and death is a foreign concept for deities, meaning they can just carry on just fine without reproducing.

And romantic feelings are theoretically linked to reproduction, and the effect of Charmed is a status condition that appeals to those romantic feelings, sooo…

Basically, what I’m saying is that charm effects don’t really work on gods…

Although a lot of the gods in Earth mythology had wild soap opera–level romantic drama.

But that’s another story.

At any rate, it doesn’t really affect me.

Since this thing was trying to use it on my clearly spidery clones, it must work on other species, but I think this is a bit too much of a stretch.

And even if I did have feelings like that, I wouldn’t go falling for some vague shadowy silhouette striking a supposedly cool pose!

If it was at least an attractive person, the idea might’ve gotten across in theory, but a stupid shadow doing it just makes no sense whatsoever!

The mystery shadow, or I guess the charm shadow, keeps on striking poses for all it’s worth and even tries out some dance moves eventually, but it never ends up working on me…

Honestly, watching it put on a whole show all by itself makes me feel a little bad for it.

…At any rate, it’s not bothering me. I’m just gonna ignore it.

Since the multitalented shadow is just chasing my clones around and not attacking me, I’ll leave that one alone for now, too.

My system-related clones have no battle abilities to speak of; they can’t outrun the multitalented shadow’s attacks forever.

But I’ve got plenty of ’em, so as long as they focus on evasion, they can at least buy some time.

It should take at least a little while for them all to get wiped out.

As long as I can attack the other shadows in the meantime and turn the tide of battle in my favor, I’ll have nothing to worry about there.

Although first I’m gonna have to do something about this resurrection shadow.

And to do that, I have to deal with the shield shadow and the barrier shadow.

And to deal with them, I’m gonna have to get up close and personal, since long-distance attacks aren’t getting me anywhere, but the speed shadow, thread shadow, and mist shadow all get in my way when I try to do that.

So then I try to get rid of those three first, but of course the resurrection shadow revives them…

And the circle just keeps on going around and around.

Ugh, seriously, this is the worst game ever!

Out of the three vanguard attackers, the speed shadow isn’t that big of a threat.

It’s certainly crazy fast, but its only attack seems to be charging in a straight line. I’m not gonna fall for something that basic.

The problem is the other two.

The thread shadow is super hard to read.

It controls ten threads, attacking in ever-changing patterns.

And it can silently deflect attacks from any angle, to the point where you start to wonder if it has eyes in the back of its head.

I don’t know if these black silhouettes even have eyes, period, but let’s not worry about that right now.

At the very least, given that the other shadows tend to turn their faces toward me and try to follow my movements, I’m assuming they have similar sight to normal humans.

The thread shadow seems to be the only exception.

This one has some kind of detection abilities, so it doesn’t have to rely on sight.

And yet, its attack method is these thin, stupidly hard-to-see threads.

Thanks! I hate it!

On top of that, whenever I decide to just throw caution to the wind and attack the stupid thing head-on, the result is a weird attack flying at my face.

It’s an invisible attack, like the kind the weirdo charm shadow uses.

Probably an Evil Eye or something, the type of ability that activates when the user can see you.

Whenever I get into the thread shadow’s line of sight, I can feel my energy being slowly sapped away.

My guess is it’s something like Jinx Evil Eye, which has the effect of slowly decreasing the target’s HP, MP, and all-around stats.

Now that I’m a god, I don’t technically have stats and all that junk anymore, but it looks like it can just directly drain my internal energy levels instead.

Because the amount lost is fairly insignificant, it’s not doing much damage to speak of, but it still doesn’t exactly feel great.

I end up instinctively wanting to move out of the thread shadow’s line of sight, making it that much easier for the enemy to read my movements.

Since it’s doing so little damage, I should just ignore it, and I really do try, but I still can’t help instinctively wanting to avoid it instead.

Thanks again! I hate all of this!

And even worse, this thing can avoid Spatial Separation!

I think it’s probably because it has detection abilities that don’t rely on sight—it picks up on some incredibly faint premonition and avoids my attacks somehow.

So I can’t take it out just by popping off an attack without thinking.

I’ve got to include some feints or mix it in with other attacks.

That adds an extra step to the process, giving my opponents that much more time.

But wait! There’s more!

Once in a while, the thread shadow takes a hit from Spatial Separation and still doesn’t die.

I have no idea how that works, but somehow, it keeps moving even with what should very obviously be fatal wounds.

When that happens, the healer shadow can fix it up from afar without the resurrection shadow needing to move. In other words, it’s a huge freaking pain.

It can avoid Spatial Separation and sometimes even survive if it gets hit. Basically: I hate it!

But if I try to ignore it, I get a nonstop barrage of thread and Evil Eyes for my troubles.

I hate you! Please die!

This is the worst fight ever.

It’s strong, but what’s worse is that it’s a kind of strength I’ve never encountered before.

For the most part, the toughest opponents I’ve faced have just been super strong, plain and simple.

Types like this, who are tricky instead of just being strong, are a lot rarer.

There are probably some humans with low stats who manage to be that tricky, but once your stats break the 10,000 mark, it’s usually easier to get by with the sheer brute force of that strength.

Even a martial arts master can’t take on an Aegis cruiser, know what I mean?

In which case, it’d be a whole lot easier to just get an Aegis cruiser of your own.

But this thread shadow is a rare case of something that’s got Aegis cruiser strength but still fights like a martial arts master.

…Okay, even I’m not sure anymore where I was going with that example.

Anyway, on the opposite end of the tricky thread shadow, the mist shadow just relies entirely on its own strength.

Surprise attacks from its mist form.

Turning into a giant wolf and jumping at me.

Throwing punches that rely on its stupid-high stats.

Darkness-based magic attacks.

Reckless charges that depend on its own toughness and regenerative abilities.

If the thread shadow fights with the clever strategies of a human, the mist shadow fights with the raw violence of a movie monster.

More specifically, it’s a vampire, really.

Its fighting style is different from Vampy’s and Mera’s, but its range of abilities certainly feels familiar.

Where Vampy and Mera use strategies similar to humans to maximize their power, this mist shadow is more like the pure strength of a vampire.

Like a standard-issue vampire, I guess.

Although I don’t know if any vampire can really be called “standard.”

Given that it’s basically a monster in humanoid form, maybe it’s more like the Demon Lord than Vampy or Mera.

You could say it’s the tyrannical strength of stats and skills, I guess.

This one’s not nearly as skillful as the thread shadow, but it’s got the pure strength to make up for that difference.

Although since vampires are tricky by nature, I guess it’s not quite as simple as “pure strength.”

At any rate, it’s undeniably strong.

The thread shadow sometimes survives Spatial Separation through what seems to be sheer force of will, but sometimes the mist shadow manages to survive, too.

In its case, though, I think it’s more of a matter of just having super-high vitality and regeneration ability!

Who the hell can just stick themselves back together and heal right up when their body gets cut in half?

Sometimes it even uses that insane regeneration to straight-up charge at me without bothering to defend itself, which would be pretty damn impossible to deal with for anyone but me.

You heard me! I can still deal with it, at least!

As strong as it might be, it still doesn’t hold a candle to the Demon Lord, and it might even be weaker than Vampy in a lot of ways.

It’d still pose a serious threat to any modern-day human, though.

But if it was just one on its own, I could handle it easily.

The problem is that when they team up against me, it gets a whole lot harder, even if the thread shadow and the mist shadow wouldn’t be so bad one-on-one.

And to make matters worse, the speed shadow comes flying at me if I slow down for even a second.

I could forget about it all too easily if I stay focused only on the thread and mist shadows.

Plus, the endless flood of beasts from the summoner shadow is vaguely annoying, too.

They’re not strong enough to be worth noting, but since there’s so damn many of them, they’re infuriatingly distracting.

They’re like a bunch of fruit flies buzzing past my face at every turn.

What could be more annoying than that?

Without a concrete plan to resolve all these various problems, I’m doing nothing but eating up time.

But I’m not in danger of going down, either.

I know I keep griping about how strong they are, but the shadows still have far lower base specs than I do.

Their teamwork is a pain in my butthole, and they’re definitely stalling my plans, but they have no real way of finishing me off.

Since I can blink all over the place with teleportation and use Spatial Separation as the ultimate defense barrier, it’d be pretty tough for these shadows to really hurt me (although I won’t say it’s impossible).

Even if they did manage to hurt me, I can regenerate as long as I don’t run out of energy.

I used to have the Immortality skill, you know.

Even without the security of that skill now, I can still remember how it felt to be immortal.

How do you survive if all that’s left is your head?

How do you regrow yourself from there?

Yep, I’ve already figured out those methods and learned to reproduce them.

So unless I get broken down to the atomic level, I’m not gonna die.

You call that cheating?

Fine by me!

It’s a small price to pay as long as I don’t die. Victory is all that matters!

All this to say that as long as the shadows don’t have any other tricks up their sleeves, they can’t defeat me.

And what about the other way around? Actually, I could defeat them if that was all I had to do.

You there! The reader who just thought “That’s a bold claim for someone who’s been dragging out this fight for pages and pages now”!

I’m not letting this fight drag on because I want to, you know!

It’s true that I could defeat the shadows if it were that simple.

The problem is that I don’t know what will happen to this place if I do that, which is why I haven’t actually defeated them yet.

I mean, this place is super important, right? It’s the heart of the system and all that. So I can’t just blow up all the shadows at once! I might do serious damage to the place, that’s all I’m saying…

What if I wrecked something and caused some weird error in the system?! Yeesh!

Worst-case scenario, I could even blow away the Goddess, force the system to stop and break down, and BOOM! Next thing you know, the world is destroyed!

Seriously, it could happen.

Is that scary or what?

The last thing I want is to cause a bad end after we’ve come all this way.

So obviously, I have to proceed with extreme caution here.

In other words, I’ve got to find a way to get rid of the shadows without damaging the system or the Goddess.

That’s why any kind of high-powered, wide-range attack is not an option, ’cause it would also hit the Goddess and/or the system.

Even if I kept the target area limited by cranking up the power of my Dark Spears and slamming them into the shadows or something, it could still end up over penetrating a shadow and damaging the wall behind it, leading to a system failure, so I can’t do that, either.

The reason I’ve been using Spatial Separation so much in this fight is that it’s the only way I can target a precise area and still ensure high lethality.

If I didn’t have to worry about causing damage to the system or the Goddess, that would definitely open up my options, but…

Hmm.

I can feel all this wasted time slipping away.

Since my movements are so limited, I’ve even been watching a broadcast of Team Yamada’s adventures in the Great Elroe Labyrinth while I fight.

Although obviously I can’t spare the attention to do anything more than take a peek.

This is a weird situation, I tell ya, being caught in this intense nonstop shootout but having nothing much to do at the same time.

It’s like my own personal thousand-year war.

Okay, it hasn’t actually been a thousand years, but a few days actually have passed since this battle started.

Yamada and friends are breezing right along through the Great Elroe Labyrinth, while I can’t even manage to defeat a single shadow.

Which means I haven’t had time to try to slow them down, either.

WAIT. Don’t tell me this is also because of Divine Protection?!

Am I stuck in this super-long fight just so I won’t be able to stop them?!

…Okay, that’s probably overthinking it.

I’m the one who chose this moment to try and mess with the system.

I can’t just blame everything on Divine Protection. That’s no good.

Still, one way or another, this development certainly does work out in Team Yamada’s favor.

Ugh. No waaay.

I’ve gotta hurry up and make a move here.

Hrm.

Looks like these shadows never run out of steam…

Usually, anyone would lose momentum of some kind after fighting for this long.

You’d run out of stamina or magic or something like that.

Even I’m no exception—I can’t fight forever.

In my case, I’ve got tons of stored-up energy, and I’m being careful to conserve it as much as possible, which is how I’ve been able to keep it up for so long.

Not to mention that I can’t use any big moves in this room, forcing me to hold back.

The shadows, on the other hand, clearly must be going all-out.

Especially the speed shadow—it’s been going full throttle nonstop.

Yet somehow, they’ve been recklessly running at full power for days now.

Considering how strong these shadows are, it makes some sense that they’d be able to fight at full strength for a full day or so.

But several days in a row? Come on now.

They should definitely be getting winded at this point.

Since they haven’t, though, I should probably assume that they’re getting unlimited backup from the system.

That would explain why they seem to have full MP and SP at all times.

I allowed myself to get drawn into this long battle because I was hoping they would wear themselves out, but if that’s not gonna happen, I’ll have to change my approach.

I need to break out of this deadlock, even if I have to be a little more forceful than I’d like.

Especially since that multitalented shadow has whittled down the number of system-related clones quite a bit.

Once they’re all gone, it’ll probably join in attacking me next…

Would that mean curtains for me? I don’t think so, but it’d make things even more of a pain than they already are.

And there’s one more reason I want to finish this as quickly as possible, too.

If the shadows are getting backup from the system, that means the system is supplying them in energy—which means the longer we fight, the more they waste the energy we’ve saved up in the system.

The shadows probably aren’t using a huge amount of energy for this battle, but it’s still being wasted, no matter how small the amount.

That’s energy we collected by igniting a huge war and letting countless people die in battle.

I can’t have that being lost.

After all the sacrifices that created these energy stores, it would be wrong to let any more of it go to waste in this meaningless fight.

So let’s hurry up and end it.

…That being said, what am I gonna do, exactly?

I could easily wipe out all the shadows in one go, sure.

The problem is how to do it without causing any damage to the system or the Goddess.

Idea number one: Use a big wide-range blast to destroy them all and hope it doesn’t cause any extra damage.

Nope.

It’d be way too dangerous to bet everything on a risky move full of unknown variables when failure could potentially result in the end of the whole world.

Would the system really break so easily? Probably not, but the Goddess is already gone from the waist down and looking like the rest of her could vanish at any moment now.

By all appearances, she seems so weakened that a single stray missile hitting her by mistake might put her at death’s door.

If I killed her by such a stupid accident, I could never look the Demon Lord in the eye again.

Idea number two: Slowly increase the firepower of my attacks and finish off the resurrection shadow once it outclasses the defenses of the shield and barrier shadows.

This plan sounds fairly practical, but it’d actually be pretty tough to pull off…

Conjuring and magic are fairly similar.

I mean, even the magic system itself is just one big conjuring anyway.

In that way, you could say that magic is a part of conjuring.

Just like magic, conjuring requires construction, which is basically the blueprints for a spell.

You create a rune according to a pattern and fill it with energy to activate the conjuring.

Now, those blueprints actually predetermine how strong the attack is gonna be and stuff like that.

If you try to make a building bigger by just taking the blueprints and scaling ’em up as-is, for instance, it’s probably not gonna go very well.

Because when you change the size of the building, you have to change stuff like the size of the support beams, the materials, and all that jazz.

In the same way, if you want to make a conjuring stronger, you have to alter the construction.

Usually, that holds true for magic, too, but back when I had the support of the Height of Occultism skill, I could mostly change things up however I wanted.

But now that I don’t have Height of Occultism, I have to do those kinds of alterations manually.

And that’s not exactly easy.

If I just have to let loose a bunch of constructions I’ve already completed, it’s still not simple per se, but I’ve gotten the hang of it over these past few years by training myself.

Like I keep saying, constructions for conjurings are basically like blueprints: You assemble the runes in accordance with the blueprints, then fill them with energy to activate them.

If you make the same thing over and over and fill it with the same amount of energy every time, eventually, you’ll memorize even the smallest details and get that much faster at completing it.

It’s like that thing where people practice putting together a gun that’s been broken down into parts, loading it with bullets, and pulling the trigger.

Guns always have a set amount of firepower, too.

Solid example, if I do say so myself.

If you want to make it stronger, you’d have to start by going back to the drawing board and reconsidering the fundamental structure of the gun itself.

Frankly, it’s a huge pain.

If I really want to, I can tweak the power a little bit, you know?

But only very roughly.

Since I don’t know how much power it would take to bust through my opponents’ defenses, I would have to adjust my firepower very carefully.

But right now, all I can do is really broad changes—like going from a pistol to a rifle, a bazooka, and then a wave cannon.

That’s the best I can do with the conjurings I have on hand.

If I was gonna do it, I think the best way would be to try to slowly raise the power of my Dark Spears, but that would be like gradually increasing the amount of gunpowder you put into the bullets of a pistol.

Something’s bound to explode sooner or later…

But changing the conjuring itself would be like trying to turn a pistol into a rifle.

And if I shoot them with a rifle, and it ends up being too strong and plows right through and into the Goddess…

If I reeeally took my time altering the construction of my Dark Spears and testing things out, I do think it’s theoretically possible, but that could end up taking ages…

Yeah, let’s table that idea, too.

Idea number three: Summon some battle clones.

If I brought in the battle clones here, I could wipe out these stupid shadows with the strength of numbers.

There’s twelve of them, but I could call in waaay more than that and probably win with ease.

This method would be the easiest and most guaranteed way to wipe out the shadows.

I just have two concerns here.

One, because of my own mental capacity, I would have to temporarily stop all my information-gathering clones to concentrate on moving the battle clones.

Believe it or not, there is a limit to how many clones I can control at the same time, despite how amazingly awesome I am.

So for whatever amount of battle clones I bring in, I would have to stop managing the same amount of information-gathering clones.

On that note, the multitalented shadow has taken out a few of my system-related clones, freeing up a few of those spaces.

Plus, as long as I can wipe out all the shadows in a short period of time, I don’t have to stop the spy clones for too long.

And I can choose which ones to shut down from places that I probably don’t need to watch too closely.

So this one isn’t actually that big of a deal.

It’s the other concern that might be really serious.

But it might end up being an unfounded worry, too…

This might not sound super important, but basically, I’ve got a sneaking suspicion about something.

Namely: If I bring in reinforcements, won’t they do the same thing?

I mean, these guys totally look like mass-produced goods, y’know?

When you actually fight them, each of the shadows has totally unique individual abilities, but who could tell that at a glance?

They all look the same, except maybe the resurrection shadow being kinda pudgy.

And given how cookie-cutter they look, who’s to say they can’t just pop out more?

And who says that won’t be exactly what happens when they see that I’m bringing in enemy reinforcements from their point of view?

I mean, ramping up your forces to match the number of enemies is just common sense in battle.

I could try summoning just one to see what happens, but I’m afraid to do that in case they immediately double in number or something.

Hopefully I’m overthinking it, and these are the only shadows they have in store.

But this defense mechanism was created by D, sooo…

You never know what might happen.

It’s kind of impressive that she’s so dependably untrustworthy.

This could even turn into an all-out war between my clones and the shadows…

What a creepy image…

But this is the most realistic plan I’ve come up with so far, and as long as there aren’t any more shadows lying in wait, it’d be an easy win.

Hmm, hmm, hmmmm…

Well, just worrying about it won’t get me anywhere, so maybe I should just go for broke and summon a clone?

But I guess I spent too long thinking about it, because suddenly, the speed shadow is right on top of me.

Oh shit.

It’s actually gonna hit me.

Without thinking at all, I throw out my arm in a totally instinctive reaction.

That’s not gonna stop it from crashing into me…

But then the impact I’m expecting never comes, and instead, I can feel the weight of something being clutched in the hand I thrust out toward the shadow.

Oh, I see. It’s a giant white scythe.

I kinda forgot I had this thing…

I crafted this scythe with the blade of one of my own front legs before I became a god. Then when that whole thing happened, it absorbed some of the energy from a bomb that could theoretically destroy an entire continent.

It’s made from part of me, and it basically underwent deification along with me.

Which might be why it sometimes ignores my wishes and does stupid crap like this.

Admittedly, most of the time, that “stupid crap” happens to involve saving my ass when I need it the most, but still.

I definitely get the impression that this thing has a mind of its own. It’s not just my imagination, right?

Even right now, it’s totally giving off a smug aura, somehow.

I guess that’s fair, though.

Since it just magically appeared in my hour of need, rescued me from a tight spot, and totally blew away the speed shadow to boot.

Yep…

It blasted away the shadow that was charging right toward me…

Without a trace, in fact…

Well, yeah, I guess this scythe has always had some Rot attribute–like effect.

Rot is a super-dangerous attribute that obliterates the target to the point where not a speck of dust remains. For example, it slew Julius the hero without leaving any room for resistance.

I guess even these shadows don’t stand a chance against it.

And no new shadow has appeared to immediately replace their fallen comrade.

Maybe the arrival of the scythe didn’t count as reinforcements, or maybe there were never any backup shadows to begin with.

Either way, now that I’ve got a weapon that can destroy my opponents instantly, there’s no need to summon clones at all.

Okay, time to hack these guys to pieces!

I charge straight for the mist shadow and swing my scythe.

The shadow seems to know that a hit from this scythe would be bad news, and it turns into mist to try to flee.

Bwa-ha-ha-ha!

You wish, pal!

Turning into mist, which is basically just really fine particles, probably means most attacks won’t hit you.

Rot attribute is an insta-kill attack, you know?

At any rate, that’s it for the vanguard shadows.

Now I just need to take care of the rear guard—but then the multitalented shadow changes targets and comes after me instead.

It starts wildly shooting magic at me and sending each of the rainbow of floating weapons toward me one after another.

But while it’s got a lot of moves, none of them are all that strong on their own.

It’s basically just for show.

I easily fend off the magic and weapons coming my way, then slice through the multitalented shadow itself with my scythe.

Its body falls apart in two halves, then vanishes within seconds.

Oh-ho-ho.

So much for all the trouble you guys were giving me before!

Man, this feels great…

Guess I built up a lot of stress over the course of this battle that’s gone on for way too long.

It’s so refreshing to slaughter these enemies in one blow!

Yeah, I could get used to this…

All right, next, it’s finally your turn! Resurrection shadow!

I locate my target and run forward.

The shield shadow and barrier shadow are standing in my way, but that doesn’t matter now!

One swing, two swings.

That’s all it takes for the shield and barrier shadows to disappear.

Now all that’s left is the resurrection shadow standing there defenseless.

You sure made this whole thing a lot harder for me, didn’t ya?!

Bwa-ha-ha. Excuse me, please die!

I bring down my scythe.

Then a different figure pushes the resurrection shadow aside.

It’s the charm shadow, which has been putting on a pointless one-man show of cool poses this whole time.

Wow. It sacrificed itself to save the resurrection shadow.

It’s been totally useless the whole time, but it really went and pulled off some manly heroics at the last second, huh?

Too bad I’m just gonna swing my scythe right back and get the resurrection shadow, too.

Cruel?

Look, I know it’s sad, but that’s war for you.

Sometimes you just gotta mercilessly slaughter enemy soldiers!

Now all that’s left is the healer, summoner, and commander shadows, plus the last one that still hasn’t moved from its designated spot in front of the Goddess.

The former three are all gathered in one place, so I guess I’ll take them out first.

But then, before I have a chance to approach them, that last one finally makes its move instead.

Since this scythe landed in my hand, I’ve been acting like I’ve got this in the bag, but I better check myself before I wreck myself.

The scythe’s Rot power and the beam’s intense energy are clashing, canceling each other out.

Yikes, that’s a scary move…

It was crazy strong, for sure, but I dunno about throwing your life away in a literal one-shot suicide attack like that…

Now I know why that shadow didn’t move until the last minute.

If it used its attack, it would die. That’s why it waited for the crucial moment.

Rot Attack generally kills the user, too, but if you converted even your body into energy and fired it like that, doesn’t that mean your soul would get used up, too?

If so, that’s even scarier than the backlash from Rot Attack.

If your soul disappears, you can’t get resurrected, and you can’t even reincarnate.

With an attack that serious, no wonder it got so dangerously close to doing me in.

Offering up your entire self in one decisive attack to vanquish the enemy.

It could probably only do that because it was a shadow and not a human…

If any human was capable of that same feat, they’d have to be a little bit crazy, I think.

Well, that was a bigger attack than I expected, but now there’s only three left.

Might as well clean ’em up, since I doubt they’ve got any more tricks up their sleeves now.

I wipe out the swarm of beasts charging at me with a single slash and take down the summoner shadow.

The healer shadow and commander shadow can’t do anything on their own, so I take them down easily, too.

Just like that, the long battle against the shadows is finally over.

Now I’m hacking the system along with the surviving system-related clones.

That multitalented shadow reduced their numbers quite a bit.

I’m gonna have to make more…

I’d like to do that right away, but picking these locks takes priority.

Carefully, I pick the closed locks and pry them open, one by one.

So far, nothing has popped up to stop me.

I was honestly a little worried that more shadows would appear once I defeated those ones, but it doesn’t look like that’s going to happen.

I guess once you defeat the shadows, that’s it for the defense mechanism.

Maybe it would’ve been safe to summon my battle clones after all.

But no point dwelling on that now.

It all worked out anyway, since I was able to win without them thanks to the scythe.
