  We dont know how much that is yet, my boy.


  I know, sir, but I want to be out there.


  Just checking. He smiled at me. You know youre crazy?


  Yes, sir.


  Good. In that case, lets sign some papers, and you can go buy your ship.


  I must have gaped at him but he didnt seem to notice. He reached down beside his chair, and pulled up a legal tablet.   He shrugged. I didnt notice.


  I keyed the maintenance hatch for him, and he stepped through.


  Hey, Dad? I called.


  He stopped, and looked back at me.

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  2372-December-28


  At 0500 I crawled out of bed. I really wanted to get the ship into space before the day ended, and there was still a lot to do. Unfortunately, I had one more administrative chore before I could launch legally.


  A quick pass through the head included a short wrestle with the shower door which fell off its hinge, nearly banging my feet. I wrestled with it briefly, before giving up and splashing water all over in the interest of getting clean. I keyed open my tablet, and created a punch list. It started with a note to ask the chief to re-attach the door. I added another one to repair the towel rack in the second head.


  By 0520, I had the coffee ground and dripping, and an omelet pan warming. Onions, mushrooms, and ham went onto the cutting board and my new knives made short work of them. The new galley set up felt awkward and I suspected I would need to make some adjustments, but for a first meal it felt pretty good. The galley lacked enough counter space to set up a full buffet, but I used what I had and set up a four slice toaster next to the coffee urn. He helped himself to coffee, and flopped at the table. Oh, yah, Cap. Now this is a alot better. He sucked about half his hot coffee down and breathed more freely. Gettin too old for all this excitement, I tell ya, Cap. Too banging old.


  Hows it going in the back, Chief?


  Fine, Cap. Good and fine. Shes ready to jump when you say frog, Cap. See ifn she haint.


  Well, I put in the order to get the hull numbers repainted last night. The stencil cart should be around this morning, and I filed course for a shake down loop, out and up.


  What time we pulling out, Cap?


  I filed for 1300.


  Should do, Cap. Should do. I didnt get those consoles replaced yesterday. Might be I could use a hand to get them changed out this morning after mess, huh? Think?


  Could be, Chief. You want an omelet?


  Thatd be tasty, Cap. Right tasty.


  What you want in it?


  Whatever ya got. I haint fussy, Cap. Bacon with it be good. Surely would.


  I pointed the spatula at the toaster. If youd do the honors on the toaster?


  He grunted and heaved himself out of his chair. He slipped four slices in, dropped the lever, and then refilled his mug while he was waiting.


  Ms. Arellone and Ms. Maloney came in together. Ms. Arellone was used to seeing me at the stove, but it was the first time for Ms. Maloney. She eyed me with an arched brow as she filled and sipped delicately from a mug.


  Ms. Arellone? What you like in your omelet?


  Ham and cheese, Skipper.


  Ms. Maloney?


  Mushrooms and onions, Captain. Cheese?


  Cheese we have. Cheddar, swiss, or blue.


  Blue, please, sirsar. She grimaced. Sorry, sar. Old habits die hard.


  Youre doing fine, Ms. Maloney.


  Its like a new language for me, sar.


  We all had to learn it at one time or another, Ms. Maloney. Thats why the CPJCT made quarter shares. I grinned and plated the chiefs omelet and tossed a couple of crispy rashers of bacon on the plate. Omelet, chief.


  Thankee, Cap. Thankee right kindly.


  He collected some toast, his plate, and a fork, and settled at the table. He looked around uncertainly.


  Eat, Chief. With me cooking? Its not like I can lead the mess line.


  Ms. Maloney looked puzzled, and turned to Ms. Arellone.


  Normally, we eat in order of rank. Captain first. She shrugged. Kinda hard to do here.


  Ms. Maloney nodded. I can see that.


  Itll only be a few ticks here and we can all sit, but its silly for you all to wait and let your omelets chill, I told them. Theyre best right from the pan.


  In a few ticks we were all settled at the table, regardless of rank order. Ms. Arellone kept looking at me.


  What is it, Ms. Arellone? Do I have spinach in my teeth?


  She laughed. No, Captain, but I just wondered about you and your father. How did this whole thing happen?


  My mother and father separated when I was four. We moved to Neris over in Dunsany Roads. She was a teacher at the University of Neris. The only thing I knew about him was that they didnt get along, and he stayed in the Diurnia sector. I didnt know he was actually here on Diurnia let alone the orbital.


  Didnt you try to find him, sar?


  Oh, yes, but even when I had help, nothing ever turned up. All I had was a name, and there are too many Wangs, and not enough Franklins. I have no idea why.


  Is that why you came here after the academy, sar? Ms. Maloney asked.


  I thought about it while I chewed and swallowed. It was part of the reason, Ms. Maloney, but really? Your father was the only one to offer me a job. Almost everybody else in my class had an offer, and I was getting a little scared that nobody wanted to take a chance on an ex-landrat.


  I looked around the table, and nodded to them. Thanks for giving us a little time last night. It was an unusual situation, and I appreciate that you all dealt with dinner on your own.


  Ms. Arellone grinned. No problem, Skipper.


  I finished my omelet and toast, and sat back in my chair. Okay, then, ships business. Were getting out of here this afternoon, provided nothing gets in the way. Weve got to wait for the painters to redo the hull numbers and fix our name so well be legal when we pull out. Thats supposed to happen this morning. Were ready to make rumbling noises when its rumble time, Chief?


  Oh, aye, that we are, Cap, that we are. Im lookin forward to seein what shell do, I am.


  Excellent. I need to finish our astrogation updates, and file our final flight plan right after breakfast, and Im going to have to ask you two to square away the galley and mess deck while I do that. I looked across the table at Ms. Arellone and Ms. Maloney.


  Of course, sar, Ms. Arellone said.


  Well have a lot more cleaning and painting and such to do. Im planning on having us underway for a day so we can get a feel for the ship, and to give Ms. Maloney an opportunity to begin learning helm watch.


  She looked startled. Helm watch, Captain?


  Ill be okay, Ms. Maloney. It sounds more challenging than it really is.


  Ms. Arellone added, Mostly its long and boring and theres not much going on.


  With a ship of this class, its more boring than that. Most fast packets run on autopilot most of the time, and few maintain a bridge watch at all. That always seemed like a dangerous practice to me so the three of us will maintain the watch. I shrugged. A bit looser than we might with a bigger ship where wed have an officer of the deck and a helm watch besides, but I want somebody awake and alert around the clock when were underway.


  Sounds okay to me, Skipper, Ms. Arellone said.


  Okay, then. Any questions?


  I looked around the table and got none.


  Good. I turned to the chief. Ill run the astrogation updates in the cabin. Do you want me to help you lug the new consoles up now?


  He shook his head a couple of times. Naw. Go get yer updates kicked off, Cap. Ill wrestle the new ones onto the lift, and when they get up here, Ill bang on the door and you can help me get em up there. Thatll work, yah. thatll work.


  Very well. I looked once more around the table and said, Lets do it.


  I stood and took my dirties over to the dishwasher, slotting them in for cleaning, and taking a moment to snag one last piece of bacon on my way off the mess deck. The rest of the crew followed suit, and I left Ms. Arellone and Ms. Maloney rolling up the sleeves of their ship suits and beginning to organize the clean up.


  The astrogation updates had downloaded for me overnight, and I pulled them up sorting by distance and priority. There werent many for Diurnia local space, but a few navigational warnings for stray rocks and the odd satellite outage existed for the outer edges of the system. I settled into the routine task, and the memories of being a second mate on the Tinker all came back. They eased me into the groove so smoothly that I jumped when the chief slapped my door and spoke to me.


  Cap, I can use ya now, Cap. I surely can.


  I slipped out of the cabin, and in a couple of ticks I helped the chief wrestle the consoles up the ladder to the bridge. They were a bit awkward, but certainly not that heavy. We stood them up in the forward part of the bridge to give the chief space to work, and then I went back down to the cabin to finish the updates.

Within half a stan we were ready for space.


  Realizing I had about a stan before lunch, I refilled my coffee cup, and went to the cabin to make the much belated first entry in the captains log. If we were only going to get ninety days, then I wanted those ninety days to be as full and memorable as possible.
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  So, will you be assigning us ancillary duties, Skipper? Ms. Arellone asked as we settled down to lunch.


  I thought about it as I finished my mouthful of sandwich. Im sure I will, Ms. Arellone, but morale and training officer are the two most important duties that fall under the heading of ancillary.


  She grinned. I was thinking of morale officer, sar. She cast a pointed look at Ms. Maloney.


  And I was thinking of training officer, Ms. Arellone.


  You cant very well assign me as training officer, Skipper, she pointed out.


  Will you be studying for a rating this next round, Ms. Arellone?


  Yes, Skipper. Ship handler.


  Good choice. I looked at Ms. Maloney. Traditionally, the lowest ranking member of my crew is the Morale Officer, Ms. Maloney. That means the honor falls to you.


  Certainly, Captain. May I ask what the duties of that position are?


  Id be disappointed if you didnt, Ms. Maloney. I speared a tomato out of the salad, and chewed it while I thought about how to explain it. Basically, you keep your head up and your eyes open for dissatisfaction in the crew, or for ideas that might make life aboard more pleasant for all of us. Then you see what we can do about those ideas, and in most cases, bring your solutions to me.


  Thats it?


  Well, if any member of the crew has a problem that they dont want to bring to the captain, they can take it to the Morale Officer for consideration.


  She glanced at Ms. Arellone out of the corner of her eye. Youre talking about the two of us when you say crew, arent you, Captain?


  I shrugged. Pretty much, Ms. Maloney. I include the chief, but Im guessing he has no problem coming to me with a problem every time he has one.


  He snickered. Oh, aye. Youre gonna wish youd never brung me along, Cap, rightly enough. Ill be a constant pain in yer side with all the botherin I plan on doin, see ifn I dont.


  I snorted a laugh. Ill look forward to that, Chief. In the meantime, if youd look at the shower in the cabins head? The door fell off. Id like it fixed, when you get a chance?


  He nodded. I reckon well be pretty smooth running once we get out there a bit, I do think so, Cap, yes, I do.


  I washed down the last of my sandwich with some coffee and turned back to the ratings. Under the circumstances, youre off the hook, Ms. Maloney. Appointing either one of you to morale officer seems rather silly, so Ill forego that for the time being, but if either of you thinks of anything we should be doing, let me know, and well see what can be done.


  They shared a glance, and I smiled inwardly at the look.


  It does bring up an important point, Ms. Arellone. The ancillary duties? Would you show Ms. Maloney the training materials?


  Of course, Captain.


  Training materials, Captain? Ms. Maloney asked with an arched eyebrow.


  Yes, Ms. Maloney. Its a long time between stops, and moving up the ladder is one of the key activitiesafter sleeping.


  The chief chortled at that.


  What Id like you to do is look over the various ratings, and work towards a full share in one of the divisions. Deck would make some modicum of sense since the three of us are all we have for bridge watch, but if you think engineering, cargo, or even steward, would be more interesting, go for that. The fleet wide examinations come around every ninety days, and the last one was just a few days ago so you have almost three months to prepare for one of the half share ratings. Ms. Arellone will help you get started.


  She looked at me curiously. Even though Im only here for a stanyer, Captain?


  I shrugged. I cant force you to, Ms. Maloney, and Id certainly understand if you dont want to do it, but each step has the potential for getting you into a higher pay grade. I could feel the smile tugging at the corners of my mouth as I thought of how very little the pay grade, or even the share values, would mean to this woman who probably made more in interest in a month than shed make as a crewman in a stanyer. Besides, its something to do, and the more you know about how a ship works, the better and more effective you can be at your assigned duties.


  Speaking of assigned duties, Skipper? Ms. Arellone asked, We dont have navigation detail assignments yet.


  If youd standby the lock, Id like Ms. Maloney on the bridge. Chief, Im assuming youll be in the engine room, at least for this one?


  Oh, aye, Cap. Im gonna wanna be down where I can keep an eye on the boys and girls, right enough.


  Are they all ready to play the game, Chief?


  Tanks topped, fusactors ready to take over ships power, and generators on standby. Kickers are ready to light as soon as were clear of the orbital, Cap. Were ready as we can be, we are that.


  Thank you, Chief.


  He nodded his head and finished stuffing the sandwich into his mouth.


  Well, then, if were done with mess, lets pick this up, and see if the ship will actually move, shall we?


  It didnt take long for us to throw the few dishes in the dishwasher, wrap the left over cold cuts, and throw some cling wrap over the remaining salad. All the leftovers went into the cooler, and we topped off our mugs before going our separate ways.


  I managed to control my excitement until I reached the top of the ladder. There is nothing like astrogation update work to temper ones enthusiasm for sailing, but with the prospect of pull outor in our case push backlooming, I could feel my heart rate climb just a bit. Id been docked a long time, and I was ready to shake the orbital off my feet, if only for a day.


  The new consoles looked a bit out of placea little too new and shiny compared to the rest of the bridge. As I sat in the command console, I noted that we hadnt cleaned the bridge yet, and vowed to do so at the earliest opportunity.


  I opened the announcer and keyed the pickup. This is the captain speaking. All hands to navigation stations. All hands to navigation stations.


  Ms. Maloney looked at me with an odd expression.


  I chuckled at the confused look on her face. Its one of those peculiar things we do to make absolutely sure everybody knows whats going on, and if something goes wrong, nobody can claim it was because they didnt know. That announcement gets logged, so we use the announcer for a lot of things when we want to keep a record of what the crew knows and when.


  The explanation seemed to satisfy her. Thank you, Captain.


  Have a seat, Ms. Maloney. Youll want to be buckled in when we pull out.


  She looked startled at that, and at a bit of a loss about which seat she should take.


  I fired up the engineering console, and set it to display ships power and propulsion status. I patted the cushion in invitation. Have a seat, Ms. Maloney.


  Her cool reserve returned, and, after the briefest of hesitations, she sat down and buckled in.


  Thats the engineering display. Ive got the command display here. The ships docking schematic with a red outlined oval at the bow of the ship glowed on the screen.


  At 1300 I keyed open a channel to the brow. Secure the lock and set doors to safe, Ms. Arellone.


  Aye, aye, Skipper. Secure the lock and set doors to safe. The small speaker set into the console made her voice sound tinny.


  Watching from the bridge, I saw that it took her a couple of tries to find the right settings on the lock, but the red oval on the screen eventually turned amber. As it did, the engineering display showed the ties to orbital power and air cut off. The ship was on its own.


  Secured, Captain. Sorry for the delay.


  No worries, Ms. Arellone. After weve pushed back, come on up to the bridge, please.


  Aye, aye, Skipper.


  I sent a request to depart signal to orbital traffic control, along with my flight plan file ident. I received acknowledgment immediately, and permission to depart less than a tick later.


  I keyed the announcer again. All hands, this is the captain speaking, prepare for pull back in 10...5, 4, 3, 2, 1. I pressed the key that would release the docking clamps, and heard the low cla-clunk from the bow as the clamps released and locked back into their boots. At the same time, the amber figure on my console turned green, and a quick check of hull pressure confirmed that the ships integrity was intact.


  Looking over my shoulder at the empty space behind the ship, I nudged the helm control back a fraction. The maneuvering jets punched a quick pulse. Very faintly, I felt the moving lift feeling in my ears as the ships inertial dampeners kicked in and we slipped gently backwards out of the dock.


  A quick entry in the navigation log marked the departure, and I looked over my shoulder to watch for traffic as I punched the maneuvering jets again to increase our delta-v relative to the orbital. Before we had gone a hundred meters, Ms. Arellone pelted up the ladder, and threw herself into one of the extra chairs on the bridge with a grin at me.


  I grinned back, and hit the lateral thrusters to spin us, killing the spin with a counter thrust when the orbital was directly off our port side. We were far enough out that I had a good view in all directions. I glanced at the engineering screen, and saw that the auxiliary power showed online and ready, the fusactors barely ticking over. The sail generators indicated safe standby status.


  You ready for a kick in the pants back there, Chief? I asked into the intercom.


  Oh, yeah, Cap. Give er a go!


  I keyed up the auxiliaries, and tickled them a bit to get them moving. Out of the corner of my eye, I saw the power readouts climbing on the auxiliaries, and popped the seat belt latch so I could stand to get a better look around the ship. This was the trickiest part, but even in the thick of things near the orbital, there was plenty of room to maneuver and nobody moved very fast. Still, it was possible to run down a hapless hard-suit or out of position cargo handler.


  Within half a stan wed cleared the orbitals most restricted areas, and I fed a little more fuel to the kickers. Our course angled upwards and out of the plane of the ecliptic, as the ship headed for open space. The ship rumbled from the auxiliary enginesa sound felt more than heard.


  In a half a stan, a navigational display on my screen popped open to let me know we were more than a hundred kilometers from the orbital so I took the impulse power up to twenty percent, and hailed the engine room again.


  You still back there, Chief?


  You gonna stop messin around up there and kick us, Cap? Ya got twenty and holding. Not even a whistle back here. No, sar. Not even a banging whistle!


  I spared a glance for Ms. Arellone who had a grin pasted on her face. Her head seemed to be on swivel. She kept looking around like shed never seen cold space before.


  Ms. Maloney seemed entranced. Her face glowed, and her eyes gleamed in the light from the consoles. She sat in the engineering chair, and gazed out aft to where the orbital and planet were slowly shrinking. We were still close enough in that the orb of the planet took up a lot of the view, but the orbital looked less like a city in space, and more like a tin can in orbit.


  I eased up to fifty percent on the thrusters, and our rate of acceleration picked up. In comparative terms we werent doing anything like we would after a few days under sail out to the edge of the Deep Dark, but it still moved us a long at a goodly clip. The rumble in the space frame picked up with the extra power to the auxiliaries but it was only barely audible.

The rumbling roar died as the auxiliaries went off-line, and we continued on a ballistic trajectory.


  Chief? I called in the intercom. I had to wait a tick for his reply, but it came just before I was about to hail him again.


  Im on it, Cap. Banging harmonics kicked in above seventy-six percent. Trying to find it now. There was a brief pause. How long till we pass the safety limit, Cap?


  I glanced at the position display and countdown clocks. About half a stan at this rate, Chief.


  Hokay, Cap. File it for now then. We got more than enough to get home with.


  Ill let you know when we cross the threshold, Chief.


  Thankee kindly, Cap. Thankee kindly.


  What do you think of our new ride, Ms. Arellone?


  That was fun, Skipper. A heck of a lot more fun than being tossed around by a tug. Her teeth gleamed whitely in the dim light of the bridge.


  A lot less mass to get moving here, Ms. Arellone. The Agamemnon masses more empty than we will full.


  Thats going to mean we could jump sooner, too, wont it, sar?


  Indeed it does. Depending on our load, we can probably get to the burleson limit in just seven to ten standard days.


  Well be able to make a whole trip in less than a month, Skipper?


  Oh, yes, Ms. Arellone. We should be able to make it all the way to Jett before the Agamemnon could make it to the jump limit.


  I remembered my coffee, and sat back down, cradling the mug in my hands as the timer clicked down. It was mostly cold after nearly a stan, but I didnt mind. It just felt good to be underway. I turned to look at Ms. Maloney who sat staring out at the receding planet.


  This isnt your first time out, is it, Ms. Maloney?


  She dragged her face around to look at me, and I could see her blinking as if just waking up. Oh, no, sar. Ive often traveled. Just as a passenger, sar. Her head turned to look back out at the stars all around us. This is the first time Ive been able to see.


  I smiled. Well, youll have plenty of time to see, Ms. Maloney. Well see if you still like seeing by the time we get to Jett.


  A window flashed up on the navigation console, and I leaned in to key the intercom. Coming up on safety threshold, Chief. The girls ready?


  Oh, aye, Cap, indeed they are. Spool em up easy at first sos I can check the alignment on those new coils.


  Aye, aye, Chief. Easy does it.


  When we crossed the perimeter, I eased the grav keel out, and slipped a bit of sail on. I couldnt hear the whine of the sail generators over the background thrum of the fusactors and blowers, but I imagined I could.


  Hold em there, Cap. Just a tick, just a tick.


  I watched our velocity ease upwards as the sails began biting into the solar winds. The helm needed only minimal control to keep us on course.


  Okay, Cap, the chief called through the intercom. Take em up to fifty if you can.


  I eased up the sails until we had almost fifty percent. The strain guages were getting into the amber so I had to keep them furled a bit.


  Good as we can do, Chief. Breezy day outside.


  I see it, Cap. I see it. After a moment he asked, Hows she handling?


  I rolled us a bit to the port, and back to starboard. Beautiful, Chief. Are the coils set now?


  Almost. Portside needs a tweek, Cap, Just a tweek. The intercom fell silent for a tick, and then he was back. Were nailed to the rail now, Cap. Nailed to the rail.


  Thank you, Chief. Were gonna do some sailing now.


  Good enough, Cap. Good enough.


  I keyed the announcer. Now hear this. This is the captain speaking. Secure from navigation stations. Secure from navigation stations.


  Captain, doesnt that seem a little...I dont know...silly? Ms. Arellone laughed at me a bit.


  It does, Ms Arellone, but I shrugged, whats it hurt? If we start carrying passengers, theyll need to know, too.


  Oh, good point, Skipper.


  You ready to try the helm, Ms. Arellone?


  Oh, yes, please! She jumped up, and crossed to the command seat. Ms. Maloney looked over with interest, her normally cold and rigid expression taking on something like animation.


  I stood up, and Ms. Arellone sat down.


  Its a bit different from the Agamemnon. The joysticks are a bit further apart so you can get to the keyboard, and the display is bigger because its the full command display instead of just helm, but the ideas the same.


  I showed her how to open the course correction screen, and that gave her a familiar view with a glowing cross hair in the middle of the screen. It was the same view shed had on the helm of the Agamemnon.


  She took a grip on the handles, and the cross hairs almost instantly twitched out of alignment. Oooh, arent you the touchy thing, she said to the ship. It didnt take her long to get the feel for it, even lowering the sails slightly to pull the strain level back, and giving us a nice smooth ride.


  Very nice, Ms. Arellone.


  Thank you, sar. She began to relax a little at the helm.


  Now, would you teach, Ms. Maloney the finer points of helm watch?


  Me, sar? Her voice fairly squeaked, and I thought Ms. Maloney paled a bit, although in the dim light it was difficult to tell.


  You, Ms. Arellone. Its good practice for your ship handling exam, and I need more coffee.  I headed for the ladder very deliberately. You have the conn, Ms. Arellone.


  Before I got my head below the level of the deck, she called after me. But, sar! What happens if I have a question?


  Yell, Ms. Arellone. Ill just be in the galley. With a private grin, I dropped down the ladder and went into the galley.
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  Most of the afternoon was gone by the time we got out to operational range. My hope was that leaving Ms. Arellone to show Ms. Maloney the ropes would give them a chance to bond. I could only imagine what Ms. Maloney must have felt about having to spend a year in what amounted to forced labor. 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  Chapter Fifty-Nine
